course of the rigorous ex­
amination and tests to 
which it l* subjected be­
fore It Is sent from the factory. Still, they admit 
that a machine so damaged might possibly slip 
through without discovery. But they do not be­
lieve that, up to the present time, any such 
damaged machine has been sent to an American 
Hying Held.

And as for the possibility of a German agent 
doing any "monkey business’* with an airplane 
after it is received by a flying field, they scoff 
without mercy at the merc suggestion. They do 
not deny the possibility o f spies being present on 
any or all the flying fields but they do not be­
lieve that the most astute and malignant German 
agent could "put anything over" in the hangars 
which house their steeds of the air.

In charge of each hangar is an officer whose 
duty It Is to know all about each machine In It. 
what happens to each one. where It is at any mo­
ment, and what Its condition Is whenever It Is 
In the hangar. Three mechanics are detailed to 
each machine to keep It In order and groomed 
for use whenever It may be needed. The flying 
men are confident that no sabotage could be suc­
cessfully attempted under these conditions except 
by means of an organization so large and ho 
unlikely in flying field forces that its possibility 
Is not worth considering. In addition, no man 
ever takes a plane up from a flying field without 
himself first carefully inspecting Its machinery. 
The aviators are so confident that the fault does 
not lie In the planes that when they are discuss­
ing the cause of accidents they do not even men­
tion the planes or their machinery, unless they 
are questioned by an outsider. They confine
their discussions to the human factor involved 
and speculate upon why his nerves or bis muscle, 
his heart or his brain, failed him at some crucial 
moment.

The percentage o f losses among student avia­
tors Is much larger at Canadian than at the 
American training schools, while ihe number of 
fatal accidents at the Canadian field at Fort 
Worth. Tex., is appalling. That field has suf­
fered more casaultles than all the other fields to­
gether in Texas. The aviators of the American 
fields are all of the opinion tint the fatalities 
there are mainly due to haste and carelessness in 
training.

At the American fields a man must have had 
from four to nine hours of training in the air 
with an Instructor, the time depending on his 
quickness in learning control, before he la allowed 
to take up a machine by himself.

A “ tall «pin.”  one of the causes of accident* 
most commonly dtgd, la an acrobatic stunt which 
sn aviator must know how to execute with skill 
and ease. In It he noses hts machine downward 
with Its tall whirling In a circle above him. while 
its nose whirls In a similar but smaller circle 
beneath him. and he. In the pilot’s seat. Is the 
pivot of the two gyrations. To the landsman It 
sounds a heady sort of a combination, and It Is 
likely to prove so to the airman unless he has the 
knowledge and the skill with which to manage It. 
To throw his machine In and out of tail spins la 
a part o f his dally practice after he begins the 
acrobatic training, and Id a very little while he 
acquire* sufficient knowledge o f what to do and 
Instinctive control o f the machinery to execute 
tail spina as easily and safely a* be could twirl 
on hi* toe* or turn on his heel If his feet were on 
solid ground.

But be may get Into a tall spin accidentally In 
bis early flights alone and. although be may 
know wbat la the right thing to do to taka the 
machine out o f It. he may lose his bead at the 
crucial moment and fail to do what be ought. 
Every man. woman, or child who has learned to 
ride a bicycle or drive an automobile Is familiar 
with that unconscious influence of the mind over 
the muscles which causes one who ha* not yet 
acquired complete command of a machine to 
di-Tve straight at the object which be wishes and 
Is doing his best to avoid. The aviator has a brief 
time In Me training when he suffer* from that 
aame difficulty and at Important moments Is 
prone to give the wrong pressure upon hla con­
trol «tick or bis elevator. If he does this when 
hts machine goes Into a tall spin and Ms mind 
•does not work quickly enough to recognise Ms 
■difficulty and do the right thing, a fatal accident 
•a very likely to result-
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get* Into a tall spin accidentally. Or he may 
intentionally take his machine into one, before 
he has had the usual instruction, out of the spirit 
o f adventure, or even the kbldish desire to con­
vince himself of his during or exhibit It to his 
fellow students. But, whatever the cause, it is 
the opinion of flying field aviators that getting 
into a tail spin, purposely or accidentally, without 
being able to manage it properly, is the cause of 
a large proportion of fatal accidents at the fly­
ing fields.

