BORGER — A tornado injured at
least four people and caused heavy
structural damage to a Phillips
Petroleurn Co natural gas plant here
Saturday night. authorities said.

One of two other tornadoes ‘that
touched down near the nearby
community of Fritch extensively
damaged one house and destroved a
barn. but caused no injuries. said
Hutchinson County Sheriff's Sgt. Bob
Smith

Police Chief Arthur Waight said the
Borger twister knocked down cooling
towers at the plant But he said there
was no danger of fire

The first twister roared within a few
hundred yards of Borger s Aluminum
Dome. where about 400 people were
attending a fish fry

According to Eck Spalich. managing
editor of the Borger News Herald.
possibly most of those attending the
gathering were unaware of the storm's
passage. as the sirens sounded only
about 30 seconds before the storm came
into view - .

*Huge hail had been falling a few
minutes before.”” reported Spalich.
Then it stopped. and I went out to check
on my car All of a sudden it got very
quiet.. and we saw the tornado. It was
beautiful. And everybody got scared as
hell'™

‘It flipped over two cars near the
Dome.”" he said. ‘'One driver
apparently got out before it hit, but then
had a heart attack."”

Spalich said the man was taken by
ambulance to North Plains Hospital in
Borger. then transferred to Amarillo

Tight money. a drop in crude prices. a loss of tax
incentives for drilling wells. and generally lousy economic
conditions were blamed by area oilmen and officials for
current sagging oil and gas production

Drilling rigs are being stacked and put out of commission.
and industry workers are being laid off. due to the slowing oil
and gas activities

Officials report a nationwide count of operating drilling
rigs by Hughes Tool Company dropped from a peak of 4.250
units in December 1981. down to 3.128 units in operation last
month.

Only 17 intentions to drill were filed for the Panhandle
District during the week ending June 3. The previous week 32
drilling intentions were filed

A Pampa Railroad Commission official said area drilling
is down 30 percent. compared to the same period last year
The official said he expeets activity to drop even more this
month.

Nearly 200 people out of a work force of 1.000 have been
laid off at Pampa's Ingersoll - Rand Plant over the past
month

According to Pampa Police Officer

Local independent drillers and oil field servicing operators
blamed the same factors as did the corporation executives

More specifically though. an oil investments specialist and
a Texas Railroad Commission official said many investors
are not putting money into oil and gas drilling at this time

Commission official John Rodgers said he thinks some
investors fear loss of tax incentives for well drilling. He said

the some investors believe the government will take away
tax deductions for the tangible costs of drilling a well

Rodgers said investors can deduct up to 70 percent of the
tangible costs of drilling a well from their income taxes

He said some investors are afrgid they will invest in a well
now. only to find later that the tangible costs deductions will
not be allowed

He said if the government does take away the tangible
deductions. "It will kill drilling deader than a doorbell.”

However. Tom Byrd. investments manager for Edward
Jones & Company. said investors do not fear loss of tax

incentives, but he said there is just not much money
available for tax - shelter investments at this time

Byrd said some drillers could not make a profit when
domestic crude oil prices dropped from $34.35 to $28 per
barrel

However, he said the main reason for a lack of investors in
oil and gas exploration is that corporations and indiviguals
do not have extra income to shelter in production

Byrd said the recession has cut corporation profits which
could be sheltered in oil and gas production. He said profits
normally looking for tax shelters in oil and gas are just not
available now

He said now is actually the best time for investors to put
money into oil and gas drilling. but said, ‘‘Most people wpn't
drill when prices are down."

Byrd said now is a good time for investors and a bad time
for drillers. “Drillers are chasing deals. There is more
competition to bid a well,"" he said.

Most people contacted said they believeithe situation will
turn around when off prices ris¢ and the é¢onomy improves.

“It's béen like this for years and years. It ‘s up and down —
I have seen it do this over and over," remarked one longtime
oil industry observer. : Y

Weather causes
U.S. farmers to

lag behind world

WASHINGTON (AP) — Adverse
weather conditions last week continued
to keep farming progress in the United
States behind last year’s pace.

But planting and harvesting
activities in most of the rest of the
world's major crop areas remained
generally on schedule, according to the
government's weekly weather bulletin.

‘‘Persistent rainfall curtailed
fieldwork in most areas of the nation,
especially on the Great Plains where
planting progress fell further behind
normal,” according to the bulletin,
issued Wednesday by the Joint
Agricultural Weather Facility of the
Agriculture and Commerce
departments.

Planting or development of all U.S.
crops was lagging behind last year
except for soybeans, where half the
crop is now in the ground compared to
44 percent at.this time in 1981.

Sharp police work foils
furniture store heist

Calvin Ray Cornwell, 29, of
Skellytown, was arrested in Mesquite
late Thursday on a Gray County
burglary warrant.

The arrest marks the end of a week -
long investigation by Pampa police into
the May 30 burglary of Johnson's Home
Furnishings store at 406 S. Cuyler, an
investigation that store manager
Delbert Johnson has praised for its
thorough coverage at the scene and
speed in identification of the suspect

It began as Officer Larry Hinds, on
routine patrol in the area, noticed
something unusual: a van backed up to
the rear of the store.

Hynds checked out the van, and
discovered a report to police that listed
it as missing and possibly stolen.
Checking out the scene, he discovered
evidence of an incomplete act of
burglary

“They were fixing to make a pretty
good raid," Johnson said. The glass on
the back door had been smashed to gain
entry, and about $3.500 to $4,000 in
merchandise had been loaded into the
van.

Two video tape recorders, a cabinet
stereo system, and two color television
sets had already been loaded. A color
video camera valued at $1,000 was
found on a bedspread on the floor of the
store, according to Johnson.

Johnson said he had three similar

cameras in stock, and he believes the
burglar was planning to load them into
the blanket to carry them out more
easily.

When Hinds saw this scene, he called
other police units to Johnson's. Five
officers searched the store for a
burglar, Johnson said, and at least one
other patrol car was stationed on
Cuyler Street to watch for an escape

Johnson said ‘“‘there were plenty of
police officers there to help.” And,
through information recieved before by
the police, they ‘*had a suspect's name
within half - an - hour."”

