Nearly 500 Feet

Hurdling a deep gully on the San
Angelo highway near the Lions
Club “Welcome” sign, the car of
Mrs. W. O. Ray of Marfa and
occupied by Wilson Owens and
Peck Kring, Sonora young men,
was wrecked early Saturday morn-
ing. Mrs. Ray, former Sonoran who

returned here to live recently, is]

Owens’ sister.

The young men were coming to-
ward Sonora. A diagram made hy
J. M. Duckett for H. L. Taylor,
section foreman, state highway de-
partment, showed that the car had
been out of control and on the left
side of the road about 240 feet be-
fore it reached a highway guard
rail.

Two sections of the guard rail
were torn down, one post broken
off at the ground. The car traveled
the length of the guard rail, 120
feet, then 80 feet more before it
left the slab. Another eighteen feet
was traveled, at a slant, before it
went off the bluff edge of the
right shoulder of the highway.

It is twenty-one feet from the
shoulder edge to where the car
came to a stop, facing the highway
and against the pasture fence.

It is believed that a tire blow-
out happened when the guard rail
post was hit. A deep mark in the
highway showed the course of the
car from that point, appearing as
if it had been made by the rim of
a car wheel.

Owens suffered lacerations and
bruises. Kring was badly cut. Both
were unconscious several hou's af-
ter the accident.

Rate Hike Protest

Increased Shipping Rates For

Wool and Mohair Suspended

Shipping rates on wool and mo-
hair from Texas ports to eastern
markets will not be increased until
December 1 if they are at that
time, the office of the Texas Sheep
‘and Goat Raisers’ Association here
was advised this week.

G. W. Cunningham, secretary,
received a telegram frm Charles
A. Stewart, Fort Worth attorney,
which stated that the proposed in-
crease had been suspended by the
Interstate Commerce Commission
until December 1.

The rate increase, which wouid
be borne eventually by Texas
growers of wool and mohair, was
to have been made effective Sat-
urday, May 1. The association oro-
tested the increase in a petition
prepared and filed by Mr. Stew-
art. The suspension this week was
a direct result, seemingly, of the
effort made by the organization.

Recently a proposed increase in
yardage tariffs at the Fort Worta
stockyards was suspended by Hen-
ry A. Wallace, United States Sec-
retary of Agriculture. The associa-
tion had also protested that in-
crease.

It is likely that hearings will be
held on both propositions before
the expiration of the suspension
| periods.

City Water Taste
Not Indicative of
Impure Substance

State Health Department Men in
Town Wednesday; Stomach
Disorders Alarm
When you drink a glass of water
in Sonora you may not liks the
taste but that unpleasant reaction
does not mean that there is some-
thing in the liquid that is harm-

ful to the body.

That, acecording to Dr. J. Frank-
lin Howell, county health officer,
was the statement made by state
health department representatives
who were here Wednesday in re-
sponse to a telephone call made by
the health officer the day before.

Dr. A. M. Clarkson, state epi-
demiologist, Austin, and S. B.
Weiss, district representative of
the state health department, with
headquarters in Kerrville, were
the two here.

Several Ill Recently

During the last ten days or so,
Dr. Howell said this week, some
thirty or forty persons have been
affected by a stomach ailment, re-
sembling in some cases, dysentery.
For that reason he communicated
Tuesday with the state depari-
ment. The telegram in reply tell-
ing that the state department men
would be here Wednesday also
stated—

“All recent water analysis satis-
factory.. . 7 *

According to Dr. Howell, there is
indication that the stomach trouble
cases have been eaused by contact
with other individuals affected
rather than through the water used
in the family. In one instance a
child in a family became ill and a
short time later the parents suf-
fered. The period of time is about
what might be expected to ensue
if the trouble is transmitted by
contact rather than by means of
drinking water.

Monthly specimens of the water
are sent to Austin for analysis.
Dr. Howell said Wednesday thai
the last trace of any contamination
was in December.

Men To Return Today

The state men found the chlorine
content somewhat short at the pub-
lic schools but found it correct
elsewhere. Samples of water werz
secured and taken with them for
analysis. They were on their way
to San Angelo and Winters for
work in those communities and will
return here Friday.

John Eaton, manager, Central
West Water and Power Co., oper-
ating name for the utility, told the
NEWS Wednesday afternoon that
one pound of chlorinated lime so-
lution is being used daily, with an
average consumption at this time
of 200,000 gallons every twenty-
four hours.

The amount of chlorinating ma-
terial being used is the maximum
which should be used. It has varied
from time te time according to the
requirements of the water and the
consumption. As Mr. Eaton ex-
plained it, the amount of solution
being used is correctly expressed
in this manner: “5 of one part
(solution) to a million parts of
water.” The term “million parts
of water” means 120,00C gallons
of water.

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PAYS $10,000 FOR
~ PREHISTORIC EGG

Collector Buys Rare Speci-
men From Madagascar.

New York.—The existence of a
pre-historic bird which laid 24-pound
'eggs the size of a football, towered
to a height of ten feet and, in
flight, possibly gave rise to the leg-
‘end of the *““Great Roc’ described
';in “The Arabian Nights,” is re-
ealled in Time Magazine, which re-
ports the sale in the United States
of a huge egg of the ornithological
‘terror which, known as ‘‘the ele-
phant bird,”” (Aepyornis Titan)
iroamed the island of Madagascar

‘at approximately the end of the

Glacial period.

