NEW YORK.—The three hundredth
anniversary of the Pilgrim Fathers, ]
tentative pilans of which have jtist
been announced here, will include cel- |
ebrations in England, Holland and thc‘
United States and will continue from
May to December, 1920.

A four-day program in Leyden, Am-
sterdam, whence the Pilgrims sailed
three centuries ago to the American
wilderness, where they might find
“freedom to worship God,” will start
on August 30, when committees from
the United States and England will
be reecived at the University of Ley-
den. ‘Addresses commemorative of the
occasion will be delivered by scholars
from the three countries, including
the rector of the university, Dr, Ren-:
del Harris of Manchester, England,
Viscount Bryce and a famous Ameri-
can who has not yet been designated.
The next day, August 31, the birth-
day of the Queen of the Netherlands,
will include, beside a congress in' the
town hall, a religious memorial serv-
ice in the Pieterskirkin which the
Rev. John Robinson, who led the sep-
arationists from the Church of Eng-
land (the Pilgrims) to Holland in
1609, was buried,

One of the features of the holiday
at Amsterdam on September 1, will
je a meeting in the Rijks museum, the
unveiling ‘of a memorial window in
the Bagijnekerk and a reception. The
next day there will be an aquatic
sageant in Rotterdam, the visitors
‘raveling in the morning from Ley-

den to Deiftshaven, if posmble, by
boat along the way tae Pugrims weny,

Then there will be tiip to the relig- :

ous havens of Rotteraam, a memorial
service in the chur¢h at Deittshaven |
and at 7 p. . "the English and Amer-
ican contmgents w111 depart for
Soucthampton. ¢

. The celebration in England will
start in May, 1920, with meetings mn
Scrooby, the home of Robinson, Au-
stertiera, boston and Sheitield. From
August 4 to September ‘20 there will
be ceremonies in Cambridge, London,
Southampton and other places, cul-
minating in the sailing of the new
Mayflower, which will jcarry the re-
turning American committee and
British'and Dutch delegations who are
to participate in the program on this
side of the Atlantie.

Main events of the American cele-
bration will be in Plymouth, Mass.,
and’ Boston, where historical pageants
will be held followed by a big recep-
tion in New York. Vice President
Marshall is honorary chairman of the
committee having the local program
in' charge. The foreign visitors will
then be taken on a tour of the Unit-
ed States. On November 24, 1920,
there will be a universal observance
of Thanksgiving day in England, Hol-
land and the United States.
