Th e  calendar on the office wail says June 9 was 
"Shavuot”. I missed it this year; in fact I never had heard of 
it until I noticed it on the calendar this week. I first thought 
it said "ShavrKJt* and was maybe a tribute to people with 
beards. Th e  harxiy dk:tionary again helped, explaining that 
it is a Jew ish holiday related to the time Moses staggered 
down the mountain writh ail those stone tablets.

Jun e  18. this Sunday, not only is Father's D ay. but also 
is “Brother-In-Law  Day," according to a 1st of To rgo tte n  
Hoidays* in the Farm ers Alm anac. It is not isted on my 
calendar, but II is a  day for being nice to your brother-irv 
law, ik e  baPmg him out of jail, giving him back his sister or 
paying N m  that $20 you owe N m .

Brother-in-Law  D ay probably wiV get even less attention 
than usual this year, since this time June 18 also is Father's 
D ay, providing topics for aH the ministers’ serm ons Sunday 
morning and giving old D ad a  lot of recognition so you can 
kind of forget a l about him the rest of the year.

belt-tightening. Try reducing the 
amounts you estimate you will spend 
in cctlain cai^ories. Remember, 
you must meet your basic oUigaiioos 
such as rent, utilities and loan pay- 
m entsfint. «

If you have a major shortfall, then 
you'll have to face some serious 
decision-making. Can you reduce 
your housing costs? \Miat about 
sharing the rent with a roommate, or 
moWi^ to a less expensive place? 
Can you reduce your food expenses 
by eating out less often, eating out at 
less costly places, or carrying your 
own lunch? Can you reduce your car 
insurance costs by taking a drivers’ 
safety course or increasing the 
amoora of deductibles? Look x  
every expense category to see if there 
are ways you can reduce whx you 
spend.

if you have s student loan, make 
sure you always make >xwr monthly 
loan payments. Failure to do so can 
ruin yoir credit rating. Being prompt 
in payments wiD save you the embar- 
rassmem o f your creditors (schooL 
lender, state and federal govern­
ment) taking action agamg you.

While you are repaying your stu­
dent loan, be careful about how much 
other debt yon assume. Try to fallow 
the rale of thumb tfax you commit no 
more than 20 peroent o f your 
momliiy inoome to repaying con­

sumer debt Tbx means the total 
attKMmt of your studem loan, c m  
payment, person^ loans and credit 
card paymcnis should not exceed 20 
percent of your tnomhly mcome. 
This rule of thumb excludes home 
mortgages.

If you go over 20 percent in con­
sumer debt, you may find yourrelf 
using credit even more to stty afloat, 
making only the minimum payment 
due. or fxling to pay all your bills 
every month. EventuaDy. you wfl] 
faid yourself in deeper debt than you 
had ever guessed you would be.

S a  it pays to be cautious and to 
establish a good credit history when 
you’re young. Tbx way. when you 
need to borrow money in the future, 
you are more likely to be approved 
for a loan.

Getting organized may take aoroc 
effort in the beginning, but it wiO pay 
off in die long run.

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Time To Wage War 
On Pine Tip Moth
X The pine t ^  moth can be a  serious 
pest of young pine trees planted 
homeownen on the South Plains. 
And right now it one of the few limes 
homeowners can effectively fight 
back.

The larvae of tfiis moth bore into 
the growing tips of the trees, causing 
them to turn brown. Severely in­
fested trees develop a busby appear­
ance over dme.

*rhe tip moth passes the winter as a 
pupa within the injured lenninals and 
twigs of the tree. Moths emerge in 
late March and early April and begin 
the first of several generations which 
will occur during the summer.

Female moths lay eggs on the 
needles and stems. After hatching, 
the young larvae bore into the lip and 
begin feeding. After several weeks of 
feeding and constructing a tunnel in 
the tip of the stem, the larvae pupate. 
The adult moth then emerge from 
their pupal cases, and a new cycle or 
generation begins.

Properly time s^lication of an 
insecticide is the best way to reduce 
pine tip moth populations and dam­
age.

Since this pest spends most of its 
life cycle protected inside the pine 
tip. foliar sprays are most effective 
when the young larvae are just hatch­
ing from the egg.

To properly time these applica­
tions, pheromone trqis can be used to 
detect the presence of adults moths 
and determine when eggs are being 
laid and new cycles are beginning. 
Traps in Lubbock have recently 
begun catching moths of the second 
generation, indicating it is time to 
apply an insecticide.

Foliar-applied insecticides recom­
mended for homeowners include 
Orthene and dimethoaie. Adding a 
small amount of liquid soap or sur­
factant to the spray solution will 
improve control because it helps the 
insecticide adhere to the treated 
trees.

Always read and follow label in­
structions when applying insecti­
cides.
