For more than a decade, four- 
wheel-drive vehicles and high-top

“I've spent $200 advertising in 
the last year, trying to rent my 
four-bedroom frame house,”’ said 
William Cornell, 59. ‘‘But when I 
have to take people down there on 
my tractor to see it, they're not 
interested.” 
Residents say ambulances 

have refused to venture over the 
deeply rutted tracks that mark 
the road. Four-wheel-drive 
vehicles and rubber boots are 

only for punishment but so as far 
as to deter similar conduct on the 
part of other American multi- 
national companies." 
Union Carbide officials were 

not available for comment 
Wednesday afternoon. 
The suit was assigned to 60th 

District Judge Gary Sanderson. 
Musslewhite said he also asked 
that Sanderson certify the case 
as a class action, meaning his 
legal team automatically would 
represent the interests of any 
other Bhopal victims who can 
show they were harmed by the 
leak.

One morning 
he asked some students to help 
him in to the wood shop with 
some rough lumber. They did so 
and left and in four hours he pro- 
ceeded to construct a coffee table 
— a job that might take a less 
skilled workman several days or 
more, he said. 
The students who returned 

were properly impressed with 
this evidence of his skill and 
realized Frid had something to 
teach them. Thirty-six years 
later, he is still teaching. 
He feels strongly that detailed 

knowledge of wood as a material 
and of construction techniques 
are required in order to produce 
good furniture. He explains that 
“if you combine technique and 
knowledge of the material, you 
certainly should be able to design 
and make some interesting and 
beautiful furniture. Too many 
times, a woodworker designs a 
piece first and hopes he can get it 
together. Then — if it is a chair — 
he hopes someone will be able to 
sit on it without falling down.”’ 

Building a piece of furniture us- 
ing already-mastered techniques 
is a better way, he said. Today, 
it’s a point of view that most 
woodworkers would agree with.

Winter storm continues trek in Texas -

A winter storm continued its 

trek across Southeast Texas ear- 
ly today with an assortment of 
sleet, freezing rain and snow be- 
ing reported in Houston and in 
the Beaumont-Port Arthur area. 
The onslaught that left San An- 

tonio practically paralyzed 
slowed _down 

somewhat with the end of the 
snow, but roads remain ice 
packed and hazardous driving 
conditions are reported across a 
vast area of South Texas north 
and west of a line from Eagle 
Pass to Corpus Christi to College 
Station. . 
Snowfall in Houston was. 

reported to be light early today, 
but it followed several hours of 
sleet and freezing rain that left 
an ice coating on the surface of 
bridges, overpasses and elevated 
freeways. Driving conditions 
were said to be “extremely 
hazardous’”’ throughout the 
Houston area, prompting the Na- 
tional Weather Service and law 
enforcement authorites to 
discourage all but essential 
travel. 
Snowfall by dawn at Houston 

was limited to about one-half in- 
_ ch, but driving conditions promp- 
‘ted the Houston Independent 
School District to close down 
schools for the district’s 177,000 
students. School districts at near- 
by Spring and Conroe were also 
closed because of the weather. 
Houston city officials said 200 

men were using 50 trucks to 
spread sand on bridges and over- 
passes.

odor problems, but rather that he has 
a perspiration problem. When a per- 
son keeps the area clean, sweat is not 
likely to cause much odor. However, 

bacteria can grow under the skin that 
cause the odor. 

These bacteria cannot be washed 
off with normal soap, since such . 
soaps just cleans the surface. These 
Cases require a soap that penetrates 
the skin deeply enough to kill those 
bacteria beneath the surface. 

If your friend does have an odor 
problem, he may be able to eliminate 
it with pHisoHex. This is a prescrip- 
tion item, but his doctor can prescribe 
ft, and he can wash under the arms 
with it regularly .until the odor is 
gone.
