! tinued to "make progress in ail sectors despite further rein- 
I lorcement ot German armor,'' but did not disclose the extent 
j of the Allied penetration l the German defense.

American tanks and infantry on the west flank were bat­
tling fiercely in an effort to capture Carentan, hinge of the 
German line, and key points along the Carentan-Cherbourg 
highway, while British Empire forces were slowly gaining 
control of Caen, beleaguered communications hub 40 miles 
to the east, front reports disclosed.

Canadian forces alone were credited with capturing a 
dozen Normandy towns in a - >uthward drive across the 
Bayeux-Caen stretch o! the main Cherboui g-Paris railway 
and highway. Landings continued or both the American 
and Bntish-Canadian beachheads and bv-passed enemy 
strongpoints were being reduced steadily.

The Berlin dispatch to the Stockholm Affonbladet said 
the Germans lc'ared a linking of tire two beachheads- the 
Americans between Carer,tan and Cherbourg and the British 
between Bayeux and a point west of the Orne Estuary—was 
imminent.

Such a junction, the dispatch quoted the Germans as say­
ing. would make the Nazi situation ' very difficult," and per­
haps force the abandonment of Cherbourg.

Radio Vichy reported "new massive landings" bv Allied 
paratroops and glider-borne forces near Falaise, some 20 
miles south oi Caen, and the Nazi DNB Agencv estimated 
that the arrival of additional reinforcements bv both ail and 
sea last night had boosted Allied strength in Normandv to 
between 15 and 16 divisions, possibly 240,000 men.

A total of 10 German divisions -150.00(1 men—have been 
identified in action, and reconnaissance reports indicated 
these steadily were being reinforced by railway and highway, 
despite dav-and-night Allied aerial attacks oi enemy com­
munications.
