Educator
Dies Sunday

J.L. Harper, 74, retired
educator whose service to
the county’s schools covered
a 15-year period, died in
Collingsworth General Hos-
pital Sunday at 8:10 a.m.
after an illness that first
occurred in January of 1979.

Mr. Harper came to
Wellington as a high school
principal in 1960 and a year
later he was named
~superintendent, a place

“he held until the end of the
1971 school year. He was
then appointed Collings-
worth County School Super-
intendent and held that
office until 1975.

Except for a few years
during the depression of the
1930s, Harper had never
worked outside the field of
ieducation, and in the
“schools of Texas.

He 'bégan his teaching
career at Curtis in 1930 and
1931. During most of that
decade, he was associated
with his father in the
operation of a grocery store
and was a Parker County
Highway Department em-
ployee.

He returned to teaching in
1939 at Park Springs, but in
«942 he entered the United
States Army, and served as
a technical sergeant with the
52nd Infantry Training
Battalion, with service in the
Tunisian Campaign in North
Africa. He received the
EAME Campaign Medal
with Bronze Star.

Again in Civilian life,
Harper returned to the
school room in 1945 at

Deposits in Wellington’s
two banks have risen an
almost even $4 million
dollars in the last 12
months, their reports to the
State Banking Commission-
er and the Federal Reserve
Bank at the end of business
September 30, reveal.

At that time the City State
Bank and Wellington State
Bank had a total deposit
figure of $36.8 million up

from $32.8 million 12
months ago.

This breaks all records for
the third quarter report.

It also represents a rise of
approximately $7.25 million
from the amount Collings-
worth depositors had in the
banks two years ago.

Inflation is reponsible for
part of this, it also reflects

that inspite of depression, -

this county remains in a

growing economy.

Although the 1980 wheat
harvest was below the
bumper 1979 crop, there is
some wheat money in this
report.

Also represented is some
income from the expanding
gas production in the north
part of the county.

The 12-months rise in-
cludes money poured into
the economy by Southwes-

tern Rail Products, Inc.,
during the last quarter of
1979 and early 1980, and the
money which Wellington

Industries, Inc., is placing in -

the hands of Wellington
depositors, beginning in the
third quarter of this year.

Growth continued, even
though the homebuilding
boom the city was enjoying a
year ago has slowed with
rising interest costs.

Iran, lraq and Oil

The spot price of oil has begun to twitch ner-
vously upward again. That’s the price of the odd
lots—a barge load here, a tankerful there. It’s a
highly sensitive indicator of strain in the oil
markets, and a rapid rise in the spot price becomes
a signal and an incitement to the exporting gover-
nments to raise the contract prices at which most oil
is traded. That’s what happened at the end of 1978,
as the Iranian revolution gathered momentum.

It need not happen again. As long as the fighting
involves only Iran and Iragq, the loss of daily produc-
tion will be only slightly larger than last summer’s
over-supply. More important, the context today is
very different from that of two years ago. In the fall
of 1978, most of the oil companies had let their
stocks run comparatively low and were counting on
heavy imports to carry them through the winter.
This year, in contrast, companies throughout the
world have filled every last tank, bucket and teacup
to the brim—and are counting on nothing. Steuart
Petroleum Co., Washington’s largest supplier of
heating oil, says that it has enough in stock right
now to carry its customers through January—and
nothing so far threatens further deliveries to
Steuart.

Two years ago, the major industrial economies
were expanding rapidly, driving up oil consumption.
Today, several are in recession and others are run-
ning in second gear. Two years ago, American im-
ports were rising strongly and keeping world
markets tight even before the strikes started in the
Iranian oil fields. Today, prices are up in the United
States, imports are down, and world markets have
been slack for months.

But a good deal now depends on the governments
of the oil-importing countries, including this one,
and the state of their nerves. The trouble started
two years ago among the speculators and a few
companies suddenly caught short of crude oil. But it
was rapidly made much worse as some of the
European governments pushed companies to grab
anything loose on the spot market, regardless to
price. The United States abstained at first, then
changed its mind and joined the grabbing.

In retrospect, the major industrial countries have
agreed that the great grab of early 1979 was a
dreadful mistake. They have further agreed never to
do anything like that again. No one can really con-
trol speculation in uneasy times, or the occasional -
desperate buyer. But governments of the industrial
countries have enough influence over the oil trade to
prevent any long, sustained, dangerous rise in the
spot prices for oil. Keep an eye on that price: it
will be an interesting test of these governments’
ability to work together in a common purpose that
all of them, at least in principle, accept.

The Democrats tradition-
ally ' drew strong support
from the Hispanic voters,
and both parties may have
taken it for granted. For
whatever reasons, including
a lack of incentives or polit-
ical hopes, Hispanic voters
turned out in low numbers.
Consequently, Democrats
were surprised and Repub-
licans joyful to learn that
GOP nominees Bill Clem-
ents and John Tower had de-
feated Democrats John Hill
and Bob Krueger.

The low turnout had its
punitive repercussions, at
least in the Legislature where
Hispanics won few commit-
tee plums. Since Hispanic
leaders did not deliver the
votes, the plums were not
delivered to them, so to
speak.

Second Time Around

As this year’s presidential
race nears the finish line, the
Hispanics are again receiv-
ing their fair share of atten-
tion, by both Democrats and
Republicans.

Both President Jimmy
Carter and Ronald Reagan
have made campaign swings
through  South Texas with
promises to be back soon.

