The year 1969's average per-
acre yield most nearly equaled 
that "big year" of '66, when the 
average was 1,266. Of course, the 
uncooperative weather turned out 
a 937-1b. average in 1967.

Congressman Omar Burleson 
announced recently that he has 
been -advised by Postmaster Gen-
eral Winton ML Blount of a major 
new postal Service program that 
will expand home deliveries to 
en additcrinal 4 million Ameri- 
cans - principally 	small com- 
munities - for the first time. 

Under the program, persons 
living More than 'a quarter mile, 
but less than half a mile from 
18,700 post offices that do Mt 
have city delivery are now eli-
gible to receive the delivery at 
home Previously, they have been 
compelled to go to the post office 
for their mail. 

Since they live less than half 
a mile away from a post office, 
they have not been eligible to 
receive rural delivery service 
prior to Mr. Blownt's new order, 
the Congressman explained. And 
because they live near ,a post 
office that doee not have city de-
livery they have missed out 
there, too. 

Congressman Burleson said he 
had been advised that the Post-
master General is issuing instruc-
tions in the Natal Bulletin Thurs, 
day making the service available 
to die 1.2 million-families living 
in the eligible areas - 4 million 

The only requirement to obtain 
the service is that it must be 
requeSed of- the postmaster, and 
a majority of those living in the 
area main desire the service. 

The expansion will be achieved 
by such steps as extending short,

ery stops to some rural routes. In 
other instances, "star" or con-
tract routes may be used to pro-
