Air Force is seeking nearly $1 
billion to further decrease its 
reliance on the space shuttle for 
lofting military satellites into or- 
bit, according to congressional 
testimony. 
The January 1986 explosion of 

the space shuttle Challenger and 
subsequent mishaps in two Air 
Force launches of single-mission 
rockets has hobbled the Pen- 
tagon's satellite-launching pro- 
gram. - 
The first of a series of medium- 

lift Delta II rockets, built by 
McDonnell Douglas Corp. under 
a contract awarded in January, 
is scheduled to take a navigation 
satellite into space next fall. 

But, according to Air Force 
Secretary Edward C. Aldridge, 
recént revisions in the National 
Aeronautic and Space Ad- 
ministration’s plans for a renew- 
ed space shuttle program make it 
clear the military needs to fur- 
ther increase its ability to launch 

" satellites independent of NASA. 
Aldridge, in testimony before 

Congress released Sunday, said 
the Air Force needs $961 million 
over the next two years to build 
five additional Delta Ils and a 
new fleet of 10 rockets, 
designated Medium-Lift Vehicle 
IL 
The Air Force also wants to in-’

lifting Titan IV rockets from six 
per year to 10 per year through

keep the world guessing about 
the legendary beast. 
Nessie enthusiasts. were un- 

doubtedly disappointed that the 
three-day sonar sweep of the 
murky loch which ended Sunday 
turned up no flippers, humps, 
heads or tails. 
Organizer Adrian Shine said he 

could not deliver the “media 
monster” — the prehistoric rep- 
tile that is a favorite conception 
of Nessie. 

- **Nobody really believed in that 
anyway, did they?" asked Shine, 
who has spent 14 years doing 
research on the loch. 
But the 38-year-old London 

salesman told a news conference 
Sunday night he was more en- 
couraged than ever because of 
three sonar contacts with large 
objects that may have been mov- 
ing in the 750-foot-deep waters. - - 
Darrell Lowrance, president of 

Lowrance Electronics Inc. of

says he wont get her a Social 
Security card as required by law.

DA says third trial may be difficult oo 
GALVESTON, Texas (AP) — 

Trying death row inmate 
Clarence Brandley a third time 
for the rape-slaying of a 16-year- 
old girl seven years ago could be 
problematic, a lead prosecutor 
says. 

“It's obvious that, given all 
that's happened since the last 
trial, it would be extremely dif- 
ficult to put together a sound 
case,” said Mongomery County 
District Attorney Peter Speers. 
- Retired State District Judge 
Perry Pickett said Friday — at 
the end of a nine-day evidentiary 
hearing — that he will recom- 
mend to the state Court of 
Criminal Appeals that Brandley 
be given a new trial. , 

. Speers was asked ‘if his state- 
ment means he will not retry the 
case if the appeals court agreed 
with Pickett's recommendation. 
“Well, I'm not quite prepared 

to go that far,” he told the 
Houston Post. 
The credibility of witnesses 

and loss of evidence were crucial 
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items in the hearing, which 
Pickett moved 90 miles from Con- 

- roe to Galveston because of what 
he termed fear among witnesses 
and fear in the black community. 
Brandley’s first trial in the 1980 

rape-slaying of Cheryl Fergeson 
ended with a jury hung 11-1 for 
conviction. A second trial in 1981 
resulted in a conviction and death 
sentence. > 
Defense attorneys have argued 

that Brandley, now 37, was singl- 
ed out for prosecution by Mon- 
tgomery County officials and 
that racial prejudice played a 
role in his conviction. 
At the end of Friday's hearing, 

Pickett strongly criticized the 
handling of the case.
