Grub control can be ach­

ieved with a variety of 
treatments w'hich includes 
sprays, dips, pour-ons, 
spot-ons and fet'd mixes 
During late fall and 

winter, grubs appt'ar on 
the backs of livestock It’s 
too late to begin control 
measures then since most 
of the damage has already 
been done
In addition to controlling 

cattle grubs, an iasecti- 
cide used now will also 
provide contact control of 
horn flies for two to three 
weeks This makes the 
overall cost of treatment 
favorable
Insecticides suggested
