Texas may bhave as many as
2000,200 tractors rumbling over its
f: rm lands by 1950 under the im-
petus of a Vigorous nation-wide
drive toward colplete agricultural
mechanization,

This number Would be the state's
quota of the 3.000,00 tractors ex-
pected to be il use on all U, S,
farms b y1950, according to a study
bySKF Industries, Inc. This full
total is dependent, however, upon
the South mechanizing to the same
degree now prevailing in the Middle
Atlantic states.

“The demand for farm machinery,
particularly tractors, is the heav-
iest in history,” said C. W. Moore,
market analyst for the ball and
bearing ¢ompany, “Tractores
are sorely needed to help the farm-
er to offset lost manpower and in-
creased acreage ill)(l to (‘Ull“llll(' to
meet high food productioh goals.”

Texas farmers had an estimated
158,066 tractors on July 1, the
study disclosed Of these, between
20,307 and 26,981 are past their
normal junking period and 7,000
rore are. wearing out annually.

Moore tractors and other
farm machinery now in production
or on drafting boards would enable
the farmer to stretch his income
dollar,

“Not only will this equipment be
lighter in weight, but it will have
better resistance to wear and cor-
rosion.” he said. “It will be equip-
ped with anti-friction bearings that
require fewer repairs and less fre-
guent lubricaton, and it will be
easier and less expensive to oper-
ate.”

PREVENT TYPHUS BY
RATPROOFING OF NEW
BUILDINGS, SAYS COX

In a preventive program directed
against typhus fever in Texas, Dr,
Geo. W, €ox, State Health Officer,
has prepared for distribution (h-
rough the Staté and Local Health
Departments, a pamplet explaining
the importance of incorporation
rat-proofing in the counstruction of
new buildings,

“I am ardxious to have this pamp-
let in the hands ¢f every build-
er and prospective builder in Tex-
as,” Dr. Cox said. “Detailed draw-
ings show how simply and cheaply
fundamental rat-proofing can be in-
corporated ir designing a building.”

The booklet further explains how
much less expensive it is to include
rat-proofing in the construction,
than it is to make a building rat-
proof after it is already built,

“When ‘we biuild new homes in
Texas, they should be for our fam-
ilies only, Rats should be excluded,”
Dr. Cox declared, “When a new
home is not rat-proofed, the rats
usually move in about the same
time your family does, As long as
this continues, typhus fever men-
aees your family and community.”

The booklet may be procured
from your local health department,
or by writing the State Health
Department, Austin, Texas, and
every prospective home builder in
Texas is urged to procure a copy
before completing the plans for a
home,

News From
COUNTY AGENT

Some very good results should
be coming forth on the production
of hdiry vetch and rye this next
yvear, Nearly all farmers have
planted their vetch, but vetch is
still being planted on the peanut
land. Planting dates of vetch vary
from volunteer, December 1. Some
has been fertilized with superphos-
phate, 4-12-4 and some with noth-
ing, O. P, Griffin of Clyde has
a patch with rye and one with
Larley. For grazing purposes, the
vetch and rye is much the best,
e says. You <an look out over the
two patches and see very readily
which is the best., For the sand, rye
is superior in growth and furnishes
more grazing over barley.

J. F. Browning is sold on vetch
for his orchard. In his terms:
“Vetch the stuff.” Vetech and
Austrian winter peas have made
excellent green manure crops and
are about equal in this section,
except vetch has seed production
over the winter peas. About equal
acres are planted to vetch and
Austrian peas. in Callahan county.

Livestock Production

The past month saw several
ranchers treating their cattle for
grub with rotenone dust, washes
and sprays, Good results were re-
ported, but for control of the heel
fly, treatment was generally too
late. The county agent visited J. N.
Williams on his ranch North of
Putnam, This year he didn’t find
time to treat his registered herd,
but on examining the cattle, Mr,
Williams says he has less grubs
than last year, and said, “We
could eradicate the heel fly, if
this neighborhood would treat for
grubs. The fly only flies from 1/2
to 3/4 miles, and then we would
be through with the pest”, Possibly
2 or three years of treatment would
eliminate the pest. Last year Mr.
Willliams had nearl: 100% grub
control with rotenone wash and
made two applications,
Mr, Fred Cutbirth of Cross Plains
came by the office and got the
furmula for the rotenone wash, He
will treat 200 head for the grub
in this manner. Last year he re-
ported excellent results.

The county augent gave a simple
demonstruation to 6 or 7 4-H Clubs
on grub control the first week in
November. The number reached by
these demonstrations was 79,

Plan For Convenience In
Electrical Outlets

Adequate wiring with plenty of
electrical outlets makes rooms more
comfortable, convecient, and adapt-
able to furniture rearvangements,
according to Loreta Allen, County
Home Demonstration agent. She of-
fers sevaral suggestions for those
planning to build or remodel their
homes,

In the living room, place duplex
ouflets so that no point at the
floorline is more than six feet from
an outlet, In each-smaller space
that is three feet or more in length,
place an additional outlet. This
iakes it possible to place furniture
where desired.

In the bedrooms, include triplex
outlets near each bed and behind
dressing tables for lamps, clocks,
heating pads, radio or electrie
blankets, Also remember the con-
venience of lighting in the closets,

Place lights at the head and foot
of each stairway. A night light in
the upper hall will insure safety
to children, invalids and guests.
Duplex outlets near a hall table or
chest allow for lamps or a vacuum
cleaner when cleaning.

Kitchens need plenty of outlets
at counter height to take care of
all present and probable future
needs. Lights are necessary over
the sink and food  preparation
counters, ‘

Fur, Felt, And Leather Male-Overs

Have you explored the attic
lately for make-over materials?
Many an attic holds castaway far-
ments that still have good leather,
fur or felt that is useful for made-
over articles, These articles will
make good Christmas gifts, and
will make your Christmas money

‘go farther,

Often a slightly worn or faded
piece of leather can be restored to
service by good cleaning and a lit-
tle leather reméwer—or, in the case
of suede, a good stiff brush and
suede dressing., But if ‘the article
is of no use as it is, rip it apart
and use the leather for a belt,
slipper soles or some other needed
item that will save buying new
garments, You can cut hard leather
with a razor blade, and soft leather
with streng shears,

Old fur can be cleaned, dyed,
and glazed at home, and may be
the making of a pair of warm
winter scuffs or mittens, Sew with
close overhand stitches using a fine
needle so you'll make only small
holes in the material. Always cut

shears will cut the fur,

Use felt from discarded hats for
house slippers, hand bags, or mil-'
tens for a school caild, Felt may'
be stretched slightly, shrunk, or
molded with steam and a hot irom,
and sew the same as cloth. Grease
spots can be taken out of felt with
a dry cleaning solvent,

A lot of useful, new articles can
come from these discarded fur, felt
I and leather garments. And many of
them are as easy to work as cloth,
