It also was voted to share

The system offers num­
erous advantages to the 
store, but consumers mav 
also benefit from h. Con­
sumers receive a more 
complete record o f 
everything charged because 
the computer “ prints a note" 
about each item on the 
register tape.

Alsu, check-out should be 
faster since checkers do not 
have to ask for prices not 
marked or remember them. 
1 his system also should min­
imize check-out errors.

And. the system may low­
er or control priccs if the 
reduced store labor costs arc 
passed on to consumers.

On the other hand, con­
sumers may experienc'c cer­
tain concerns when shopping 
in stores using the computer­
ized system.

You can't always be sure 
of the price of an item until

you get to the check-out 
counter. If the price is not 
indicated on the product,, 
shelf labeling should provide 
details.

However, confusion can 
arise if shelf labeling is 
missing, inaccurate, or mis­
aligned with the product. 
Alsu, discount or sale prices 
may not be rcllccted in prices 
marked. Or. sale priccs no 
lunger in effect still may 
appear on the shelf.

In addition, lack o f product 
labeling may cause greater 
difnculty fur sonsumers in 
comparing priccs between 
different products.

To be sure you are charged 
the correct price for goods 
purchased, watch the cash 
register display screen dur­
ing check-out as each item is 
scanned. Alsu, check the 
detailed register tape when 
you get home. Report price 
discrepancies to the checker 
or store manager.

Good beneficul rains have 
conic to all parts of Lynn 
County. The rains have given 
the county an opportunity to 
make an above average crops 
this year.

Irrigation season in the 
county has ended for all 
practicable purposes. But in 
your spare time take a few 
mintues to analyze your sys­
tem.
Here are several clues for 

spotting an inefficient pump­
ing unit.

1. The water table has 
declined.
2. Your wells yields have 

decreased.
J.Thc well pumps sand, 

surges, or pumps air bub­
bles.
4. You are using a squeege

valve or a boostei pump.
S. You have changed irri­

gation distribution systems 
without modifying your 
pump.
b. The pump has not been 

serviced or adjusted in over 
five years.

7. You have connected sev­
eral wells to one line.

While no pumping plant is 
too percent efficient because 
o f energy losses in the motor 
or engine and between the 
drive shaft and pump, per­
formance standards for irri­
gation pumping units have 
been established. The stand­
ards are as folllows:

USDA ESTIMATES 14,8- 
MILUON-BALE CROPi As
of Aug. 1, the U.S. Depart­
ment o f Agriculture esti­
mates the 1981 cotton crop at 
14,789,300 bales from 
13,794.000 harvested acres.
