When the return is completed it 
should be properly executed and im­
mediately filed with the Collector of 
Internal revenue, Austin, Texas. An 
internal revenue officer will admin­
ister the necessry oath without charge

It is pointed out that accuracy in 
compiling the return is absdlutety 
necessary. Mere guesses and esti­
mates as to income and deductions* 
should be avoided, and actual facts 
and amounts set forth. And this is 
equally important in considering the 
question o f whether a return is requir-

Austin, Texas Jan.— The Federal 
income tax season opens today with 
the distribution o f the forms for per­
sonal returns from the office of Col­
lector o f Internal Revenue, Austin.

From now until the bell rings on 
the night o f March 15 the annual 
returns covering income for 1919 will 
be figured out and filed by citizens 
and residents, together with payment 
o f tax due.

The burden o f fulfilling this obli­
gation is laid by law squarely on the 
shoulders of those who are American 
citizens or residents. Every person 
must determine for himself whether 
his net income for 1919, figured ac­
cording to the revenue law, was suffi­
cient in amount to require a return.

If he is single a return is required 
if his net income for 1919 was $1,000 
or over. A  widow is classed as a 
single person. A man or woman liv­
ing apart from his wife or husband is 
also classed as a single person.

If he was married and living with 
his wife on Dec. 31 a return is re­
quired if his net income for 1919 was 
$2,000 or over. In his net income he 
must include that of his wife and min­
or children, if any.

If a tax is due on his return he 
must make payment with his return. 
This payment may be made in whole 
or in part o f the tax due. At least 
one-quarter o f the tax must accom­
pany the return.

The filling and paying must be done 
before midnight March 15, or he is 
classed as a delinquent and is subject 
to severe penalties.

Two forms are being distributed 
for personal returns. Form 1040-A 
is intended for use by a person whose 
net income does not exceed $5000.A 
larger form 1040 is intended for each 
person having a net income in excess 
o f $5,000. Both o f these forms are 
now obtainable at internal revenue 
offices and at some banks. It is urg-

Does this make the gov­
ernment a party o f profiteering?Caa 
it be possible that these government 
Boards are forcing down prices to the 
producer and up to the consumer to 
get money to run the Government?

Granted that the government did 
this as a war measure, if it did it at 
all.

It is 
charged that when these excess pro­
fits are paid into the U. S. Treasury, 
they are later charged back to the 
consumer. If this is true, then the 
consumer pays about $2.50 in increas­
ed prices, to get one dollar for the 
government. In the meantime, who is 
profiteering?

If we do not break the backbone 
of speculation, speculation will break 
the backbone o f production.

Reasonable Profit?

To Farmers Institutes:
Will you submit this question to 

your institutes and also to the farm­
ers of your neighborhood?

Profits of Manufacturers. In a re­
cent circular we called your atten­
tion to some of the immense profits 
made by -, anufac.urers out of your 
cotton. We did this to show our farm­
ers that Cotton is selling at about $60 
per bale under value, and that Federal 
influences are exerted to beat down 
priced Wc call your attention to the 
difference between what the specu­
lators and the Government call a “ fair 
price”  as compared to our cost-of-pro- 
duction-and-a-profit price.

Could pay $1.00 per pound. Mr. 
Wannamaker, President of the Amer­
ican Cotton Association, in the Manu­
facturers’ Record o f January 8, 1920, 
page 102, after investigating the prof­
its of manufacturers, says in part: 
“ The information gained is startling.

.1~ On one shipment of strict Middling 
Cotton that had been sold at 41 cents 

^  per p<>thd, the manufactured goods 
f  to ld  fbr $1.43 per pound. The cost 

of ntanufacturing was 22 cents. This 
left to the manufacturer 80 cents ad­
ditional profit. He (the manufactur­
er) frankly stated that he could pay 
$1.00 per pound for cotton, basis mid 
dling and still make a handsome pro­
fit.”

We will suppose that the above was

a 500 pound bale. It brought the 
fanner $205. It cost 22 cents per 
pound or $100 per bale to manufac­
ture it into cloth, and it sold at $1.43 
per pound or $715 per bale; a profit 
of $400 between producer and con­
sumer. Some Profit! According to 
Mr. Wannamaker’s statement abovo 
the manufacturer could pay $1.00 per 
pound for strict middling cotton in 
which case the farmer would receive 
$500 for the bale. Add to this $110 
as the cost of manufacturing into 
cloth, which gives as the total cost to 
the manufacLurer of $610 for the 

: bale, leaving as his net profit $105. 
At the preesnt price he pays for the 
bale, his profit is $400. Some Spread.
