City school board considering
higher tax rate and lunch fees

Adoption of an effective tax rate,
program cuts and an increase in
school lunch fees were some of the
budget actions considered by the
Big Spring Independent School
District Board of Trustees during
its budget workshop Monday
evening.

The board is facing an approx-
imate budget of $14.66 million, ac-
cording to Superintendent Bill
McQueary

That will be a $627,000 increase
over last year’s budget, McQueary
added.

The board will have workshops
again this evening and Wednesday
at 7 p.m. in the superintendent’s of-
fice, McQueary said.

Although no formal budget ac-
tion is scheduled until the Aug. 13
board meeting, members looked at
several items where savings could
occur, he said.

McQueary noted the the major

concern is the $70 million to 80
million loss in the tax rolls the
district is facing this year. To com-
pensate, he said the Board is con-
sidering is the adoption of an effec-
tive tax rate.

McQueary explained that’s the
rate the district would have to set
to raise the same amount of
revenue as last year. He added that
the tax rate may have to be raised
slightly this year.

Potential loss of state funds
won'’t be as big a factor as once was
thought, he said. The district could
lose as much as $100,000 in state
funds this year.

Cuts in programs ‘‘that would be
nice to have, but aren’t totally
necessary,” would compensate for
any loss in state revenue, Mc-
Queary said.

Areas that might face cuts next
year include maintenance, roofing
jobs the district had planned and a
drug dog program, he added.

He said the board also will con-

sider cuts in air conditioning and
heating improvements, implemen-
tation of an inventory program and
equipment purchases.

School lunch prices may increase
next year, but McQueary said the
prices still will be reasonable.

He said the board is considering
a 10-cent across-the-board in-
crease, which would make prices
75 cents at elementary, and 85
cents at secondary schools.

The district also might dip into
its fund balances — reserves of in-
vested money that ‘‘you set aside
for a rainy day,”” McQueary said,
adding that action in that area will
not be taken unless necw‘sary.

He said that this year’s budget —
which imust be approved by Aug. 20
— will be about $14.66 million, in-
cluding maintenance operations
and debt service.

“We’ll be trying to bring that
figuré closer to last year’s’” at
tonight and Wednesday’'s

workshops, he said.

Law firm plans

delinquent tax
bill crackdown

The Bancroft and Mouton law
firm has developed a plan to collect
delinquent taxes owed various
Howard- County taxing entities,
targeting small as well as large tax
bills, Attorney Drew Mouton said.

Mouton reported the plan to the
City Council at its work session
Monday afternoon. He presented
the same plan to the county
Monday.

He said the firm is sending let-
ters twice a year to every delin-
quent taxpayer. The letters are be-
ing prepared for mailing this week
or next week, he said.

Most people are scared to death
of an official-looking letter, said
Councilman Gary Don Carey, who
cited his reaction a year ago when

he received such a letter after he
forgot to pay a tax bill.

Mouton also report the law firm
is seeking publicity to create public
awareness of the delinquent tax
campaign.

In addition, he said that Sheriff
A.N. Standard can confiscate pro-
perty from the owner to pay the
bill. The confiscation, however, re-
quires a signed affadavit and a
warrant.

Tax Assessor/Collector Dorothy
Moore would be required to sign
the affidavit, stating that the owner
owes the taxes.

Mouton said the property seized
doesn’t have to be the property on
which taxes are owed, and that if
the proceeds aren’t enough to pay
the tax bill, Standard can return to

on ‘911’ proposal

The next local election may in-
clude a proposition to establish a
governing board for a Howard
County emergency 911 telephone
system.

Fire Chief Carl Dorton received
City Council approval at the Coun-
cil work session Monday to develop
the proposition.

The four members attending the
session unanimously approved the
request. Members Johnny Ruther-
ford and Pat DeAnda were absent.

Dorton showed a recording of a
recent ‘‘20-20"" news broadcast on
the enhanced 911 system. It in-
cludes a computer that
automatically tells the 911 operator
the address from which the call is
being made, the program
explained.

Law enforcement officials agree
that the biggest problem in respon-
ding to emergencies is callers
unable to tell where they are, ac-
cording to ‘‘20-20.”

True examples were shown of
non-enhanced 911 systems, in-
-cluding a case when police were
unable to locate a woman being

“ stabbed to death because she could

not tell the operator where she was.

In a second case, officials using
the enhanced system were able to
locate a 6-year-old calling after his
mother suffered a seizure in a
backyard swimming pool.

Dorton said officials desire the
enhanced system. City Manager
Mack Wofford said the time is right
to get one because Southwestern
Bell is improving local phone
equipment.

