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Reflecting Back

On First Computer

BLUE BELL, Pa. (AP) —
The date was June 14, 1951. It
was a time when chips were
chocolate or potato, not the
computer kind. And it was a

day that would change the na-
tion, forever immortalizing
these six words:

Do not fold, spindle or
mutilate.

The world’s first commer-
cial computer, designed for
the U.S. Census Bureau, was
unveiled that afternoon.
Scientists, bureaucrats and
military brass came to gawk
at the future, wrapped in a
gleaming metal box known as
UNIVACL

Measuring 8 feet high, %
feet wide and 14% feet long,
the Universal: Automatic
Computer WAC} proved
to a ect luncheon
guest, quietly consuming
strands of Magnetic tape for
the curious.

Next to UNIVAC was a con-
trol panel, described by one
newspaper r as “a
contraption that looks like a
combination pipe organ con-
sole, a linotype machine and
a telephone switchboard.”
Nearby, he added, was a
“Buck Rogers typewriter.”

Thirty years later, pioneers
of the Census Bureau
remember faces
when they recall those first
close encounters of a com-
puter kind.

“It was a great mystery.

Enter Eckert, a 23-year-old
graduate student, and
Mauchly, an Ursinus College
physics professor who came
to the University of Penn-
sylvania to attend “a class
for smart people who needed
to know about the war’s pro-
blems,” said Eckert, then a
lab instructor.

He and Mauchly began a
hasty collaboration on a com-
puting machine for the Army
that could deliver data quick-
ly and accurately. The pro-
posal was delivered to the Ar-
my Ordnance Department at
Aberdeen, Md., on April 9,
1043 — Eckert's 24th birth-
day.

““Those were war days and
ev g was done on a
handshake. We had hoped to
finish in 18 months, but they
kept adding to the project. It
was a brand new area. We
were stumbling along in the
dark,” said Eckert, who has
received a number of awards
for his contribution, including
an honorary doctorate from
Penn.

Classified as Project PX,
the computer grew more
complex with each demand
made by the military. While
the project wasn't top secret,
it" was not to be loosely
discussed and Eckert found
his work difficult to explain,

ENIAC, with its 18,000
vacuum tubes in a 30-by-50
foot machine, was. delivered
to the Army in 1946 at a cost
of $400,000. It could do 5,000
calculations a second, not too
impressive by today’s stan-
dards, but it was 1,000 times
faster than anything else in
those days.

“As it turned out, it wasn’t
finished in time to help with
the war,” Eckert said. But its
development pointed the way
for computer calculations
relating to the hydrogen
bomb, wind tunnel design,
cosmic ray research and

predictions,

Eckert and Mauchly later
formed their own company,
the Eckert-Mauchly Com-
puter Corp., which struggled
for four years to develop
UNIVAC, in part because the
firm lost a $2 million govern-
ment contract after
‘‘somebody decided
Mauchly's secretary knew a
communist, and so that made
us unreliable,” Eckert said.

In 1650 they sold the com-
pany to Remington Rand Inc.
(now Sperry-Univac) for
$250,000 each. Mauchly
became an independent con-
sultant; Eckert remained
with the firm.

DETROIT (AP) — “Tell
Larry Holmes he's got my
blessing and I wish him the
best of luck,” says Leon

While wishing Holmes well,
Spinks made a promise to the
unbeaten World Boxing Coun-
cil heavyweight champion
who he will fight Friday night
in the Joe Louis Arena.

“I‘m going to cling to him
like a T-shirt and punch more
than I ever did against
Muhammad Ali,”” said the
27-year-old Spinks who will be
making his second title bid in
just his 15th pro fight.

In his eighth pro fight, us-
ing the pressure tactics he
promises to use against
Holmes, - Spinks won the
universal title by scoring a
15-round split decision over
Ali Feb. 15, 1978, at Las
Vegas.

But he admittedly didn’t
handle well the pressure that
goes with the title, and he had
problems that led to bad
press, mostly involving his
driving habits and his life
style.

On Sept. 15, 1978, Spinks, in

announcing that, in the event
of a strike, the players would
handle the negotiations
themselves ‘‘unless in
specific instances the players
request I attend.”
