PAP said, ‘‘Directly after the
completion of debates among the
party and state leaders of the
Warsaw Pact states ... took place
the sublime act of signing a pro-
tocol on prolonging the validity of
the act on friendship, cooperation
and mutual help signed May 14,
1955."

In addition to the Soviet Union,
members of the treaty signing
the agreement were Bulgaria,

Hungary, East Germany,
Poland, Romania and
Czechoslovakia.

The agreement was reached
following a formal summit
meeting that convened in the
same 18th century palace where
the treaty was first ratified. The
leaders of the Warsaw Pact
member states arrived in War-
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saw for their summit meeting on
Thursday.

It was Gorbachev’s first trip
outside the Soviet Union since he
took power as general secretary
of the Soviet Communist Party
last month. Some diplomatic
observers said the summit and
treaty renewal were merely for-
malities and the meeting was
significant as an opportunity for
Gorbachev to get together with
his allies. He met with them last
month after the funeral of his

predecessor, Konstantin U.
Chernenko.

Gorbachev brought with him
Soviet Premier Nikolai A.

Tikhonov, Foreign Minister An-
drei A. Gromyko and Defense
Minister Sergei L. Sokolov.

The commander of the Warsaw
Pact forces, Soviet Marshal
Viktor Kulikov, was on hand for
his arrival at the airport.

Gen. Wojciech Jaruzeiski, the
Polish prime minister and Com-
munist Party first secretary, is
the host of the meeting.

In half-hour intervals at the
airport Thursday, Jaruzelski met
Czechoslovak leader Gustav
Husak, Nicolae Ceausescu of
Romania, the Hungarian delega-
tion led by Communist Party
leader Janos Kadar, Bulgarian
leader Todor Zhikov and Erich
Honecker of East Germany.

They each brought with them
senior government and Com-
munist Party officials, including
defense and foreign ministers.

DEAR DR. LAMB — | have osteo-
porosis and take oyster-shell calcium
Some brands of calcium tablets do
not have a coating. Does this make
any difference in their effectiveness”
They certainly are much cheaper
without the coating, and both the
coated and uncoated tablets contain
the same amount of calcium and vita-
min D. You recently said that a poor
phosphate intake can affect bones as
much as an inadequate calcium
intake. What is a good source of phos-
phate”?

You say there is more to prevent-
Ing porous bones than just taking
calcium. What else can be done” 1
exercise moderately.

DEAR READER — No, the coating
on a calcium pill will not improve its
effectiveness. In fact, some pills are
less effective because the coating
may not dissolve adequately. Calcium
carbonate from oyster shell is a good
source of calcium, as are skim milk
fortified with non-fat milk solids and
dry non-fat milk powder, which can
be added to many food items.

Milk is also a good source of phos-
phorus and is unique, since it contains
more calcium than phosphorus. Many
foods, including some other dairy
products, contain more phosphorus
than calcium. All of the items in the
meat group are also rich in phos-
phorus.

Not smoking, not drinking alcohol
t0 excess, exercising and taking hor-
mones are all important factors in
preventing osteoporosis.

A middle-aged man who develops
osteoporosis early in life is often
alcoholic. A man or woman who
drinks excessive amounts of alcohol
may have the skeleton of a 70-year-
old at 40.

DEAR READER — The calorie
contents given for various foods are a
bit arbitrary. One piece of lean meat
may be leaner than another piece of
lean meat, and one orange may be
slightly larger than another. Howev-
er, these values are important in
helping a person to estimate his or
her caloric intake.

The efficiency of the digestive sys-
temn is not a big factor. Studies have
shown that it is fairly constant, unless
one has a disease affecting absorp-
tion.

Most of the calorie figures given
for exercise probably are wrong. One
probably uses more calories than the
figures indicate, since most of the
calories are lost as heat, and this heat
lasts for hours after physical activity.
However, most calorie figures are
based on short-term measurements of
Increased oxygen use.

Recent studies suggest that the
body will use more calories if one
exercises after eating than if one
exercises before eating.

[ don’t like the bidding of today's
deal. South made a light overcall of
one no-trump after East had opened
with a one-diamond bid. South would
have done better to overcall one
heart. North-South is unlikely to have
a game unless North can bid over one
heart. If no-trump is to be the final
contract, it is almost certainly better
for North to be the declarer. But then
we wouldn’t have had the opportunity
to see Norman Kay, one of the
world’'s great players, make a defen-
sive play that will be long remem-
bered.

On the opening lead of the diamond
six, declarer played low from dummy
and Norman, sitting East, played the
10, forcing the queen. A low spade
was played to dummy’s queen and a
heart was led from dummy. East
played low and South won the king.
Now the 10 of spades was played to
the ace and Kay discarded — the
heart ace. There was no longer any
way for declarer to establish the
heart suit without allowing West to
come on lead with the heart jack and
come through the king of diamonds in
dummy to set the contract.

Had South simply overcalled with
one heart, North would have bid one
no-trump. Now South would have
been happy to raise to two no-trump,
and you'd have had to put a gun to
North’s head to keep him from bid-
ding three. Needless to say, with East
on lead, there is no defense against

three no-trump.

Spring forward time here again

WASHINGTON (AP) — Most
Americans will have to spring
forward with an hour’s less sleep
on Sunday, as our clocks perform
their annual rite of passage into
daylight-saving time.

In all of part of 48 states on Sun-
day, time will skip from 2a.m. to
3 a.m., an artificial device
designed to delay the arrival of
the morning sun, and add that
light onto the evening to provide
more time for barbecues, yard
work and other outdoor ac-
tivities.

First instituted in World War I,
the shift regularly generates con-
troversy and legislation is In-

troduced in Congress, almost
every year, to change the prac-
tice, generally with little success.

Under the current rules,
daylight-saving time extends
from the last Sunday in April to
the last Sunday in October

States have the right to ignore
the system if their legislature
votes to do so — and that has oc-
curred in Hawaii and Arizona.

In addition, Indiana, which is
split between the Eastern and
Central time zones, observes the
change in only the western part
of the state, meaning that clocks
in all of Indiana.read the same
for the warm weather months.
