Approximately $4,700,000 more
will be received by public schools
of Texas, from the per capita ap-
portionment, starting next Sep-
tember 1st.

The board of education voted
*Tuesday, 6 to 2, to boost the allot-
ment from $19 to $22 per scholas-
tic. An effort to set it at $21 had
failed on a tie vote.

The action apparently crushed
hopes for a reduction in the state
advalorem tax for school purposes.
Gov. Allred pointed out the levy
could be abolished if the apportion-
ment was continued at $19 and ad-
ded he would like to see the ad-
wvalorem tax get a break,

Proponents of the increase to
$22 said a reduction in the tax
rate would benefit only large
property holders. They pointed out
that homesteads up to $3,000 valu-
ation already were exempt.
