thousand people. The atreets this after- 
uoan resembled those of the Mardi Gras 
season. It is the fhst time lu the his- 
torj- of the eity when parades took the 
place of the funeral proee.«.«ions during 
an epidemic of yellow fever in New Or­
leans during the inontii of September.

MEMPHIS, Teiiii., Sept, irt.—A smnil 
race riot, resulting in the in.-tantaTieou.s 
killing of Joe Smith, a negro; the prob­
able fatal wnunding of Constable Eugene 
Scott, while; the mining of Robert How-

rioius shooting and stabbing of at least 
three more negroes, took place about 3

race track near Germantown.

Troublo aro.se over a race. There was 
a gathering of negroes from Germantown 
and Cordova, two rival villages, and »«v -  
eral white men, among thorn Scott, had 
gatherevl to see the races. The Cordova 
negroes objei-ted to a Germantown negro 
entering his hor.se in one ttf the r.ices and 
hoi words resulted. 'I ne constable was 
appoaled to to settle the dispute.

Smith, of the Cordova faction. was 
cominaiided to keep tiulet. On his refusal 
to oljey. Scott deputized Robert Howard 
and attempted to place Smith under ar­
rest. As he st.arted toward Smith the 
negro drew his pistol and began shooting 
at him. Scott whipped out his weapon and 
returned the file. Three limes the negro 
winged the cotistable. and knocked him 
to tn*- earth, but after twelve shots he 
sent a bullet crashing through Siuith’s 
head, killmg him instantly.

Robert Howaid ami another white man 
drew their pi.«tols .itul rushed to Seott's 
as.si.statice. A dozen t'ordova negroes 
armed with pistols ami knives took 
Smith's part, Prot»aV>ly a hundí ed shots 
Wife filed.

'Iliree €if the negroes are kiuiwii to be 
l.adly wounded. Scott and Howard wero 
both stabbed. Si'ott was shot olean 
tlirough the left lung, the ball entering 
just uinlt r the heart. Wheti the negro 
fell Howard lifted Scott into a buggy and 
fled with him. the negrtM's keeping up 
liieir fire until the white men pa.ssed out
1 f range.

There were aliout .a thousand negroes on 
the grounds and more serious troulile 
may arise.

Japanese Officials Take Steps to Pre­
vent Possible Anti-American 

Demonstrations

H*-ar»t .xew.s Service.)
TOKIO, S*-pt. 16.—The anil-peace party 

is today lejoiclng over tlie resignation of 
the minister of the Interior, Viscount 
Yoshlkawa, whose suppression of the pro­
jected n:asg meetings w.as said to be the 
direct cause of the riots and antl-forelgn 
dcmon.stratlons. Baron Klyoura, minis­
ter of acrlculture, will succeed to the va­
cant place. The resignation of the min­
ister of the Interior will obviate tho neces­
sity of th*» proposed Interpretation of the 
government by members of the opposi­
tion in the diet and the postponement of 
the expected clash proliably until the 
treaty has been ratified.

Secretary Taft arrived in Y’ ok<ihaina to­
day and was tendered a flattering wel­
come, many prominent Japanese and for­
eign residents calling to pay tlieir re­
spects. Tonight he is being entertained 
at dinner by Mr. Otanl, one of the lead­
ing merchants of Y’ okohama, who does a 
large amount of trade with the United 
States.

■U’hile special precautions have been 
taken to insure Mr. Taft s safety during 
his .stay It la not believed there is any 
occasion to fear any further outbreaks In 
any quarter of the empire, especially 
against Americana. The recent »lutbreak 
is deplored by the better cla.ss of Japa­
nese and it is said to have been brought 
about by a desire on the part of the mobs 
to wreak vengeance on the police for their 
Interference -with public metlngs.

be dlvideii among him.self and his col­
leagues If lie could indue*- them to bring 
a verdict of "not guilty.” So gi'cat Is 
this scandal becoming that It is likely 
that a committee will be formed to con­
sider how tills practice of tne attempted 
bribing of Jurors can be overcome.

The paper adds: "Within my own cer­
tain knowledge there are two hangers-on 
at the bar who never held a brief In their 
lives, but who arrange to pick up a living 
by approaching jurymen and bribing them 
to return a verdict for whichever side they 
are retained.

Route of Prince and Princess of Wales In 
India Will Pass Stricken 

Districts

LONDON, Sept. 16.—Owing to famine 

and plague prevalent In many districts of 
India, the visit of the Prince and Prin­
cess of Wales to India will have many 
of Its splendors eclipsed, although Lord 
Curzon has made great preparations to 
have the prince lmpresss<»d with the al­
leged love and admiration of the natives 
for the British throne. Because of the 
distress in Madras, the royal couple will 
not be permitted to visit there, as It Is 
not the intention of the Indian authori­
ties to permit them to get a glimpse of 
the suffering that seems insejiarable from 
the rule in India. Tens of thousands of 
natives are dying of famine and the gov­
ernment does lottle to prevent or cure the 
cause of the evil, declining even to re­
duce the high tax on the chief necessity 
of the native—salt. The eyes oi the royal 
tourist.«, however, will not witness any of 
this dLsiress, for Ixird Curzon has ar­
ranged that the prince and princess will 
see only the glided side of life in India 
and nothing of the famine and pLigue con­
ditions tliat have become permanent.

Hamilton’s advancement since hi* 
connection with the New York L ife In ­
surance Company has been remarkablo. 
Ten or twenty years ago he wa* • 
lawyer in Albany with an ordinary in­
come and a very simple mode of life. In 
a short time he changed hUs method of 
living, began to Indulge In the disnlay 
of wealth and spent money lavishly. 
Having ITeld a Jocal civil Judgeship at 
a salary of $2.000 a year, he acquired 
tho title o f Judge.

On March 9, last year, when Hamil­
ton is said to have gotten the $100.000 
by order o f the president, there were 
pending nearly fifty  bills in which the 
insurance company was Interested. 
Some of these hills were friendly and 
some threatened their Interests. At 
the end o f that session th.ere were 
about 25 Insurance hills In committe* 
or In the hands of the governor. These 
were In addition to hills alreadv pasazd 
an*l signed and hills killed. They did 
not Include dozens of hills affecting 
banking and trust companies and other 
corporation*, all o f vital Interest to 
the big Insurance comnanie*. Bills 
hostile to insurance Interests, It is 
declared, rarely got out. of committee 
proceedings.

the other big Insurance corporations 
to light Just what they have had to pay 
to light ust «vhat they have had to pay

Hut thanks 
be to G(k1. many erring ones have been 
icclalmed, and are now living happy, use­
ful lives. Tlie buildings of the home are 
entirely inadequate for carrying on ttie 
work properly. One of them is unlena- 
hle and has been abandoned, therefore 
lew can now be accommodated.

l«ist h-j ring an appeal and call was 
made through the press. In pursuance of 
which a mass meeting was held and a 
itescue League organized. Its fii-st object 
being the development of the Rescue 
Home. At the last meeting of the league 
it was determined to go forward, though 
we liave not much with wldch to start.

Hut “ God’s in his heaven, ’ and we have 
faith In Him. and believe the goo<l peo­
ple of Fort Worth will not turn a deaf 
ear to our plea. The plan outlined Is to 
secure out own laud.' either by gift or 
puveliase. and erect a suitable building 
where the pitiful woids “ no room”  may 
not be heard, but wayward and erring 
girls may find an open door of hope.

