County Agent Sterling Lindsey
has received a report from the
Extension Entomologist, C. F.
Garner, stating that the new
pour-on cattle grub control chem-
ical has caused injury to live-
stock. The injury has primarily
been in the form of chemical
burn, but other toxic symptoms
have been noted, also. He stated
that the injuries apparently came
from ingredients in the emulsifi-
able concentrate other than the
ruelene itself.
