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E n e r g y  l e a d s  C a r t e r ' s  t a l k s  w i t h  O h i r a
TOKYO (AP) - President Carter, 

his wife and daughter both stricken 
with a stomach virus, discussed new 
ideas for dealing with the world en­
ergy problem today with Prime Min­
ister Masayoshi Ohira.

Carter and Ohira publicly  d e ­
scribed U.S.-Japanese reiations as 
un iqu ely  c lo s e , but a p p aren tly  
reached no agreement on energy in 
their nearly two-hour private meeting 
today.

American sources, who asked not to 
be identified, said the two made no 
attempt to forge a common front.

The sources said the two hope in­
stead to reach a consensus on propos­
als when they get together Thursday

for a two-day economic summit Avith 
the leaders of France, Britain, West 
Germany, Canada and Italy.

The U.S. officials said Carter and 
Ohira spent more than half their time 
talking about energy and its impact 
on poor nations.

They also talked about ways to ease 
the plight of thousands of refugees 
fleeing Vietnam, and they ageed to 
set up a consultative group of Ameri­
can and Japanese businessmen and 
financiers to present recommenda­
tions on long-term solutions to eco­
nomic frictions between the two na­
tions.

Carter and Ohira both said the Unit­
ed States and Japan have the closest

Truckers’ strike 
reaching area?

Violences of the nationwide inde­
pendent truckers’ strike perhaps 
drew closer to home this past week­
end when a trucker's tire reportedly 
was deflated by a bullet on Interstate 
20 just west of Midland.

And officials with the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety reported 
two more incidences of violence in­
volving truckers near the far West 
Texas community of Sierra Blanca, 
in Hudspeth County, recently.

Meanwhile, a restaurant employee 
at W arfield National Truck Stop 
seven miles west af Midland today 
said business was slowing down be­
cause of the strike.

“ It's slowed quite a bit," Elfrieda 
Crews said. “ Usually the parking lot 
is full of trucks, but there's no one out 
there today."

According to the Texas Department 
of Public ^ fe ty , a trucker was in­
jured and required eight stitches 
after he was cut by glass from his 
windshield when shots were fired 
Wednesday night in Hudspeth County 
about 22 miles east of Sierra Blanca.

ANOTHER DRIVER WAS shot at 
Friday night in the same area, but the 
bullet failed to penetrate the glass, 
Hudspeth County Sheriff Claymon 
McCutcheon said today.

The Midland area incident report­
edly was preceded by a warning over 
the trucker's CB radio to shut down 
“ or you’ ve had It.”

An Amarillo trucker contended 
that, soon after the Ignored warning, 
four shots were f ir ^  at his vehicle 
about two miles west of Midland 
shortly before midnight Saturday.

The rig suffered a flat tire following 
the incident.

Neither trucker in the far West 
Texas incidents reported being 
warned. All three incidents still were 
under investigation today.

Talk at the Warfield truck stop 
today centered on the reported Per­
mian Basin shooting incident

MS. CREWS OF THE resUurant 
there said talk among truckers these 
days usually settles on the strike and 
reports of violence.

Somoza pledges continued 
fight against Sandinistas

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (A P ) — 
President Anastasio Somoza vowed to 
flght on as Sandinista guerrillas cap­
tured their third major city and con­
tinued a two-week-long occupation of 
eastern Managua’ s slums despite 
heavy aerial bombing.

Somoza told the nation Sunday he 
was open to initiatives from members 

• o f the O rganization o f Am erican 
States who "have a true interest in a 
peaceful solution”  to N icaragua’ s 
violence. He he did not mention the 
OAS call for his resignation, but high 
government sources said his speech 

'* could be read as an emphatic rejec­
tion. .

The sources said Somoza told na­
tional guard commanders by short­

wave radio after the OAS re.solution 
Saturday that he had decided to “ con­
tinue the fight and beat the enemy.”

Shortly afterward the guard fled 
from Masaya, 20 miles southeast of 
M anagua. Sandinista guerrillas 
showed reporters the bunv^-out gar 
rison Sunday and told them rebel 
sharpshooters had replaced guard 
snipers in the towers of the adjacent 
cathedral.

The city was the third to come 
under complete Sandinista control. 
The rebels drove the guard out of 
Diriamba, 28 miles south of Managua, 
late Saturday and have controlled all 
of Leon, the nation’s second largest 
city 57 miles northwest of Managua, 
for more than a week.

Wade said the Midland DPS office 
Sunday received a call from fruit 
haulers in Presidio who were plan­
ning to pick up a load of gasoline in 
the Odessa area.

The truckers wanted to know 
whether the gasoline trucks would 
need an escort through West Texas.

“ We have not been escorting any 
people. In the first piace, we don’t 
have the manpower," Wade said.

“ We are concerned with the safety 
of people traveling the highways and 
with anyone who violates the law.”

While no new patrols have been 
instituted becau.se of the truckers’ 
strike, the DPS recently has begun 
monitoring the situation more close­
ly.

“ We’ re more watchful, for one 
thing.”  Wade said. ^

One unconfirmed report circulating \
at the National Truck Stop, near Mid­
land, involved a group which alleged- 
ly entered the service station there 
Saturday night and damaged the fuse 
box, leaving the station without power 
for about an hour.

A STATION EMPLOYEE who de­
clined to be identified said the report 
was false.

“ A fuse blew, it wasn’t any big 
deal It wasn’t anybody’s fault.”  the

The American general, who is sche 
duled to retire Friday, said later he 
beliefes a “ specific”  terrorist organi­
zation has targeted him for death, but 
he did not name it.

Haig told a news conference at his 
military headquarters here that there 
had been growing indications over the 
past year that terrorists were target­
ing him for attack.

“ I felt I was the specific target of a 
specific organization,”  he said, with ' 
out identifying it.

A spokesman for Haig said a black 
Mercedes Benz trailing Haig’ s car 
and carrying two Belgian policemen 
and one U.S. security guard was com ­
pletely wrecked by the explosion, 
which apparently was touched off by 
a land mine detonated by remote 
control.

He said the guard.s, who were not 
identified, were only slightly injured 

^and had already left the hospital. He 
said Haig went to his office after the 
explosion and was working as usual.

No gnmp claimed res^Kinsibility im 
mediately for the attack, which oc­
curred at a bridge along the road 
between Haig’s home tn Ubourg and 
his office in Casteau.

Police said the explosives went off 
behind Haig’s car, ripping up con­
crete blocks and stones from a narrow 
bridge over a ravine. The following 
car was blown to one side, averting a 
hole l(4t by the blast, but its roof was 
crushed by flying concrete blocks, 
police said.

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Church undecided
on SALT II treaty

WASHINGTON (AP) — The chair­
man of the .Senate Foreign Relations 
Commttee says he has not yet made 
up his mind whether to support the 
newly signed Strategic Arms Limita­
tion Treaty.

.Sen. Frank Church. D-Idaho, also 
said .Sunday that he is not certain 
whether the treaty between the Unit­
ed .States and the Soviet Union will 
need reservations attached to win 
Senate approval

Soviet and Carter, administration 
officials have warned that amend­
ments could endanger the pact — 
called SALT II.

But .Sen. Jake Garn. a leading oppo­
nent of the treaty, indicated it would 
have to be amended "severely”  to win 
his vote.

"I favor a treaty that will limit both 
sides severely This treaty does not do 
that," said the Utah Republican in an 
interview on CBS’ "F ace  the Na­
tion.”

“ I think this treaty must be amend­
ed severely,”  he said, adding that if it 
is nut amended, "it should be rejected 
outright"

While acknowledging that the So­
viets have said amendments could

scuttle the treaty , Garn said he 
thought the Kremlin would send rep­
resentatives back to the bargaining 
table to renegotiate an amended 
pact.

But Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei 
A. Gromyko told a news conference in 
Moscow today that “ it would be im­
possible to reopen negotiations" on 
the treaty if the .Senate fails to ratify 
it.

