SOLONS BUSY
AT AUSTIN

Hon. Lee Templeton Intro-
duces Bill for Election of
' U. S. Senators

The Legislature convened on
the 21st day of July in special
session, and immediately Gov-
ernor CoIquitt sent a message
asking the law makers to consid-
er the appropriation bill, taking
care of the expenses of the state
government and the public insti-
tutions, together with a bill to
put in force in Texas the popular
election of United States Sena-
tors, and a law putting in force
anew system for our peniten-
tiaries. Little has been done,
owing to the extreme hot weath-
er and to the difficulty that many
members are finding in getting
information that will enable
them to intelligently enact laws
along these lines. The Legisla-
ture has found the penitentiary
system at present, with its great
amount of debts, the biggest
thing before them. They are
making good progress in ap-
propriation bill and are cutting
each item in order to save the
State government any extraordi-
nary expense.

Mr. Templeton has introduced
a bill for the election of the
United States Senators by pop-
ular vote, and has other meas-
ures ready to introduce when the
Governor submits them.

It isa pity that at this time
there is so much politics in the
Legisiature. Some of the polit-
ical enemies of Governor Colquitt
are trying to make his way as
hard as possible when they
should get down to business and
enact laws free from petty poli-
tics.

The second week of the Legis-
lature has begun and excellent
progress is being made. The
first thing to be considered this
week was the disposition of the
$500,000 fine collected from the
Standard Oil Company. It will
be given to taking up the bonds
of the A. & M. College and tak-
ing carz of the warrants of the
Confederate soldiers and their
widows.

Austin, [ Texas,, July 23.—At-
torney General Looney, who re-
turned from Greenville this
morning, confirmed %the report

|| that a proposition looking to a

compromise and settlement of
the state’s suit for injunction
and $15,000,000 penalties against
thelMissouri, Kansas and Texas
Railroad has been up for discus-
sion in his department.

““The subject has only been

discussed,” said the Attorney
General, but, while not caring to
tell just how far the negotiations
will go, he gave the impression
that if the Katy agrees to elimi-
nate the State’s objections, the
suit will be dismissed.
. Attorney General Looney said
it was the policy af his depart-
ment to compromise any suit,
if it was found to be to the inter-
est of the people. An amicable
settlement of a case out of court,
he says, is a great deal better
than to fight the case.

Since it became known that a
compromise was in sight and
that part of the exactions would
be new mileage, as described in
last night’s dispatch, the Attorn-
ey General has received numer-
ous telegrams asking that one
requirement compel the Katy to
build from McKinney to Denton.
Senator Johnson wants a Katy
Branch to build from Welling-
ton to Memphis, Hall county,
and Senator Townsend would
welcome the Waeo-Trinity link,
as it would mean” 100 miles of
new railroad in his Senatorial
district.—Dallas News.

Ancon, C. Z.—All the world gives to
Col. W. C. Gorgas, chief sanitary offi-
cer, and his assistants full credit for
the wonderful work they have accom-
plished in making the Panama canal
zone healthful and keeping it so. All
the world that knows gives equal r
greater credit to those American, Ital-
ian and English doctors and soldiers
who sacrificed their health and in
some cases their lives to prove that
yellow fever and malaria, the two ter-
rors of tropic America, are transmit-
ted by the bite of mosquitoes. It is
not my intention to tell over again
the latter story. The devotion of
those brave men actually made pos-
sible the building of the Panama
canal, for their work has been tak-
en full advantage of by Colonel Gor-
gas and his forces, and the zone is
now one of the most healthful places
in the werld.

Before the coming of the Amer-
icans the isthmus was a veritable pest
hole. The French canal builders and
their workmen and the laborers on
the Panama railway died like f{lies,
usually of malaria or yellow fever.
Today a fatal case of malaria is a
rarity, the more malignant form being
almost unknown, and not a single case
of yellow fever has originated in the
zone in several years.

The Stegomyia mosquito, the yellow
fever bearer, has not been exceed-
ingly hard to exterminate because it
breeds and lives only near human
habitations. @When the Americans
had substituted a regular water sys-
tem and underground sewers for the
rain water barrels and the open
ditches in Colon, Panama and the
other towns, and had fumigated all
the dwellings, Stegomyia was prac-
tically extinct. That job of fumigat-

ing, by the way, raised a great row
among the ignorant inhabitants of
Panama. They could not understand
why they should be all moved out
into the street and their houses filled
with evil-smelling fumes, and they
were inclined to offer forcible re-
sistance until the zone police took
the matter in hand.

Much more -difficult has been the
task of eradicating malaria, for the
Anopheline mosquito, which makes a
specialty of carrying this disease, is
widespread and of several varieties.
It is the female only that bites, and
she mneeds blood—preferably red
blood—for the develcpment of her
eggs. The eggs are deposited in a
slow moving or staticnary water and
hatch out into little larvae or “wrig-
glers.” At least once in two minutes
the larva must cocme to the surface
toc breathe, and that is where the san-
itary department gets. it, usually.

