The position id the believer in the family of God is amply 
illustrated 5 r  as in the epistles of Paul. In Gal. 4:1-5 the apostle 
alludes to the fact that In the life of every Hebrew boy hem came 
a tunc, apjiointcd by the father, when the lad was formally 
declared to be a full-grown son. with all the rights arxl privileges 
of sonship.

It was now assumed that the yourq; man would no longer need 
overseers to kw«p him in check. There would be natural under­
standing and cooperation between father and son. And so the 
“adoption" (Gr mhi placing) proceedings took place, indicating 
that the child, now a full-grown son. was no longer under law,
