that we should u.se as much of the product that we pro­
duce a-s possible, so that the demand for it w’ill be as brisk 
as iMissible and cor.yequently the price of OUR commodity- 
will be a.s high as possible.

Researching, we find that cotton is produced in¡ 
Coryell County in amounts from 18,000 to 40,000 bales a 
year, (Texas Almanac, 1936 edition) ; also another section 
of the same book, Texas now spins only 2 to 3 per cent 
of the cotton it grows, and the cotton manufacauring in­
dustry is potentially one of the State’s greatest.

Cotton is used in the manufacture of many by-pro­
ducts, such as cotton seed oil, meal, cakes, gun cotton, 
rayon, and many others.

Coryell County iiist year fell short of the usual produc­
tion and the figuras for 1935 are 16,808, the lowest since 
1924, with the exception of 1925, which was only 6,832 
líales. The highest year in this period was in 1934, with 
34,235 bales.

So, when we're buying cotton products, we’re taking 
our mone.v out of one pocket and puttig it the other. Let’s 
push the sale of these products.

and Miriam A. Ferguson.

O. B. Colquitt completed his 
second term  as rh le f  executive 
ill 1914 and the S tate  had a 
ra th e r  mediocre flock of a.spir- 
an ts  from which to choose his 
successor. Thom as II. Hall was 
flic fomlnant personality  to en ­
t e r  the  race, hut in the  prim ary 
an obscure Hell county  banker  
and fa n n e r  by the  nam e of 
.lames E. Ferguson won the 
n.iniination. Official total of 
‘Farii 'e r  J im ” as he cam«* to 

be called because of his appeal 
to  the ag ra r ian  vote of th* 
S late , was 23 7,000. In hut one 
pr im ary  since tha t  tim e l.aa 
Ferguson  pulled less th an  200,- 
000 votes in the first and se­
cond primaries.

Texans reelected J a m e s  E F e r ­
guson with en thusiasm  In 1916. 
The to ta l  vote cant was consid- 
iwo years before, bu t J im ’s to- 
e rab ly  less than  the  to ta l  of 
tal rose to 240,000. In 1917. 
a f te r  th ree  years in office. Gov­
e rn o r  Ferguson  was Impeached 
and removed from office, being 
succeeded by I..ieutenant Gover­
nor W illiam P. Hobby.

The old saying th a t  has  been 
proved false so m any tim es 
since, “ this m arks  the  end of 
the Fergusons,” or ig ina ted  a t  
th is  t im e  with the im peachm ent 
of the  f irst of th e  F e rguson  
Governors.

In th e  p r im ary  of 1918 “ F a rm ­
er J im ” cam e back to v indicate  
h im self  by announcing  aga ins t  
Governor Hobby.

Ferguson cand ida te  on th e  b i l ­
lot. These two prim aries  m a rk  
the  only lull in the  twenty-two 
/ e a r  ba ttle  of Mr. F e rguson  to 
m ain ta in  or  regain  the  gover­
norship.

The year 1924 saw Mrs. Mi­
riam A. Ferguson, wife of the  
form er Governor, en te red  in the  
'f tm paign  with e igh t  o th e r  can­
didates, the  most p rom inent of 
whom were Felix D. R obertson, 
Joe  B urke tt ,  Dynch Davidson, 
and  T. W. W avldson. Lynch 
Davidson was L ieu tenan t  Gov­
e rn o r  and T. W. Davidson had 
served in th e  sam e capacity  -from 
1920 to 1922.

It is perfectly apparen t ,  the re ­
fore, th a t  instead of one hoiis« 
heinp a check on the o ther, the 
double barre l  system Is a shield 
'o r  corrup tion  conceallnp the  
ri'cord of unw orthy  Represen ta- 

¡ttvos. m ak inp  it impossible for 
a critical public to know just 
what the  record  Is. T here  are  
just  six t im es as m any ways to 
corrupt a tf ivHouse I.egisla- 
Inre  as a one-house.

If a m ojority  of the  members 
of the  House of R epresen ta ­
tives can be influenced to vole 
apaiiist anv piece of lepislation 
It moans its death. Likewise, if 
a ntnjoriey of the  m em bers of 
the Senate can be so p e rsu a 'b d .  
tna t piece of lepislation is 
doomed. Ily controllinp the 
.Speaker of the House of lleii- 
rosentatives, regardb 'ss  of who 
be may be. he beinp the on<> 
who appoints arliitrarily  the 
members of the free conference 
committee, tine can thereby con­
trol any piece of legislation. The 
fam e th ing  is t ru e  with refe r­
ence to the I.ieiitenaiit Oover- 
nor ill the  appointm ent of tlic 
conferees of a free conference 
o m im ittee  for the Seiiule. The'i. 
If one ran  control a majority  
of the cotiference com m ittee  on 
the  part of the House, or a 
tnajoritv  of such conferees on 
the part of the Senate, he can 
control any piece of  lepislation.

Thus it will be seen tha t  in­
stead of one-house heinp a 
check apaiiief the o ther ,  the two 
houses serves as a check upon 
the desires and the  will of the 
people, leaving the balance in 
the hands of those who are 
working con tra ry  to the  peo­
ple's best interests.

If the  check and balance theo­
ry will hold good, then why 
does not a corporation  have two 
boards of d irec tors ;  why doesn’t 
your city have two sets of a l­
derm en, and  why do we not 
have two (lovernors Instead of 
one? It is because that system 
Is not conducive to good busi­
ness nor the  placing of direct 
responsibility.

Ily the  adoption of the  <ine- 
iioitse Ijppislature in Ihi.s State 
we will m ake of on r  Stiito Oov- 
“ rnm ent which spends over a 
tn'Ilion dollars  iier year a Ims- 
iiioss insti tu tion  ra the r  than a 
political machine. Let ns con­
duct the  business of our State 
as the business of a great cor­
poration Is conducted by m ak­
ing the Governor the president 
of our S ta te  corporation , le tting  
the  Legis la ture  serve ag the 
Hoard of Hlrectors, and the 
public as the stockholders.

Then, the re  a re  those who 
a rg u e  th a t  the two houses are 
more conducive to be tte r  laws. 
The best answ er th a t  I can 
give to th is  is th a t  the two-

honse system has not done so. 
If one hundred years of expe­
rience under the  two-house Leg- 
is.ative system cannot be more 
efficient than  it is now. then, 
is it not time that we began 
som ething new ra tl ie r  than to 
patch th a t  which we already 
have The opponents to this sys­
tem say th a t  by having the 
two-house system a law will he 
consi,!ered more than once, and 
Iherefoi'e. we will likely have 
a heifer  law. In answ er to such 
i’v.gumeiit, I say tha t it Is a 
iimir lavt mIi IcIi is not consid- 
er*>d more than  twice, whether 
we have one house or tvio. 
Then, in answ er to those who 
argue  the check and Uilance 
• heory I say to them , we still 
have the cou r ts ;  tlie Governor's 
veto power and the  people's 
■siiffr.tge to act as our checks 
and bula'ices a f te r  the  adoption 
of the one-house plan.
