The elevation of Houk, a Yan-
kee coach since the 1958 season,
was announced at a noon press
conference.

Dan Topping, co-owner of the
Yankees, made the announcement
in the presence of General Man-
ager George Weiss and Assistant
General Manager Roy Hamey.

Stengel wasn't present.

No announcement was made on
the expected reorganization of the
Yankee front office. Weiss, 65, is
slated to retire as general man-
ager and step upstairs as chair-

man of the board of directors.

He will be replaced by Hamey,
58, a longtime Yankee career man
who defected briefly to the Na-
tional League. Jack White, former
Yankee ticket manager, is expect-
ed to be named assistant general
manager.

Houk said he would retain Ed
Lopat and Frank Crosetti on the
coaching staff and name a third
member later,

After naming Houk manager,
Topping told newsmen:

“I have read where Stengel
was quoted as saying that while
Houk was filling in as mamager
during Casey's iliness he made
two or three changes on the field
by orders of Weiss or some one
else in the front office.

“That is not true. All changes
were made by Casey from his
sick bed at the hospital.”

Bond Issue Petition

Ten copies of a petition, to be
circulated asking the Howard
County Commissioners Court to
call a bond election, are now in
the hands of the county auditor
The petitions will be distributed to
leaders in the movement for the
bond issue. While only 50 signa-
tures are necessary under the
law, it is planned to get several
times that number

The petition asks that the coun-
ty commissioners call an election
to win approval of the voters to
issue $150,000 in county bonds, to
be sold at an interest rate of not to
exceed four per cent and for a
tenure of not more than 10 years

The funds, the petition asserts,
are to be used for the *“‘construc
tion, maintenance and operation of
macadamized, graveled or paved
roads in Howard County."”

In reality, the funds are needed
by the county commission to pay
for needed right of way the state
will pequire in a program of major
road improvement in the county
The roads to be built or improved
are US 87 north; FM 846 (the

Muscovites packed into Luzhniki
Stadium. R was his first speech
since he returned last week from
his desk-pounding visit to the UN

It said “he served this notice on
American generals and admirals
in connection with the report that
the Pentagon decided to send sub-
marines armed with missiles and
nuclear weapons to the shores of
the Soviet Union.”

Debate Gefs
Boycoft Threat

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (AP)
—The U. N. General Assembly's
annual debate on disarmament
continues today under the shadow
of a Soviet boycott threat and a
U. 8. charge that the Communists
are using the critical arms issue
as a propaganda springboard.

The two big nuclear powers
clashed at the outset of debate
Wednesday in the Assembly's 99-
nation  Political Committee, fur-
ther dimming the prospect of any
speedy East-West agreement to
resume disarmament negotia-
tions.

Soviet Deputy Foreign Minister
Valerian Zorin provoked a sharp
U. 8. retort with his warning that
the Soviets would walk out on
the disarmament debate if the
United States and its allies insist
on pushing their proposals for
armgs reductions.

Charging that the Western pro-
posals would hamstring the com-
mittee’s efforts, Zorin snapped
that “the Soviet Union will not

wm in_.such. a waste of
time.”

U. 8. Ambassador James J.
Wadsworth shot back that the
United States would not be
swayed by tough Soviet talk.

“We will not walk out of this
committee in any circumstances,™
Wadsworth declared, “and we will
not be intimidated by a Soviet
threat to do so.”

Wadsworth questioned whether
Soviet opposition to combined dis-
cussion of all four disarmament
items on the committee’'s agenda
was a prelude to the walkout
Premier Khrushchev had threat-
ened when he first broached the
new Soviet arms proposal before
the General Assembly nearly two
weeks ago

Wadsworth then challenged the

U. S. Has Gone Limit
With Cuban Sanctions

By JOHN M. HIGHTOWER

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Unit.
ed States apparently faces serious
difficulties in imposing any major
new economic or political pres-
sures on the pro-Communist Cas-
tro government of Cuba.

