It’s not at all uncommon to find
that many people throw all respon-
sibility on the on the physician or
rescue ‘squad personnel who respond
to emergency calls, undertaking
none themselves except to telephone
for help.

Many times they simply do not
know what to do; other times they'
are too excited 'to think' or act
wisely. The urgency of the situa-
tion may lead people to give gross-
lyi improper care for burns, inter-
nal injuries or extensjve lacerations
and abrasions.

The person telephoning for help
should not rely soly upon the physi-

cian or ambulance attendant to
give him advice; he should find out
by asking directly what to do until
{ help arrives. i

In most situations the telephone
Econversatixon need not be rushed;
i there is time, for instance, for care-
| ful directions in cases of hear at-
‘tack, burns or head injury. Even
;though the caller has never had a
course in first aid or has forgotten
; what he has learned, he can still
i obtain directions that may save a
life.

‘“‘Hurry cases” of first aid include
cessation of breathing, severe bleed-
ing and poisoning, In such cases a
delay of even a few minutes could
result in death. Rescue squads save
exteremely few reople who have
stopped breathing unless someone
has given artificial respiration or
resusitation on the spot.

Teaching Texans to react prompt-
ly and efficiently in_ emergencies is
one of the prime goals of the “me-
dical self-help” courses conducted
around the gstate by local medical
societies, local health departments
and civil defense organizations.

The important rule to keep in
mind when summoning medical help
or an ambulance in event of ser-
ious injury of sudden illness is this:
ask what first aid measures you
should take. -

It would increase the
minimum wage to $1.75 per hour
and extend coverage to farm work-
ers, workers employed by gins, and
to those not now covered who work
in warehouses, compresses, and cot-
tonseeh crushing mills. The only
exemption which would be retained
would be the overtime exemption
for gins. :

“The bill,” he continued, “brings
all geasonal or temporary farm
workers (or those who work 12
consecutive weeks or less for an
employer) under coverage of the
Act. !

“While it does exempt ‘other’
farm labor if less than 300 man-
days of labor are performed on a'
Aarm din the preceding calendar%
quarter, those employing four or
more people obviously would be!
covered. !

“The minimum rate for farm la-.
bor would be $1.15 an hour fromg
July 1, 1966, to July 1, 1968, and !
$1.25 thereafter. With the national:
minimum of $1.75 per hour, how-!
ever, the $1.25 rate wouldn’t pre-
vail very long. It would only be a
question of time befors the nation-
al minimom would be made to ap-
ply to zll farm workers.

succeeds in getting any money, he
simply pockets it and disappears
quickly.
