A __ 1 would be possible, p ro ­
vided the in ternsh ip  di»es not e x ­
ceed one year, and provided it ia 
an in te rg ra l part of an approved 
cours*’ fu lfilling the educational 
requirem ents for certification by 
a D ental Specialty Board.

Q — I have been granted  a w ai­
ver of prem ium s on my term  N a­
tional Service L i f e  Insurance 
policy because of to tal disability. 
Could I convert my term  in su r­
ance to a perm anent plan while 
the w aiver is in effect?

A — Yes. H owever, you would 
not be perm itted  to convert to an 
endow m ent plan w hile you are  
totally  disabled.

Q __ I am a K orean veteran
w ith  a service-connected d is­
ab ility  rated  at zero percent. Am 
I eligible for the perm anent GI 
insurance available to disabled 
Kttrean veterans?

A — You m ay be eligible for 
the perm anent Korean GI insur­
ance, even though your service- 
connected d isability  is ra ted  a t 
zero percent.

Q — I am planning to go to 
schiMil under the K orean GI Bill, 
and I w ant to list my m other and 
fa th e r as dependents for GI al 
lowance purposes. T heir only in 
come is a d isability  com pensation 
check my fa ther, a W orld W ar I 
veteran , receives each m onth 
O ther than  tha t, I have been sup- 
pxirting them. Would those com­
pensation paym ents bar me from  
declaring them  as dependents?

A — No. VA c-ompensation 
paym ents may be disregarded in 
determ ining dependency of your 
m other and father. So long as 
they do not have any o ther income 
su fheien t to  provide reasonable 
m aintenance, you w ould be p e r­
m itted to count them  as your d e­
pendents.
