It appreciates health
and © those other blessings
which can best be attributed
to the goodness of Almighty
God.

One of those blessings is
the good fortune of being a
part of Muenster. This com-
munity has made fine progress
in the past three decades,
presenting a fine opportunity
for this paper to move for-
ward with it. We have enjoyed
being told that the Enterprise
is above average for a town
of this size, and we have been
proud to explain that Muens-
ter is above average for its
size.

So, on this anniversary, this
Thanksgiving, we give thanks
for all favors and blessings
We look forward hopefully to
more happy, grateful Thanks-
givings.

Another thought that merits
special attention in this col-
umn this week is the three
yvears of history leading up to
this national holiday.

Relative to the landing of
the Pilgrims in New England
in 1620, is the generally un-
known or overlooked fact that
they established the first so-
cialist settlement in America.
The failure of that system
became apparent to them in
just three vears and the Pil-
grims, for their very survival,
turned to what we know as
free enterprise.

Before landing, the Pilgrims
entered into the Mayflower
Compact, organizing their set-
tlement as a share-the-wealth
community. Nobody owned
anything. Whatever was pro-
duced belonged to the com-
munity as a whole. And all
were to share equally in the
fruits of the community ef-
fort. Their aim was the same
as socialists advocate today;
“From each according to his
ability, to each according to
his needs.”

That was their way of life
from the desperate, disease-
ridden first winter of 1620-21
to the hungry spring of 1623.
Community leaders then saw
their mistake and dissolved the
pact, allowing each individual
to work for his own personal
gain,

The story of their failure
was recorded by William Brad-
ford, one of the original Pil-
grims and second governor of
the Plymouth Colony. He
wrote that the system was
soon found to breed much
confusion and discontent and
retard work that would have
been to their benefit and com-
fort. Young men who were
most able resented working
for others who did less but
shared equally. The result was
that people gave grudgingly
of their service, intent on pro-
ducing no more than the aged,
sick and lazy. Crops were poor
and the common storehouse
had little to divide.

In the spring of 1623 leaders
decided as a possible solution
to assign each family its own
tract of land and permission
to keep the fruits of its labor.
Effects of the change were im-
mediate. Realizing that they
were working for themselves,
all people did as much as they
could, instead of as little as
they could. A larger crop was
set out and cultivated more
thoroughly, Their efforts were
blessed by a bountiful harvest.

Inspired by that harvest,
they gathered in the fall of
1623 for a feast of thanks-
giving — at which they thank-
ed God for their crops and
especially for deliverance from
the folly of socialism.

Bradford’s writing also ob-

Re-
peatedly, we have used our
overwhelming military force
to defend the territory, the
rights, the lives and the hu-
man dignity of people living
in other nations who were not

in a position to defend them-
selves against the brutality
and oppression of expansionist
communism, We have poured
American blood and treasure
into Europe and into Asia to
rebuild the nations we defeat-
ed in World War II and to
hold the lines of freedom and
national self-determination a-
gainst aggression. American
forces continue to fight for
principal — the U.S. has no
interest in gaining either
wealth or territory from an-
other country. When the bal-
ance sheet of the history books
is finally drawn, U.S. citi-
zens of the future will have
reason to be proud of their na-
tion’s record. This should be
remembered amid the raucus
rantings of America’s detrac-
tors.

Texas Power & Light Com-
pany and two other investor-
owned electric companies have
announced plans to construct a
power plant capable of pro-
ducing more than one million
kilowatts of electricity near
Fairfield in Freestone County,
Plans are contingent on ap-
proval of the various agencies
involved,

The plant will be located on
a 5,000-acre tract of land about
8 miles northeast of Fair-
field, T. L. Austin, Jr., TP&L
president, said. It will have
an estimated maximum capa-
bility of 1,150,000 kilowatts,
and will be a joint venture by
TP&L, Dallas Power & Light
Compnay and Texas Electric
Service Company of Fort
Worth.,

TP&L, now has under con-
struction a 565,000 - kilowatt
generating plant on Trading-
house Creek near Waco and
recently announced the ad-
dition of a third generating
unit at its Valley Steam Elect-
ric Station in North Texas.
The Valley unit will have an
estimated maximum capability
of 375,000 kilowatts.

Austin said that the antici-
pated growth and power re-
quirements in the service areas
of the three companies brought
about the decision to construct
the new Freestone County
plant. Expected economies
from the project, he said, will
help offset the rapidly rising
costs of providing service to
the Company’s customers
