The U.S. Supreme

Court acted to strengthen in-

dividual liberty recently when it ruled 7 to 2 in Steagald

vs. United States that

police have no authority to search

private homes for a suspected law-breaker without a

search warrant.

' Those who have read and understood the Fourth
Amendment to the Constitution of the United States af-
firming the right of the people ‘‘to be secure in their per-
sons, houses, papers and effects against unreasonable
searches and seizures,”” may have thought that the
issue already had been decided by the framers of the
Bill of Rights. A federal District Court and the U.S.
Court of Appeals in New Orleans believed otherwise,

however

' They ruled that federal agents acted properly when
they entered the Atlanta home of Gary Keith Steagald to
search for another man for whom they had an arrest

warrant. The agents

did not find their suspect, but they

did find a quantity of drugs, and arrested Steagald on
narcotics charges. He was convicted in the District
Court and the Court of Appeals upheld the conviction.
The Supreme Court held, however, that the arrest was
a violation of Fourth Amendment rights, and said of-
ficers should have obtained a search warrant to search

Steagald’s home.

~ This is a proper and reasonable requirement, and one
that should not hamper the police in the performance of
their duty. The Supreme Court already has upheld the
right of police to enter a house in ‘“hot pursuit” of a
fugitive and to take a suspect into custody in his own
‘home on an arrest warrant. They also make war-
rantless searches in public places.

The courts have made other rulings on search and
seizure, however, that have created complications for
the police. In the recent past, the Supreme Court extend-
ed the constitutional prohibition against unreasonable

search to cover automobiles and their contents. These

rulings have been further extended by the California

Supreme Court to protect individuals against improper

searches and arrests.

The DNC'’s drastic revi-
sion of the rules under
which it will sponsor
mid-term conference
year is a crude attempt to
reinstate a discri‘ted
system under whi¢h an
elite political organization
dominated by party
“regulars’’ discourages
participation on the part of
grass-roots activists.

Even more significant,
however, is the fact that
the DNC'’s decision, reach-
ed at. a recent meeting
here, I ts an un-

stitutional democracy
within the party.

In both the Republican
and Democratic parties,
the supreme governing
body long has been the na-
tional convention, which
meets every four years not
only to select a presiden-
tial candidate but also to
provide policy guidance
for the ensuing four years.

Subordinate to the con-
vention but designated to
carry on the party’s work
between conventions is the
national committee, com-
posed of representatives
from each state and the
national chairman.

Even former DNC
Chairman Robert S.
Strauss, who built a
reputation as a political
wheeler-dealer second on-
ly to fellow Texan Lyndon
B. Johnson, never was
audacious enough to try to
countermand a decision
reached by the convention
delegates.

But current DNC Chair-
man Charles T, Manatt is
doing exactly that, brazen-
ly ignoring the will of the
majority at the 1980
Democratic National Con-
vention, which approved a
resolution calling for “a
mid-term party con-
ference in December 1982”’
with ‘““‘at least one day...
devoted to plenary debate
and adoption of policy
resolutions.”

Manatt and the DNC are
determined to hold the
meeting next spring or
summer and to minimize
if not eliminate
discussion of policy and
philosophy in favor of a
program emphasizing
organizational techniques,
political strategy and
similar nuts-and-bolts
ISsues.

To sustain the tradition
of building the party from
the botton up rather than
the top down, the resolu-
tion adopted by the 1980
Democratic National Com-
mittee specified that “‘at
least two-thirds of the
(mid-term) conference
delegates shall be elected
at “the congressional
district level.”

But that effort to
preserve the concept of
grass-roots democracy in
the selection of delegates
also was illegally brushed
aside by the DNC, which
then approved a Manatt-
inspired substitute for-
mula that would turn the
meeting over to the profes-
sional politicians with vir-
tually no opportunity for
broad-based citizen par-
ticipation.
