Two other utilities (‘ompz\.nies,
the Southwestern Associated
Telephone Co. and the Southwes-
tern Public Service Co, have been
granted rate raises here in recent
months.

Blackeyed Peas
Develop Soil

Over in Hale County they are
plumping for blacKkeyed peas to
{produce a money crop and to pro-
vide a summer legume to fortify
the land. A communication from
Ashley Mixon, president of Plains
Food, Inc., of Plainview, tells of
an experiment on the farm of
Earl Laney, following peas with
wheat, as follows:

Laney planted 80 acres of wheat
this year, half of which was
planted on acerage used to pro-
duce blackeyed peas last vear.
Pea stalks were turned under so
they would supply humus which
fortifies land, before wheat was
planted.

Results of this experiment show
that the wheat displayed by Lin-
ey is darker green, it grew fast-
er than wheat on the adjoining
land not previously planted with
peas, the stalks are taller and
heads more full and plump than
the average wheat.

Another important comparison

is the green bugs’ damage to the
was summer legume - fortified
land was not nearly so apparent
as the insects’ damage to the ad-
jacent wheat land.
Crop rotation to build the sojl
will pay off for Laney since he
setimates he will cut seven more
bushels of wheat per acre on the
acreage planted with peas last
year.

“Ortho C-1, Liquid Defoliant”, “Ar-
eo Cynate Weed Killer” and “Dow
Defoliant”.

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Babson Discusses

Salaries Of Teachers & Preachers

Roger W. Babson

NEW BOSTON, N. H,, June 29—
With the national average yearly
salary for experienced public
school teachers, supervisors, and
principals slightly over 2,500 per
year, it is little wonder that more
than half a million of our best
teachers have left our public
schools since 1940. But whether
our schools will be less well run
the instruction become slipshod,
and the end product poorly pre-
pared is another question. It,
however, does seem shortsighted
for we Americans to spend an-
ually eight billion on liqur,
five billion for schools and only
one billion to all ministers,
priests and rabbis combined.

TEACHERS AND SALARY

From 1925 to 1949, school
teachers, supervisors, and
principals, salaries rose about
84 per cent, compared with the
125 per cent increase in the
weekly earnings of factory
workers. 1 have been in the
home of school people during
the last year and am shocked
by . the . sacrifices they. are
making and I am amazed by
their cheerfulness. Yet  the
same or even greater sacrifice
is being made by the wives
and families of America’s re-
ligious teachers.

New York State people today
pay only an average of about $3,
300 per year for public school
teachers, and an average of only
$2,250 for their religious instruct-
ors. California, the District of Co-
lumbia, Illinois, Michigan, New
Jersey, and Massachusetts follow
close behind. Mississippi pays
the poorest for both secular and
religious instruction, while Ark-
ansas, South Carolina, Alabama,
and Tennessee do but little bet-
ter. The Washington - Oregon-
California area has an annual
sectional average per teacher of
$3,065. New York, New Jersey,

37. The same comparison applies
generally to what the churches
pay to their preachers. Yet, a
bricklayer who is working on a
Babson Institute dormitory told
me that his “take home” pay is
about $5,000 per year.

TYPICAL EXAMPLES

One teaching couple whom 1
met on a recent trip and who
live in a tiny three-room apart-
ment told me, “We would like
to have children of our own but
simply cannot afford it”. Yet,
such people would make the
best of parents. Another husband
a science teacher, said, “If my
wife gave up her part-time teach-
ing job, we couldn’t pay our rent
on my salary. It’'s a question of
how much longer I can afford to
remain a teacher”. Another
school teacher who has a sick
wife says he must do all the
housework, including cooking the
meals, after his school work.

In more communities than you
realize, many high school stu-
dents are paying larger income
taxes than their school teachers
or church ministers! It is no won-
der that the kids have so little
respect for teachers and preach-
ers! Futhermore, they cannot
have much respect for their par-
ents who permit this wretched
condition to continue.

EDUCATION IS OUR
RESPONSIBILITY

Insuring a good secular and
religious education for the
youth of our country is every-
body’s business. We need a
great revival of citizen inter-
est in our schools and churches
at the grass roots. All educa-
tion is the business of every
businessman, not just the re-
sponsibility of those few par-
ents who happen to have school
age children. We all should
unite to see to it that teacher’s
and ministers’ salaries are suf-
ficiently high to assure the
best character and education
possible for our citizens of to
mMorrow.

It has been said that some of
our teachers look too favorably
upon political Utopias. It surely
is not surprising if some of them
question the “free enterprise”
system if the best that we can do

for education when Russia spends
75

.5 per cent and Britain 3.5 per

cent. Thechurches must put up
their own money for increased
religious salaries; but I can an-
swer where more money can
come from for our teachers. We
vould easily get it without in-
eased taxation*by insisting that

TEST AND REPAIR CANNING
EQUIPMENT

If you haven’t already checked
your canning equipment, it still
isn’t too late.

The 1951 recommendations for
preserving foods at home suggest
you check the pressure gauge on
your canner each year for ac-
curacy with a Master gauge test-
er or maximum thermometer.
Most home demonstration clubs
or council have this equipment
and can show you how to check
your own equipment,

Check your pressure canner to
see that it does not leak steam.
This affects the pressure and
withdraws water from the con-
tainers during the processing
period.

Clean the petcock and check
for operation. If the petcock con-
tinues to lose steam after clean-
ing, buy a new one at your local
hardware store.

Get all jars and cans ready be-
fore you begin. Be sure jars have
no cracks, nicks or other imper-
fections, and are throughly clean-
ed. Be sure cans have no dents,
creases or disturbed rims. Check
lids and closures.

If you can in tin, you will need
to check the sealer to adjust to
the type can you are using. Lids

USING CHEMICALS IN CANNING

Here's information on use of
chemicals in canning. Some
chemicals are desireable and

some are undesireable, according
to the recommendations for can-
ning from the Texas State Nutri-
tion Council for 1951.

You can use MGK Insect Loos-
ener, which is made of Pyreth-
rum that isn't poisonous to hu-
mans, to loosen aphids from
greens in the wash water. The)
directions for using come with
the commercial preparation.

Calcium Chloride salt tablets
can be used when canning toma-
toes. The chemical, a tablet to
each pint or No. 2 can of whole
tomatoes keeps them firm.

Ascorbic acid is another chem-
ical used in canning at home.
The material prevents peaches
pears and plums from darkening
You can get ascorbic acid at your
local drug store with directions
for using, or you can check the
information in the leaflet Can
Fruits In A Water Bath C-224.

Now for the undesirable chem-
iclas-the insecticide benzenehex-
achloride if used on greens in the
field, makes them inedible after
canning because of the foul odor.
Even if the field was treated the
year before with the benzene-
hexachloride, the following year’s |
crop is inedible. !

Lindane, the ganna isomer ufl
benzenehexachloride, causes lit-
tle if any trouble in canned foods
and is even more effective a-
gainst insects than the old form
of mixed insomers.