The same perverse, unconscious Influence of 
the mind over the muscles which forces the 
bicycle learner straight toward the object he Is 
trying to avoid I* responsible for many of the 
fatal accidents due to collisions. Even the most 
expert o f flyers may be unable to avert a serious 
accident when be sees approaching him a plane 
driven by a cadet who is doing his level best to 
keep his machlnq out of the other’s way. How 
serious and ever present is this danger In flying 
fields Is proved by Capt. Vernon Castle's death.

In flying there are certain "blind angle»” In 
which collisions are possible through no fault of 
the driver of either plane. The sections of space 
covered by the wings of his ship are Invisible to 
the pilot, and If such a aectlon coincides with 
the space concealed from the eyes of another 
pilot approaching from below or at one aide, a 
sudden crash Is likely to be the first that either 
knows of the other plane. This “ blind angle“ 
may he the cause of an occasional serious acci­
dent. but aviators do not think that such collisions 
are of frequent occurrence.

Engine trouble causes many unimportant acci­
dents, but. aviators say, should never offer any 
serious difficulty to a man who has learned how 
to manage his plane. If he is In a region, where 
It Is possible for him to come down safely. And 
for engine trouble there are as many possible and 
legitimate causes as there are reasons for an 
automobile to balk.

In a few cases a broken propeller has caused 
a pilot to make a forced landing, with Injury to 
his plane, but, up to the present time, never with 
serious result to himself. The accompanying pic­
ture shows what happened to a pilot when his 
propeller weakened, cracked and broke over the 
grounda of a high school in the environs of Hous­
ton. Tex. He brought his ship down with some 
damage to it. hut none to himself, and greatly to 
the delight of the Inhabitants o f the region.

Various causes may result in the breaking of 
the pn-peller. It ma>*have been Injured In some 
previous nose dive to the ground; or a bird may 
have got antangled In Its blades. Cadets are for­
bidden to chase birds because of the possibility 
of such a result and the sure smashing of the 
propeller. Nevertheless, they do it sometimes, 
when the instinct of the chase la strong In their 
blood. And It would be quite possible for a bird 
to fly agalnat his propeller, to the undoing of both 
bird and propeller, and the pilot to be Ignorant 
o f what had happened.

The men who by hard work and steady prac­
tice have earned tbe right to the title of “bird- 
men” believe that with both students and «killed 
aviators one cause o f fatal accidents Is the fail­
ure of the nervous system to respond Immediately 
nnd accurately to the command of the brain. 
Anything which causes nervous fatigue may bring 
about that physical state—dissipation, nerve 
«train, physical weariness, lack of sleep. The 
flyer must be so alert, hla grasp upon every situ­
ation which may confront him ao Instant, and his 
action to meet and control It an prompt that the 
fraction of a second In the movement of hla hand 
upon the cootsol* o f hla machine may mean tha 
difference between life and death.

And anything which slows by ever ao little the 
action of the brain In an emergency, or the flash­
ing of It* commands along the nerves, or the In­
stant obedience of the motor nerve* may send 
him crashing to the earth. The cadets before 
they have become what they call “tnatlnctlva 
flyers” are especially liable to this danger, al­
though even those who are skilled In tha air ara 
not free from Ita menace. Birdraen who ara 
skilled In one. or another, or several forms of 
athletics say that In nothing elae have they felt 
ao much the necessity o f this Instant and eem- 
Plete response o f the nerves to the demand epos

Careful training and plenty 
of practice soon bring the 
student aviator to the point 
where flying becomes us in­
stinctive with him. In the 
movement of hand and foot 
upon the controls of his ma­
chine, as the action of his 
I,,sly in walking. For him 
Hying becomes as safe as 

running an automobile Is for the skilled motorist, 
so far ns the machine and his control o f it and 

h which or upon which he

the banian mechanism must still be roqkoned 
with and that unreliability seems to be greater 
In the air than It Is upon the ground. It some­
times results in strange and unexpected happen­
ings.

Onte In a while a man In tbe best of health 
end ttie pink o f condition, who has passed with 
high success every one of the severe tests to 
which aviation candidates are subjected, who has 
never fainted before in his life, will faint whlU 
he Is la the idr. One recent fatal accident at a 
Texas fluid is supposed to have been due to that 
cause.