Johnson and police said the burglar
apparently could not get the van started
after loading it, and gave up on the
burglary attempt before the police
team arrived.

““Maybe he figured he had all he could
get," Johnson said.

A warrant was issued for Cornwell,
and the investigation effort was in the
hands of Pampa Police Detective Ron
Howell

Through work that Police Chief J.J
Ryzman called ‘‘just plain legwork,
detective work,” Howell was able to
locate Cornwell in Mesquite, a suburb
just east of Dallas

Cornwell was arrested by Mesquite
police, and will be transferred to
custody in Pampa

"I believe the police did an excellent
job,"" Johnson said.

After striking the area near the
Dome, the twister headed west out of
town, toward the Clearview area.

Waight said no houses were damaged
by the tornado that hit in the west side
of this city of 16,000 people located
about 50 miles northwest of Amarillo.

One man was ‘“‘badly hurt'’ when his
car rolled over during the storm, said a
spokesman at North Plains Hospital.

Kremlin’s response quick

Leonid Brezhnev. old and ill as he
is. let only 10 days elapse before
responding favorably to President
Reagan's May 9 proposal for new
strategic nuclear arms talks
between the United States and the
Soviet Union.

The short response time shows a
sense of urgency in the Kremlin.
There are several possible reasons
for the quick reaction.

— No subject is more important
than nuclear arms control in the
propaganda battle beteen the
governemnt of the two superpowers
The Soviet Union. for 30 years. has
always sought to be seen by the
world as a champion of nuclear arms
control.

— The Kremlin is concerend by
the rapid pace of the current U.S.
arms buildup. particularly in the
development of new and more
advanced weapons such as the MX
missile and the cruise missile. One of
Soviet goals in any arms control
talks will be to halt the deployment of
such new U.S. weapons.

— And. finally. there is certainly
real concern among the Russians
and the other Soviet peoples about
the fate of the earth. And. to a limited
extent. the elderly leaders of their
autocratic governmnt reflect that
genuine concern in their apparent
eagerness to negotiate.

Ronald Reagan acknowledged as
much in his Eureka College speech.

“I do not doubt that the Soviet

ople and. yes. the Soviet leaders

ave an overriding interest in

preventing the use of nuclear
weapons,” he said. “The Soviet
Union within the memory of its
leaders has known the devastation of
total conventional war and know that
nuclear war would be even more
calamitous.” '

On May 18, Brezhnev. in Moscow,
addressing the 19th congress of
Komsomol. the Young Communist
League. declared Reagan's initiative
“a step in the right direction’" and
said talks should begin immediately
“on the right key~ but called the
American position, as stated by

Reagan. “absolutely unilateral in
nature.”

The Soviet objections could have
been anticipated

— Reagan proposed to reduce the
stock pile only of ballistic missiles,
which he called ‘‘the most
destabilizing nuclear systems.”” The
Soviets want to include “‘the
strategic arms it (the United States)
1S now most intensively developing.”
This presumably refers to the cruise
missiles which are now being
developed by General Dynamics in
San Diego and Boeing in Seattle

— Reagan proposed that talks
begin by the end of June and
predicted that they would ‘take
many years of concentrated effort™
to reach an agreement. Verification
procedures would be necesary to
insure compliance with any
agreement. he said. . The Soviets
want an immediate freeze on the
strategic arms of both sides. “as
soon as the talks begin.”" with
moderniztion of such arms ““limited
to the utmost.” Obviously there
could be no agreed upon
verification methods for a freeze that
took effect in advance of any
agreement

Brezhnev's response is hopeful
But the cruise missile and
verification issues are major issues
which could well block any
agreement. Since 1945. the history of
nuclear arms control negotiations
has been characterized by a high
degree of mutual frustration. We
should not be overoptimistic now
Nothing much has changed. although
thé danger has gradually increased
as nuclear weapons have become
more sophisticated and numerous

A verified nuclear weapons freeze.
first proposed by President Johnson
in 1964. remains a possibility. An
unverified freeze. such as Brezhnev
seems to be proposing. is
unacceptable. But surely our
leaders. when the talks begin, should
be prepared to lay out terms of
verification which would make a
freeze acceptable. if not now then
eventually

Spending will not plummet

The Republicans want to reduce
government spending by paying out $40
billion less in Social Security checks
«over the next three years. People who
supposedly speak for the aged protest,
but Reagan and his aides assure them
the truly elgible will not be cut, that
those who are receiving payments
fraudulently will be weeded out and
other economies made.

Democrats, hungry for old folks’'
votes, would balance the budget, not by
cutting Social Security but by raising
taxes and cutting defense outlay. Their
opponents come back with the warning
that during a severe economic
recession is no time to raise taxes, that
these should be cut instead, and that to
reduce defense is to' endanger the
safety of the U_S. from attack.

But government spending must be
reduced for the Treasury has toborrow
much of the nearly trillion dollars a
vear it is spending and its huge volume
of borrowing is the main cause of the
high interest rates.

There is no doubt but what the rapid
increase in government spending must

be halted and the total spending
eventually reduced. Social Security
benefits being a major item in
government outgo, how to reduce these
has  vital question.

The inators of the Social Security
system in the 30's little realized what a
mare's nest they were building. They
reasoned that as people grow old they
come to an age when they can no longer

* earn by working and so must fall back
on pensions. But a pension is simply
interest on a principal that consists of
prior saving. Not trusting workers as
individuals to save enough, the Social
Securers legislated compulsory saving,
that is, a tax on wages, the revenue
being invested to yield future pension
dollars.

This, be it noted, was socialism
substituted for individualism in the
area of old age insurance. Events
proved it was an unwise substitution.
The outgo has vastly erceeded the
income, causing the principal to shrink
and threaten soon to disappear. Hence,
the ‘present pressure to reduce the
benefit payments.

Undoubtedly, much can be saved by

- eliminating wrongful payments and

operating more efficiently, but such
savings can only give temporary relief.
The basic difficulty is that the number
of people legally eligible for Social
Security benefits has grown rapidly and
is still growing, both in numbers and in
demands or government dollars.