Bought by a San Francisco col-
lector at a reputed price of $10,000,
ithe egg, found by a herdsman of the
‘savage Tandroy tribe in Madagas-
jcar a quarter of a century ago, is
about a foot long ~nd ten inches
across, and although it now has
ishrunk to a weight of six pounds,
iprobably weighed twenty - four
jpounds when the mother bird laid
idt. Milton Ray Smith of San Fran-
\eisco, purchaser of the rare egsg,
‘adds it to a collection of 75,000 eggs
and stuffed birds which he already
enjoys in his San Francisco home,
the Time article states. The orig-
sold by its
discoverer to a native merchant at
Madagascar, was five head of cat-
tle.

Found by Herdsman.

“A quarter-century ago in the
southern part of Madagascar, a
herdsman of the savage Tandroy
‘tribe was tending his cattle on the
‘banks of a river swollen by the tor-
'rential rains of late December and
January. The tribesman caught
sight of an object, bobbing lightly on
.the turbid water, which he would
have described, had he chanced to
be a U. S. college man, as a soiled
'white football. When he fished it
ashore he saw that it was an egg,
and its great size recalled to his
mind the stories he had heard
around village fires of a mighty bird
that once roamed the island. Wrap-
ping the prize in his loincloth, he
.ran with it to the chief of his vil-
lage. Word of the find sped from
‘hut to drowsy hut, and after sun-
~down the natives jubilantly shouted
.and danced the war dance which
‘they call the berida.

““The chief did not know that the
jegg was thousands of years old,
/that heavy rains had washed it out

- of a protecting alluvial deposit, but

'he did suspect that the white men
/in the town of Ambovombe might
ivalue it for their own curious rea-
| sons. That night the chief and a few
| companions carried the egg to Am-
Ibovombe. After hours of haggling
{a merchant gave them five head of
i cattle for it. This man recognized
{the egg as that of the extinct Aepy-
|ornis titan or elephant bird, a long-
necked creature with massive legs
on which it stood ten feet high.
|From his hands the egg passed to
the French administrator of the dis-
i trict; to another merchant, to a mis-
sionary named Gunerius Tovvic.
Last ‘'month Missionary Torvie
reached Minnesota on leave, got in
touch with an enthusiastic and
learned egg-collector of San Fran
cisco named Milton Smith Ray. 2
deal was arranged. In San Fran
cisco recently Ray tremulously un
wrapped a package, shipped by ex:
press, consisting of 12 boxes, one
inside another, each one wrapped
in cotton. From the innermost box
Mr. Ray removed the Aepyornis ti-
tan egg—intact.
Price of $10,0006?

“Mr. Ray would not say what he
paid for the egg but a fair guess is
$10,000,” Time continues. ‘It is
about a foot long, about ten inches
across, ivory-colored, pockmarked
by sand and insects. Much bigger
than the dinosaur eggs found in the
Gobi by Explorer Roy Chapman An-
drews, its shell is one-eighth inch
thick, weighs six pounds, must have
weighed twenty-four pounds when
the mother bird laid it. Aepyornis
titan did not become extinct until
after the Glacial age, which is al-
most yesterday as geological timg
goes. Little is known of its habits,
except that it ate vegetable mat-
ter, probably snakes and lizards too.
In Madagascar during the past cen-
tury, several nearly complete skele-
tons and many fragments have been
found. Scholars suspect that Aepy-
ornis titan may have given rise to
the legend of a great bird called the
roc, which is told in the Arabian
Nights.”

That Took Them to Altar

Fort Worth, Texas.—A storybook
finale is in store for Dan, thirty-year-
old horse that carried Mr. and Mrs.
W. M. Rice through their courtship
days. In ‘“Sunday harness’ he bore
the bride and bridegroom to the
church for their marriage in 1911.
Dan fell victim to the horseless car-
riage in 1918 and he was sold. The
Rices bought a car.

Since that time the couple have
iried to find their faithful horse. Two
months ago, Mrs. Rice visited a
sister in Lubbock, Texas. She rec-
ognized a horse pulling a garbage
wagon as Dan. The negro owner
was hesitant about selling the ani-
mal, still in useful service. The
Rices persuaded him, however, and
Dan came home in a special truck.
He will spend the rest of his life in
retirement at a farm near Fort
‘Worth.

Screw Worm Worker
Warns of Dangers

San Antonic Man Working in

Three Southwest Counties

A business visitor in Sonora
Tuesday was Joe Mims of San An-
tonio, screw worm control super-
visor of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture. Mr. Mims
whose headquarters are in San An-
tonio, is working in Sutton, Val
Verde and Terrell counties.

Mr. Mims gave the NEWS the
following bulletin of the USDA
relative to his work.

Stock owners are cautioned that
it is important to prevent screw
worms from building up a big pop-
ulation in injuries resulting from
shear cuts, earmarking and dock-
ing. These operations are weil
ahead of the early occurrence of
cases of screw worms, and it is
very important to continue to keep

them in advance of the pest. Stock-

men are urged to use -dehydrated
pine tar oil on all wounds to pre-
vent infestations from gaining a
stronghold on any ranch or farm.

Mr. Mims says he is obtaining
splendid cooperation from stock-

men and county agents in Sutton, |

Val Verde and Terrell counties. He
says that a little extra effort on
the part of every stockman to pre-
vent screw worms at this season
of the year will avoid serious
trouble later on.

County agricultural agents and
persons employed in screw worm
control work are being provided
with lists of manufacturers of and
wholesale dealers in benzol anil
pine tar oil.

Tarpon and Sheepshead Attractive
To Those Seeking the Big
Ones Along Coast

Denton, May 5. — “Thirty-foot™
tales are now in order, since the
Texas fishing season has opened.

As the yearly trek to water-
holes throughout the state begins,
old Isaak-Walton should thrill at
the variety of fish and fishermea
native to the Lone Star State.