Both campaigns say carry-
ing Texas is vital to winning
on Nov. 4. Thus, Reagan
elaborated on Clements’ plan
to issue work visas to illegal
aliens and Carter bragged
on more Hispanic appoint-
ments by him than any other
presidents.

Growing Bloc
The politically emerging
Mexican-American vote has
doubled since the 1976 pres-
idential election, when near-
ly 400,000 voted. A voter
registration drive haﬁ bumped

~itotoran estimated +800:000;,

or:about 18 percent of the
total Texas vote.

And Hispanic leaders are

again touting their bloc’s role
in making a president. The
winner, they say, will have
to make gains among His-
panic voters.

The Republicans are aim-
ing to capture 30 percent of
the Hispanic vote, more than
double the 13 percent gar-
nered by Gerald Ford in
1976. A low Hispanic turn-
out is seen as harmful to
Carter, who drew only 20
percent Hispanic votes in his
primary run against Teddy
Kennedy.

Unsolved Problem

Outspoken Ruben Bonilla,
president of the League of
Latin American Citizens
(LULAC), doesn’t put much
stock in any short-term solu-
tion to the flow of illegal
aliens from Mexico. He fa-
vors a liberal amnesty pro-
gram instead of an open bor-
der, and a strong emphasis
on bilateral trade.

He supports Carter, say-
ing “If Hispanics wanted an
actor - as president, they
would vote for Ricardo Mon-
talban.”

Penalize Employers

A Lufkin Congressman,
Charles Wilson, wants Con-
gress to make it illegal to
hire undocumented workers,
making it a felony crime on
second offense. Wilson was
addressing a group of teach-
ers concerned about the prob-

lem of educating illegal alien

children.

Many Texans have been

up in arms lately since a
federal court ruled the state
must foot the bill for school-
ing the youngsters whose
parents unlawfully cross the
Rio Grande to work here.
Wilson, Atty General Mark
White and others want the
federal government to reim-
burse school districts who
enroll alien chlidren.

AG Ruling

In a legal opinion issued
last week, White ruled state
law prohibits dentists from
consenting to dental treat-
ment of persons under the
care of a Department of
Mental Retardation facility.

Such
program should allow a
proportional amount of
income tax credit for every
dollar spent by a private
landowner or operator in
applying acceptable soil and
water conservation meas-
ures on the land.

The final resolution on
which Farm Bureau mem-
bers voted concerned the
farm program and was in 9
parts. All were adopted and
related to operation of the
law of supply and demand in
the United States.

Members voted their
support of a supply and
demand farm program ‘‘in
order for supply demand to
function:”’

- Insisted that ‘‘the
government refrain from
placing embargoes:”’

- That Congress approve
no treaties with any country
receiving aid which levies
tariffs against U.S. farm
products;

- ‘“Make all transportation
available through shipping
and etc.”’

- Mediate boycotts and
strikes on products bound
for overseas;

- Release no CCC stock at
less than cost of production;

- Keep U.S. with balance
of payments;

- Opposed the ‘““F.C.I.C.
and want to stay with the
present farm program until
Congress works out the
problems state and gives
supply and demand the
chance to work.”’

- -Charged Congress to
uphold the principles of
supply and demand. ‘‘And
noted that the American
public does not approve of
the farmer receiving subsi-
dies,”” but as long as the
government doesn’t let
supply and demand function
properly, we feel that the
farmer is subsidizing the
American public.”’

Organization Aids Retarded

Organizational work has
begun on the county unit of
the Texas Association of
Retarded Citizens, an a-
gency set up to aid this
group on the local level.

The first goal is securing
10 members, each paying

yearly dues of $10, said
Mrs. Ernest Harwell.
Association  representa-

: tives from Amarillo take

over from there.

Dr. Jack Blackstone,
executive director of the
Association of Retarded
Citizens (ARC) Austin,
discussed the potential with
a group in a recent meeting,
spearheaded by Cheryl
Brown, director of the
Satellite Center.

The two agencies are
separate, but serve the
same groups, it is pointed
out.

The Wellington unit of the
new organization will be
known as Collingsworth
ARC.

Blackstone explained the
functions of ARC pointing
out that if people are
interested, after the initial
organization and payment of
$100 in dues, ARC will come
into the county and set up
residential care, training
centers, and vocational or on
the job training for those
who are retarded.

Mrs. Brown said there are
other options, including day
care, pre-school and nursing

centers.

There may also be
recreational and physical
education facilities.
would like to set up legal
and educational rights
programs for the mentally

- retarded, as well as an

advocacy program. Only
part of these would fit the
needs of the Wellington
group and would be set up.
Assisting Mrs. Brown is
Kay Meade, also a worker in
the Satellite Work Center.
Still another program is

prevention of retardation for '

future generations.
Emphasis is placed on
training and vocational
centers. With the assistance
of the state ARC, a thrift

shop could be set up,

employing the mildly re-
tarded, who would be paid
for their work.

‘““The potential is almost
limitless,’’ says those work-
ing with the program. The
Dumas thrift shop raises as
much as $5,000 per month,
Mrs. Harwell pointed out.

The State ARC will bear
the expenses of Collings-
worth County ARC activities
for the first year, said Mrs.
Harwell. It will assist in
applications for grant fund-
ing, and ARC has secured
the cooperation of City
Manager Glen Taylor in
making out the grant
applications where monies
are appropriated bv_the

“They

legislature, said Mrs. Har-
well.

ARC would not buy
buildings for the county
organization, but would
lease them.

The first ten county ARC
members had been secured
Wednesday, and negotia-
tions with Amarillo ARC
personnel for assistance will
begin.

Those wishing to become
‘members should contact Dr.