Gov. Bill Clements signed a bill
May 28 initiating a statewide 911
system, Doug Vocelle, legislative
assistant to State Rep. Larry Don
Shaw, has said.

Participation is optional for
counties of population less than
120,000, according to Bill Gilliland,
area manager of community rela-
tions for the Southwestern Bell
Abilene office.

The legislation establishes a
state advisory committee and
regional planning commissions to
implement the system, he said.

Citizens in smaller communities
must vote for the system in a coun-
ty election, he said, adding that not
every community in a county is re-
quired to participate.

The 911 system cost $300,000 to in-
stall and $9,000 to $12,000 per month
to operate in Abilene, Gilliland
said. He expects the Howard Coun-
ty cost would be less because of the
smaller number of residents.

In other business, the Council
agreed to change the local election
date from April to May. Finance
Director Tom Ferguson explained
that the state Legislature man-
dated a change because of new
Superprimary in March.

The Council could change the
April election day to August or
November, but must apply to the
Justice Department to do so,
Ferguson said.

The Council agreed to donate city
facilities each July 4 for the presen-
tation of an Independence Day
pageant. The action was requested
by Mamie Lee Dodds of the Parks
and Recreation Board.

The pageant, ‘“‘Let Freedom
Ring,”” written by Dodds, was
presented at the 1976 celebration.

When asked to project this fall’s enrollment, Mc-
Queary said he found it difficult to forecast enroll-
ment in West Texas, But he estimated that the

district would have tely 4,200 students.
McQueary asked Sanders, Big Spring divi-
sion manager for TU , if he had a projection

of the city’s population-based on the number of power
connections. :

Sanders estimated that between 23,000 and 23,500
people live in the city limits; and “‘that’s counting
everybody — the prisoners, the nursing homes

Sanders added that he felt ‘“‘very comfortable”
with that estimate.

McQueary, finishing his report, said the school
board ‘‘probably’’ would vote for a tax increase, ‘‘but
it’s hard to tell.”

Poynor, in agreeing with McQueary, noted that
taxes would have to be raised to keep the school
systems on a par with what they have been.

“I hope my board goes to an effective rate, and I
hope Bill’s does, too — because if you don’t, you're
looking at disaster two years down the road,” Poynor
said.

The effective rate is the tax rate needed to generate
the same revenues collected the previous year.

Because land valuations have declined, taxes in the
county must be increased in order to collect the same
amounts as last year.

Dr. Robert W. Jones, chief of staff at the Veterans
Medical Center, said the VA center has been hurt by
persistent rumors that its surgical branch would be
closed.

However, Mouton said he
dislikes seizing property because it
leaves citizens with a negative im-
age of officials.

““But if I give the people notice, I
don’t feel nearly as bad to go out
and execute a tax warrant,” he
said.

When a judgment is rendered
against a delinquent taxpayer, the
city can foreclose on the
in qnstion, sell it and use the
money to pay the taxes, Mouton
explained.

When Councilman Carey ex-
pressed doubt that buyers could be
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found for much of the property,
Mouton vowed, ““I will buy every
piece of personal property we
foreclose on” that no one else buys.

Mouton said tax collections have
increased the past year, since the
firm received the collection
contract.

According to the tax roll as of
March 18, citizens owe about $1.9
million in taxes since 1939, Mouton
said. He said 27.13 percent of that
— about $518,000 — is uncollectable
because the statute of limitations
has passed, leaving a total of $1.39
million in collectable taxes.

Taxes on personal property are a
main target of the collection plan
because the statute of limitations
on that tax is four years — instead
of the 20-year limit on real property
— 80 the tax quickly becomes un-
collectable, Mouton said.

In addition, the value of personal
property quickly decreases, so pro-
ty may not cover blﬂifthe

The firm intends to process about
120 lawsuits a year — 60 of them
lnimt delinquent taxpayers who
the largest dollar amounts,
muld.

The next two years or so will be
spent processing existing lawsuits,
he said. About 400 such suits are on
the docket, with two or three
against some taxpayers, he said.

Suits also will be processed
against approximately 20 personal
property accounts over $600, 10 ac-
counts with the largest number of
properties, five accounts under
$200, and 25 mobile home accounts
over $200, he said.

‘“Mobile homes are a notorious
problem because there’s not a lot of
money there,” and if the owners
sell the mobile home the lien
becomes inactive, Mouton said. As
with personal , the statute
of limitations for mobile home
taxes is four years, he said.