Miss Lucy Ault, our Fort >Vortl» « ir l  
who recently left for Oerwm v for .» 
several years’ study of the violin, has

From her letters are taken the fo llow- 
tnjr;

Here I atn. We arrived In Rremen 
haven Tuesday at 10 o’clock In the 
morninK. The customs officer harely 
glanced at my ba^ifaKe. We were pro­
vided by the steamship comiciny with 
tickets to Bremen where we arrived at 
2:30. AVe went at once to the hotel 
-Zur Post.”  and enBOKed two rooms 
and breakfast at 50 cents a room with 
breakfast thrown In. AA’asn’ t that 
cheap? AA'e saw the famou.s P.athaus 
(town hall), before which stands th? 
w'ooden statue o f Roland, the Blant. In 
the ceiling ot the town hall are the 
portraits o f every kln(f o f Bremen, 
when It was an Independent klnRdom. 
A t the south end of the hall are tables 
and chairs o f old oak. be.autlfullv 
carved by hand. ’The floor Is oak in 
marquet or marquetry or whatever It Is 
called. There Is a fine larire palntinB 
o f the battle o f I^ lRny in the Franco- 
Prussian war. I t  is protected by 
wooden ralllnB which I proceeded to 
Jump over when the caretaker was 
not looking. In this hali are model.s 
o f the first battleships used by Brem­
en. a picture o f a swordfish and a 
whale, both caught In the R iver 
Weser. which runs past Bremen. There 
Is a winding stairway o f black oak with 
quaintly carved figures on it. Next 
we went to the church which was built 
hi the twelfth century. Here is a 
marble statue o f the Christ which Is 
life  else and Is the most life -like piece 
o f marble that T have even seen.

•The windows of stained glass Illus­
trate holy scenes. Last Supner. Finding 
o f M qg^. Woman at the Well. Giving 
the Commandments. Solomon’s De­
cision and many others. Around the 
balcony are very ancient wooden f ig ­
ures o f the apostles and the lamb. The 
dome Is a wonderful piece o f architec­
ture and especially beautiful. Many 
fine paintings are hung on the wall.s. 
but the Blleheller or I>“ad cellar Is the 
most Interesting. When renovating the 
church they found bodies In old coffins 
which had been burled In this cellar 
The coffins were opened and It was 
discovered that the air had preserved 
them. W e saw them and the>* are mar­
velously well preserved. Of cour.se 
the flesh has dried and has shrunk 
tight to the bones, but the bones arc 
all Intact and the form Is unchanged 
The finger nails and teeth are almost 
perfect. The corpses that we saw 
and laid our hands upon were those of 
Lady Stanhope of London, about 200 
years dead; a young student stabbed in 
a duel, the wound In the arm being 
still discernible: a Swedish  ̂ general 
who had been dead about three cen­
turies; a Swedish countess whose age 
could not be surmised from the rem­
nants o f her phiz, and a workman who 
had fallen from the steeple o f this 
church 4«0 years ago. A  carved stone 
Farconhagus holds the remains o f a 
Swedish chancellor. W e were glad to 
get out Into the fresh air again.

Bremen Is a very old city and there 
are consequently many fine things to 
see. W e went Into a handsome build­
ing "The Kxchange.”  which had four
great paintings o f mythological siib-

*  ̂ aou:Jects and celling portraits o f famous 
•Iscoverie.s.

A long the wall Is painted a figure 
or (froup to represent the different 
things In which the Fxchange deahs. 
fo r examole. wine Is represented by a 
female figure seated upon a cask; rice 
Is Illustrated by a team of oxen draw­
ing a cart bv the side o f which a Jap­
anese man walks; fruits from the south 
by Italian peasants: wool by a flock of 
sheen; beer by a goat (bock beer, you 
kn ow ); coal by a mine, etc.

Next we went through an old hnu.se 
which was once the home o f a German 
patrician family. Goods from the mas­
ter's shins were brought here before 
being taken to the warehouse. All 
around the room about half way up the 
walls Is a narrow ledge on which stand.s 
platc.s which would make you steal, 
mother de.ar. because they are so rare 
and ancient.

In the dining room is a fine old stove 
o f blue and white at which doubtlc.^s 
the patrician frauen used to toast their 
tiny feet, no not tiny, because. Judg­
ing by the German feet, thej' must 
have been simply enormous. (A ll the 
»hoes here are the toothpick toed which 
means thaj I 'll have to send to dear old 
America for shoe.s when I need them 
Or else go without, because I refuse 
nnconditlonally to wear the ugly old 
Ihlngs.)

In the ball room o f this house are 
Iwo chairs with silver plates att.ached

which tell that Flt»ert K ing of .*<;«x>>ny 
and Fratlerich o f iitr .'<ax«>na had sat 
in thorn. Not knowing how the weight 
of those two persoiiikges might have 
Rff<*cted the chairs. I did not aeat my- 
aelf In either o f them.

There are ancestral portraits In oil 
still hanging In the hoii.se ulilch la 
now used as a wine restaurant.

Procuring some te.i cake.-* and sweet 
chocolate we walked over the pronic- 
nade, which extends all around the city. 
It Is on the site o f the old wall which 
protected the city in olden tim. ,s. The 
iiouse.s all over the t'iwn_ are l>eau .f- 
fled by flowers In lioxes sii-'pendod 
from the windows, and vines in a tiny 
gra.ss plot, for they have no lawns.

The elei-trlc c.T.rs are ver.v .><mall and 
the trains seem almost like toys after 
seeing our big Araerloan train« The 
coaches are not as large as our own In- 
terurhan car.« and the engines have 
not niueh pi»wer, reckoning from the 
way they run But Ida says. ’ 'AA'e have 
ro t so m.any wrecks .as y.m h.ive in 
.America.”

‘ VA’ell. that l.s noi because Ire ins are 
.«lower,” I told her. “ it Is because they 
havTe not room in this little tlermany 
for a regular old kn o .k -do «n  .and d ig 
out and sni.ishiip wreck like n e  have 
at homo.”

I never saw people so .«av'.ng of land 
and space and time and money and 
goods and everything. AA'hy every Inch 
is cultivated and even the grass by 
the roadside is cut and carried home 
for the Cows. Th© roads are as hard 
as ninf-adam and though ttiey are al- 
wuy.s in perfect condition, piles o f rock 
are at the roadside for use in repair­
ing them.

The hest houses and the farm 
houses and barns are built o f bro.id 
■stout beams for .a frame work and then 
filled In with plaster or brick which 
is painted over.

The peasant homes .are thatched with 
straw and «look very quaint and pretty. 
It i.s not much fun to try to go Into the 
tountrj' because one walks from one 
village to another, they are so close 
together.

Since we have been here we w eie 
driven to the summer home o f the 
Grand I>uke Meniiigen. AA'e saw the 
Grand Duke o f AA'eimar out driving one 
day. HLs home Is called .Altensteln 
lOld Stone). It la in the midst o f fine 
nark In which he hunts deer. He did 
not meet us at the gates nor yet at the 
nortal.« o f his castle. So I decided that 
I would not enter his old schloss. but 
w<tuld reproach him hy only admiring 
the ground.«. T think the old fellow  
must have had a touch o f gout he- 
cau.se he must have known that we 
were coming. I f  I  do say It for him. 
hla gardeners showed ta.«te In planning 
the grounds. AA""© saw all sort.« o f phlox 
geraniums, heliotrope, fuschiaa. be­
gonias. ro.ses. cleiuati.s. pink, purnls. 
blue and lavender and many other 
flowers, beside A’ irginl.a creeper. Ivy 
and grape arbors.