"N o  m atter what am endm ents 
would be made, it would be impossi­
ble to reopen negotiations," he said in 
English to underscore his point for 
Americans.

Church, interview ed on-N B C ’ s 
"M eet the P ress," said he would 
“ strongly support”  ratification if he 
was convinced the pact met two con­
ditions — both countries were treated 
evenly and compliance with its terms 
could be verified.

He added: “ I am not prepared to 
say now whether it will be necessary 
to add reservations or understand­
ings.”

Meanwhile, Senate Majority Lead­
er Robert C. Byrd said Saturday that 
he will fly to Moscow this week to

EDITOR’S NOTE: In Sunday’ s Midland Reporter-Telegram ‘ h* 

ly column, “ Elditor's Report,”  conducted by William Randolph HearsI 
Jr,, editor-in-chief of the HearsI Newspapers, concentrated on the titome, 
"A  Crime Against Humanity." It spoke of the plight of hundreds of 
thousands of refugees from Vietnam, the "Boat People”  and others who 
have died, or will d ie . If the United Nations does not Increase 
its help.

Following is the reply from Dr. Kurt Waldheim, secretary general of 
the United .Nations:

“ As I have already made clear, I am deeply concerned over 
creasingly tragic situation of the refugees in Southeast Asia. The United 
Nations, largely through the activities of the high commissioner for rem- 
gees, has made major efforts to deal with this problem We have already' 
succeeded in resettling over 185,000 Indochinese refugees and m provid­
ing food and medical assistance to thousands more in camps within 
.Southeast Asia.

"Regretfully there are still several hundred thousands who have not 
yet been resettled and the number is increasing daily. Clearly, the 
present situation demands a far greater effort on the part of the 
international community and nations individually. To this end I am 
actively consulting with a number of governments to determine what 
additional measures can be taken on an urgent basis.

“ In particular, I am considering the early convening of an internation­
al meeting to seek a substantial increase in possibilities for resettle­
ment and financing of the program. I welcome all proposals that may 
contribute to a solution of this problem which involves such extensive 
human suffering.

A nti-governm ent mobs 
riot in U g an d an  cap ita l

KA.MPALA, Uganda (AP) — Anti 
government mobs stoned and burned 
cars, attacked a police station and 
assaulted the defense minister today 
in a new threat to the 5-day-old gov­
ernment of President Godfrey Binai- 
sa.

A general strike supporting de­
posed President Yusufu Lule, whom 
Binaisa replaced as president last 
Wednesday, nearly paralyzed the 
capital Public transport was halted, 
many shops were closed and govern­
ment ministries opi'rated with SO-per- 
cent absenteeism

Demonstrators set up roadblocks to 
prevent workers from reaching their 
jobs and stoned persons taking food to 
markets. Kampala’ s main Oweno 
market was deserted.

Tanzanian and Ugandan troops 
manned their own roadblocks, as they 
have since they ousted dictator Idi 
Amin two months ago. The soldiers 
refrained from confrontations with 
demonstrators but Internal Affairs 
Minister Paul MUwanga said ihe gov­
ernment would not shrink from mea­
sures to hall vandalism and sabo­
tage

Muwanga blamed the violence on 
an underground movement he said 
was opposed to the establishment uf 
democracy. In a government radio 
broadcast, he appt'aled to Ugandans 
to heed a ban on demonstrations

The government "is deliberately 
holding back in hope that the organiz­
ers of protests will see sense and 
refrain from inciting the population," 
Muwanga said.

The radio said crowds attacked the 
police station and the town clerk’s 
house at Mpigi, 20 miles southwest of 
Kampiala It said Defense Minister 
Yoweri Museveni was assaulted as he 
was driving to work between Mpigi 
and Natete, a Kampala suburb

A government statement said Mu 
seven! was nut injured and managed 
to detain several of his attackers on 
the spot Police and military units 
were sent to the Mpigi area

In Nairobi, the Kenyan capital, a 
spokesman fur Lule issued a state 
ment saying Lule “ is bi‘ing held in 
Tanzania against his w ill”  The 
spokesman said Lule refused to sign 
two declarations demanded by Tanza­
nian President Julius Nyerere — ren 
ouncing the presideqey and endorsing 
Binaisa

The spokesman said Lule and thn-e 
aides were staying at State Mouse. 
Nyerere’s official residerue He said 
Lule apparently was well treated but 
was nut permitted to leave Tanzania 
because Nyerere believed "he might 
try to rally Ugandans against Binai 
sa.”

Anti Binaisa violence broke out in 
Kampala hours after Binaisa was

sworn in Wednesday. After a lull, 
crowds of 200 to 600 persons began 
gathering around the city Sunday 
night, lighting bonfires.

The radio identified a leader of the 
demonstrations as Lameka Ntambi, a 
pro-Lule businessman belonging to 
Lule’ s Baganda tribe. It said the out 
breaks were continuing even (hough 
Ntambi has been in police custody for 
three days and has signed a state 
ment asserting he would not oause 
further trouble.

Three persons were k illed 'and  
about. SO injured last week when 
Lule’s tribal supporters took to the 
streets to protest his ouster by the 
National consultative Council, the 
policy arm of the ruling Uganda Na 
tional Libi>ration Front.

MOSCOW (AP) — Seven Siberian Christians com ­
plete a year’s sit-in at the U S. Embassy Wednesday, 
“ physically and spiritually tired" but still deter 
mined to stay there until the Soviet government lets 
them and 19 relatives emigrate to America 

Two of the Pentacostalists burst into tears as they 
were led from their basement room into the sunny 
embassy courtyard for a meeting recently with a 
dozen American correspondents.

"It ’s been a long time since we've seen so many 
people," said Avgusta V’a.shchenku, SO 

Mrs. Vashchenko, her 53-year-old husband, Pyotr, 
three of their daughters 21 to 2K; Maria Chmykalov, 
67, and her son Timofei, 17, shoved past the .Soviet 
police guard at the embassy gates on June 27, 1978, 
and told U.S. officials they would not leave until 
they got permission for their families to go to the 
United States.

U.S. officials repeatedly pointed out to them that 
exit visas are issued by the Russians, not the Ameri­
cans. Now the officials have given up trying to 
talk them into leaving

"We will stay here as long as we need to," Lyuba 
Vashchenko told the reporters 

For the first two months, the Pentecostalists sat 
squeezed onto yellow leather couches in the embassy 
con.sular office, stoic and immobile as business went 
on around them.

Then they were moved to a small room, with stove 
and shower, near the embassy barber shop, segre 
gated from reporters and everyone else but a selec t 
group of five embas.sy staff membt‘ rs 

The fundamentalist Pentacostal sect spread to 
Russia fn»m America and Western Europe early this 
century The sit ins say the Vashchenko and Chmy­
kalov families have been trying to emigrate for 18 
years because of restrictions on their practice 
of their religion, including a ban on religious instruc­
tion for their children

Soviet authorities have said if they leave the 
embassy and return to their homes in Chernogorsk, 
in south central Sibc^ria, there will be no reprisals 
Rut the sit-ins say their relatives telephone them and 
tell them not to back down 

"Already our brothers and sisters cannot buy 
bread," said Lyuba "They are told, ‘Go buy it in 
America ’ On the bus they hear people saying, ‘Hit 
them, they’re Americans ’ "

The seven spend much of their time in their 
basement nH»m praying, reading religious literature 
and watching the boots of the Soviet guard pacing the 
sidewalk outside.

Lyuba is teaching herself English, reading guide 
b«H)ks to Rome because she says they are written ilt 
simple language

"I read and read and read," she said, "but I have

nobody to talk to”
Her sisters have studied English a bit but without 

much success.
Lyuba rĉ ad aloud a statement in English ad- 

dresscMl to their foreign supporters: "May we ask 
you to continue to pray and work not only for 
our two families but also for all those throughout the 
world who set̂ k to worship God freely”

Various memb«*rs of the two families have served 
labor camp terms for their religious activities, and 
one Vashchenko son is now in a camp for his refusal 
to .serve in the army on religious grounds.