As one wanders about the zone he
sees at the headwaters of every
stream, ditch or other water course,
at frequent intervals along its banks,
and at the edge of every poel, a big
tin can or a keg. From this recep-
tacle there is a constant drip, drip,
drip of larvacide, a black, oily-looking
compound of crude carbolic acid,
caustic soda and resin. This €preads
out over the water, an iridescent
film, and when little Anopheline
larva comes up for air he meets a
swift death. To replenish these cans
of larvacide a small army of Jamai-
cans is kept traveling about the zone,
and others go around with tacks of
the compound stirapped on their
backs, spraying every pool they come
to. L

Another measure of extermination
has been the draining and filling in of
swampy ground and the straightening
and clearirg of water courses so that
their flow will be too swift for Mad-

ing ‘and filling has' been extensive and
resulted in the réclamation of large

tracts of land for building sites.

campaign is the careful screening of
buildings occupied by human beings.
Ordinary mosquito netting would not
do and only copper wire will stand
the climate there. Consequently a
fine meshed copper screening is used.
If any Anophelines escape the larva-
cide and succeed in gaining entrance
to a habitation, the mosquito-killers
are summoned and seldom fail to get
them. Nine days must elapse after a
mosquitc has bitten a malarious per-
son before it becomes infectious, and
this gives the mosquito brigade plenty
of time to kill the insects while they
are asleep on the walls. The iscla-
tion of infected persons in the: hos-
pitals helps a lot, for ,of course the
mosquito cannot carry malaria until
it has hitten a malarious person.

Rats, that carry the bubonic plague,
and fiies, that transmit various other
diseases, have received adequate at-
tention from the sanitary depart-
ment, and dumb brutes are not neg-
lected. As an instance of the latter
fact, every horse and mule in the
zone must be placed at night in one
of a series of corrals established by
the department and there it is fed
and cared for, the owner paying a
reasonable fixed charge for the serv-
ice. These animals, if left out, often
are attacked by a disease that is in-
fecticus and may be transmitted to
human beings. Besides that, the na-
tive cannot be persuaded to keep his
stable in sanitary condition.

Mary other sanitary regulations
are imposed on the people of the
isthmus. All garbage must be de-
posited in receptacles to be collected
by the department’s wagons and
burned in its crematories. Chickens
may not be kept within a certain dis-
tance of any dwelling. Rain water
may not be gathered and kept in
open receptacles. That last rule is
not easy to enforce, for the Panaman-
ian prefers rain water for drinking
purpeses. But all theseware for the
general gocd, and the United States
has the treaty right to attend to the
sanitation of Panama and Colon ag
well as of the zone,

In addition to the two great hos
pitals at Ancon and Colon, the depart:
ment of sanitation maintains a dis
pensary with physician and nurse at
every town along the route of the
canal and at Portc Bello, where the
commission has a big stone quarry.
The larger hospital, on Ancon hill,
close to Panama, in the spring of the
year had about 900 patients. Its
wards and the residences of the
physicians and nurses are scattered
picturesquely though rather incon-
veniently on the east and mnorth
slopes of the beautiful L.il, and the
grounds are filled with magnificent
trees and lovely flowering vines and
bushes. A little further around the

| hifl is the hospital for the insane,

and it, too, is well filled, for the Ja-
maican and Barbadian negroes go
crazy at the slightest provocation.

In Colon, stretehing along the sea
shore in the only pretty part of that
flat city, is the other hospital, smaller
but no less efficient and well manned
than that at Ancon. Its grounds are
swept continually by the refreshing
winds from the Atlantic and many of
its wards are built out over the wa-
ter. Both hospitals are served by
corps of physicians and surgeons,
mostly rather young, but able, ambi
tious and studious.

One mighty good thing the French
company did was to establish a sani-
tarium on Taboga island, and the
Americans, recognizing its value,
promptly reopened it for the benefit
of white convalescents. These may
remain ‘on the pretty island for two
weeks, paying $2 a day for room,
board and medical attention.

Taboga lies twelve miles due south
of Panama and is as attractive a trop-
ical isle as one will often see. Its
curving white beaches in little bays
are ideal bathing places; its lofty
hills, clad with dense vegetation, af-
ford occupation for the climber, and
the small fishing village of Taboga is
ancient and not uninteresting. Gor-
geous birds and flowers and luscious
fruits are everywhere. Nothing more
perfectly beautiful can be imagined
than an evening on the grassy slopes
of the sanitarium grounds. A myriad
stars glitter overhead, the Southern
Cross and Canopus swinging above
the southern horizon. In the forest
night birds sing and a variety of trees
locust sends forth a . clear, musical
note that can be heard a mile. In the
lttle public square of the village the
native women and children are laugh-
Ing and singing as the men set forth

the north, this side of the glow of
Panama, wink the light buoys of the

MORE ANENT
NORRIS CASE

Further Sensation Promis-
ed by Other Arrests
to be Made

Local friends of Dr. J. Frank
Norris, pastor of the First Baptist
Church in Fort Worth, who held
a meeting here in December of
last year, and who was the cen-
tral figure in a series of sensa-
tional developments following
the burning of his church and
his home in Fort Worth in Feb-
ruary, 1912, will be delighted to
know that the parties who set
fire to the church and the par-
sonage are known and that ar-
rests are expected to occur at
any time.