State Department officials said
today that this country has gone
about as far as it can go for the
time being in applying what
amounts to sanctions against the
regime of Prime Minister Fidel
Castro. 5

The latest move came Wednes-
day when the Commerce Depart-
ment ordered a curb on all U. 8.
exports to Cuba except medical
supplies and some foodstuffs. The
partial embargo applies mainly to
machinery and industrial equip-
ment and supplies. The Maritime

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.
“Dear Dr. Molner: What about
the advisability of taking nicotinic
acid tablets after middle age to
improve circulation?—S R."

Nicotinic acid is used on oc-
casion to dilate the blood vessels
and hence to improve circulation
to a certain extent. To acc lish
this large doses are required, so
of necessity the side effects must
be tolerated.

For one thing, the dilation of the
vessels results in flushing of the
face, etc. More blood naturally
flows toward the surface of the
skin.

As with so many medicines, per-
haps with all of lgem proper dose
depends on the inter-balance of
the need, the effectiveness, and
whatever unwanted effects have
to be accepted, That, in a word, is
the reason we need doctors who
spend a lifetime learning the ins
u.:rdu outs and relative considera-

Never again shall I carol my once-
favorite college song: “Don’'t Send My
Boy to Harvard, the Dying Mother Cried.”
That's a solemn promise.

For the Harvard alumni of New York
are leading the collegiate procession in
an- eitempt to. supply - friendship. and..a.
home-away-from-home for 18 young of-
ficials of a dozen newly emerging African
nations who are here in connection with
a United Nations training program.

AT A RECENT dinner and reception at
the Harvard Club, an imposing pile of
stone just off Fifth Avenue in West 44th
St., the alumni gave membership privileges
in their citadel to the African officials
in the UN. program

Since French is the secondary language
of most of their guests the Harvards
rounded up their French-fluent alumni for
the occasion. One of these, Lewis M.
Isaacs Jr., a New York lawyer, was so
astounded at the youth of the African
guests that he had to keep reminding him-
self that Alexander Hamilton and Thomas
Jefferson were also young men when the
United States emerged from colonialism.

THE HARVARDS themselves felt that
their program was a success from the
start when a youthful official of Togo,
when called upon to speak, said in Africa
there are continuous reports that the Negro
is universally mistreated in the United
States.

“l have seen no such mistreatment.” he
said, “and now you have proved the ru-
mors false. There are bad men in my
country apd there are bad men in your
country, but the good are in the great
majority.”

THE HARVARD Club is large and im-
pressive, and its -operation and support
were the source of questioning.

WOOD IS CHAIRMAN of the Africa
Service Institute, founded by a group of
public-spirited Néw Yorkers who are
alarmed by the lack of contact, cultural
and human, between African students in
New York and New Yorkers themselves.
Wood says there are approximately 1,000
such students in the city.

The institute tries to supply hospitality
to such students through American homes
and clubs. The organization finds that
African students need more than scholar-
ship and transportation funds provided by
public groups. Most of them need help
in finding decent housing, summer em-
ployment, advice on budgets and small
loans for emergencies. Such help often
spells the difference between a satisfying
visit to the United States and failure.

WHEN FUNDS ARE available, the in-
stitute hopes to provide a center where
Africans can come for companionship and
guidance. The institute, by the way, s
supported by private and voluntary funds.

United Nations officials approached the
institute with the problem of improved
cultural and social relations for the young
African officials in its six-month train-
ing program. Harvard Alumnus Wood put
the matter up to his club. Now Harvard
is pressing other Ivy League organizations
to join it in extending a welcoming hand
to young African officials. For Harvard
alumni present at the initial dinner still
have a flea in their ear, put there by an
earnest young African who said, "‘Ameri-
ca is no longer the New World. Africa
now holds that title.”

Eisenhower Seeks Vote Of Confidence

WASHINGTON — Can Dwight Eisenhow-
er persuade the American people to elect
Vice President Nixon to the presidency?