One pilot fainted and the plane fell to the 
earth, but neither he nor the student with him 
was hurt except for a few scratches and cuts. 
He said that he did not know why he fainted. 
All that he knew was that he suddenly lost con­
sciousness, and did not regain It until he wns 
being hauled out of the wrecked airplane. He 
had never fainted before In his life.

Neither had another young fellow, to whom 
everything suddenly became a blank as his ma­
chine was sailing away through the blue. It was 
still sailing nlcng easily when presently he came 
to himself agnln with the feeling that something 
had happened to him. Looking down, he could 
see that he had covered a considerable distance 
since the moment when he hnd lost consciousness. 
He does not know why he fainted any more than 
he knows why he did not spin downward to prob­
able death during those blank moments.

A British surgeon attached to the relay naval 
air service. Dr. H. Graeme Anderson, who has had 
extensive experience at British flying stations, 
has recently written some interesting conclusions 
concerning these somewhat obscure causes of 
airplane accidents at training schools.

In the opinion of Doctor Anderson, based npon 
study and comparison of the statements made to 
him In such cases by a hundred student flyers, 
there Is a brain fatigue not due to previous men­
tal or physical strain that may yet cause serious 
accidents. He thinks It Is Induced by the Impact 
r f  overwhelming sensations upon the mind of 
the pupil after he Is in the air. The flying pupil 
who Is overcome by this form, of fatigue, says 
Doctor Anderson, "reaches the stage where he 
has the power neither to reason, decide, nor act. 
A state of mental Inertia supervenes. This Is doe 
to repeated stimuli received by bis brain in rapid 
succession In his flight. He feels alone; a suc­
cession of errors occurs In the air; he feels he 
cannot manage to control the airplane; fear does 
not seize him, but the enormity of the whole 
thing appalls him; he feels helpless, and a »tote 
o f brain fatigue occurs In whlcb he. In a stupor, 
awaits events and takes little part in the air­
plane's control.“

This form of brain fatigue would seem to be 
largely a result of personal temperament Doctor 
Anderson thinks It responsible for “a fair pro­
portion o f accidents”  among students In the early 
stages of flying, and he adds that student avia­
tors who have suffered from It If they escape 
Injury, are likely to give up flying.

There are many, many of the unimportant ae- 
clients, o f which nobody takes heed. But of 
fatal accidents, notwithstanding the concern over 
them manifest In some parts o f the country, the 
percentage Is no greater than should be expected. 
Is less than In tbe flying schools o f some other 
countries, and 1* not higher than It is In almost 
any dttra-haznrdous occupation. And »hen It la 
remembered that tbla latter comparison brings 
together figures representing Men In the training 
stage with those o f skilled workers. It la evident 
both that flying Is a safer gam« than It has tbs 
credit o f being, and that It will be a good plan 
for tbe country to guard against hysteria ovaf 
the fatalities that do occur.

OESSA, the Russinn seaport, 
captured by the Germans not 
long ago, has been widely 
known ns an Important center 

of shipping and commerce, but Its 
Interest does not lie so mnch In Its 
great docked harhor. Its fine churches 
and public buildings. Its factories or 
Its size— It hnd half a million people 
at the beginning of the war—as In 
the fact that a century and a quarter 
ago there wus none of these In exist­
ence.

New York, Boston, Baltimore and 
I’hlladelphla are cities almost ancient 
In comparison with Odessa. Odessa Is 
a sort o f Chicago or Kunsas City of 
Europe—a “new town,” In the lan­
guage of the West. Just as there were 
Indian trading posts where Chicago 
and Kunsas City hnd their beginnings, 
so there was a wretched little Turkish 
village on the future site of Odessa in 
the time of Catherine the Great of 
Russia. Russia saw the possibilities 
of a port on the Blnek sea and reached 
out and took It, with little or no pro­
test, for ndjl Bey, as the Turkish vil­
lage wns called, was not worth quarrel­
ing about. Catherine founded Odessa 
h.v rescript In 1794 und the “ booming” 
o f the new city began.