Senior Citizens are a new class in
America. They include everyone who is
65 or over, that being the age at which
the Social Security act provided that
people could stop earning and start
collecting.

Seniors are a larger percentage of the
population than used to be the case
because people live longer. This in turn
is because of doctors' skill and new
medicines and treatments that have
been discovered.

Old folks are more independent now.
Many have personal savings, they
belonging to a generation that was
taught to save, and they also receive
those monthly Social Security checks.
They don’t have to live with relatives as
Grandpa and Grandma used to, but live
by themselves. When they fail and can
no longer make a cup of tea, they goto a

One thing to keep in mind about the
great budget debate is that it is about
assumptions.

To start with, the original
administration proposals back in
January were based on an optimistic
assumption that after a virtually no -
growth 1982, the gross national product
would resume expansion by a healthy
5.2 percent the next year, 5 percent in
1984 and 4.7 percent in 1985.

Those were regarded as excessively
optimistic assumptions by the
Democratic opposition and most
economists, and one result of the weeks
of otherwise unproductive
congressional - White House budget
negotiations has been to scale them
down.

The consensus assumption now is
that GNP will decline by almost 1

And then there is inflation, with
assumed rates currently in the 6
percent and 7 percent annual range
throughout the four - year period.

On this basis, and assuming all tax
cuts take effect as now planned, it is
being assumed tax revenues will rise
steadily from $623 billion this year to
$780 billion in 1985. But expenditures, as
now projected, will rise more rapidly —
from $742 billion in 1982 to more than a
trillion dollars in 1985.

What you get from putting these last
two sets of figures together are
assumed federal deficits beginning at
$119 billion this year and climbing
steadily and steeply to $233 billion in

As our nation's economy recovers its
virility, Americans will have more
money to spend and wil resume bidding
prices upward.

Resultant inflation will mean that our
dollars will start shrinking again — so
we will demand and get more dollars.

Within 40 years, just your income
from IRA savings may make you a
millionaire — but it could take more
than that just to buy food.

History says that of all economic ills,
the one malignant one is inflation. And
no nation has yet found a permanent
cure for it.

Something happened last fall which
was noted by almost nobody.

The President's chronic critics
eagerly focused your attention on our
nation’s trillion dollar debt — but, at the
same time and unnoticed — our
government went another trillion
dollars in debt.

The second trillion dollars is what we
taxpayers are going to have to provide
to cover the pensions of federal
government employees.

Federal employees retired or retiring
expect pensions which already total a
thousand billion dollars.

Former Congressman Hastings
Keith, retired, is now collecting three
separate pensions — but he does not
approve of the practice, calls the
continuing escalation of pensions ‘“‘a

What with military personnel and
civil servants ret'ring earlier from jobs

which pay more, plus cost - of - living
adjustments, that obligation which
taxpayers must pay has been
increasing more than 10 percent per
year.

Editor Marvin Stone of U. S. News
says, ‘‘Mathematically, our future is
hopeless."

For every dollar the civil - service
employee contributes toward his own
pension, taxpayers contribute five.
Military personnel contribute nothing
toward theirs.

Most members of Congress are
understandable reluctant to consider
any curtailment of pensions because of
the generous retirement benefits which
they have voted for themselves, as
much as $48,500 a year plus cost - of -
living adjustments.

Indeed, nobody can rightly condemn
the retirement  income earned by
working people when our nation is so
gflnerous with people who don’t work at
all.

But as Rep. Barber Conable of New
York says, “We have constructed a
federal pension system over the years
which goes far beyond reasonable
limits and threatens to overwhelm
America’s taxpayers."

The only option — if there is not a de -
escalation — is to print more money
worth less.

And anybody presently on retirement
knows what that means.

1985. The government could be in the
red by three - quarters of a trillion
dollars for the four years.

Don't try to remember any of these
figures. There will not be a quiz on
them. When the books are finally closed
on the years in question, any or all of
them — more likely the latter — may
turn out to have been more or less —
probably the former — off the real
mark.

What they point up is that the
budgeting process works with assumed
rather than proven figures. At best,
they are highly educated guesses
objectively arrived at. At worst, they
are wishful thinking. And the wishes
usually havea political coloration.

This is recognized by both parties in
the budgeting process. The normal
procedure is for administration and
Congress to proceed to a compromise
after scoring reasonable numbers of
political points. Deadlocks can be
broken and the chaos of a
congressionally drafted budget avoided
by submission of revised drafts, leaving
initiative with the White House, as
happened in the Carter administration.
Although that may not be the most
encouraging of examples to trot out at
this point. .

But this time we appear to be in for
something different.

With an occupant of the White House
taking a position that unyielding may
inadequately describe, and the
congressional opposition taking a stand
on its own principles that has the added
advantage of promising election - year
issues, something eventually like
normal procedure toward a reasonable
compromise is not necessarily to be
assumed.

“Changes in the cattle business — Lord, how would you
describe that?"
- Emmett LeFors has seen them, though: the changes.
Since the first decade of this century, he's been involved in
the Texas cattle business. Involved in the Panhandle.
Involved in its history.
_ He leans forward in his chair, then back, brow furrowed
with the remembering. A smile chases the lines away, and
he shakes his head.
“I was up in Kansas, and I stopped at a place to get my
boots shined. I didn't even look at the guy sitting next to me,
\xpon that high shine stand...didn’t even think I knew him.
*Then suddenly he turns to me, and says, ‘Emmett — you
and me both got too much sense to be in this business!’ He
was a good friend, and he committed suicide later, in
Albany."
It was in the Thirties, and the Great Depression had settled
deep on the land, and those who lived off it. Panhandle
cattlemen were tied tight to the land itself.
LeFors, then in his forties, had already been ranching for 20

‘| years or more. He had already seen his hard times.

“After the war (World War I) things were bad. Cattle
brought 6 or 7 cents a pound. I lost a lot. Then, by '24, I'd
begun to make money. The Crash of '29 came...”

He pauses, grins again, remembering.

“The Crash caught me with 1800 yearlings I'd just
purchased from 3 - C Cattle Company."