Five accounts under $200 will be
sued annually so that low-amount
accounts won't escape the conse-
quences, Mouton said.

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Report says NRC not interested
in enforcement at nuke plants

WASHINGTON — The Nuclear
Regulatory Commission has a well-
deserved reputation as a toothless
watchdog, and nowhere has it been
apparently less vigilant than in the
regional headquarters in Arl-
ington, Texas.

Indeed, the chief enforcement of-
ficer in the region ‘‘really didn’t
believe in enforcement,”’ his
former boss told agency in-
vestigators last year.

The comment about Thomas F.
Westerman was made by Richard
Denise, who used to be the No. 3
man in the NRC’s Region 4 office,
which covers 14 states in the cen-
tral part of the country.

Denise also said Westerman
discouraged the inspectors under
him by “worrying their work pro-

‘duet'to death and questioningit to a
-great extreme.’’' As a result, some
iuspectors stopped writing tough
reports on nuclear power plants,
Denise added.

Westerman defended his atten-
tion to details of the inspections. He
told us that he had to go over the in-
spectors’ reports with a fine-tooth
comb or they would be spiked by
commission lawyers in
Washington.

Our associate Stewart Harris ob-
tained the transcript of an inter-
view with Denise, part of an inter-
nal investigation of agency of-
ficials in Region 4 last year. The
highly critical 3,000-page report of
the investigation now is at the
center of a heated debate at the
NRC over procedures in Region 4.

Only a small, sanitized version —
which did not name names or in-
clude the interview — has been
publicly released.

“I had a sufficient number of
discussions with Westerman to
conclude that Mr. Westerman real-
ly didn’t belieye in enforcement,”
Denise told the investigators, ac-
cording to the transcript.

Denise had quit his Region 4 job
at the time of the interview, but he
told us his departure had nothing to
do with the problems he mentioned
to the investigators. Rather, he
was ‘‘upbeat’’ about the prospects
for improvement in the Texas of-
fice when he left.

Westerman’s name first surfac-
ed publicly in April of this year
when an inspector told a Govern-
mental Affairs subcommittee,
headed by Sen. John Glenn, D-
Ohio, that Westerman had
pressured inspectors assigned to
the Comanche Peak nuclear plant
near Dallas to delete unfavorable
findings.

Inspector Shannon Phillips
testified before the subcommittee
that Westerman had said his

(Westerman’s) job was ‘“‘to license
the plant.”” At one point, Wester-
man became so upset with
Phillips’s aggressive enforcement
style that he suggested Phillips
find another job — outside Region
4,, . AR e d D20l "

It was Phillips who gotithé in-
vestigation in Region 4 rolling last
year when he accused Westerman
and another official, Eric Johnson,
of deleting important evidence of
violations from a report Phillips
wrote — and then releasing it3
under Phillips’'s signature without”
telling him of the changes. Phillips
voiced his concerns to an NRC
commissioner who assigned the
agency’s top investigator to the
case.

Westerman and Johnson told us
that Phillips gave verbal assent to
changes in his report on Comanche
Peak. He described the Senate
hearings as one-sided, and said,
“There were statements made
there that were not true.”

Denise also criticized the en-
forcement style of Johnson, who,
according to the transcript, gave
one inspector at the Fort St. Vrain
nuclear plant in Colorado the im-
pression that he was not to impede
plant operations.

Johnson told us the inspector was
concentrating too much on one pro-
blem and should have been spen-
ding more time on other deficien-
cies at the plant.

‘““You point out the problem and
back away and look for other areas
that need attention,’’ Johnson said.
‘A responsible inspector has to re-
main sensitive to not manage th
plant.” .

Footnote: Westerman was so
highly regarded by his superiors in
Washington that he was awarded a
bonus. Payment on the check was
stopped when the investigators
working on the Region 4 report pro-
tested that it wouldn’t look right.

The Government Accountability

Because of an editing error, our
recent report on Friends stated
that the group assists the Contras.
The organization’s policy, in fact,
prohibits any assistance to
military groups.

Jenkins maintains that his work
with Friends has not been finan-
cially rewarding. He noted that his
company, Great Oaks, which pro-
vides fund-raising services for
FOA, profited only $29,000 in 1985.
During that same year, Jenkins
went ‘‘personally in debt’’ for
$250,000 to keep the organization
going, he said.

Edens throws a gem to lead American stars to title win over Lamesa

Monday night, the sticks came
around.

At least that’s how a jubilant
American League Manager Alton
Fields explained it after his squad
of all-stars whipped the Lamesa
stars 7-1 at National League field to
bring Big Spring its first District
III Little League Tournament title
since the Texas League did it in
1981.