The trees are beecbe.«, fir, pine and 
linden, with sundials o f the oldest kind 
scattered about. Mrs. AA'allace and I 
stole several flowers fo r souvenirs. T 
climbed to the top of a large steep 
rock which is the identical rock from 
which St. Boniface, the first Protes­
tant missionary in Germany, preached 
the reformed doctrine.

Then we visited Luther’s well, wlilch 
is the spring at which Luther stopped 
to refresh himself after coraing from 
the Diet o f AA'orms. Here he was 
seized hy his friends and taken to the 
AVartbiirg, where he was «i-.’.ulnfd for 
several years. AA'e could the same 
old road over which lie was carried 
in a sofa chair.

Coming home we stopped rt T.Icbefi- 
steln (Love Stone) and forced our way 
up to A'illas Fedora, the summer home 
of the crown prince o f Meiniiigcn. son 
of the grand duke. Here we were com­
manded to stand still by a pretty little  
thing In a gorgeous uniform who drove 
a dachschund at his heel-s (fo r  protec­
tion, I  suppose) and a hig sword at h!s 
side. Llebenatein is a fashionable w at­
ering place. As we neared Wernsh.iu- 
sen we saw a monastery which Is about 
six hundred ye.ars old. The chajicl Is 
still standing hut the otli»-r parts are 
crumbling. AA'e saw also a castle 
which was once used by the Empress 
o f Cliarle.s A’ ., he who summoned 
Luther before the Diet o f AA'orms. In 
my next letter. If you remind me. 
w ill tell you about my visit to 3ehal- 
kalden.

AA'e leave for Coburg Monday. I  am 
expecting a letter from Cologne te ll­
ing when the term begins. I expect 
to meet some steamer friends in 
Cologne.

Now I shall tell you about our visit 
to AA'artbiirg. It is a castle built In the 
fourteenth or fifteenth century hy a

>
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baron who, having lost his way while 
hunting, decided to build a new home 
rather than look for th© old one. The 
year was 1067, I  remember now, and 
that means 838 years old. Pretty  near 
to a thousand. Isn’ t It? There Is an 
old watch tower outsiile and two very 
old cannon with balls beside tliem. AA e 
CIOS.,.I the an. lent draw bridge which 
«till hangs by Its rusty chains and 
Miitcied the court yard from which we 
v»eiu Into itic chapel wliere the great 
iii.»ii, Mortiii Luttier, often preached 
while he was iuiprl.«oned by his frlend.s 
who were afraid he would be killed If 
he went outside.

AA'e went through a corridor that 
had hc.aiitlful pictures painted on the 
walls showing the Saint Elizabeth ns 
her bread was turned Into roses by 
the saints. You remember about lu 
the Cora Crux, don’ t you?

And then there are pictures o f scenes 
from the opera Taniihauser and the 
faces In the picture are the face.« of 
famous men, AVagner, I-lszt, Schiller 
an.l Goethe. AA’ e saw the old suits of 
arms and ro.its of mall for the knights 
and the horses and the old battle fl.igs 
and helmets. s|i< ars. swords, pl.stols and 
knives used l>y the men who had lived 
In this casth'. I stole a piece o f the 
whits clematis which Is covering the 
w.-ills of the court yard. I am taking 
good care o f It because It Is a souvenir. 
> oil see.

AA'e went next Into the study where 
I.lither Iraiislalcil the w.ioje Biblo from 
the L itin . I think. Into German. AA'e 
saw the Bible he used and hi;» stove 
and liedstcad and his foo t»f»o l. whirli 
Is ni.ade o f tlu' bones of .a maiiiinot’i. 
The .story l.s told that one time wli, n 
he w;is w riting on llie Bihle the devil 
came and stood hy him and tormented 
him so th.st he plcke»l up hi.s Ink horn 
and threw It at the scarlet gciitlemuii. 
The Ink sp;ittere,l all over the wall and 
tourists and travelers have picked away 
the plaster until th « beam« ahow 
through.

Of course all the sights we have 
seen have been Interesting but an I 
have not space you w ill have to read 
my diary when I come back. I  have 
set down most o f th© things o f in­
terest. I guess.

Mr. and Mrs. Hohnbanm. our host and 
hostess, cannot speak English and Mrs. 
AA'allace ami I cannot speak German.» 
whii'h Is a terrible nuisance, because 
we cannot thank them for all their 
klndnes.s. I  am learning, though, and 
Mr.«. AA'allace can say "Ich dank©.” II 
thank you), hut she does not remember 
how to say It and has come very near 
raying. ‘T  see a donkey,” instead.

AA’hen w© got up to leave th© train at 
AA'erhsaus she got up too soon and the 
train gave a Jolt as It stooped and she 
fell Into the lap o f a little  German 
man who sat opposite. He obllngingly 
sidled out from under her and helped 
her to arise. I tell her that he did It 
purposely.

AA'e have a large, comfortnhlo old 
fashioned room together. P'tir break­
fast we have dark rye bread, butter 
Jelly, honey, white roll, coffee, ‘‘kiichen’* 
and milk and sugared rolls. For «lln- 
ner soup, potatoes, meats, bread', fruit, 
but no butter. For supper, salad, po­
tatoes, sausage, bread, blitter and beer.
I do not drink It, o f course, but yester­
day Herr Hohnbaum in.sisted that I 
take a tiny glass <>f cognac and I 
could not refuse because I did not 
know enough German to say "no” w ith­
out hurting his feelings, so when he 
looked at me I took a sip. which a l­
most burned my whole throat. AA’heii 
he went out I  poured It back Into the 
bottle.

Invratlgating Devloaa Methods by 

Which I'olicyholdera Are Deprived e f  

a Vo4ce in Affairs— New lasMrance 

laiwa to Protect the Inveator .May Be 
the Outcome

NEW  YORK. Sept. 16.—A committee 
appointed liy the New York legislature 
l.s holding meetings in this c ity  to de­
termine just how much the wealthy 
and refined gentlemen who head tho 
country's great insurance companies 
have duped the public which supports 
them.

Tills Is an outgrowth o f th"> astound­
ing scandals in high finance which fo l­
lowed a quarrel among the officers of 
the Equitable L ife  Assurance Society 

I and is the fulfillm ent of a public de­
mand. The object is to frame state 
lawf, which w ill compel insurance con­
cerns to live up to the requirements 
o f their charters.

A coterie o f very respectable gentle­
men are on the rack and the vast army 
o f policyholders in all part.s of the 
country are at last to have a “ look-in” 
upon the affairs o f the concerns they 
have made rich and powerful.

Are the thousands o f men and w o­
men wlio Invest their savings or fo r ­
tunes In so-called mutual Insurance 
companies fools?

According to the Initial revelations 
from the Investigation, “mutaal”  Is a 
nice word, which sounds as if a policy­
holder might have something to say 
about tho management o f the company 
he is Investing in. Ilk * a stockholder 
in some companies.

It  took (?tiarieg B. Hughes, who Is 
conducting the Investigation, only a 
few hours to demonstrate that, as the 
insurance companies now practica 
mutualisation. It amounts to nothing 
more than being an altraotlve and g lit ­
tering argument to hold before the in­
vesting puhllc. that the policyholders 
have absolutely no voioe In the man­
agement o f the insurance ooncerns they 
are supporting and which ere supposed 
to be operated by them through their 
servants, the officers and directora.