.Soon Timofei Chmykalov will b«' 18 and subject to 
the draft. He says he will refuse to serve, “ and, 
anyway It’s b«>tter in here than In prison”

Parades on anniversary 
o f gay struggle ‘festive’

There were some som­
ber moments and a few 
m inor confrontations, 
but most parades and 
rallies commemorating 
the 10th anniversary of 
the beginning of the na­
tional gay rights move­
ment were marked by a 
festive mood.

In New York, where 
the “ Stonewall Riot" un 
officially spawned the 
national crusade for ho­
mosexual rights 10 years 
ago, about 100,000 gay 
r i g h t s  a d v o c a t e s  
marched up Fifth Ave­
nue Sunday to a rally in 
Central Park.

The parade was led by 
some of the 13 arrested 
at the Stonewall Inn, a 
club with a predominant­
ly homosexual clientele

Police raided the club 
June 28.1969, fur alleged­
ly serving liquor without 
a license. The evicted 
patrons and a sym pa­
thetic crowd outside re­
sisted arrest, started a 
fire and pelted police 
with rocks, bottles and 
an uprooted  parking 
meter. The episode be-, 
came a symbol for gay 
rights advocates

Only a few marchers 
were costumed .Sunday, 
but one heavyw eight 
man in an evening gown 
add a Mae West wig dis­
played a sign announc­
ing . "N o t  e v e ry  boy 
wants to grow up to be a 
Marine”

The nation’s largest 
Gay Freedom  Parade 
was held In San Francis­
co, where about 200,000 
gay rights supporters 
surged along Market 
Street to a rally at Civic 
Center Plaza In front of 
City Hall

'The mood was upbeat, 
in contrast to the vio­
lence five weeks ago 
when angry protesters 
clashed with police over 
the v o lu n ta r y  m a n ­
slaughter conviction of

former Supervi.sor Dan 
White. Gays claimed the 
charge was not severe 
enough for the Novem­
ber shooting deaths of 
Mayor George Moscone 
and homosexual Super­
visor Harvey Milk.

Many believe the epi­
sode heightened tension 
between gays and police, 
some of whom resented 
Chief Charles Gain’s de­
mand for p«>lice restraint 
in the clash.

In Miami, about 2,000 
marchers clogged an 11- 
blcK’k route through the 
downtown area. Police 
said the group doubled 
from about 1,000 after 
television crews left

Dade County gays 
have twice suffered set­
backs at the polls, gain­
ing national attention 
when entertainer Anita 
Bryant rallied conserva­
tive voters to repeal a 
Dade County gay rights 
ordinance Last Novem­
ber, a referendum to re­
enact the ordinance also 
failed

“ People remembered 
a lot of things today that 
have happened in the 
past decade," said gay 
activist Bob Kunst “ But 
they can look around and 
see that we’ve started to 
turn things around ’ ’

WARSAW (AP) — What kind of jokes do they tell 
in Poland?

Russian jokes and jokes about the militia, the 
police. And sometimes Polish jokes, if directed 
against the communist regime, like:

“ What is six blocks long and eats cabbage?"
“ A line outside a Polish butcher shop."
This jibe about Polish meat riots led the under­

ground laugh parade until Pope John Paul II came to 
town and one Pole said to the other;

“ How lucky we Poles are! We have our man in 
Washington, Zbigniew Brzezinski, and our man in 
the Vatican, Karol Wojtyla."

"Well, yes," agreed his friend reluctantly, “ but 
tell me: Who is our man in Warsaw?"

But the Russians, whose trade advantage drains 
the Polish economy and whose bureaucratic shadow 
still falls darkly over this overwhelmingly Catholic 
satellite, are the butt of most of the biggest boffs.

"Definiation of a Russian motorcade: a nine-car 
accident with flags.”

Even stand-up comedians in (he cellar cabarets of 
Warsaw and Krakow, who seldom risk open political 
satire, can get away with the one about the Red army 
private on guard in the Kremlin watching a man with 
one shoe hobble past Lenin’s tomb.

"Comrade," he says, “ you have lost a shoe."
“ No," the man replies, “ I found one."
Still making the rounds is the good news, bad news 

joke about shoes.
“ First the good news," is the way the Poles tell it. 

“ The Russians are sending us five million pairs of

iStew
shoes. And now the bad news: to be repaired."

Russian technology is a laughing matter in Po­
land;

Stanislaus, have you heard, the Rus.sians are 
going to the moon ,.."

“ All of them, I hope."
Polish definition of Sputnik; the only satellite that 

ever got away from the Soviet Union.
There are endless jokes about Warsaw's Palace of 

Culture, the ponderous skyscraper built in "Ivan the 
Terrible" Gothic-style architecture during the Stalin 
years as a gift from Mother Russia.

“ Who is the luckiest man in Warsaw?"
“ The building custodian living in the basement of 

the Palace of Culture — he never has to look at it."
Poles call it the “ chewing gum factory" becau.se it 

resembles the old Wrigley building in ^ Ica g o .
There are many jokes about the millions of Poles 

who turn up at church for .Sunday Mass and the few 
who turn out for party meetings.

“ Why do people run when the church bells ring and 
so few answer the call of our loudspeaker trucks?" A 
party boss trying to organize a rally asks the parish 
priest.

“ We both promise paradl.se,”  the priest replies, 
"but you have to deliver here on earth. We don't."

Trying to learn the secret of Catholic church atten­
dance, a Marxist planner drops quietly into Mass one 
Sunday In time to hear the priest read the Gospel 
about the Sermon on the Mount.

“ Why can't we concoct propaganda like that?" He 
rebukes the party dialecticians.

Polish students, avid fur blut* jeans, discoteque 
music and other decadent emblems of the consumer 
society, like to present American tourists with a 
dialectical riddle:

“ What Is the difference between capitalism and 
communism?"

“ Under capitalism, man exploits man. Under com 
munism. It Is the other way around."

The Poles have a low opinion of the mentality of 
the national police, an anti-fuzz prejudice not un­
common In the Western world.

There is the one about the driver of the squad car 
who asks his partner If the rotating flashing blue 
IM t on the roof is working. In humour reminiscent 
o i “ Car 54, Where Are You." the officer leans out tte 
window and says “ It is. It isn't, it is. it isn 't ..."

One of the latest jokes splitting sides in Warsaw 
combines the Polish loathing fur both the Russians 
and the militia:

It (s about the two sharks who meet in the Baltic 
sea and on says to the other. “ I swallowed two 
Russian generals today and they had so many 
medals. I ruined my stomach."

“ What are you complaining ab«HJt?'' responds the 
other. “ I swallowed two militia men and they had 
such vacuums inside their heads, I can't submerge 
anymore."

Detente has yielded the Soviet 

Union precious benefits in the 
form of advanced American 
technology sold to the Russians 
with Washington’s explicit ap­
proval. American officials have 
defended these transfers of 
technology on grounds that they 
im p ro v e  S o v ie t-A m e ric a n  
relations and that adequate 
safeguards exist to prevent its use 
for military purposes.

Leaving aside the debatable 
question of whether trade by itself 
improves political relations, it is 
now abundantly clear that 
adequate safeguards do NOT 
exist to bar military utilization of 
American technology sold to the 
Soviet Union.

A case in point is the sprawling 
Kama River truck plant, built by 
the Soviets to American design 
specifications and stocked with 
1500 million in machine tools, 
computers and foundaries sup­
plied by American companies. 
This new manufacturing com­
plex, which covers 38 square 
miles, is the largest heavy-truck 
factory in the world.

The plant’s rated capacity of
250.000 trucks per year exceeds 
the maximum annual production 
of the entire U.S. truck industry. 
Its completely automated foundry 
is the most modern in existence. 
Its industrial computer system, 
p rov ided  by In te rn a tio n a l 
Business Machines Corp., is 
among the world’s largest.