This information came to the
Record  through confidential
source and we are not prepared
tc publish names at this time.

Suffice it to say however, that
our informant is a citizen of Fort
Worth, a member of Dr. Norris’
church and one of his friends
and supporters, and is thorough-
ly in touch with the situation.

It will be remembered that
following the destruction by
fire of the First Baptist Church
and Dr. Norris’ home he was
indicted for perjury and arson,
the indictments charging the
pastor with setting fire to the

church and home and with false |

swearing in connection with the
investigation of the two incidents
by the Tarrant County grand
Jury. Dr. Norris was tried and
acquitted of the perjury charge,
but the arson case has never
been called.

Since then Dr. Norris and his
friends have never ceased in
their effort to 'locate the real
incendiaries, it being generally
conceded by all parties conver-
sant with the facts in the now
famous case that the destruction
of the church and the Norris
home was the work of firebugs,
and that they have at last been
successful in locating them in
gist of the
reached us this week, as stated
in the first paragraph.

Just how soon arrests will
follow is, of course, a matter of
conjecture, but our informant
says the warrants have already
been issued. 5

Assuming the correctness of
our information, it will be inter-
esting to contemplate the de-
velopments that wili follow, for
the incendiaries can be relied
upon to implicate those higher
up. Dr. Norris and his friends
have alwavs contended that the
burning of his church and his
home and his indictment for per-
jury and arson were but parts of
a conspiracy by certain enemies
to disgrace him. If they can
make good this contention—as
many of the people all over Texas
believe can be done—newspaper
readers will be afforded some
highly illuminative and intense-
ly interesting information.

CURICUS BITS
OF HISTORY

MAKING ENGLISH CITIZENS
OF FRENCHMERN.
By A. W. MACY.

After the fail of Quebec, in
1759, Canada passed into the
possession of England. It had
at that time a resident popula-
tion of perhaps 100,000. A large
percentage of  thzse were
Frenchmen, who could not un-
derstand English and knew noth-
ing of English laws and cus-
toms. Yet in making the trans-
fer neither the French nor the
English took any account of this
fact. The French king eceded
the country to the English “in
the most ample manner and
form, without restriction;” the
English king proclaimed the
country to be English, and that
is all there was to it. There
was no reservation of the French
tenure of land. In all respects
the inhabitants were to be Brit-
ish subjects, and to be treated
as such. As a matter of fact
this did not make much differ-
ence to the French Canadians,
for it was hardly possible that
their condition could be worse
than it was already. Such an ex-
traordinary proceeding — to
transform a hundred thousand
Frenchmen into English sub-
jects by a stroke of the pen,
without taking their weifare in-
to account one way or the other.

Fine Marble Figure of Emperor

Dressed as Priest Is Found
at Paestum.

There has been an important dis-
covery between the temples of Ceres
and Neptune at Paestum, Italy, of
a marble statue more.than six fect
high.

This ig the first statue that has
been found in the excavations at
Paestum. Heretofore the excavations
there have yielded only the ruins of
temples and other buildings, but no
works of art.

The statue is that of Drusus
dressed as a sacrificing priest. A
toga is partly drawn over the head.
The expression on the face recalls a
similar statue of Julius Caesar,
which was discovered in Rome, but
the folds of the drapery are more
elaborate.

The statue is so admorably pre-
served that not even the nose is
broken.—New York Sun.

ONCE ADORNED VIKING BELLE

Bracelet of Gold, 1,000 Years Old, Re-
cently Found in One of the
Shetland Islands.

A 1,000-year-old bracelet was.
found by a boy on the island of
Oxna, Shetland, recently. Mr., Gil-
bert Goudle at the monthly meeting
of the Society of Antiquaries of Scot-
land, held in the museum, Edin-
burgh, told the interesting story of
the bracelet, which hag been acquired
by the museum. Mr. Goudie related
how the bracelet had come to light
on a bare spot which had been
scalped over and over again to pro-
vide extra soil for adjacent cultiva-
tion, and by its glitter in the sun-
light had attracted the attention of
the boy playing near. It is of solid
gold, 214 inches in width in interior
diameter at its greatest width, and
it weighs 964 grains troy. It is
formed of four strands of metal
finely polished, and interplated in a
continuous circular chain. In work-
manship it compares with certain
armlets and necklets of silver, part
of a hoard of objects found in 1858
at Skaill, in Orkney, but otherwise it
is unique as being the only object
of gold of this intertwisted pattern
that is so far known to have been
found in the country, though a very
limited number are preserved in the
archaeological collections of Sweden,
Norway and Denmark. As a produet
of the late iron age of the Viking
times, the date of its manufacture
may be between 800 and 1000 A. D.