Mr. Eisenhower is expected during his
current trip across the country and later
on in the campaign to try to do so by
expressing himself forcefully on that point
again and again

THE QUESTION naturally arises, there-
fore, whether any popular President can
“transfer”’ his political strength to some-
one who is a candidate to succeed him.
It has been done before. President Theo-
dore Roosevelt, Republican, campaigned
in 1908 for Wiliam Howard Taft, who was
not an active campaigner or a man who
could be described as a colorful candi-
date. But “T.R.” urged the electorate to
support his own administration by voting
for Mr. Taft. The election result showed
Mr. Taft a victor, with 321 electoral votes
—the highest in history up to that time
with the exception of the 336 “T.R.” had
polled four years before,

When President Coolidge in 1928 said he
“did not choose to run” and gave his
whole-hearted support to Herbert Hoover
when nominated, the latter got 444 elec-
toral votes, which was 62 more than his

predecessor.

MR. EISENHOWER realizes that in a
sense his own record is on trial before
the voters. Will they repudiate that record
and say, in effect, that they are voting
atainst the Eisenhower administration?

Sen. Kennedy says that, while he has
“a high regard for President Eisenhower
personally,” he does not approve of his
administration.

The Massachusetts senator clearly de-
fines the issue. Do the American people
intend by their votes to agree with Mr.
Kennedy and thereby register their dis-
approval of the Eisenhower administra-
tion?

CERTAINLY, IF Mr. Kennedy is elect-
ed, the press of the free world as well
as of the Communist world will say that
the Eisenhower administration has been
given a “vote of no confidence.” That's
the phrase they use abroad in describ-
ing the defeat of a party in power, just
as they say a “vote of confidence” has
been given when the party in power is
continued in office.

Nikita Khrushchev contends that Presi-
dent Eisenhower is at fault for the break-
up of the “summit” conference and for
the failure to get a disarmament agree-
ment. The Soviets, in the event of Mr.
Kennedy's election, would rejoice as they
blast over the radio around the world the
view that the American people have re-
jected the Eisenhower leadership.

THIS CONTINGENCY has been dis-

weeks and has led some observers to say
that it doesn't make any difference, for

instance, what the Russians think about an .
American election and that it concerns *

only Americans. But in the present po-
litical campaign much has been said by
Sen. Kennedy and his spokesmen about
the alleged drop in America's “‘prestige.”
There has been continuous concern ex-
pressed over what the rest of the peo-
ples of the world think about America,
and it would seem logical that, if their
views on American prestige .are so im-
portant, the impact of the presidential
election would be important to the future
course of events, especially if there is a
change in party at the White House and
a different leadership is installed which
rejects the Eisenhower policies.

ALREADY NATIONALIST China, with
its 800,000-man army, is nervous about
Sen. Kennedy's open break with the Ei-
senhower policy as he insists that a line
should be drawn to exclude Quemoy and
Matsu from the defense line laid down by
the President and Congress of the United
States. Also, Mr. Kennedy has just sent a
message of encouragement, through an
Algerian newspaper, to the rebels there,
as he tells them that the Algerian prob-
lem is not “exclusively a French prob-
lem.” This doesn’t make General De

Gaulle happy about what to expect from -

America if Mr. Kennedy is elected.

President Eisenhower has in his Detroit
speech attempted to refute Sen. Kennedy's
argument on another point which is being
widely discussed here and abroad—Amer-
ica’s prestige based on our rate of growth
compared to that of the Soviet Union. Mr.
Eisenhower said:

“YET EVEN if we accepted the claim
that a communized system will eventual-
ly equal our productivity — which, of
course, we do not—we would reject it. For
a complete communization of the means
of production will succeed only under a
dictatorship. We would prefer poverty in
freedom to riches in slavery. How forty-
nate it is that this is not the choice."

More and more the presidential-cam-
paign debate will concern international
policies. More and more Mr. Eisenhower
is being placed in the position of asking
for a “vote of confidence” in his ad-

ministration. Will he get it?