Grain Built the City.
The Russian “ pioneers”  built their 

town on the plntenu which forms a ter­
race from 100 to 150 feet above the 
water front. Today a great staircase, 
which Is one of the wonders of Odessa, 
leads up in broken flights from the 
hnrbor to the city proper. Located at 
the northwest angle o f the Black sea, 
midway between the estuaries o f the 
great Dnieper and Dniester river«, 
Odessa was the natural commercial 
outlet for the vast stretches of grain- 
producing valleys beyond and Us 
growth was like that of the Western 
trade centers In America. The Eng­
lish ships found their way there to load 
their holds with grain, and exporting, 
as the years went by, grew steadily

In volume for a number of years.
The Crimean war Interrupted Eng­

lish trade with Itussln, hilt when the 
conflict was over the British traders 
returned to Odessa. It was at this pe­
riod that they were forced to divide the 
trade with Germany, for German 
shippers had seized the opportunity to 
gain a foothold in the port.

The war offers just now an odd par­
allel o f that war of trade waged OO 
years ago. It may be of significance 
to recall that the ultimate result o f 
the Anglo-German contest for Russia's 
Odessa trade was that the Jews gain­
ed absolute control o f tbe exporting 
business of the city.

Bloody Revolution In 1905.
In 1905 Odessa wus the scene o f a 

violent revolution. The Russian navy 
mutinied ami trained the big guns of 
the warship In the harbor on the city. 
The disorders were quelled by the 
czar’s military forces, but not before 
there was bloodshed and suffering 
which centered the world's attention 
on the city.

Odessa before the war wns proud 
of Its Iieuutiful parks und boulevards. 
The refuge of many French nobles In 
the time o f the French revolution, the 
streets are evidence of the fact, for 
they beur names reminiscent of roy- 

' alty of France. The main thorough­
fare, however. Is the Street of the 
Transfiguration, which begins at the 
inugnifleeut cathedral and ends at the 
gate o f the consecrated ground of the 
Orthodox Greek cemetery.

The population Is largely Tartar, on 
which lias been grafted Slav, Teuton. 
Norse, Finnish and Lettish stock, but 
at the beginning of the war It wa* 
said to be still Tartar In the main. Cat­
acombs extending under the rich city 
and Its beautiful suburbs through va­
rious periods of Odessa's career have 
housed the miserably poor, and at 
times the underground Inhabitants 

, huve numbered as many as 35.000.

“I came out with the first expedi­
tionary force, and, like all the rest, 
thought we would hove the enemy 
licked In Jig time, and he able to eat 
Christmas dinner at home. Well, so 
far, I have eaten two Christmas din­
ners In the trenches, and aru liable to 
eat two more, the way things are 
pointing. That Is, If Fritz don’t drop 
a ‘whizz-bang’ on roe, and send me to 
Blighty. Sometimes I wish I would 
get hit. bees use lt‘s no great picnic 
out here, and twenty-two months o f It 
makes you fed up.

“ It’s fairly cushy now compared to 
what It used to be. althongh I admit ' 
this trench Is a trifle rough. Now. | 
we send over five shells to their one. > 
We are getting our own back, but In 
the early days It was different. Then 
you had to take everything without 
reply. In fact, we would get twenty 
sheila In return for every one we sent 
over. Frit» seemed to enjoy It. but 
we British didn’t ;  we were the suf­
ferer». Just one casualty after an­
other. Sometimes whole platoons 
would disappear, especially when a 
•Ja»*k Johnson’ plunked Into their 
middle. It got so bad that a fellow, 
when writing home, wouldn’t ask for 
any cigarettes to be sent out. because 
he was afraid be wouldn’t be there to 
receive them.

“ After the drive to Paria was turned 
bark, trench warfare started. Our 
general grabbed a map. drew a pencil 
across It. and said. ’Dig here.’ Then 
be went hack to his tea. and Tommy 
armed himself with a pick und shovel 
and started digging. He's been dig­
ging ever since.

“ Of course we dug those trenches at 
night, but It was hot work, what with 
the rifle and machine-gun fire. The 
stretcher bearers worked harder than 
the diggers.