It was typical of LeFors’ life and career as a cowman.
Listening to him recount 70 years and more of life as a Texas
rancher — he is a deceptively active 92 years old — one gets
the feeling that this is just the sort of man author William

4 Faulkner was talking about when he said in his Nobel

speech, “Man will not endure: he will prevail.”

Emmett LeFors has prevailed. Over youthful
inexperience, early responsibility, economic setbacks, and
to a great measure over time itself.

He was born in 1889 in Mobeetie — then a thriving town
*‘with 13 or 14 saloons.’’ Perry LeFors had come into the area
in about 1874, working for Col. Charles Goodnight and for
“old man Groom.” He had established a camp on
Cantonment Creek — and had begun to acquire land and
cattle for himself.

“l was 8 or 9 when I started helping my father out,” he
recalls. *‘By the time I was 16 or 17, I'd made him a hand."”

It was in his teens, he recalls, when his father sent him on a
solo mission to round up some strays from a distant range.
“He told me, ‘There’s a bunch of remnant steers up by
Lark. Go up and get "em. But be careful when you go through
a gate or anything: if that horse throwed you and kicked you

Jin the chest, it might be a month before we found you.’ You

know, there’s not many folks now that'd send a kid on a job
like that."”

But he came back, and he learned the business, and by the

“|time his father died in 1909, Emmett, then 20, was ready for

the task of being a rancher.

“The Groom pasture was 60 sections. Levi D. Rider had
acquired it from the White Deer Land Company, and my dad
leased it for 10 cents an acre,’ he recalls. ‘I stayed in that

camp and looked after that pasture with another hand in 1912
-13. Then they began to plow that pasture up."”

Settlers were being enticed to the Panhandle by the
landowners — more and more of them.

“They'd bring them in, and have excursions. There was a
big yellow house there, and on its side was painted: ‘600,000
acres for sale to actual settlers. Low rate of interest and 40
years to pay.’ I think they built the house just for the sign,”
he opined.

“Charlie Tignor drove a big hack for the White Deer Land
Co., and Bill Wilkes did too. They'd bring that big old hack
up, and load up the people, and take them out to show them
the land."

LeFors pauses a long moment in recollection.

“I wish I'd made notes when old Charlie was alive,” he
says a little sadly. *‘He knew the names of all the windmills
and all the little lakes, all over the Panhandle.

“Deep Lake. Bone Pile. Oid Rush Lake. ivouvn,
where all thoz= were any more."

He sits a little longer in thought. He is no stereotype qf the
Old Cowhand: compact and energetic, sitting quietly,
hatless, in boots, slacks, white shirt and tie, he looks more a
cross between an oldtime rancher and a New York
merchant. It's hard to picture him on a horse. But he's spent
a lot of time on horseback just the same. L

“‘A couple of reporters in Kansas one time did a story on
me. They said they wanted a picture of me rounding up
cattle.

*I said, ‘Do you think I round up cattle all by myself? Well,
I don't.’ So they said to just get up on a horse, and they'd take
their pictures. And they did."”

Favorite horse? One out of all he’s had?

“No — I loved ‘em all. I've had some good horses in my
time, too. One was called Red Leather. He had a lot of
endurance. Must've had some high blood in him. The horses
we had back then had a lot of Spanish - bred blood in them,
and we had some good ones."

“I went all over on horseback. Up to Amarillo, and to
Goodnight — I'd stay overnight with the Colonel.

*“I first saw cars about 1911 - 1912. I had one then, a little
Ford roadster. And I'd dam’ sure go places!*

Emmett LeFors has gone places. He maintains a pasture
in Kansas where he runs about a thousand head, in addition
to those on his pasture near Miami.

“I've gone up there every year since 1914. When I first
went there, it was nothing but a sea of grass."

Rangeland in the Panhandle in the early part of the
century was already ‘‘pretty well fenced,"’ he recalls.

*“They used ribbon wire — a strip of wire about half an inch
wide, with barbs on it. I found a roll of it on a fencepost some
years ago.”

Years. His accumulation of thein sits like a mantle of quiet
pride.

“‘Had a nice party for my 90th. But when I hit 100, I'm
going to have one that lasts three days!"

He has mixed emotions following the naming of Lefors
after his father. Perry LeFors had established a camp at the
site, to serve the route from Mobeetie to Tascosa.

“Henry Tutt came across the Canadian River in a wagon
to live there and run the camp. He left the womenfolk in
Mobeetie and started the camp.”

But when the citizens of the LeFors camp decided they
wanted a post office, he says, trouble developed over the
name.

"“They said they couldn’t have a compound name, or some
such foolishness, and so they made it Lefors. That's not
right: there's lots of compound names in this country.
Bureaucrats!"”

But Le - smaii f - ors hung on, while Mobeetie ‘‘just sorta
dwindled'’ to its present, stable size as the railroad bypassed
it time and again.

And Emmett LeFors prevailed, surviving the Depression
to rebuild again — and in 1935 married Musette Sewell of
Plainview. She died in 1971.

Emmett LeFors' success as a rancher has spanned more
than half a century. It takes determination and tenacity for a
record like that. But there's much more to LeFors: he has
“‘always come up with a smile on his face,” according to one
longtime friend.

And he has aided his cause all along with imagination and
plain moxie. He smiles as he recalls being able, at the worst
of times, to to deliver a gentle kidding.

It was during the Depression, and I went to my banker
and said, ‘I just bought 900 head down in Scurry.’ ‘Oh?" he
said, ‘And who's going to pay for them?' "

I said, ‘I thought you would.’ He said, ‘And who's going to
feed them?' "

Answered Emmett LeFors:

‘I thought youwould.”

PSEUDORABIES THREATENS SWINE

Swine producers in Gray County should keep their guard up
to prevent pseudorabies from infecting their herds.

The virus disease has been a major problem in the Midwest
but a recent case in Texas has resulted in a number of herds
being quarantined.

Pseudorabies is caused by a herpes virus which affects the
respirator, reproductive and nervous systems of animals. The

virus has the ability to remain alive in recovered animals, and
these apparently normal animals are then a source of infection
for susceptible animals.