“The sticks came around —

that’s what happened; the sticks'

came around,” explained the hap-
py coach amid a group of wildly
celebrating American League
stars.

And the sticks came around in-
deed, to the tune of seven runs, nine
hits and two homers in just five at-
bats. The Big Spring team scored
at least one run in each of those inn-
ings, and actually made last
night’s win look easy.

In fact, the cheering American
contingent didn’'t need to worry
after the first inning. The reason —
American pitcher Jeremy Edens
looked cool and unhittable from his
perch on the mound.

Edens had the Lamesa batters
wondering, guessing and walking
back to the dugout with heads shak-
ing. The lanky right-hander had his
fastball working, but that was just
his set-up pitch.

It seemed that every time a
Lamesa batter guessed fastball,
Edens would deliver his tantaliz-
ingly slow curve. It was all the
Lamesa batters could do to stay
upright after lunging aimlessly at
Edens’ dangling curves.

He finished with the kind of stats
that win ballgames: 11 strike outs,
zero walks. He gave up five hits,
but only once did he surrender
more than one in an inning. That
was in the fifth, when the two lead-

off batters bunted safely on.

By that late stage, the Lamesa
coaches realized they weren’t hav-
ing much luck swinging, so why not
bunt? Even Nathaniel Scott — their
power hitting right-fielder with two

homers in the tourney — turned
and bunted in the fifth. The last two
Lamesa hits were bunts; and three
of their last six outs came on unsuc-
cessful bunts.

‘“Jeremy’s got a fantastic

curve,” said Fields. “And then
he’d throw that fastball. He and
Jason (catcher Jason Ogle) really
had ‘em going.”’

Edens got everything he could
have asked for from his fielders —

the American stars didn’t have an
error in seven chances, a far cry
from the last game, when they
committed seven errors. Only 23
Lamesa stars batted, which is just
five over the minimum.

But back to the sticks.

Patrick Martinez led off the first
with a walk, but Lamesa starter
Louis Macia struck out the next
two batters, bringing Jeromaine
Gonzales to the plate. It has been
established that the best strategy
against Gonzales is probably the
intentional walk, but Macia wasn’t
shying away from anyone.

Maybe he should have. Gonzales
blasted his first offering over the
fence in right-center, bringing in
Martinez and lighting a fire under
an American League crowd that
had suffered its way through Satur-
day night’s 10-3 loss to the same
Lamesa team.

Lamesa’s Jonnathon Contreras
countered with a solo homer to

center in the second, but it proved
the last damaging blow of the night
for the visitors.

The American stars made it 3-1
at the end of two, on singles by
Edens and Ogle, and a one-run dou-
ble to left by shortstop Martinez.

In the bottom of the third, Gon-
zales hit a one-out single on the
ground to right, proving he could
hit more than just pop flies over the
fence. A bad throw by the Lamesa
third baseman after a grounder by
John Kennedy left both runners
safe, and when Raymond Ortega
drew a walk one out later, the
bases were loaded.

David Akin, batting in the eighth
spot, did his job with a Texas
League blooper into right that
scored both Gonzales and Ken-
nedy. That gave the American
stars a 4-1 lead, and with Edens go-
ing like he was going, most of the
fans suspected it was just a matter
of time.

The National Marine
Fisheries Service solicited the
help of sport fishermen in Texas
and other states, and the anglers
responded by tagging almost
half of the 4,763 sharks tagged
during 1986, according to
biologist Lee Green of the Texas
Parks and Wilidlife Service.

A bigeye thresher shark tagg-
ed near Galveston was recap-
tured south of Pensacola, Fla.,
six years later. It had traveled a
minimum of 291 miles.

Meet the Snail

Snails are mollusks, animals with
a soft body protected by a hard
shell. They have a coiled shell that
protects them from enemies and
weather. Their shells were used as
money by some Indians. Slugs are
a type of snail with either a small
shell under the skin or no shell at
all.

Both snails and slugs have a soft
head with a mouth, small teeth
and eyes at the end of tentacles.

Snails and slugs move at a very
slow pace, only a few inches a
minute. They creep along on a
muscle called a foot. The foot

moves in a wavelike manner. As
snails and slugs move, they
usually leave a slimy path.

Snails are found almost
everywhere on earth. There are
over 80,000 different types divided
into land, freshwater or saltwater
snails. They can be the size of a
pinhead or up to two feet long.

Although most snails and slugs
are harmless, some destroy crops
and gardens. Others are
poisonous.