High officials o f some o f the most Im­
portant Insurance concerns In tha world 
have frankly admitted on the wlluesa 
stand, under hath, that weeks in ad­
vance o f the election, the exeouilre 
committee, without oonsultipg the 
wishes o f the polioyholdeM»- have 
named the ticket fo r trustee.«hlps and 
directorate, that these selections have 
never been contested, that there was 
only one ticket to vote and. In shorL 
that by devious methods, tho affairs of 
these concerns were In the tight grasp 
o f the handful o f men who. theoreti­
cally, aro the employes o f the polloy- 
holders.

Tho testimony shows clearly that eo- 
called mutualization is farcical and a 
mere form. It is ono o f the most re­
markable disclosures In modern high 
finance at practiced today.

A corrective measure is suggested 
In the formation o f a law which w ill 
compel insurance companies to hold 
their elections at stated IntervmlA 
which the policyholders w ill be In­
formed of. and a system o f voting by 
mall w ill be agreed upon.

great extent, the appreciation of the 
esthetic.

They do the work of the fields with as 
much skill as the men. and their faces 
and hands are fully as brown. It is no 
uncommon .'sight at this .season of the 
year to see a Russian woman hauling big 
loads of wheat to market, often with a 
lmV>y on her lap. an<l aiipai*‘ntly uriaf- 
fts'teil hy the sun or dust.

In the pioneer homes of western Kan­
sas Women are obliged to enduie many 
discomforts. Imagine a level plain

dlstrlcts In the “ short grass" country.
Rut these women are not disheartened. 

They know that a few years of effort 
will bring prospiTlty and nuHlern com­
forts. They are living for the future. 
Schools and churches are reasonably con­
venient Usually, and the telephone is find­
ing its way into most «ll.stiicts. In u few 
years th j pioneer days of western Kaiisa.s 
will l)c hi.story. and her brave-hearted 
women will have th*-ir reward.

One of the curious couditlons existing 
In Kansas is that a woman may hold of- 

! fico. hut cannot vote fw  horaelf. except as 
number of a school board. There are no 
legal restilctlons to prevent the state hav- 
Ing a woman governor. Women siiperin- 
ttndents of schools are common, ni'd sev­
en counties have a woni.sn register of 
deeds. Sunie of these ate now serving 
thtir .second term and are very jK'pulur 
OiiiciaLs.

The fo llow ing from an addres.s de- 
livercd at a meeting of tiie Dominion
Cattle Breeders’ As.soclatlon by O. E. 
Day. professor o f agriculture. Ontario 
Agricultural College. Ouc-Ipli, gives the 
method o f feeding cattle In « 'añada:

"There Is a marked dlfTerence be­
tween Cunaiilan and American molhod.i 
o f fattening steers. American feeder.s, 
particularly tho.se In th«* corn belt, feed 
an extremely heavy m»'ul ration, and a 
comparatively light ratloh o f bulky 
food. In this eountry, where the price 
o f corn 1« high and where we usually 
have an abiimlanc* o f either roots or 
silage, wc can feed steers much more 
economically hy using a somewhat 
light meal ration. In our < xt»erim»'iits 
here we find that It Is very easy to 
feed steers more meal than they can 
us* to advantage. In feeding short- 
keep steers, we usually commence 
with about half a poufitl o f meal per 
dmjr p#r 100 pounds llv6 weight o f ths 
animals. This quantity o f meal Is 
tovadually Increased until, during the 
n a t month o f feeding the steers are

receiving aliout one pound of meal per 
day to 100 pounds of their live weight. 
The increase of the meal ration, how­
ever, Is govt-rn»*d according to clrcuin- 
.stam'os. I f  wc think tho steers gre 
not going to be ready at the time wc 
desire to mark«*t Hu m we liicr«-ase the 
meal ration more rapidly Ilian wc 
would othcrwi.se do. The bulky part 
eith.-r cut liay and silage or cut hay 
and pulped roots, which are mixe»I 
.'’.bout tw«*iity-four liours in advance of 
feeding. WIH’II bay is searec we feed 
either chaff or cut straw in place of 
part of the hay. usually mixing about 
»■qiial |(!irts of hay and eut straw or 
chaff, as the e.ase may be. The main 
adv.Ullage derived from mixing feed 
as d-'serihed i.s the fact that it niak»-.s 
the bulky fodder mo.re p.ilatable. I f 
a per.soii l.s feeding a good quality of 
iiay. then it is doubtful wheth<r It 
would pay t* pulp roots an<l mix the 
f*-ed ,-is described When the hay Is 
of ,a somewh.it inferior quality, liow- 
‘ ver. there i.s a marked advantage 
from cutting and mixing with piilp»d 
roots, or sil.ige. AVe believe, however, 
that it pays in any rase to eut the h.ay 
in pr-f'-renec to feeding it uncut."

It w ill be notb-ed that a-'rordlng to 
the nio.st approved methods In that 
country the maximum of conccntr.-i’tos 
fell Is one pound per day per hundred 
pounds of live weight. In the I'liited 
States the steer is usually fed two 
pounds per day after the first month 
or six weeks which Is required to get 
it safely on full feed The reason for 
the t’anaillan pracllee is doubtless the 
relativ*-Iy high priee of corn ,t .s roni- 
p.ired with hay. roots and silage; and 
the reason for the eoiitrnry practice 
In the I'liited States Is the conipara- 
tive lv  cheap price o f corn and the 
absence of roots and silage.

Russian orthodox church is being moved 
from San Francisco to New York. The 
actual change takes place on Sept. 27, on 
the arrival of Archbishop Tikhon and his 
assistants.

Archbishop Tikhon will take up his res­
idence with the Rev. A. Hotovltsky. in 
the rectory of the Russian church. Even­
tually this church will be msde the cathe­
dral of thu Russian church in the United 
States.

In discussing the change. Mr. Hoto­
vltsky said that aa a result of M. Witte’s 
vl.sit to this country as a i>eace envoy a 
more liberal and broader treatment of 
Hebrews by the Russian government will 
rcsulL Instead of being restricted to 
zones, be anticipates that in a short pe­
riod of time the Russian Hebrew will be 
accorded the same rights and freedom as 
are accorded the Gentiles.

Front Wheels Were on Ferry; Rear Ones 
on Dock

NEW  YORK, Sept. 16 —State railroad 
commissioners Frank M. Baker and 
George W. Dunn, well-known up-state 
republican politician.s, had a narrow es­
cape from probable death In tbe East 
river yesterday.

NEW  YORK, Sept. 16.— A sa.'k o f 

letters Is reported to have been found 
yesterday by inspectors In the home of 
Isaac O. Downing who was removed 
from the office o f assistant postmaster 
at Yonkers last Saturday by orders 
from the department In Washlngtoii.

Mr. Downing had been assistant post­
master for more than th irty years un­
der all administrations. 'The inspec­
tors are stated to have obtained en­
trance to his home aecretly and were 
astonished when they discovered the 
sack.

Downing was removed and left llws 
office In response to the follo'w ing to 
the postmaster received from Washing­
ton:

“ This office Is In receipt o f an In­
spector’s report In which the removal 
o f Isaac G. Downing, assistant post­
master o f your office, is recommended 
at once on a charge o f shortage In the 
money order and postal and box rent 
accounts; o f fa ls ify ing the records of 
the office and o f general Incompetenoy. 
The charges against Mr. Downing are 
fu lly sustained and you are hereby 
authorised and directed to remove him 
from the service and to advise him by 
letter o f the reeuson for the depart­
ment’s action.”

For several days Inspectors have had 
Downing under surveillance and on 
gaining secret entrance to his home 
proceeded at onoe to make a thorough 
search. They report that the mall

sack was a regulation one containing 
more than 250 missives, some of which 
had never been opened. Some o f tba 
postmarks dated back several years.