In negotiating the purchase of 
this American technology, the 
Soviets stated that the Kama 
River facility would be devoted to 
civilian production.

Now, three years after the 
production line opened, both the 
Pentagon and the Central In­
telligence Agency report that 
heavy trucks produced there are 
being supplied to the Soviet army 
and to Communist forces in 
Eastern Europe. Moreover, CIA 
officials have told a congressional 
subcommittee that some of the
50.000 diesel engines produced 
each year at the Kama River 
plant are going into Soviet tanks 
and armored vehicles.

Ironically, the latest model 
Soviet tanks and armored per­
sonnel carriers receiving these 
engines are rated superior to 
anything in the U.S. Army’s in­
ventory. And, while Soviet 
production of trucks and armored 
v e h ic le s  h a s  c o m p le te ly  
mechanized the huge Soviet ar­
my, units of some U.S. divisions 
still consist of footborne infantry. 

Incredibly, the Commerce

/  f 1 .. m 4 i'i M
Department has not yet deter­
mined whether partial use of the 
Kama River plant for military 
production violates the terms of 
export agreements negotiated 
during the early and mid-1970s 
while the plant was in design and 
construction stages. The country 
can only wait the Commerce 
Department’s findings with in­
terest.

Even more dismaying, a 
departm ent official told the 
R esearch and Development 
subcommittee of the House Ar­
med Services Committee in May 
that safeguards against the 
military diversion of American 
technology sold to the Soviet 
Union “ have only marginal 
utility.’’

In other words, it is easy for the 
Soviets to cheat on these 
agreements and difficult for the 
United States to monitor com­
pliance.

It happens that the Carter 
administration is currently lob­
bying Congress to grant the Soviet 
Union most-favored-nation trade 
status and to loosen already 
inadequate restrictions on the 
sale of advanced technology. 
Whatever Congress’ decision on 
the Soviet Union’s trade status, 
the Kama River experience 
d icta tes that controls over 
technology transfers be tightened, 
not eased.

WASHINGTON -  Japan, the only 

nation that has actually suffered 
atomic bombing, has an absolute ban 
on the presence of nuclear weapons 
within its borders. It’s an understand­
able attitude, considering the 
destruction of Hiroshima and 
Nagasaki by the only nuclear devices 
ever triggered in anger.

The Japanese have tried to enforce 
this ban on the United States military 
bases in their country. But a top- 
secret document makes it clear that 
the United States maintained nuclear 
weapons at its bases on Okinawa 
some 20 years after the U.S.-Japanese 
peace treaty, and may have kept 
them there after turning the island 
back to the Japanese in 1972. It is 
possible that we continue to do so to 
this day.

The telltale document, which raises 
anew the question of U.S. credibility, 
is a National Security Decision 
Memorandum dated May 28,1969, and 
signed by Henry Kissinger as director 
of the National Security Council. It in­
dicated that the nuclear weapons 
issue ~  one of great concern in Japan 
— could be used as a bargaining chip 
in the pending negotiations over the 
return of Okinawa to Japanese 
sovereignty!

Kissinger wrote that the United 
States should be stressing ’ ’our desire 
to retain nuclear weapons on Okinawa 
but indicating that the president is 
prepared to consider, at the final 
stages of negotiations, withdrawal of 
weapons while retaining emergency 
storage and transit rignts. if other

elements of the Okinawa agreement 
are satisfactory ”

Obviously, one cannot “ retain’ ’ or 
“ consider withdrawal”  of nuclear 
weapons that are not already in place.

Under law, U.S. officials are forbid­
den to discuss deployment of our 
nuclear arsenal. So it is impossible to 
determine for the record whether the 
nuclear weapons admittedly present 
on Okinawa in 1969 were, in fact, re­
tained or withdrawn

A government official pointed out 
that prior to Okinawa’s return to 
Japan in 1972, the island was legally 
under American sovereignty. “ If we 
wanted to keep nuclear weapons 
there, we wouldn't have to ask a third 
party,’ ’ the official told our associate 
Tom Rosenstiel.

Despite the clear implication of the 
Kissenger memo that President Nix­
on considered it “ essential'’ to keep at 
least limited rights to have nuclear 
weapons on Okinawa, the president 
assured the Japanese prime minister 
five months later that the return of 
the island “ would be carried out in a 
manner consistent with the policy of 
the Japanese government “  He knew 
the Japanese were dead-set against 
having nuclear weapons on Japanese 
soil, even in emergencies or in transit. 
If Nixon was true to his word, it can 
only be assumed there are no nuclear 
weapons on Okinawa today 

The nuclear weapons issue is so sen­
sitive in Japan that when retired U.S 
Admiral Gene La Rocque disclosed in 
1974 that American warships do not 
unload their nukes before entering 
Japanese ports, the Japane^ govern-

ment was nearly toppled and Presi­
dent Ford almost had to cancel a trip 
to Japan.

Under the U.S.-Japanese security 
treaty, “ major changes in the deploy­
ment into Japan of U.S. armed forces 
... equipment and the use of facilities 
... shall be subject to the prior con­
sultation of Japan”  This restriction 
was designed, in part, to keep nuclear 
weapons out of Japan.

But there is a loophole. Such “ prior 
consultation”  has never taken place, 
a Japanese official told us. This might 
— or might not — indicate that 
nuclear weapons are no longer'kept 
on Okinawa. Would maintaining the 
status quo before the return of 
O k in aw a  c o n s t itu te  “ m a jo r  
ch an ges?’ ’ Would it constitute 
“ deployment into Japan" if the 
nuclear weapons were already on 
Okinawa?

Another secret report suggests that 
American analysts do not com ­
prehend the depth of Japan’s aversion 
to nuclear weapons. If they came to 
feel threatened by Chinese nuclear 
capability, or if either North or South 
Korea acquired nuclear weapons, the 
Japanese might be more inclined to 
a c c e p t  n u c le a r  a r m a m e n t  
themselves, the analysis states. A 
Japanese official assured us that it is 
“ inconceivable”  that Japan will ever 
lift its nuclear weapons ban

Footnote: According to the “ eyes 
only”  minutes of President Carter’ s 
Cabinet meeting of April 23, Carter, 
described Prime Minister Ohira as 
“ an eloquent, competent and self- 
assured man”  and expressed “ con­
fidence”  in him. The president rated 
their private discussions as “ one of 
the best diplomatic exchanges we've 
ever had”  since taking office.

It remains to w  seen whether Ohira

Dear Dr. Solomom: 1 recently took 
my father, who is 83 years old, for a 
checkup, and it’s one of the best 
moves I’ve ever made. The doctor he 
previously went to attributed 
everything to age. Whenever my 
father complained of something, the 
doctor would tell him he had to expect 
it because of his age. The new 
physician’s handling of my father’s 
problems has made a difference in his 
emotional state, as well as his 
physical condition. Why aren’t more 
doctors sensitive to the needs of their 
older patients?— Greg

Dear Greg: I would agree that 
being old and being sick are not 
synonymous, and that physicians 
bear a responsibility in dispelling 
some myths concerning the aged. 
Many people, including the patients 
themselves, unfortunately equate age 
with illness and assume a hopeless 
attitude.

Older people do have their special 
needs, and medical care for the 
elderly has not advanced as much as 
it should have because of the many 
misconceptions. In fact medical 
schools often have inadequate 
programs covering medical care of 
the aged.

I’m glad you were able to find a 
physician attuned to the needs of the 
elderly; and I hope that in the neat 
future, medical training will equip all 
physicians with a better un­
derstanding of, and sensitivity to, the 
problems of their older patients.

Dear Dr. Solomon: I find that my 
children take their milk and juice 
much more readily from decal­
decorated glasses, but I’m wondering 
about possible health hazards. I recall 
reading that the decorations on some 
of these glasses might be harmful in

some fashion. Is there any danger in 
using such glasses?—Mrs. S.T. '

Dear Mrs. T: The question was 
raised last year about the lead content 
of certain cartoon-decorated glasses 
that were being distributed as a 
promotional item. However, a three- 
agency task force, composed of 
representatives, from the Food and 
Drug Adm inistration, the En­
vironmental Protection Agency, and 
the Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission, has reported that the danger 
is minimal. The greatest safety 
hazard may be to very young 
children, under six years of age, who 
tend to chew or lick the glass a great 
deal.