“Those trenches, bloomin' ditches. I 
call them, were nightmares. They were 
only about five feet deep, and you used 
to get the backache from bending 
down. It wasn't exactly safe to stand 
upright, either, because as soon as 
your napper showed over the top a 
bullet would bounce off It, or else come 
ao close it would make your hair stand.

“ We used to fill sandbags and stick 
them on top of the pnrapet to make it 
higher, but no use; they would be 
there about an hour and then Fritz 
would torn loose and blow them to 
bits. My neck used to be sore from 
ducking shells and bullets.

“ Where my battery was stationed a 
hasty trench had been dug, which 
the boys nicknamed ’Suicide ditch,’ 
and. believe me, Yank, this was the 
original ’Suicide ditch.’ All the others 
are imltatlona.

-When a fellow went Into that 
trench It was an even gamble that he 
would come out on a stretcher. At one 
time a Scotch battalion held It, and 
when they heard the betting was even 
money that they’d come out on 
stretchers, they grabbed all the bets 
In sight. Like a lot of bally idiots, sev­
eral of the battery men fell for their J

game, and put up real money. The 
‘Jocks' suffered a lot of casualties, and 
ihe prospects looked bright for the 
battery men to collect some easy 
money. So when the battalion was re­
lieved the gamblers lined up. Several 
‘Jocks’ got their money for emerging 
safely, but the ones who clicked It 
weren’t there to-pay. The artillery­
men had never thought It out that 
way. Those Scotties were hound to 
be sure winners, no matter how the 
wind blew. So take a tip from me. 
never bet with a Scuttle, 'cause you’ll 
lose money.

“ At one part o f our trench where 
a communication trench joined the 
front line a Tommy had stuck up a 
wooden signpost with three hands or 
arms on it. One of the hands, point­
ing to the German lines, read. T o  Ber­
lin ;• the one pointing down the com­
munication trench read. T o  Blighty.’ 
while the other said. ‘Suicide Ditch. 
Change Here for Stretchers.’

“ Farther down from this guide post 
the trench ran through an old orchard. 
On the edge of this orchard our bat­
tery had constructed an advanced ob­
servation post. The trees screened it 
from the euemy airmen and the roof 
was turfed. It wasn’t cushy like ours, 
no timber or concrete re-enforcements. 
Just walls of sandbags. From It a 
splendid view o f the German lines 
could be obtained. This post wasn't 
exactly safe. It was a hot corner, 
shells plunking all around, and the 
bullets cutting leaves off the trees. 
Many a time when relieving the sig­
naler at the 'phone, I had to crawl on 
my belly like a worm to keep from 
being hit.

“ It was an observation post snre 
enough. That's all the use It was. Just 
observe all day, but never a message 
hack for out tjattery to open up. You 
see, at this point of the line there 
were strict orders not to fire a shell, 
unless specially ordered to do so from 
brigade headquarters. Bllme me. If 
anyone dlsolyyed that command, our 
general—yes. it was Old Pepper— 
would have court-martialed the whole 
expeditionary force. Nobody went out 
of their way to disobey Old Pepper In 
those days, because he couldn't he 
called a parson; he wns more like a 
pirate. If at any time the devil should 
feel lonely and sigh for a proper mate, 
Old Pepper would get the first call. 
Facing the Germans wasn't hnlf had 
compared with an interview with that 
old firebrand.

“ If a company or battalion should 
give way a few yards against a su­
perior force o f Bodies, Old Pepper 
would send for the commanding offi­
cer. In about half an hour the officer 
would come hack with bis fuce the 
color of a brick, and in a few hours 
what was left of his command would 
be holding their original position.

“ I have seen nn officer who wouldn't
say d------n for a thousand quid spend
five minutes wLth the old boy, nnd 
when he returned the flow of language 
from his lips would make a navvy 
blush for shame.

“ What I am going to tell you is how 
two of us put it over on the old scamp, 
nnd got away with It It was a risky 
thing, too, because Old Pepper wouldn’t 
have been exactly mild with us If he 
hud got next to the game.