Most outbreaks occur after infected feeder pigs or breeding

stock are introduced into a herd. Once the disease is
established in a herd, it spreads to other swine on the farm or
on neighboring farms by direct contact between infected and
susceptible animals or by way of contanimated clothing, boots
or equipment. Dogs, cats, and many wild animals also can
spread the disease. The virus can survive the move to other
farms in waterways and surface drainage.

Symptoms of pseudorabies in swine are variable. Baby pigs
may die suddenly without showing any sumptoms or they may
live several days and show signs such as vomiting, diarrhea,
listlessness, weakness and loss of appetite as well as
incoordination, violent shaking, circling. paddling movement
of legs and convulsions. Their temperature may exceed 105
degrees F. The mortality rates for pigs under two weeks of age
can be 100 percent.

Older pigs may show similar symptoms and also signs of
respiratory involvement such as sneezing, coughing. rubbing
of the nose and a nasal distharge. Death losses will range from
5to 50 percent.

Mature swine are more resistant than younger pigs ans
symptoms and death losses are not as severe Pregnant sows
'may abort or give birth to mummies, weak or stillborn pigs.
Sows infected early in pregnancy may return to heat.

To prevent pseudorabies, purchase herd additions only from
herds free of the virus. Breeding stock purchased from out .- of
- state must be negative to a blood test made not more than 30
days before entry into Texas. Regardless of the source of
stock, hold new purchases in strict isolation for 30 to 60 days
and retest beore adding them to the herd.

Restrict visitors from areas where swine are kept. Require
clean clothing, and scrub and disinfect boots before entering
swine areas. Scrub and disinfect instruments and equipment
before using them in swine areas.

Other precautions are to keep dogs and cats away from

swine, burn or bury dead animals deeply, fence swine away
from waterways and dainage channels, and keep them from
contacting swine on neighboring farms.

Affected herds should be quarantined. Unaffected pigs
should be separated from sick pigs and movement between
them strictly controlled. Dead pigs shoud be buried deeply or
burned. Recovered pigs should be sold only for slaughter.

Swine recovering from pseudorabies are immune for long
periods of time. They can, however, remain carriers of the

virus and a source of infection for susceptible pigs.

Temporary immunity is passed to baby pigs from immune
sows by way of the colostrum, but this immunity is not always
sufficient to protect young pigs from infection.

A modified live virus vaccine is being.used in some states to
prevent psuedorabies. It is administered to baby pigs at three
days of age and repeated every six months. A high level of
immunity is atatined, but vaccinated swine can be carriers of
the virus and react positively to a blood test. In Texas, a
vaccine can be used only with permission from the state
veterinarian.

CATTLE UPDATE g

From the Extension sponsored Western Livestock Roundup,
the following information is given relating to the latest
developments in the cattle situation.

The cattle market remained strong throughout May.
Continued orderly marketing of fed cattle resulted in average
carcass weights remaining well below last year. This has
helped limit the increase in beef supplies. Lower hog
slaughter. along with lighter hog weights, have resulted in
significant reductios in pork supplies relative to last year. The
resulting sharply higher hog prices have helped support cattle
prices. Increases in poultry production has been moderate

The number of cattle 'on feed for the slaughter market May 1
in the seven major cattle feeding states totaled 7.07 million
head. up 1 percent from last year and 3 percent more than May
1, 1980. Marketings of fed cattle during April totaled 1.41
million head, a 2 percent increase from 1981 but 1 percent less
than April 1980.

This.year's 1.57 million head of placements during April was
the second largest April number since 1977. Although

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placements were down 9 percent from last year, it is
important to note that the 1.71 million head of cattle placed
during April 1981 was the largest on record for the seven states
during that month. Thus, cattle continue being _placed at a
pace which indicates that fed cattle slaughter during the later
part of 1982 will be significantly above the summer and fall of
last year.

Per capita supplies of total red and white meat were record
large in 1980. Although total meat production increased

population growth. This resulted in a slight decline last year in
per capita meat supplies from 1980 levels.

Sharply reduced pork production in 1982 will offset sligh:
increases in beef and poultry supplies. The decline in meat
supplies combined with continued population growth will
result in per cpita supplies of all meats being down nearly 7 or
8 pounds (retail weight) from last year. This year's supply of
beef should total nearly 77 pounds per person with pork
consumption around 57 pounds and poultry supplies nearly 62
pounds per person.

Prospects look favorable for continued strong fed cattle
prices for the next several weeks. However, prices for feeder
cattle and light calves are not reflecting better cattle feed
profits, and little additional feeder cattle price strength is
expected. ’

The higher prices for all livestock this year have prevailed
longer than expected by most analysts. As long as meat
supplies continue to be relatively tight, the firm prices should
hold. As meat production increases during the next few
months, downward price adjustments could be rather swift
and severe. However, continued orderly marketing of fed
cattle will help cushion any price declines

diving, surfing, mountain
climbing — back in his
native Hawaii, naturally -
and to them he had in the
interim added the chal-

len%es of sky diving, motor-
riding and piloting a
plane. Somehow, he man-
aged to work in some stints

on the air with ABC Televi-
sion, where his poise, exub-
erant ?ersonahty and
congeniality came across
with warmth.

skeptically, but as twdh

en autumn leaves gradually
deserted the trees in New
England, the Patriots’ hopes
of ever getting him back
were as barren as the bare
branches. They made do
with a big artist-type named
Don Hasselback at the tight
end position while Francis
accustomed himself to a
new mode of life.

In faet, retrospectively,
Francis speculated about
the deleterious effects of the
game of football. Although
he stands 6 feet, 6 inches tall
and is magnificently propor-
tioned at 242 pounds, with
the speed afoot to keep up
and even exceed smaller
men, assets which gained
him selection to three Pro
Bowls, Russ had also been
bounced around quite a bit
Rib injuries, concussions
and assorted bruises had
caused him to miss playing
time. He had also been on
the field during an exhibi-
tion game in 1978 when
teammate Darryl Stingley
was dealt a blow that
crushed his spinal column
and left him paralyzed for
life.