Follow ing the Investigation at Yonk­
ers stories have become public of sev­
eral mysterious shortages In recent 
years. It  is related that one year ago 
a former clerk In the office had to 
make good a shortage o f nearly >69# 
and died from g r ie f and shame, pre­
testing his Innocence.

A majority In­
dorsed the platform adopted by the 
League oi Emancipation at Moscow- last 
week, favoring active participation In 
elections to and sessions of tbe assembly, 
but solely with the purpose o f making a 
conKtUutional assembly and adopting a 
policy of instruction toward all business 
except ronstructioQ of a government sys­
tem. The minority fa vo r^  an entire boy­
cott of all preliminary work for the es- 
tabDf-hnior.t of the national assembly and 
exrnssed dlssatlstacUon with Us insuf­
ficiency.

I can beat 
the game. When I have made mr roll 
I  will put it awar in a trust fund or 
a safe deposit vault for mr old age. 
Then—then I will plunge, but not un­
til then. I will put awar a surplus 
so that ther can never catch me. No 
Wall street wreck for me. YouTl 
never find me hanging over Delmon* 
loo’s ticker boMiag the tape with a 
trembling, cuffless hand, and fringe on 
mr trousers, and a shiny coat.” And 
Richard Higginson, the maker of good 
resolutions, shuddered as he thought 
of the broken^lown speculators who 
haunted the public ticker in Delmon- 
tco’s old Broad street restaurant, now 
long since tom down and replaced by 
a towering office building.

A scalper is a speculator who bal­
ances his accounts from day to day. 
He determines impulsively if the mar­
ket is going up or down, and will buy 
or sell 100 shares and take 1-3 per 
cent—the smallest profit—which is 
112.50 on each 100 shares, and this, 
perhape, is the safest form of stock 
speoulaUon. To be more explicit: 
stocks sell at a percentage of par. ami 
$100 a share is usually par. IfMis- 
souri Pacific sells at 50 3-8, that means 
$5037.50 for 100 shares. I f  a scalper 
buys and Is “ long”  o f 100 shares at 
50 3-8 and sells out at 50 l-2.his gross 
profit would be $12.50. If he sells 100 
shares at 60 3-8 and is “ short,” and 
bought lo at 50 1-4, his gross profit 
Is $12.50.
'A t trading for fractional profits Hig* 

ginson became the acknowledged lead­
er. He seemed to instinctively know 
when the market was about to turn. 
He gradually became more daring. If 
a big selling order at the market ap­
peared in s particular stock, Higginson 
was the first man to have the tip, 
either by one of the brokers he em­
ployed or through his intuitive knowl* 
edge of stock speculation that with 
some men is the equivalent of genius.

“HANGING OVER DELMONICOS 
TICKER."

Assume that Higginson detected such 
an order, say in Missouri Pacifio, 
with the last sale at 50 1-2. Before 
the broker with the order had time to

sxecote it, Higginson would at once 
fill op the bidders at 50 1-2.

“8eU 500 St 50 8-8. What’s bid for 
it?”  he would shout.

“50 1-4 for 200." another broker 
would cry.

“Sold! UMiat’s b id r  
"60 1-8 for 100,” from another buyer. 
“Sold! Sel 100'at 50. Sold! 100 at

49 7-8—100 at 8-4— 100 at 5-8----- "
And so on Higginson would sell the 

market down with a rush, taking it 
sway from the man with the selling 
order before be had time to realize 
that he was a victim. Higginson hav­
ing filled up all the buying orders, was 
short of Just BO much stock, and for 
the moment was the only huyer. The 
broker with the big selling order had 
to “sell at the markei,” which moans 
for the best prices obtainable, and 
when he offered the stock, Higginson 
simply bid It In at the low price. In 
the same way he w’ould work the mar­
ket up against a buying order.

Nimble wits are a common piwses- 
slon on the stock exchange, but those 
of Higginson worked with double 
speed. Soon his business amounted, 
in a busy market, to thousands of 
shares a day, and it was all one large 
firm could do to receive and deliver 
the stocks he bought and sold, and 
sold and bought: for in those days 
there was no clearing house.

His fortune fattened with every 
year. “ I can never go broke," he said 
to a friend. “ I have placed In trust, 
to guarantee me against poverty in 
my old age, $1,000,00«. I have tied 
it up so that I can get only the inter­
est. I have also burled 1200,000 in 
stocks and bonds in a safe deposit 
vault, and,’’ he added Jubilantly, "I 
have beaten the game.’’

And Higginson was happy. He en­
larged his operations and conducted 
several important deals, thus depart 
Ing from his old conservative and suc­
cessful methods. A few of the deals 
were profitable; others were not. Hlg- 
ginson's day’s work and pleasure would 
have killed a weaker man. It was to 
rise at 8 a. m., bathe, dross, break­
fast, whirl down town in a cab, trade 
from 10 a. m. to 3 p. m., drive up to 
the Windsor, drink, gossip, go to his 
apartments, bathe, dress, dine in imi­
tation of a Roman noble, and then turn 
night Into luxurious revelry.

Money made easily is spent easily. 
W’ ith a purse that was almost bottom-

OVR LAY SERMON 
John D. Rockefeller, the official head 

Of the «rea t Standard Oil Company, Is 
believed to be the richest man in the 
world, but he Is not a man who ob­
trudes his personality upon the public 
to any considerable extent. Occasion­
ally, however, he says something that 
Is w ell worthy o f serious considera­
tion, and the fo llow ing little  talk he 
recently made to the Bible class in his 
Sunday school Is well worthy the seri­
ous consideration o f every young man 
In the country. He said:

*T love my fellow  man. I  take great 
interest In him. He Is worth the deep­
est study. For Instance what man Is 
it who drags society down?" he asked, 
leaving the abstract for the concrete. 
Several answers were made.

“I  had my mind on the one who was 
mentioned second. It is the moderate 
drinker. There the greatest evil lies. 
There the degradation, there the dis­
repute, there the sapping of all the 
world. Don't be a good fellow. You 
know w ell what I  mean. Don't be 
convivial, always ready to pitch In and 
be one o f the crowd. Be moderate. Be 
very moderate. Don't let your fe llow ­
ship get the least hold upon you. I f  
you do you are lost absolutely. Not 
only you but your progeny, the fam ily 
fo r generations to come. There lies 
the trouble.

“Now, I  can't be a good fellow. I 
haven't taken my first drink. Some of 
my friends think I  am too radical on 
this subject. But I  don't. I have 
watched society. As I  have said. I 
love my fellow  man and I have studied 
him carefully. It  Is my firm  convic­
tion that every downfall is traceable, 
directly or Indirectly, to bis good fe l­
lowship.

“ His wish Is to be one o f the fellows, 
to be noted fo r his fellowship and his 
«ood cheer among his friends, who 
come as quickly as they go.

"W e have to apologise every day for 
this class o f man. He fills  your asy­
lums. He fills  our hospitals, poor- 
houses. the very gutters o f our streets. 
Look on him and don't be a good fe l­
low."

There are to© many o f our young 
men who start out In life  with no 
higher aspirations than to be simply 
regarded as a good fellow, and the un­
fortunate feature o f the situation Is 
what Is Involved In their Ideas o f good 
fellowship. The young man who fo l­
lows the modern Idea o f good fe llow ­
ship usually winds up In the depths of 
ruin and social degradation.