The potential danger arises from 
the use of toxic metals in designs or 
decals on the rim of some drinking 
glasses. Lead may leach from these 
decorations and can cause lead 
poisoning, with damage to the brain 
and central nervous system. Cad­

— The g o v e rn m e n t  
showed off a totally new 
electric car last week, a 
sleek little four-seater 
that can go 100 m iles 
with two passengers on 
an overnight gulp of elec­
tricity.

A member of the indus­
try team that built the 
ETV-1 called  it "th e  
most advanced experi­
mental electric car on 
the road today."

I t 's  d esign ed  to be 
mass produced by 1985 
for the equivalent of 
$6400 1979 dollars.

With a range o f 100 
miles, the hatchback, sil­
ver-gray with a red in­
terior, goes half again as 
far on a full charge as 
any p rev iou s m odel. 
That range assum es 
speeds up to 45 mph.

At 35 mph, the car can 
go more than 115 miles 
b e fo re  needing a r e ­
charge that takes about 
10 hours In stop-and-go 
city driving with four 
passengers the driving 
range is about 70 miles.

It’s practically sound­
less.

The vehicle can cruise 
at 55 mph and pass at 60 
It doesn’t exactly bum 
rubber from a dead sfop.

Two Americans are try­
ing to authenticate the 
reputed miraculous ori­
gin of Our Lady of Gua­
dalupe, a centuries-old 
Mexican painting which 
tradition says appeared 
on the ,i;arment o f an 
Aztec Imlian.

The painting o f the 
Virgin M ary is one of the 
most venerated and vi­
sited  sh r in es  o f  the 
Roman Catholic Church 
and is considered a na­
tional treasure by Mexi­
co, which used it as a 
standard during its war 
of independence with 
.Spain in 1810.

“ What are we trying to 
prove? Tha t it may be a 
m iracle , as tradition 
says it i s , ”  explained 
Jody Smith, president of 
the U.S. (fU adalupan Re­
search Project.

“ We can never prove 
that it is (a m iracle), but 
we may progressively 
eliminate natural expla­
nations — the known 
causes — and we may in 
fact wind up with the un­
known,”  said .Smith, a 
philosophy instructor in 
Pensacola, Fla.

According to tradition, 
the V irg in  M ary ap- 
p<‘ared to Juan Diego on 
Dec 9, 1531, and told him 
to ask a bishop to build a 
cathedral in her honor on 
a hill near Mexico City.

When the bishop de­
manded pr-oof, the vision 
again appeared to Diego 
and told him to take the 
bishop a bunch of roses.

The tradition says that 
when Diego openc'd his 
apron-like tilma to re ­
m ove the ro se s , the 
painting appeared on the 
garment, which resem­
bles a cape.

Legend aside, two fac­
tors considered peculiar 
about the painting are 
that it hasn’t rutted and 
remains brightly colored 
after nearly 450 years.

Other paintings are as 
old, but the Guadalupe 
image is on a rough cac­
tus h ber which would 
normally rot in about 20 
y e a rs , a cco r d in g  to 
Smith.

Also, the cloth is not 
sized, which means the 
holes in the fabric were 
nut filled with a material 
to keep the paint from 
filling the pores and 
causing rut. Smith said 
in an interview in Atlan­
ta.

Smith and Philip Cal­
lahan, a G ainesville , 
Fla., research biophysi­
cist, had a four-hour, in­
frared-photography ses­
sion with the painting at 
the Basilica of Our Lady 
of Guadalupe in Mexico 
City in early May. They 
hope the photos will an­
swer som e questions

about the im age’ s ori­
gin.

The study is com pli­
cated because the image 
may have been applied 
in m ore than one m e­
dium — for example, oil 
and water-based paints 
— Callahan said.

Callahan said he would 
try to determine whether 
there was an underdraw­
ing or sketch to guide the 
painter’s strokes.

“ i f  there wasn't an un 
derdrawing, the picture 
becom es very mysteri 
ous,”  Callahan said.

"W e are attempting to 
find out if it’s a painting 
that can’t be explained," 
Callahan said. " I f  it 
c a n ’ t be e x p la in e d , 
either you have a mira­
cle, or you have to admit 
that people back in the 
16th century knew some­
thing we don’t.”

River returning 
to life after fire

CLEVELAND (AP) — Ten years ago, Cleveland became the butt of 
Jukes nationwide when the heavily industriallzt'd city's fouled and de­
bris ridden Cuyahoga River caught fire.

Never mind the fact that the river had also burntKl in 1936 and 1952 — it 
was the June 22. 1969, blaie that sparked the nation's imagination

Today officials say that while the river, which empties into I.ake Erie, 
is not completely clean, much of the oily slime that fed the flames of the 
1969 fire has disapp«‘ared And best of all, a few forms of marine life have 
come back

River watchers and those who work along its banks say the water has 
changed from a murky black to a more normal brown

"It's improved," said Douglas C. Hasbrouck, chief of the Northeast 
District Office of the Ohio Environniental Protection Agency

"It's nut a suitable habitat fur warm-water fish, but it isn't a septic- 
tank anymore." he said "In fact some fish have returned to the river 
And tests of the water quality of the lower Cuyahoga show that it is che 
mically stab le"

Hasbrouck said the river is not clen, but the chemical balrice does not fluc­
tuate daily as it did in 1969, largely bc'cause "the industrial plants along 
its banks don't dump directly into the river any m ore"

In fact, industries along the twisting river, including Republic Steel. 
Jones & Laughlin Steel and DuPont, have recently reported their water 
intake .scrt>ens have been clogged with fish, and not oil and debris as in 
the past.

T ^  Ruczek, manager of the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District, 
said the Cuyahoga will probably never be a recreational river b<‘cause 
of the concentration of industry

“ There's a lung way to go yet," Bucrek said "Hut I'm ama/ed at how 
clean the river l(K»ks"

Frank Samsel, who's been gazing out at the river fur 30 years from the 
windows of his marine supply company, said he now sees ducks returning 
to the river waters

“ I've seen 17 years at least where fish ccHildn't swim this far up the 
river without dying," .Samsel said.

And Frank Tobin, who runs a fiberglass casting firm on the Cuyaho 
ga, said he's s«>en a steady improvement over the past four years

"If the minnows come up the str«‘am, you know it must be clean," 
he said Tobin collects different species of fish from the river as a hobby, 
makes plaster castings, iind repntduces them in fib<‘ rgla.ss.

Two main problems remain fur those who would further imprttve the 
quality of the Cuyahoga One is to reduce the debris — garbage, old 
tires, btH>r cans and tree limbs The other is to rt-duce sewage contamina 
tiun

The Cleveland Harbor Conservation Committee is set'king funds to clean 
up the debris, while Cleveland's Southerly waste water treatment plant is 
halfway through a $3U0 million expansion and improvement project de

Financial worries overshadow dreams of retirement

America is getting older and the 
growing number of people who retire 
each year are finding that their 
dreams of a life of relaxation can turn 
into a nightmare of financial wor­
ries.

The number of people 65 and over is 
expected to increase by about 33 per­

cent between 1972 and 1990, according 
to the Census Bureau. That compares 
with an anticipated increase of 28 
percent in the population as a whole 
and it has focu s^  new attention on 
retirees.

Knowing what to expect can be the 
key to successful retirement. Ideally, 
you should start planning when still in 
your 40s. Look at current earnings

and expenses and try to figure out 
what you will have in coming years.

For most people, retirement means 
a sharp drop in income. But econo 
mists at Citibank in New York point 
out that it also can mean a drop in 
spending. Income taxes are lower. 
Commuting expenses may disappear.