“ Me and my-mate, a lad named Har­
ry Cassell, a bombardier In D 238 bat­
tery, or lance corporal, as you call it 
In the Infantry, used to relieve the 
telephonists. We would do two hours 
on and four off. I would be on outy 
In the advunced observation post, 
while he would he at the other end of 
the wire In the battery dugout signal­
ing station. We were supposed to send 
’ hrough orders for the battery to fire 
when ordered to do so by the observa­
tion officer in the advanced post. But 
very few messages were sent. It was 
only in case of an actual attack that 
we would get a chance to earn our 
‘two and six’ a day. You see, O.d Pep- 
I>er had Issued orders net to fire ex­
cept when the orders came from him. 
And with Old Pepper orders is order«, 
and made to obey.

“The Germans must have known 
about these orders, for even in the day 
their transports and troops used to 
expose themselves as If they were on 
parade. This sure got up oar nose, 
sitting there day after day. with fine 
targets In front o f us but unable to 
send over a shell. We heartily cussed 
Old Pepper, his orders, the govern­
ment, the people at home, and every­
thing In general. But the Boches 
didn’t mind cussing, and got very carp­
iese. Bllme mo. they were bally In­
sulting. Csed to, when using a certain 
road, throw their caps into the air a« 
a taunt at oar helplessness.

“Cassell had been a telegrapher In 
civil life and Joined up when war was 
declared. As for me, I knew Morse, 
learned It at the signalers' school hack 
in 1910. With an officer In the obser­
vation post, we could not carry on the 
kind of conversation that's usual be­
tween two mates, so we used the 
Morse code. To send, one of us would 
tap the transmitter with bis Anger 
nails, and the one on the other end 
would get It through the receiver. 
Many an hour was whiled away In this 
manner passing compliments back and 
forth.

“ In the observation post the officer 
used to sit for hours with a powerful 
pair o f field glasses to his eyes 
Through a cleverly concealed loophols 
he would scan the ground behind the 
German trenches, looking for targets 
nnd finding many. This officer, Cap­
tain A------ by name, had a haMt of
talking out loud to himself. Some­
times he would vent hla opinion, same 
as a common private does when he's 
wrought up. Once apon a time the 
captain had been on Old Pepper's staff, 
so he could cuss and blind In the most 
npproved style. Got to be sort o f a 
habit with him.

"About six thousand yards from us, 
behind the German linea, was a road 
In plain view of our post. For the last 
three day* Frits had brought compa­
nies of troops down this road In broad 
daylight. They were never shelled. 
Whenever this happened the captain 
would froth at the mouth and let out 
a volume o f Old Pepper’s religion 
which used to make me love him.

"Every battery has a range chart on 
which distinctive landmarks are noted, 
with the range for each. These land­
marks are called targets, and are num­
bered. On our battery's chart, that 
road was called Target IT, Range 
6000, 3 degrees 30 minutes left.’ D 238 
battery consisted of four ’4.5’ howit­
zers, and fired a 35-pound H. E. shell. 
As you know, H. E. means ‘high ex­
plosive.’ I don't like bumming up my 
own battery, but we had a record In 
the division for direct hits, and our 
boys were Just ptntng away for a 
chance to exhibit their skill In the 
eyes o f Fritz.

"On the afternoon of the fourth day 
o f Fritz’ contemptuous use of the rood 
mentioned fhg captain and I were at 
our posts as usual. Fritz was strafe- 
Ing us pretty rough. Jost like he’s doing 
now. The shells were playing leap­
frog all through that orchard.

“I was carrying on a conversation 
In our ’tap’ code with Cassell at the 
other end. It ran something like this;

“  ’Say, Cassell, how would you like 
to l>e in the saloon bar of the King’s 
Arms down Rye lane with a bottle of 
Bass In front o f you. and that blonde 
barmaid waiting to fill ’em up agalnl

Opportunity for City Men to Repay to
Nation a Part o f Debt They Owe 

the Farm—What Clarence 
Ousley Has to Say.

Suppose yon close your store next 
Tuesday—lock It up and go away all 
day—how much will you lose! Some- 
tftfhg. certainly. But suppose, tomor­
row morning, you display placards 
over every counter telling your cus­
tomers that the store will not be open 
Tuesday, that the entire sales force 
Is going to put In the day fighting for 
the freedom of America, and ask them 
to buy on Monday what they need 
for Tuesday. How much would you 
lose then, even if your competitor on 
the next corner should keep open all 
day and hustle for business? A little, 
possibly. But don’t you think It 
would be bread upon the water, that 
would return to you. and after not ao 
many days, at that? Don’t you be­
lieve that, for every customer of yours 
who went to trade with your compet­
itor during the day you were closed, 
three of his would come to trade with 
you within the week?