“I made a comment that |
had some philosophical dif-
ferences “with the game of
football,” says Russ. “Peo-
ple are going to get hurt, but
they don’'t have to be
destroyed. I don't feel the
game is brutal. It's a hard-
hitting, clean game if you
play it right.”

During his year's layoff
— in spite of his supposed
disenchantment with the
sport — Russ's services

were highly coveted by
other teams in the National
Football League. During the
winter, surreptitious inquir-
ies indicated that he was
disposed to play again — if
the conditions were right.

On the eve of the NFL
draft in late April, the San
Francisco 49ers effected a
trade with the Patriots,
acquiring Francis for a
mixed bag of draft choices.
And the 49ers, knowing they
now have the ideal man for
the tight end ition, are
delighted — although Charle
Young, the incumbent, won
the Len Eshmont Award as
the most inspirational play-
er on the team in 1981.

Some of Francis’ achieve-
ments in the NFL are worth
recounting to explain the
49ers’ exultation. He scored
28 touchdowns and caught
196 passes for 2,996 yards in
his half dozen seasons with
the Patriots. His latest sea-
son (1980) was his best, with
a career high of 41 catches
for 664 yards and eight
touchdowns. He is also a
superb blocker at a position
that is vitally impartant to
the success of a team’s run-
nil‘lF game.

Cielo wins Belmont crown

Several opponents tried to mount
challenges on the final turn of the 1%-mile
race, but when the field turned for home,
Conquistador Cielo simply ran away and
gave jockey Laffit Pincay his first victory in
17 appearances in Triple Crown competition.

It also was the first Belmont victory for
68-year-old trainer Woody Stephens, who has
won stakes with 90 different horses in his
career.

It was a victory that almost didn’t happen
for Pincay. Eddie Maple was assigned toride
Conquistador Cielo, but he sustained a broken
rib and a kidney injury in a spill at Belmont
on Friday. Stephens put in a call for Pincay,
and the Panamanian veteran flew in from
California, after first missing a flight, and
arrived in New York at 10a.m.

Pincay'’s trip to New York was a lot tougher
than his ride in the Belmont

Conquistador Cielo finished 14'2 lengths in
front of Gato Del Sol, with [lluminate another
four lengths back and 3% lengths in front of
Linkage. It was the biggest winning margin
since Secretariat won by 31 lengths in gaining
the Triple Crown in 1973.

Conquistador Cielo's victory means this
year's Triple Crown was shared by three
3-year-olds. He had not participated in the

two previous races — the Derby and
Preakness. On this rainy, windy day,
Aloma's Ruler, the winner of the Preakness,
finished ninth.

Conquistador Cielo reached the end of the
1% miles in 2:281-5, four and one-fifth seconds
slower than Secretariat's stakes and track:
record.

The winner, owned by Henryk
deKwiatkowski, paid $10.20, $7.40 and $6.80 to
his backers in a crowd of 45,128, the smallest
Belmont Stakes crowd since 43,832 watched

‘Malone still undecided on contract

. HOUSTON (AP) — An attorney for star
center Moses Malone confirmed the Houston
Rockets have offered his client a contract
worth nearly $2 million a year, but said he is
“inno hurry to accept or reject it.

*Yes, I have received a written offer from
the Rockets but I have not yet had time to
consider it or talk to Moses about it,"”
Washington attorney Lee Fentress told the
Houston Chronicle.

Fentress said the club sent the offer to him
late in the week.

The 27-year-old Malone, who lead the
National Basketball Association in
Jrebounding and was second in scoring this
season, will become a free agent the day after
the playoffs if he declines the Rockets’ offer.

New York cowboy
bullriding title

aims for world

‘‘Howdy, pardner, proud to
know you,” said the -young
man in the cowboy hat and
boots, extending a calloused
hand.

He wore custom made
jeans, held up by a belt with a
buckle big as a coffee cup. A
leather string tie was at his
throat and he wore a jacket
with bone buttons. On the
next to last finger of his left
hand was a dollar-size ring
inscribed ‘‘Professional
Rodeo Cowboys Assn.
National Finals, Runnerup
Bull-Riding."

Bobby DelVecchio is a
genuine “Urban Cowboy,”
not to be confused with John
Travolta, who furthered his
movie career by riding one of
those mechanical bulls you
see in local discos.

On the pro rodeo circuit,
they call him the ‘Bronx
Cowboy'' because he grew up
on the streets of the tough
New York City borough and
gravitated to the great
outdoors instead of staying
around to guzzle beer,
terrorize the subways and
snitch hubcaps.

“I only borrowed hubcaps
— my dad always told me
never use the word, ‘steal,’”’
said the 25-year-old cowboy,
whose aim is to beat out Don
Gay for the world
championship in his
specialty.

DelVecchio is indisputably
the No.2 in bull-riding while
challenging calf-roper
Charley Sampson of Los
Angeles for the overall money
winning lead this year with
$30,000 in prize money.

DelVecchio makes around
$100,000 a year, of which he
says $80,000 goes for air
travel and other expenses.
Just this week he bought his
own plane, a single seater
which he is qualified to fly.

‘‘It beats borrowing
hubcaps and breaking
bottles,” he said of his unique
career.

Italian-born, DelVecchio is
more Texas than the Alamo.

Besides wearing all the
necessary trimmings, he
talks with a rich drawl which
makes him a stranger to his
old buddies in the Bronx. He
flew in this week from Big
Piney, Wyo., to visit his
family and took off afterward
for Colorado Springs, Colo.

Wherever they unleash the
snorting, bucking bulls,
Bobby will be there.

Rodeos are a nationwide
competition although they
seem more related to the
wide open spaces, such as the
Southwest, Far West and
Northwest. They once were a
month-long attraction at
Madison Square Garden,
featuring Roy Rogers, Gene
Autry and other movie
heroes.

Now DelVecchio and his
bronc-busting, bull-taming
friends will have extra
national exposure in a tour
aimed at television
audiences. It is the Rodeo
ProTour USA, produced by
the Professional Rodeo
Cowboys Association, which
will start June 21 and extend
through October, showing on
98 TV stations west of the
Mississippi River. The top
four contestants will battle it
out in the series finals.