Good fellowship does not Involve the 
matter o f becoming chronic street loa f­
ers and engaging In the wiles o f what 
has been peculiarly designated as 
“mashing.”  The young man who ogles 
unprotected females and who can never 
■ee a woman pass a street corner w ith ­
out making some derogatory remark, 
may be a good fellow , but hla fe llow - 
ahip Is w ith the devil, and he Is not a 
f it  assoclata for decent people.

The young man who hangs around 
saloons and other disreputable places 
that seem to sxerclss a peculiar fasci­
nation fo r  masculinity as soon as it 
discovers the first appearance o f down 
on Its lips, is not a good fellow, no 
matter how often he may felicitate 
himself that he is learning to go all 
the gaits and set the other youths o f 
his set a sw ift pace. His good fe llow ­
ship is o f that kind that w ill u lti­
mately lead him to destruction Just as 
sure as It Is persisted In.

The young man who finds pleasure 
and enjoyment at the card table, even 
though It Is a social game, w ith the 
Stakes Just high enough to make It In­
teresting. Is not a good fellow , even 
though be may hold the winning hand 
and be regarded as the luckiest dog In 
the entire pack. His good fellowship 
Is o f ths kind that Is making defaulters 
and thieves out o f thousands o f our 
young men who are occupying places 
o f honor and truat in the business 
world. There is a fascination about the 
good fellowship o f the card table that 
leads straight to the doors o f our 
great state penal institutions.

The young mr< who invites a chosen 
number o f hla friend.s to a midnight 
wassail w ith the flow ing bowl may 
think he is a good fellow , and may be 
unanimously voted such by bis drink 
sodden associates, but his good fe llow ­
ship is o f the kind that is fillin g  thou­
sands o f drunkards' graves annually

all over this fa ir land o f ours, and leav­
ing thousands o f defenseless women 
and homeless children to the cold char­
ities o f the world. The young man 
may pride himself that he is a moderate 
drinker and knows where to stop in his 
midnight orgies, but he don't. The 
fact that he finds pleasure in these 
things is a sure indication that he is 
on the wrong road and w ill in the end 
die a victim to the miserable habit 
which he has acquired.

The young man who is Indulging In 
all forms o f licentiousness and dissi­
pation with the idea that It Is his 
privilege and duty to sow a full crop of 
wild oats before settling down to a 
useful business life, may think he is a 
good fellow, but he is the very worst 
there is going. His example is such 
that it has a depraving and demoral­
ising influence on others with whom 
he is associated,' and he is leading 
those others Just as straight to per­
dition as the lines o f human intelli­
gence suffer the route to be definitely 
located. He may be a good fellow, 
but his good fellowship is exercised 
in obtaining recruits for the myrmid­
ons o f Satan.

The young man who disregards the 
wishes o f his parents and goes con­
trary to their desires In all things may 
imagine himself a good fellow, and 
may be such In the eyes o f his foolish 
associates, but In the eyes o f the world 
he is Just exactly the reverse and Is 
sure to reap a harvest o f sorrow and 
anguish in the end. "Honor thy father 
and mother that thy day.s may be long 
in the land which the I » r d , thy Ood, 
glveth thee." says the Good Book, and 
this command applies with equal force 
to all young men. It may be smart In 
the eyes o f your foolish associates to 
pursue the other course, and they may 
vote you a good fellow, but deep down 
In your heart you know you are guilty 
of action for which y(>u deserve ths 
fate that usually overtakes you.

Young man, don't try to be a good 
fellow.

When we advise you against being a 
good fellow, we mean that the term 
shall be defined according to Its com­
mon acceptance. We mean the good 
fellow  that is dubbed such In the ver­
nacular o f the street. God Alm ighty 
Intended you for nobler and better 
purposes. He Intended that you should 
be a man—something made after the 
Image of God. Himself, capable o f dis­
tinguishing between right and wrong, 
and turning a deaf ear to the specious 
pleadings o f good fellowship.

Be a man.
There Is nothing so exceedingly d if­

ficult about being a man. A ll you have 
to do Is to resolve to lead a manly 
life  and stick to that resolution. It 
may Involve some di.sappolntments In 
early life, and the straight hard road 
may seem a little  hard to follow, but 
when you once set your feet re.solutely 
in that well beaten path. It w ill come 
dead easy. And when the shadows be­
gin to gather In the evening o f life 
and you look back upon the pages of 
your life 's history, there w ill come a 
pang o f keen Joy with the realisation 
o f every time you have escaped the 
tempter's snare. You w ill go down the 
declivity o f life  a much happier man 
and much surer of your ultimate re­
ward by walking In the path of recti­
tude while you are young.

It requires the exercise of much man­
liness to do these things, but every 
young man is equal to the task. It Is 
only necessary to call the true man­
hood In your nature Into requisition 
a,nd determine that the thing shall be 
done. One-half the battle o f life  Is 
won In a man's determination. The 
greatest effort required is to make up 
your mind to always do the clean 
thing, and when that Is done the hard­
est part of the contest Is over.

Be a real good fellow.
Be such a good fellow that you w ill 

never be ashamed for your gray-halred 
old mother to know o f e\’ierythlng you 
do. That may seem a hard proposition, 
but It is the course o f procedure the 
world has mapped out for your sister, 
and certainly, you are not entitled to 
any more freedom than she is. God A l­
m ighty never provided the world with 
two codes o f morals. He never In­
tended the woman should be a prude 
and the man a Bacchante. He Intended 
that we should all lead clean lives and 
make the world Just a little bit better 
for our sojourn here. When you have 
grasped the real meaning o f these 
things you w ill see them In their true 
light, and your highest ambition w ill 
be to prove to the world that you are a 
good fe llow — too good to stoop to many 
of the indulgences that are practiced 
by the good fellows of today.

DEFENDING THE PACKERS
President Michael Ryan of the Cincin­

nati Abattoir Company, an institution 
supposed to be a competitor of the so- 
called beef trust, recently wrote a letter 
to the National Provlsloner, organ of the 
same so-called beef trust, in which he 
assumes strong grounds against the pros­
ecutions now being conducted by the fed­
eral go\'emment against the big packers 
now under indictment. Ths letter clearly 
indicates that the writer is quite fa­
miliar with all branches of the meat busi­
ness, and it also indicates quite clearly 
that he has no love for the newsi>apers 
Of the country, crowding all of them Into 
one class, and accusing them of unfair 
ness in their desire to prejudice the 
ca.ses against the packers. The follow­
ing quotation is a fair representation of 
President Ryan's conclusions in the mat­
ter:

Those, therefore, who derive the great 
est benefit from the enterprise of the 
western x>ackers are farmers, stock grow- 
rs and meat consumers generally. Hogs 
today are selling in the prominent mar­
kets for $6 per hundred live weight. Tn 
older days with that price for the hog, 
lard sold to the consumer at 11c to 12c 
per pound, hams from 14c to 15q. bacon 
14c, and shoulders 9o to lOc. Now. with 
hogs at S6 the finest hams sell at 11c to 
12^ 0. bacon 12c. and refined family lard 
at 7iic In small or large quantities. It 
may be asked why such disparity In 
prices? The answer is easily arrived at. 
The low price for the products al* com­
pared to the high price for hogs at pres­
ent prevailing is due to the enterprise 
of the packers In finding a way to utilisé 
the offal which in the edd times went to 
waste.