FORT MITCHELL. Ky. (AP) — 
John and Barbara Willke are at war.

And like the more than 6,000 others 
who joined them at a rally in nearby 
Cincinnati .Sunday, they are sure they 
are right and are going to win.

The Cincinnati couple are soldiers 
in the battle against legalized abor­
tion.

It was a big time for their side last 
week when the Right to Life organiza­
tion held its national convention in 
Fort Mitchell After the convention 
ended Sunday, more than 6,000 per­
sons paraded through the streets to 
show their strength.

"I t 's  a part of our lives,”  said 
Willke, who has had to curtail some of 
his medical practice to make room for 
his Job as president of Ohio Right to 
Life "W e put it aside sometimes at 
the dinner table, and I practice medi­
cine part time, but the rest of our lives 
is pretty much the movement.”

Willke and his wife, who serve as 
co-chairmen of the Cincinnati group, 
were galvanized into what they call a 
“ war”  In 1973 when the U.S. Supreme 
Court said states couldn’t prohibit 
abortions during the first three 
months of pregnancy.

During the convention, the group 
unveiled a three-year plan to gather 
the political strength needed to get a

constitutional amendment to over­
turn the court decision through Con 
gress. The amendment would then go 
to the states for ratifiiation 

The amendment would prohibit 
abortions except where the mother's 
life is in danger, and also prohibit 
euthanasia — mercy killing 

Rep. Henry Hyde. R-III., has intro 
duced the group's amendment in Con­
gress.

“ We are here to remind America of 
its very soul," said Hyde, at the .Sun 
day rally.

“ Isn’t it grotesque that the protec 
tion an unborn baby is given is less 
than that given to a snail darter A 
blade of grass gets more protec­
tion "

Area has few who survive closing

YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio (AP) — MIros and Teresa Maszczak built a 
success story from the shock and fright of his being fired when Youngs­
town Sheet & Tube Co., eliminated 4,100 Jobs in 1977.

Others were not as lucky as Maszczak, who will be getting a college 
degree this summer. Some 1,000 who lost jobs at the plant now are classi­
fied as hard-core unemployed.

In the 21 months since Sheet & Tube's steel-making facilities were 
judged obsolete by its owners, the area labor force has lost 1,700 work­
ers. That, however, is only 0.7 percent of the 235,000 listed work force in late 
1977.

Unemployment for the region was 6.4 percent this spring, compared to 
7.6 percent in late 1977. The state employment bureau gives this break­
down on the 4,100 who lost their Jobs at Sheet & Tube- approximately 2,000 
relocated; 1,000 found other work in the area; the others are the “ hard 
core" unemployed.

“ We have gained more Jobs but at less pay,”  says Don Curry of the state 
employment office here. “ There are fewer mill jobs so people are taking 
Jobs in department stores, fast food restaurants and in custodial work.”

The region still leans on industry for Jobs. Six steel and automotive 
makrs furnish 25 percent of the Jobs for the regio.

Mayor John Phillip Richley says Youngstown's economy has remained 
strong since the layoffs and that the press “ created tear-jerker stories 
when the facts did not support them.”  But he acknowledges ho major Indus 
try has moved in to take up the slack in skilled jobs.

The mills that once produced hot- and cold-rolled steel and steel plates 
now are mostly idle, an industrial barrier between the cities of Struthers 
and Campbell, both at the southeast edge of Youngstown.

United Steelworkers Union Local 2163 in Struthers lost 1,700 of its 2,900 
members to the closing, and President Joe Vrable says the future is not 
bright. “ The biggest membership we’ve got left is in the coke plant and 
if that goes then we are just about done for,”  Vrable says.

Richley talks of a diversified economy for the Mahoning River Valley 
that crosses northeast Ohio from Lake Erie to Pennsylvania. Weston 
Johnstone of the CJhamber of (Commerce says the Mahoning Valley Eco­
nomic Development Corporation was set up to seek new jobs, keep present 
industry and help it grew.

It is backed by a $600,000 grant from the U.S. Economic Development 
Agency, but neither Johnstone nor Richley, who heads the corporation, 
name any concrete successes in the year since its founding. Both men 
express hope that an airplane manufacturer will locate here and create 
1,600 jobs.

A coalition of business and community leaders worked 18 months to 
reopen the mill as a steel facility, spending nearly $500,000, most of it

federal money, on feasibility studies before quitting May 31 An economist 
notes if continued operation was feasible the mill wouldn't have closed in 
the first place The parent Lykes Corp , said when it closed the plant it 
was obsolete and no longer profitable

Jones & Laughlin Steel Co., is now managing the facility and seeking 
new industry to use it. Like the economic development group, it has 
nothing concrete, but mentions “ a couple of potentially interested par­
ties.”

Dr. Edward J. Ray, head of the economics department at Ohio State 
University, sees no strong swing in the national tn-onomy this year

"I think that's bad for a* place like Youngstown," he said “ One of the 
realities of any slowdown in.the economy is that area.< which have heavy 

‘ reliance on manufacturing or industrial activity almost always experi­
ence much more severe cycles in employment and output than the rest 
of the economy.”

Both the city of Campb*-!! and Us schools are hard hit by the Sheet A 
Tube cutbacks. "W e’ve lost almost $1 million out of a $4 million schcMil 
budget." says P'rank Frasline, clerk-treasurer for Campbell sch(Mils ' ‘And 
that was just in personal property ta xes" '

The budget for the school system of 1,815 students is out $173,000 more this 
year which Jones & Laughlin Co Is withholding while it argues to cut 
taxable value of its real estate from $8 million to $6 million. •

The city of Campb<'ll has lost nearly $500,000 from a 15 percent city pay­
roll tax in the time the plant has been closed. City officials were forced to 
amend this year’s city budget at $40,000 less than projected

Richley blames various public and company comp<‘nsalion programs 
that allow the 1,000 or more hard-core non workers to qualify for $10,000 or 
more a year tax-free. "That doesn't give much incentive to IcMik for work 
or training,”  he said.

Many, of course, did seek training and Youngstown State University, hit 
by falling enrollment at the time the plant closed, established a $50,000 
foundation to help pay tuition for former Sheet &  Tube workers who want­
ed to enter new professions.

One of those was Miros Maszczak, who had worked at the plant for five 
years. Maszczak, 32, ai\d his wife, Teresa, have three_ children At vari­
ous times during his studies he got along with unemployment benefits, 
federal readjustment payments, company union supplemental payments, 
tuition help from the university, G.l. benefits, part time work, and his 
wife's pay as a hairdresser.

He'll be getting his degree in engineering in August and already has a 
new job making $1,300 more yearly than he did

“ At first it was scary,”  he said, and his wife added;
“ We are lucky. A lot of our friOnds still have trouble. We had it rough but

N e w  O rle a n s  policem en  
still singing the blues

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Almost 
four months after the first police 
strike In New Orleans history ended, 
the 1,200 cops who walked off the job 
and disrupted this year's Mardi Gras 
festival are still singing the blues 

“ Basically we are running the same 
course we were on before the strike,”  
said patrolman David Bordelon, trea 
surer of the Police Association of 
Lousiana “ Nothing has changed Lit­
tle by Httle, guys are getting fed up 
After a while you are going to see the 
same thing again ”

A common criteria Is turnover 
Many policemen complain resigna 

tions have drained the department 
since the strike collapsed March <, 
but Parsons disagrees

Bordelon can be expected to say 
things like that — especially after 
being demoted recently from ser­
geant to patrolman for what the de 
partment called "unsatisfactory per­
form ance"

However, roughly the same com ­
plaints turn up in random talks with 
other officers, who usually ask that 
they not be named

“ Nobody tries any more,”  said a 
veteran sergeant, who restlessly pa 
trolled a supermarket parking lot. 
keeping an eye out for muggers, car 
strippers and thieves, during a recent 
Interview.