Must Fight in Furrows.
Urban people have got to do some 

fighting for freedom in the furrows 
this spring, summer and fail. They 
have got to help the country win the 
war by helping the farmer produce 
food—which means that they will be 
helping themselves most o f all.

With the exception o f a few min­
ing and manufacturing centers, the 
villages, towns and cities o f 100.000 
or less are mainly dependent for their 
success on the prosperity o f the 
farming communities around them. 
They have good times or hard times 
In proportion as the farming opera­
tions in their trade territory succeed 
or fall. In normal times, even, sensi­
ble self-interest prompts the business 
man to encourage and aid the farm­
er. Now, In the stress o f war, the 
prompting to help the farmer comes 
hardly less from good business Judg­
ment than from patriotic impulse.

Here Is the situation: The fanners 
will need additional labor to help cul­
tivate and harvest the crops they have 
planted. This situation cannot be met 
by legislation. The task imposed 
upon the Israelites by Pharaoh, to 
make bricks without straw, was an 
easy Job compared with the task of 
making labor by law. In large meas­
ure. the needed labor must come 
from the people In towns whose busi­
ness does not have to be kept hum­
ming every minute.

Men Who Were Farm Boys.
You know, a very large proportion 

nf business men have been farm boys. 
Just make a mental canvass o f the 
men In your block or your building. 
You remember when they came In 
green from the country, sunburned 
and hard as hickory. The fact that 
they are now among the best busi­
ness men In town does not prove that 
they couldn’t «till do good farmwnrk. 
Why, not so long ago, when Bill 
Brown rushed in to get a few balls 
o f binder twine, and to put a little 
extra money in the bank and chaffed 
yon about the ease of your Joh and 
how soft you were, you probably 
boasted that you could still shock 
wheat or walk between the plow 
handles with the best o f them. Of 
course you could— and of course you 
can. Maybe you can’t hold It as long 
ag some of them, but you can do It 
as well. All right. The time has 
coma for you to do tt. You never

made a boast that you couldn't bock 
up, did you?

If your town falls down on thir 
matter, the country will suffer—a lit 
tie. It will not suffer a great deal 
because most of the towns are no 
going to fall down on It But If y o u  
town falls down on this matter, your 
town will suffer more than a little. 
You know what happens to trad* 
when the farmers all around a /  
short on crops and have barei. 
enough money to scrimp by with.

Commercial Cluba Should Act.
Take the matter up at the next 

meeting o f the commercial club or 
board o f trade. Or, better still, call a 
special meeting. You have Influence 
enough to do It or have It done. Hera 
Is what Clarence Ousley. assistant 
secretary of agriculture of the United 
States, says about it :

“To render this assistance to th* 
fanner and to the nation, the local 
commercial club or business men’s 
association should appoint a labor rep­
resentative or a small and active com­
mittee on farm labor. This labor 
representative or committee should 
make a canvasa o f the business men. 
clerks and others In the town who 
have had farm experience and who 
are willing to close or leave their 
places of business on certain days or 
afternoons, or for long periods, and 
go out on the neighboring farms to 
help. This labor representative or 
committee should either get In touch 
with the farmers themselves or with 
an agent representing the farmers, 
such as the master o f the Grange, the 
president o f the anion, the manager 
of the co-operative creamery or store, 
or the county agricultural agent, and 
ascertain Juat how many men each 
fanner can use to advantage during 
good weather and particularly during 
certain rush periods In planting, cul­
tivating, or harvesting. With this In­
formation on the farm labor needs 
and the number o f workers available, j 
the committee can assign the men | 
who have volunteered to help In this 
emergency to the various farms la 
the neighborhood."

This is economy 
of time as well as of 
food. A whole recipe of 
drop rakes or rookies 
may be prepared and 
baked nt one time if two 
baking sheets o f sheet 
Iron are used that fit the 
oven. This is a great 
saving of fuel If gas or 
kerosene or electricity Is 

used. Milk bottles should be carefully 
wiped before removing the cap for 
two reasons, the first because o f 
cleanliness, the second because bits 
o f glass are often chipped out of the 
bottle In transit and are unnoticed.