An owner’s dilemma
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Can the NBA stifle free agents?

SAN FRANCISCO (NEA)
— Franklin Mieuli took off
his deerstalker cap, brushed
a few strands of wild black
hair from his eyes, thrust
the morsel of tortellini to
the side of his mouth — and
outlined a startling proposal
to turn back the pages of
sports.

In a rare foray into public
dining at the Washington
Square Bar & Grill, a favor-
ite hangout for sporting and
journalistic types, Mieuli
suggested that professional
athletes be paid what
they're actually worth, not
what their inflated salaries
say they’re worth.

jeuli is vitally con-
cerned because he is the
owner of the Golden State
Warriors, a collection of
would-be millionaires in the
National Basketball Associ-
ation.

Now the senior owner in
the sport (having acquired
the Warriors 20 years ago),
Mieuli is faced with the loss
of his prized property, one
Bernard King, unless he can
ante up enough money to
meet an anticipated demand
for $750,000 annually.

Right now, King’s salary
is in the rather modest (by
basketball standards) neigh-
borhood of $200,000 per
annum, which is what Mieuli
thinks is just about right —
though for good services
rendered this past season, he
migé\t g0 so far as to double
it. But Bernard has played
out his contract.

Professional basketball in
the past year has entered
the rarefied atmosphere of
true free agency, which
means a player can go
unshackled to another team
without any compensation
for the team that loses him.

Shortly available on the
free-agent mart in the NBA
will Moses Malone,
whose agents are already
talking about a $2 million-
plus yearly wage; the Warri-
ors’ King; young and desir-
able Kiki Vandeweghe of

Denver; and an assortment

of oldsters (Elvin Hayes,
Dan Issel and Bob McAdoo)
on whom no one’s going to
risk big bucks. The plums
are Malope and King.

And Mieuli doesn’t want
to see other teams dangling
big bucks in front his
exposed player because to
keep King — under the rules
now operating — he would
have to meet the top offer.

“We've got to hold the
line,” Mieuli says realisti-
cally, “but give the league
as little exposure as possible
to antitrust laws.”

What Franklin means is
that he’s got to convince his
fellow owners of the folly of
bidding against each other.
Such action involves an
implicit risk of collusion and
conspiracy if Mieuli doesn’t
proceed cautiously in his
crusade to get the other
owners t0 embargo free
agents. He has been assured
by his lawyer that he can
espouse his cause as an indi-
vidual owner.

“If 1 made a speech
before the Board of Gover-
nors meeting,” he admits,
“the lawyers would hush me
=
pNot to mention agents for

layers crawling all over his
Eack. “] say to the agents,”
says Mieuli scoffingly,
‘“l¥ow are you going to
prove it?"”’

As a business proposition,
according to Mieuli, a
team’s entire annual payroll
should not be more than $1.5
million. Malone alone wants
more than that, and in Los
Angeles, Magic Johnson
already is collecting $1 mil-
lion a year for the next 25
years.

Two factors have
triggered Mieuli’s resolve to
turn back the salary clock.

“One,” he jabs a finger
over his pasta, “there has
always been a New Fool
theory. A guy buys a club,
holds it three to five years,
takes advantage of the tax
writeoffs, gets his jollies off,
then finds out the hard line
— that it's a business. He

finds a New Fool and sells -

the club at a profit.
“I paid less than a million
when I bought the Warriors.

The guy in San Diego, Don-,
ald Stes)

ing, paid §13 mil-
lion for an expansion team. I
don’t think there are that
many New Fools around.”

The cities that “‘New
would shun are
Denver, Utah Diego,
Cleveland, Detroit;-Indiana
and Kansas City, and all of
those franchises are in trou-
ble.

The second factor in
Mieuli’s sudden concern is
the disastrous result of last
year, when free agency in
the NBA became reality.

Los Angeles signed Mitch
Kupchak for high six figures
and lost him for most of the
season because of an injury.
Cleveland invested $750,000
in James Edwards, a jour-
neyman center (a move that
appalls Mieuli) and also
si Scott Wedman to a
whopping contract. Denver
held on to Alex English, but
only after Seattle drove up
the price with an offer.

“I want to stop it now,”
insists Mieuli, “before the

TEXAS STATE
TROOPER

AUSTIN - The Texas Department of Public Safety will
conduct an additional recruit training school this year to help

fill state trooper vacancies, according to DPS Director Jim
Adams.

““The department usually schedules two of these schools at
the academy in Austin each year,”” Adams said. “Three
schools will be necessary in 1982 to bring the DPS up to its
authorized strength."

The DPS director said the agency hopes to recruit 268 new
troopers during 1982

‘“We are intensifying our statewide effort to attract qualified
men and women who would like to serve in one of the finest law
enforcement organizations in the country,” Adams said. “DPS
troopers are held in high esteem by their counterparts in other
states.”

The DPS presently has 86 trooper vacancies within the
Highway Patrol ranks and five trooper vacancies in the Driver
License Service due to promotions, retirements and attrition.

Adams pointed out that the 67th State Legislature allocated
the DPS a total of 20 additional Highway Patrol positions, 10
more License and Weight troopers and 20 additional narcotics
investigators over the next two years.

“We offer recruits the finest training available today,”
Adams said. ‘‘Preparing a person to confidently face the many
law enforcement responsibilities requires a lot of effort, time,
support and money."

In addition to the basic traffic safety responsibilities, DPS
troopers regularly provide assistance in criminal
investigations and disaster - emergency situations.

Trainees live and eat in the academy during the 18 - week
course.

Recruits earn a starting monthly salary of $1,233. Upon
graduation, the officers are paid $1,347 monthly plus
allowances for uniforms and equipment. When a trooper
completes a year with the department following graduation,
he earns $1,537 per month. New trooper assignments are based
on regional needs. However, DPS academy graduates may
request assignments in specific areas. .

Adams said all the candidates must be prepared for rigorous
demands of the training.