Cementing on the Ryan letter, Colonel 
J. J. Hagennan. president of the South 
Spring Ranch and Cattls Company of Ros-

as foliows:
In last issue of the Weekly Live Stock 

Report you quote i»art of Mr. Rj’an's ar­
ticle In defense of the beef trust. I have 
read Mr. Ryan's article and can discover 
in it nothing but unproven statements 
and special pleadings. He praises the 
Garfield report. Just as yon did when it 
came out. but Judging from the action of 
Attorney General Moody and other law 
officers of the government, it seems to be 
an entirely discredited document in the 
highest quarters.

The gentlemen at the head of the so- 
called beef trust are men of the highest 
financial and general business standing, 
who ought to be proud of a good name. 
As a matter of fact they are regarded by 
the public as plundering law defiers. The 
public may mistaken, and they may 
be as innocent of wrong doing as Mr. 
Ryan, yourself and other active defend­
ers seem to tbink.

One would naturally suppose that If 
these gentlemen are as straight as they 
claim to he they would Jump at the 
chance to prove their Innocence In open 
court. That is the place to do It effec­
tually, if It can be done at all. and the 
government has given them ample oppor­
tunity. I f they are innocent, and nut 
guilty of breaking or evading the laws 
of the land, their agents and employes in 
important positions are equally so. When 
a good man Is wrongfully accused of a 
crime the best possible evidence of his 
Innocence Is that he courts investigation 
of his acts.

Now 1 would like to a.sk you a ques­
tion; If the packers are innocent how 
is It that they avoid and resist investi­
gation by every means In their power? 
How is It that their employes scamper to 
Canada and to Europe in shoals to avoid 
service by the law officers of the United 
State.s? I f they are Innocent why do 
they not stand up like Innocent men and 
defend themselves? Their own scamper­
ing employes and agents would surely he 
their best witnesses It they were inno­
cent. Can you explain this anomaly?

Colonel Hagermnn Is a man well known 
to the live stock interests of the south­
west. and he seems to have touched a 
vulnerable -spot In the armor of Editor 
Clay, who'll! the heat of his Irritation, 
answers him as follows:

We receive scores of letters like the 
above. It would be Impos.sible to print 
them all, far le.ss to answer them. It 
seems to be the fa.shion at present to give 
vent to a lot of socialistic moutliings a la 
I-awson and others. A little mole-hill Is 
made Into a mountain. Not the wording 
but the spirit of the letter comes within 
this category.

We beg to tell Mr. Hagerman that we 
are not defending the packers nor any­
body else in this paper. Our endeavor 
is to give both sides, and for this rea­
son we print hLs letter. We still hold 
that the Garfield report Is on the whole 
an excellent production. Not a word of 
it has been proved wrong. Thousands of 
general statements have been made 
against it—specifically, not one. Here Is 
your chance. Mr. Hagerman. Take It up, 
tear It to shreds if you can. We will 
give you the space. (This offer applies 
solely to Mr. Hagerman. We cannot prom­
ise to devote space needed for other 
matter to everyone who desires to take 
a whack at the packers.—Editor.) The 
government had begun to move against 
the piaokers long before the Garfield re­
port was thought uf. Wrong again. Mr. 
Hagerman.

We do not w.ant to be classed with Mr. 
Ryan. W® do not km>w the gentleman, 
never saw him, and we published his 
words (they are not ours) for what they 
are worth. Again we ask you to dismiss 
from your mind that we aro defenders of 
the go-cLlled beef trust. We have lived 
twenty-five year.s alongside of (his buga- 
b<.K> and have failed to discover It. 'The 
writer bus ordinary intelligence and his 
dally bread probably depends as much on 
the live stuck business as anyone's, but 
so far as dealing in the yards Is concern­
ed we have never discovered any more 
trust there than In other places. Accord­
ing to your ;-tterhe,ad, Mr. Hagerman, 
your company owns 250.000 acres of land. 
Some of your neighbors may think you 
are a "trust." but it does not necessarily 
follow that you are.

There are scalawags In the packing 
business Just as in the ranch business, 
hut the general average In the former in­
dustry is as high as in any. Personally,
I think that among our Chicago packers 
it Is above the average, and this is said 
after many serious differences with them. 
They and their employes are dally at 
business. There are no signs of their 
going off in shoals to foreign shores never 
to return. Mr. Armour was Ri our vision 
last week. Mr. L. F. Swift has been "on 
tap," to use a slang expression, every day 

summer. Mr. B. F. Swift la Just

well. N. M „ writes John (nay. editor of their products. ha.s resulted in specific 
the CTilcago Weekly Live Stock Report. ' public benefit. But it Is difficult to see

how the meat business of the country 
could now be handled In any other way. 
The public is not protesting against any 
of these things, and if the Ryan and 
Clay method of setting forth the case of 
the packers is correct they have nothing 
to fear from the suits that are now ^n d  
ing against them. The people are slm 
ply demanding that there shall now be a 
show-down. There are too many Inter­
ests at sUke and too many sharp prac- 
tides In the past to Justify a policy of 
continued Indifference either on the part 
of the people or the federal authorities 
at Washington.

All the public, including Colonel Ha 
german, wants is fair play, and they aro 
entitled to know that they are getting 
the real article. No assurances from 
either Ryan or (?lay can furnish the re 
quired proof, and these Indignant protests 
against the Indictments found will prove 
of no avail to protect the big packers 
against a full and impartial hearing of 
the complaints that have been lodged 
against them. The packers have not man 
ifested any keen desire for a trial of 
the Indictments that have been found 
against them. On the contrary, they 
are seeking by every means possible to 
evade a trial, threatening to invoke ques­
tionable technicalities in that direction, 
when they really should be manifesting 
an eagerness for vindication. Men who 
are Innocent of wrongdoing generally con 
duct them.sclves on a different plan. Im­
portant witnesses have been spirited 
away, every effort ha.s been made to de­
lay progre.ss, and every desire seems to 
be to avoid trial. All these things have 
had a tendency to create additional dis­
trust on the part of the people, and as 
for the Garfield report—that celebrated 
document h.as been so thoroughly dis­
credited that it only elicits a smile of 
amusement from all men except tliose 
who are .seeking for a miserable subter­
fuge for the packers. Tha Oarfiold re­
port Is not worth serious consideration 
from any source, except to demonstrate 
how well the big men in Chicago suc­
ceeded In stuffing a government employe. 
But Editor Clay clearly loses sight of 
the fact that tha Garfield report did not 
stop the federal investigation and subse­
quent Indictment of the packers. They 
were quick to interpose It as a shield, 
but the government went around It with 
its nose elevated at an angle of 45 de­
grees. The Garfield report has failed ut­
terly to serve any purpose except to fur­
nish a weak line of argument for the 
packers and their henchmen.

GOLDFIELD, Nev., Sept. 14.—"Would 
any political economist or student o f 
goveimmcnt balleva that an American 
community, a city o f more than 8,000 
Inhahltantt, consisting of people of 
people o f mixed classes, engaged In 
various occupations and lines o f busi­
ness, could exist in this day and age 
without an orgahlted form of govern­
ment? It  is often contended that the 
state or community which is least gov­
erned is the best governed, but what 
would bo said o f a community where 
there Is no fovernmaxt. least ho 
government by munlclpoi regulation or 
law. It  would be called a etate of 
anarchy!

But let those who proclaim them* 
selves reformers, who would uproot 
gra ft and conduct muhlolpalltles upon 
business principles and for the best 
interest o f all, draw nigh and hanken 
unto tb « story o f a mOdern Amerloan 
city  ruled without government where 
order is preecrved, where life  is n6t 
endangered, where property is secure 
and where the record of cNme i f  me low 
as In any other American community 
o f equal size which has Its statute 
books filled w ith laws and municipal 
regulations.