At the tme, he wasworking wlial 
police call an extra detail — hiring out 
to a merchant for an after-hours po 
lice job Such jobs, at $7.50 an ht»ur 
minimum, beef up police pay For 
patEolmen, with supplemental pay 
wrapped In. the scale is $14,0(W a 
year.

“ They just do what they have to do. 
no more,”  the sergeant continued 
“ It’s not all due to poor pay. There’s 
job satisfaction, too —^nd it counts 
for a lot. We don’t have it.”

None of this offends Superintendent 
James C. Parsons, the tobacco-chew­
ing chief hired to come over from 
Birmingham, Ala., and straighten out 
this department.

Parsons agrees pay is too low, but 
because of the scarcity of city funds, 
says there’s not mud) he can do about 
it right now.

“ ^ a n g e  is always upsetting and I 
am forcing change,”  he said recently 
“ So you ask them about their morale 
and they are going to*tell you it’s 
terrible. Actually, when you look at

“ Turnover is running about 7 per­
cent and that is totally healthy,”  he 
said “ In fact, for an organization 
such as this, which has gone through 
to years of trying to respond to affir­
mative action by relaxing standards

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M o re  refugees  
exp e lled  by  
M alays ian s

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia (AP) — .Malaysia 
forced 13.000 Vietnamese refugees in 60 boats out 
into international waters in the past week, raising 
to 55,000 the number expelled since Jan. 1, the 
government announced today

Kassim Ahmad, the parliamentary secretary to 
the foreign ministry, revealed the numbers while 
answering questions in Parliament. He said the 
expulsions were in line with the government’s get- 
tough policy of refusing sanctuary to new arrivals. 
Malaysia already has 76,000 Vietnamese in crowded 
camps

Kassim did not say how many refugees managed 
to return to Malaysia or to land here despite the 
government crackdown.

Western refugee officials here said 500 Vietnamese 
in two boats were towed back into international 
waters on Sunday. Reporters who talked to some of 
the refugees before the left, were told the two bjats 
were attacked three times by Thai pirates during the 
five day cro.ssing from Vietnam.

Beside the economic drain of the refugee influx, 
Malaysia authorities fear many will not find new 
homes in other countries and will remain in Malay­
sia upsetting the fragile balance between the na­
tion’s predominant Malay Moslem community and 
the ethnic Chinese and Indians who make up the 
other half of the population.

But a Vietnamese official, who arrived here today 
to discuss the problem with Malaysian authorities, 
said Vietnam will not take back any refugees, even if 
they are cast adrift.

Meanwhile in Bangkok, Prime Minister Kriarigsak 
Chomanan said today Thailand will temporarily halt 
the forced repatriation of Cambodian refugees pend­
ing the outcome of a proposed U N.-sponsored con­
ference onthe Indochina refugee problem.

Earlier this month, Thailand forced 45,1)00 Cambo­
dians back across the border into their war-battered 
homeland and said it planned to sent back the other 
30,000 still in Thai camps

Most of the Cambodians are ethnic Chinese who 
.sought to escape the Vietnamese invasion of Cambo­
dia Ethnic Chinese — once the mainstay of ^uth  
Vietnam's business community — also make up the 
bulk of those fleeing Communist rule in Vietnam.

The prime minister said new arrivals would not be 
allowed into Thailand but those refugees-already in 
the country would remain temporarily on “ humani­
tarian grounds"

Kriangsak told reporters he was pleased about 
reports the United Nations might hold an interna­
tional conference on the refugee problems. U N.-.Sec­
retary General Kurt Waldheim has been trying to 
line up support for a meeting that would open 
July 20 in Geneva

ITiailand has some 200,000 Catpbudian, Vietnam­
ese and Laotian refugees living in teeming, squalid 
camps and bears by far the largest refugee burden of 
anv Southeast Asian nation. An estimated 350,000 
refugees are camped in Southeast Asian countries 
awaiting transfer to new homes in other nations 
including the United States which has been takig in 
about 7.000 a month

Kriangsak, like other leaders in the region, claims 
the international community is dragging its feet and 
has not dune enough to alleviate the refugee prob 
lem, which drains the economies of the temporary 
host countries In a recent speech he accused the 
international agencies of “ too much talk and too 
little action"

Alsu like others in the region. Kriangsak is sharply 
critical of Vietnam fur allowing the refugee flood in 
the first place

Most countries in the region want Vietnam to 
arrange an orderly exodus, preferrably holding the 
would-be refugees in camps until Mhey can be 
sent directly to countries willing to take them in

Vietnam is not expected to agree to such a plan 
because it would slow down the exodus Vietnam's 
Communist regime reportedly is trying to get 
rid of 3 million ethnic Chinese and others who cannot 
adapt to the new system and is said to be using 
threats of resettlement on rural agricultural com ­
munes

The Vietnamese claim they have no hand in the 
exodus, but most refugees say they had to pay 
Vietnamese officials “ exit fees”  ranging from $2,000 
to $3,000 in gold for the right to boai^ an armada of 
leaky boats for the trip to freedom

Volume on the Big Board came to 
14.13 million shares at noontime, 
down from 15.55 million at the same 
point Friday.

Indictment 
of Roloff 
still sought

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) — 
Nueces County Attorney Mike Wes- 
lergren says Lester Roloff “ intimi­
dates everybody,’ ’ but that’s won't 
stop the prosecutor from asking a 
grand jury to indict the South Texas 
evangelist for violations of state child 
care laws.

Westergren said he wants to prose­
cute Roloff on mi.sdemeanor charges 
of operating a youth home without a 
license. Westergren termed Roloffs 
agreement with Texas Attorney Gen­
eral Mark White “ a scandal”

“ If he is going to be allowed to defy 
the law, then I am not going to be a 
part of it,”  Westergren said. “ He 
intimidates everybody from the gov­
ernor’s office down and gets away 
with it.’ ’

State District Judge Charles Math­
ews had ordered the homes closed 
because Roloff refused to obtain a 
state license. Several hundred Roloff 
supporters forced agencies into a 
three-day standoff last week while 
girls from the Rebekah Home stayed 
inside the P eop le ’ s Church next 
door.

This weekend.'Roloff agreed to re­
move the girls from his home, and 
place them in non-state facilities.

“ Since the very beginning, I have 
been seeking an indictment. Now with 
his defiance (of the law), I want to 
seek it again.st him . but that doesn’t 
mean I'm going to get it”

Grand jury foreman Oscar Reyna 
said the grand jury would do nothing 
until they hear from White.

“ In the first place, we are not trying 
to crucify Roloff,”  Reyna said “ We 
are just trying to abide by the laws of 
Texas. On that basis we are going to 
take action ”

A  Corpus grand jury also has inves­
tigated an alleged attempted murder 
at Roloffs Rebekah Home for Girls 
Newspaper accounts said five girls 
allegedly tried to stab a sixth to death 
last summer

But Westergren said he is “ not in­
clined”  to have the five girls certified 
to stand trial as adults

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A D A  ad ds  muscle to  
d ra ft  K ennedy m ove

WASHINGTON (AP) — Americans 
for Democratic Action, the liberal 
group that helped topple one presi­
dent, is now going a fter Jim m y 
Carter and adding new muscle to the 
effort to draft Sen. Edward M. Ken­
nedy for the job.

The ADA, considered the country’s 
leading cadre of liberalism with 55,- 
000 members and four decades of 
activism  within the D em ocratic 
Party, adopted a resolution Sunday 
asking the Massachusetts senator to 
challenge Carter.

The resolution, adopted at the final 
session of the group’s annual conven­
tion went further, however, to say 
that if Kennedy won’t do it, the ADA 
will look for someone else to take up 
the challenge.

“ For those who tremble at the pros­
pect of bringing down a sitting presi­
dent, we would remind them that 
more than the fate of Jimmy Carter is 
at stake,”  the resolution said. “ At 
stake is the future of the Democratic 
Party as the party of the people.”

Carter had his defenders in three 
days of discussion leading up to the 
decision and White House lobbyists 
were busy among the delegates.

In Tokyo, where Carter was pre­
paring for an economic summit con­
ference, presidential press secretary 
Jody Powell said of the ADA Action: 
“ I guess we’ ll have to do our best to 
get along without them in that
case.

The Democratic Party’s national 
chairman, John C. White, said he 
wasn’t surprised by Sunday’ s action.

“ I don’t think anyone expected the 
ADA to support an incumbent admin­
istration,”  said White, who has spo­
ken against the dump-Carter move­
ment. “ They never have.”

While others have proposed a Ken­
nedy draft, the ADA action raises the 
effort to a new dimension. This is the 
largest and most influential group so 
far to call for a Kennedy candidacy 
and support the dump-Carter move­
ment.

It was largely from within ADA 
ranks that the move to oust President 
Lyndon B. Johnson over the Vietnam 
war arose in 1968. After barely edging 
Sen. Eugene McCarthy in the New 
Hampshire primary that year, John­
son announced his retirement.

Liberal pique over McCarthy’s ulti­
mate loss of the Democratic nomina­
tion to Hubert H. Humphrey has been 
credited by many analysts with the 
election of Republican Richard M. 
Nixon. But the ADA would not buy 
that example as an argument for 
standing behind Carter this time.

“ Jimmy Carter got down to 30 per­
cent in the polls without any help from 
us,”  said Jim Chapin, a New York 
delegate, in debate over the resolu­
tion. “ He did that all by himself.”  

Former Rep. Patsy Mink, D-Ha- 
waii, who was re-elected ADA presi­
dent, said, “ We will have a liberal 
alternative to present to the conven­
tion.”

Ms. Mink said while “ various 
shades of opinion”  were presented in 
the debates, “ none of them differed 
insofar as their view that President 
Carter has failed to perform on the 
promises that he made in 1976.”

The administration’s chief line of 
defense was that the ADA desertion 
would only help Republicans. Paul 
Parks, a leader of the Carter defense, 
said, “ It would be a tragedy for us not 
to understand that and end up with a 
Republican in the White House.”

The mood of the convention was 
clearly Kennedy. After the final vote, 
with only seven dissents counted, the 
crowd broke into chants of, “ We want 
Teddy!”

The resolution applauded Carter for 
much of his foreign policy but faulted 
him for hiking defense spending and 
trimming domestic programs.

“ His warped budget priorities re­
flect a thoroughgoing desertion of the 
1976 platform and the fundamental 
principles of the party,”  the resolu­
tion said.

The ADA said Kennedy could best 
promote the traditional liberal princi­
ples of the party “ and provide new 
leadership that can inspire, initiate 
and carry through the policies needed 
to serve our country.”

The resolution said the ADA “ com ­
mits itself to working to help create 
an irresistible national mandate”  for 
a Kennedy candidacy and added that, 
if he does not choose to run, “ we 
further commit ourselves to seeking 
an alternative progressive candidate 
who can uphold the principles of the 
Democratic Party and offer effective, 
progressive leadership.”

Justice Department investigating
possibility of antitrust violations

WASHINGTON (AP) —  Supplies of 
ga.soline at the nation's service sta­
tions are tight in part because the 
Row of oil from wells in the UniU*d 
States slowed inexplicably last win 
ter, an Associated Press investigation 
shows.

The Justice Department is investi­
gating whether this previously unno 
ticed dip In domestic production —  
coming as Iran and its oil production 
teeter^ on the brink of chaos —  could 
Involve violations of antitrust laws by 
the nation’s major oil companies

The drop in domestic pniduction is 
one of the topics the antitrust probers 
will discuss In a nearly 50-page report 
to President Carter to be sent to the 
White Hou.se later this week Govern­
ment sources who declined to be iden 
tifted said the investigators will ask 
Carter for more time to pntbe the dip 
and the other factors involved in the 
gasoline shortage

TTie AP Investigation found that the 
drop in domestic crude oil production 
woiited in tandem with another home 
grown factor —  U.S refiners getting 
less and less gasoline from each bar­
rel of oil —  to cost the nation more 
gasoline than the cutoff of Iranian 
crude Imptirts

The dip in U.S oil production ac­
counted fur at least II million barrels 
of gasoline that otherwise would have 
gone Into motorists' tanks An addi­
tional 11.5 million barrels of gasoline 
simply never got pniduct'd by U.S 
refineries because they were making 
less gasoline and more healing oil, jet 
fuel and petrochemicals out of each 
barrel of crude oil

The' AP probe found that these two 
factors —  totaling 22.5 million barrels 
of gasoline —  caused more of the 
shortage than the cutoff of Iranian oil, 
which meant a loss of at lea,st 17 5 
million barrels of gasoline TfR>re a«- 
42 gallons in a barrt>l

Those thrt-e factors add up to some 
40 million barrels of gasoline that 
never reached service stations —  
about i>qual to the Department of 
Energy's projection of the gasoline 
shortage in April and May

The Justice Department is check 
ing the possibility that companies de 
creascsl domestic production in antic­
ipation of decontrol of crude oil pric es 
this month, sources said Under this 
theory, the companies may have 
hi»pc‘d to get higher prices and to 
discourage opposition to dc'cuntrul by- 
aggravating a shortage that they 
could claim would have bĉ c-n prevent 
ed with price incentives.

Exec-utives of the nation's biggest 
oil companies denied in interviews 
with the AP that there had been any 
delibc'rate manipulation of domestic 
oil production, adding that they were 
scrambling for crude supplies.

•'We re scniunging for every drop 
of oil we can Find," said H H Zat-how. 
vice prc‘sident for crude and pntducts 
supplies for ARUO Petroleum Prod 
ucts Co

But the industry executives' expla 
nations for the dip were often contra 
dictory and do not explain the short 
age completely Many blamc*d bad 
weather and equipment problems, 
but a chcH-k of B*deral weather rec­
ords generally d(M*s nut support the 
argument that the weather was par 
ticularly poor in critical oil pn»ducing 
areas last winter

Oil excHTUtives generally concedcnl 
they knew problems were coming in 
Iran last .September or October The 
companies also knew Am ericans 
were driving an unexpcHtedly large 
amount last fall, forcing the firms to 
use up stocks of gasoline and crude 
oil ,

With all these reasons for higher 
domestic production, the flow of oil

Odd-even gasoline rationing goes 
Into effect toiday in the state's two 
most populous urban centers, the first 
time fuel has been ratiom*d in Texas 
since World War II

Only motorists whose license plates 
end in an odd number will be* able to 
buy ga.soline today in Harris, Tarrant 
and Dallas counties. Owners of even- 
numbered tags get their chance Tues­
day, the 26th.

Gov. Bill Clements, w ho ordered the 
plan put into effect, said he expects 
other counties, including Collin, Ellis, 
Montgomery and Fort Bend, to be

tarticipating in the odd-even plan 
iter.
Ttie idea behind the governor's plan 

is to reduce the long lines that have 
plagued the Dallas-Fort Worth and 
Houston areas the past few weeks, but 
Ao one was promising any immediate 
relief.

Some members of Clements' Office 
of Energy Resources spent .Sunday 
d iscu ssing  the plan and possible 
clarifications. Spokesman Pete Bald­
win said for example the plan proba­
bly will have to define more clearly 
emergency vehicles, which are ex­

Baldwin said another gray area is 
gasoline tanks carried in boats on 
trailers. Marinas are exempt from 
the plan, but some boat owners prefer 
to fill up at regular service stations 
before going to the lake.

OPEC meets this week
to decide on price hike

NEW  YO RK  (AF) —  The Organiza­
tion of Petroleum Exporting Coun­
tries meets this week to discuss an oil 
price increase that many oil-consum­
ing nations fear may have dire effects 
on their economies.

Analysts expect the OPEC meeting 
opening in Geneva, .Switzerland, on 
Tuesday to result in a large rise in the 
price of crude oil —  perhaps as much 
as 30 percent. That could add 6 cents 
to the price of a gallon of gasoline or 
heating oil in the United States.

But exactly how large the crude oil