Kindling may be carried very easily 
by using a piece of canvas with strong 
handies. Cut the cloth 45 by 27 
Inches.

Use wooden spoons in stirring foods. 
A hard rap of a metal spoon on the 
side o f a granite dish will dislodge 
pieces o f the lining of the dish; this 
gets Into the food and is as dangerous 
as glass. A wooden spoon never be­
comes too hot to handle and is much 
easier on the hands in stirring.

Water drained from cooked rice or 
macaroni makes fine starch for laces 
or delicate dresses.

Brooms are too expensive these 
days to treat without consideration. 
They should always be hung or turned 
upside down, resting on the handle.

Grated potato used as a poultice 
over an inflamed eye will relieve it tf 
left overnight.

A sauce dish o f left-over preserve« 
may be thickened with a little gela­
tin, with a grating of lemon or a bot­
tle of .lemon Juice added, then served 
with whipped cream, making a dainty) 
dessert and an economical one.

The dish o f onions left from to­
day’s dinner may be put through a 
sieve and served In tomorrow’s meat 
sauce.

Nalls and roughness In the heel of 
s shoe will rub and wear the hone. 
Pound down the nails and glue a piece 
of heavy cloth or chamois skin Into 
each heel. This will save the feet 
and also the hose.

The wise buys- will purchase goad 
sized eggs when possible, and when 
starting the poultry yard see that 
she has a strain of hens which pro­
duce large eggs. Small egg» should 
not demand the ssme price. Weighing 
eggs Is a wise and economical method, 
and will In rime discourage the pro­
duction o f small eg?«.

DAIRY
FACTS

SLAUGHTER OF DAIRY CATTLE

Because of Lack of Feed In Europ« 
Many Animals Have Been Killed 

— Milk Supply Decreased.

(Prepared hy the United Stales Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Although dairy cattle are economical 
users of feetlstuffs and although they 
will convert coarse, inedible material 
Into a human food, still they must 
have some grain for maximum produc­
tion. When animals convert feeds, 
such as grain, that enn he used direct 
hy human beings, they usually do eo 
at a loss of human food. In times of 
extreme food shortage, therefore, ani­
mals are killed for humnn food and 
the grain used directly. In some of 
the continental countries this policy 
has been followed because of the lack 
of feeds and the need of meat. Most 
of the dairy countries of Europe have 
depended upon Imports for a large 
part of the grains or concentrates for 
dairy cattle. This supply has been 
largely cut off, with the result that In 
some countries there has been a tend­
ency to decrease the number of ani­
mals. Because of these facts, millions 
of dairy cattle hnve been slaughtered 
In Europe since the war began. The 
lack of milk that has resulted has en­
tailed great suffering In some sec­
tions, especially among children. It 
Is Important, therefore, that such ■ 
situation he prevented In this country 
so far as possible. If, by economical 
feeding and the utilization of feeds 
that are not necessary for humans, 
the dairymen of the country could con­
serve their herds until after the war, 
they would render great service to 
humanity. With the great number of 
animals killed In Europe and the In­
crease In the rate of slaughter as the 
war continues, the food shortage be­
comes more serious. When the strug­
gle Is over It will he Impossible to meet 
at once the demand for milk In the 
countries where the greatest number 
o f cattle hnve been killed.

Efforts w it *e made, of course, to 
Increase the nirnibA.’ o f dairy cattle, 
but this requires time— several years. 
In fact. The supply of grain, on the 
other hand, can be Increased more rap­
idly. hut there will probably be de­
mand upon us for products from the 
dairy, as well as for foundations for 
herds, provided we keep our supply of 
good animals. This should be consid­
ered another reason for Increasing, or 
at least maintaining, the herda of dairy 
cattle In this country.

Holstein cattle are o f black and 
white color. They are docile and even 
tempered, not good “ rustlers,”  and do 
best when plenty of feed Is available. 
Holstein cows average about 1.250 
pounds and bulls 1,800 pounds In 
weight. The average o f milk produc­
tion Is high, but the percentage of but- 
terfat is comparatively low.

Among Holstelns, 3,200 cows that