“It's a tough, intensive course which is designed to ensure

quality and professionalism.in the finest traditions of law -

enforcement. Some of the trainees will find the course too
demanding or decide that another career is best for them,”
Adams said. 5

Homemalker's News

It's time to celebrate June as Dairy Month and what better
way than with one of the increasingly popular dairy products
— yogurt. Yogurt was first discovered in the Middle East
during Biblical times, when it was found that milk left in a
warm place thickened and developed a tart flaver

Today there are more than 20 flavors to be purchased from
among three basic types: (1) flaveored, without fruit. (2)
flavored, with fruit sundae - style with fruit at the bottom of
the container; (3) flavored with fruit blended - style (Swiss,
French, etc.), with fruit blended throughout. Frozen yogurt
products are also on the market

Yogurt is usually made frem a mixture of fresh, partially
skimmed milk, and nom - fat dry milk The final product may
also contain sugar. flaverings colorings. and fruit. It is
possible to make yogurt at home using commercial yogurt as a
starter
NUTRITIVE VALUE

Because yogurt is a concentrated form of milk, it fits into the
milk group and is a good source of protein, riboflavin and
calcium. Yogurt equals milk in its nutrient value, cup for cup,
and can count towards the amount of milk recommended
daily. Special thereapeutic claims that have been made for
yogurt, however, have no scientific evidences to back them up.

Dieters should be aware that the caloric content of yogurt
will vary among the different flavors and brands. Many of the
sweeteners and the caloric content, but not the nutrients. In
general, plain yogurt runs about 180 calories per cup. Fruited
or flavored versions may contain over 300 calories per cup
STORAGE AND HANDLING

Yogurt may be stored 10 or more days after purchased if it is
handled properly. It should be kept refrigerated. If it has
separated, as it normally does, simply stir the liquid back into
the solid portion. Unopened cartons with tightfitting lid may be
stored upside down to prevent air from entering the carton.
Once it has been opened, store it right side up.

TIPS FOR COOKING WITH YOGURT

| Celebrate J une the Dairy Month with yogurt

Yogurt's custard - like texture or body will be broken down -
by any vigorous beating, so treat it gently. Spare the heat in
cooking with yogurt. Low temperatures and short cooling
times are best or yogurt may separate. This does not hurt the
flavor. Yogurt can be stabilized by blending in a small amount
of flour or cornstarch.

In baked products, use % teaspoon baking soda for each cup
of yogurt used. Yogurt fills in for buttermilk in biscuits and
pancakes when thinned with a little water.

B}lt thereis a new Jerry Jeff Walker now.

Since he quit smoking, drinking whiskey and
eating red meat about two years ago, he is more

likely to be laying out lines of vitamin C or
indulging in his latest passions, the Town Lake hike
and bike trail, Barton Springs and the great
outdoors in general.

On a recent humid afternoon, Walker ran five
miles and jumped into Barton Springs to cool off. It
was not an easy run, he said, because on the
previous day he had swan-dived off the wagon after
a golf game with former University of Texas
football coach Darrell Royal.

Nevertheless, Walker was jolly and garrulous,
gesturing and rattling on about a number of
subjects.

He and his band recently completed a 2%-month
tour that took them from Boston to Seattle and
nearly everywhere in between. But travel
arrangements were more prosaic than in the
mid-'70s when Jerry Jeff was riding the outlaw

_country wind and traveling in his own jet.

He says he never found a real niche in the music |

world, and still has trouble categorizing the
medium-sized club audiences who come to hear
him now.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
They have been inspirational
leaders, controversial
figures, fashion setters, and
more than we think, powers
behind domestic and
international policy.

‘*Historians of the
presidency have tended to
ignore first ladies as
middle-class echoes of their
husbands, not worthy of our
attention,”’ Gould said, but as
he was researching Theodore
Roosevelt he found that

Man charged with
assault by rattler

ANDALUSIA, Ala. (AP) —
A man accused of forcing
open a rattlesnake’s mouth
and driving the fangs into an
oil worker’'s arm faces an
assault charge as the victim
recovers from the venom that
left him near death,
authorities say.

The victim, 42-year-old
Wayne McLelland, is
regaining use of his right arm
after more than two weeks of
intensive care and 21 vials of
serum.

Jackie Morris, 24, of Hoxie,
Ark., is being held in the
Covington County jail
pending trial on charges of
first-degree assault.

And the snake is being kept
as evidence in a glass cage at
the Covington County
sheriff's office, surviving on
baby food after turning up its
nose at mice.

Sheriff Glen Chambers said
Thursday that Morris and
McLelland, an oil rig cook,
were standing around a car
talking and drinking beer
with a group of people after a
party of oil rig workers last
month. Oil rig workers often
catch snakes for the town's
annual rattlesnake rodeo, he
said, and one of the men
produced a sack containing a
diamondback rattler he had
caught earlier in the day.

For reasons that were still
unclear, Chambers said

Morris removed the snake .

from the sack, forced its
mouth open and struck
McLelland three times with
the snake’s fangs.

A preliminary hearing date
for Morris, also an oil rig

worker, has not been
scheduled. He's being held on
a separate charge of driving
under the influence of
alcohol.

McLelland, his right arm
swollen to twice the size of his
left, said Thursday in a
telephone interview that he is
just becoming aware of the
past several weeks.

Authorities at West Florida
Hospital in Pensacola said
McLelland had no blood
pressure or respiration and
was bleeding internally when
he was admited May 17.

“He’s a lucky man,” said
Dr. J.L. Picardi, adding that
McLelland may go home soon
but will continue to have
some weakness and difficulty
inmoving his arm.

McLelland said he didn't
know Morris, who rode with
McLelland and other oil rig
workers returning from a job
at Houma, La.

The owner of the snake has
not been identified, but the
sheriff said, ‘‘Some guy had it
in his house keeping it alive
for the snake rodeo."

Kenny Wood of Opp, who
has organized past Jaycee
rattlesnake rodeos held in
March, provided police a case
for the rattler and offered tips
on feeding.

The sheriff said officers put
some mice in the case, but the
“snake made friends with
them." They are now feeding
it baby food through a
syringe.

“He's feeling poorly,” the
sheriff said. But if the snake
dies, it's not likely to harm
the case, he added.