Let him who doubts go and see for 
himself—go to Ooldfleld, Nev., for 
there he Will find these conditions. No 
more than eighteen months ago the 
site upon which Goldfield is built was 
a desert waste with a line o f irregu­
lar buttes ly ing on the east and a 
huge ridge o f barren malapal upon the 
west, and oovqred with nothing except 
sage brush and here and there scat­
tered Joshua trees. But gold was dis­
covered in those rugged buttes. There 
was a rush to get it, and today Gold­
field Is a modern American city. I t  
has pretentious buildings o f stone, 
brick and frame, it has graded streetii 
and sidewalks, tt has banks. It has 
schools and churches, public halls and 
cluba. electric lights and a telegraph 
and telephone system, water works and 
scavenger wagons, a fire department 
hotels, restaurants end eooree upon 
scares o f business houses, but not a 
municipal officer or a solitary police­
man. Yet Goldfield copld scarce be 
called Utopian for there are brothels 
and dance and concert h%lls where im- 
morallty holds sway. find ialoons. 
probably two hundred o f them, whoa# 
doors are never closed; day ahd night, 
Sunday and holiday, there Is to bo 
heard the merry clink of glasses while 
gambling houses galore are filwaye 
oi>en to the votaries o f chsnce. On the 
w ell above the faro hanks, the roulette 
wheels, the "crap“  tables and every 
other gambling device is to be seen 
the sign, ‘Th is  game never closes."

Leaning against the highly polished 
rosewood bar o f one o f the largest and 
most popular saloons In town, with 
drinks In hand or w aiting to be served 
an old Pinkerton detective who ehanced 
to be In Goldfield In search o f an em- 
bfiztler from another city, not long 
ago counted fifteen men whose pictures 
adorn the rogue’s galleries o f the prin­
cipal cities o f the country. Outlaws, 
ex-convicts and fugitives from justice 
have for months mad# Goldfiejd their 
Mecca, yet for some reason which must 
be le ft to erlminologtsta to account for, 
these ine* are Isw-ahidlng tp Gold­
field. Parasites and grafters there arc 
In numbers perhaps out o f proportion 
to tile population, but for theifi there 
Is no ’ opportunltv to graft upo« the 
public at large. There Is no municipal 
treasury to be plundered and no fa- 
vorltiams to be handed out by any 
in authority to their followers.

■Wlthfn eighteen months there have 
been four killings in OoldfleM. 6nV 
was purely In solf-defense and there 
was no need for punishing the rnai: 
who fired the deadly shot; enoth«ir tens 
frtr revenge and In t)ils case self-de­
fense was made out and sustained by 
the community; a third was th# rqsult 
o f an old grudge revived In tioldfield, 
while the fourth was brought about 
as the result o f e quarrel over a w o­
man. The perpetrators of the last two 
are held awaiting trial.

Petty  crimes arc .almost unknown. 
lArceny is as uncommon ss miitinv 
aboard a well disciplined American 
Ship— that Is i f  on<. ^x/epts In the

early days the stealing o f a it lck  o f 
timber, a two-by-four or a foot board 
by some houseleee new arrival to sup­
port his tent home and keep it  from 
being blown away by tho wind. T e t 
a theft o f thle sort woe condoned ae 
a philanthropic man would condone the 
act o f a hungry man In taking a loa f 
o f bread from the baker’s window.

Form erly everyone lived in tents and 
left them all day housing their belong­
ings without keys or locks, hut their 
poeeeoBlon# were always as secure as 
toonby In a s»^* deposit vault.

Then a round o f drink* 
usdàlly re-establlehee friendship and 
good hurtidr. Occasionally It Is neces­
sary to take offenders before the Justice 
o f the peaoe, who le an officer o f the 
county, not o f the "c ity ” where a fine 
is Imposed which enriches the coffers 
o f the county rather than o f Gold­
field, which in fact has no "c ity  cof- 
fere.*^ ,

■Withal there le order, order without 
law, perhaps a paradox but a fact 
nevertheless. L ife  Is not menaced and 
property Is not molested.

How  is this accomplished, what 
caused this condition o f peaca and 
security to prevail, may be asked- 
There le only one answer as there Is 
only one force which produces It. I t  Is 
publlo sentiment—public sentiment 
now and then enforced at the muzzle 
o f k 44 Colts, hut public sentiment en­
dorsed and upheld by the community 
at Ikrge. neverthclesi.

Is there a character too objectiona­
ble whose presence th# community 
believe* is not to be desired, and of 
whom It Ti«ould be well to he rid, a 
“ colnmlttee’’ quietly and unostenta­
tiously “ wait upon the person" and In­
forms him that Tonapah, where the 
railroad ends, lies Just 27 miles to the 
north that the road Is godd and well 
travel«^, and that within one hour 
from th# time he Is thus addressed the 
"committee" would be pleased to seo 
him "k ick ing up dust tn that direction.’* 
This procedure kk* thus far never 
failed to accomplish the desired results 

i f  a place o f business is unsanitary, 
a representative o f the "committee’’ 
waits upon the proprietor and sug­
gests in e mandatory sort o f a way 
that he "clean up.”  that he abate the 
nuisance, that he fill the cesspool, that 
he remove or bum garbage, and It has 
never happened yet that there was 
not a speedy compliance.

■When the streets be<»ame Uttered, 
public sentiment adjudged that they 
should be cleaned, and they were 
cleaned and are kept clean. Suh- 
scrlptlone were sought from each 
business man according to his frontage 
and there was cheerful and ready re­
sponses. Furthermore. the streets 
were sprinkled and are kept sprinkled, 
garbage boxes were placed at Intervals 
along the streets and public sentiment 
co:npelled that they be used so that 
litter he kept from the streets.

Goldfield cannot become an Incor­
porated city within two years at least, 
although U IÉ a modern city in every 
other way except incorporation. The 
fact o f Its mushroom growth Is ac­
countable to a large extent for ‘ ts pres­
ent Unorganized condition. The state 
legislature meets o t i lr  once tn two 
years. At the last teMIqn In January 
the people o f Goldfield ùtero too busy 
with money-making affairs to g ive  a t­
tention to the matter of Incorporation, 
and as there was iHtie or no need for 
si:ch action, everything being orderly 
and public needs being well supplied, 
it was not regarded as necessary to 
make Goldfield a "c ity “  in the accept­
ed meiinlng o f the term. But it is a 
city, neverthele.ss. w ith a city ’s thrift, 
energy business, public spirit and en­
terprise. Perhaps two yeare hence it 
may become an Inoorporated city with 
a municipal government, but even then 
the "government”  could scarce be im­
proved.

He bad on# brother; and. from 
mention of them In tala wIIIa  we know 
he had two alstera. named respectively. 
Isabel and Therm; a wife. Dou Beatria 
Barbosa, aud a son, Rodrigo fle Magul­
la ueA Tbe non died while vary yuong 
(some biographers say there were two 
sonsi and tbns the name Magellan, aa 
representing that branch of the family, 
became extinct when the great Ferdinand, 
navigator and explorer, died.

Aa you all are familiar wttb tbe hlatory 
of Magellan's auiuy voyages and dlacov- 
erleA aa told briefly In tbe school his­
tories, this sketch deals with tbe few 
faint facts which do not appear therein. 
The following Is an extract from one of 
tbe many biographies of Mngellan. aud 
may be relied u|iod aa furnishing what 
authentic scraps of hlatory there are ob­
tainable:
