$18.8 billion interior 
Department bill for fiscal 
2001 establishing the mas 
sive' land conservation pro­

gram an^ making a $1.2 bib 
lion do\\n payment on it. 
With tlw House having 
already approved the mea­
sure. it liow goes to Clinton 
for his pConuised signature. *

Lawmakers act to reserve deeline 
in food stamp rolls aeross the nation

WASHINGTON (AP) 
P’ood stamp recipients could 
own a better car and live in 
higher-cost housing under 
an agreement by congres 
sional negotiators that may 
add 900,000 families to the 
nation’s food stamp rolls.

Participation in the pro 
gram has dropped by a third 
over the past four years, 
partly because of the boom 
ing economy, but the gov­
ernment estimates one in 10 
Americans is s‘ ’ ’ 1 hungry or 
threatened by hunger.

“ The rising tide that has 
affected most of our country 
has not affected all,’ ’ Rep 
James Walsh, R-N.Y., said

The looser eligibility 
requirements were included 
in an agricultural spending 
bill that a House-Senate con­
ference committee finished 
Thursday. The bill now goes 
to the House and Senate for 
final approval.

The changes in the food 
stamp program would cost 
taxpayers an estimated $1.5 
billion over the first five 
years.

Since 1996, enrollment has 
dropped to fewer than 17 
million people living in 7.3 
million households.

“This just makes sensible 
policy for food stamp fami­
lies,” said Shirley Watkins, 
the Agriculture Depart­
ment's undersecretary for 
food and nutrition ^rvices.

Food stamp recipients cur 
rently may not have a car 
worth more than $4,650 or 
housing costs of more than

$275 a month. The <:ar 
allowance has been raised 
just $150 since 1977.

The legislation would 
allow states to set their own 
limits for car value and 
would raise the housing 
limit to $340 over the next 
five years and then index it 
to the rate of inflation.

“This is just keeping pace 
with the times. No one is 
trying to overindulge folks," 
said Rep. Rosa DeLauro, D- 
Conn.

States already are allowed 
to set their own limits on 
car values when it comes to 
welfare payments, known as 
Temporary Assistance for 
Needy Families. In many 
states, the limit ranges from 
$7,(X)0 to $9,000.

Confess '^llmih^fqd 
cap on shelter costlS in 19^ 
but reinstated it in an over 
haul of the nation’s welfare 
programs in 1996.

Rep. Jack Kingston, R-Ga., 
opposed changing the eligi­
bility restrictions, saying it 
was a “ tremendous 
expense” that damaged the 
“delicate” compromise that 
lawmakers reached during 
the 1996 welfare overhaul.

Changing the eligibility 
requirements is no guaran­
tee, however, that families 
will sign up for the benefits.

An estimated 62 percent of 
households now eligible for 
food stamps, many of them 
working families, don’t get 
them, according to the 
Agriculture Department. 
Participation rates for eligi­
ble families .vary widely 
among states, from a low of 
45 percent in Nevada to 92 
percent in West Virginia.

Experts say many people 
don’t know they are eligible, 
while others are put off by 
government red tape or the 
stigma of taking handouts.

An estimated 450,0(X) legal 
immigrants remain cut off 
from food stamps as a result 
of the 1996 law. President 
Clinton proposed this year 
restoring benefits to 90,000 
adults who are elderly or 
living with children who 
are eligible for food stamps.

Slightly fewer than 3 mil­
lion families, or 2.8 percent 
of the nation’s households, 
had at least one member 
who went hungry  ̂ in 1999,
ap'd '^h additional ̂  mliUon 
household^ were pn the 
edge of huhger last year, the 
Agriculture Department 
says.

Thursday to keep federal 
agencies open through Oct. 
14 while budget talks con 
tinue, another bill Clinton 
will sign.

The new program for pur­
chasing fragile lands, main­
taining parks, preserving 
wildlife and other conserva 
tion initiatives marks a 
major victory for Clinton, 
who has made expanding 
public parklands a priority.

It was far smaller than a 
$45 billion, 15-year program 
that passed the House but 
was bogged down by 
Westerners in the Senate. 
Even so, the measure would 
more than double last year’s 
federal conservation spend 
ing.

Amid burgeoning federal 
surpluses, the overall 
Interior bill was $3.9 billion 
bigger than last year’s mea­
sure, $2.4 billion more than 
Clinton had requested and

more than $3 billion larger 
than earlier House and 
Senate versions.

Barely a month before 
Election Day, it was loaded 
with hometown projects for 
lawmakers from every state. 
That ranged from $288,000 
for wolf recovery efforts in 
Idaho to $487,000 to restore a 
carriage barn at the home of 
the poet Henry Wadsworth 
Longfellow, which is now a 
national historic site in 
Cambridge, Mass.

there is a big difference 
between going out of your 
way to offend minority 
groups by playing on racial 
stereotypt's and \ lew ir.g 
everything through a racial 
prism that tinds prejudice 
where none is present or 
intended

Worse still is the attempt 
to rewrite history in racial­
ly "correct " terms, as both 
the University of Idaho and 
Denver city officials tried.

Idaho's population in 1998

entire state.

Is it any wonder given 
the demographics of the 
area that few brown faces 
would appear in pictures 
taken on campus at the 
state university’  Striving 
for diversity where little 
exists is an impossible 
task, and pretending other- 
w ise is a lie.

So, too, is the effort to 
deny Christopher 
Columbus his rightful place

In history. Christopher 
Columbus' voyage to the 
New World is one of the 
most important feats in 
human history. No doubt 
Columbus' exploitation — 
even murder -  of the 
indigehous people he found 
there was cruel and inhu­
mane. But the practices of 
many of those indigenous 
people were far from exem­
plary either.

The Aztecs, whom Cortes 
conquered barely 28 years 
after Columbus arrived in 
the New World, were 
among the most vicious — 
skinning, dismembering, 
and eating humans in elab­
orate rituals.

And the Aztecs weren't 
alone. New evidence, pub­
lished in Nature magazine 
last month, demonstrates 
that cannibalism was wide­
ly practiced among some 
Native American tribes (as 
it was by Stone Age 
Europeans, among others).

Certainly the viciousness 
with which one indigenous 
group attacked,enslaved, 
and murdered others helps 
explain why some of the 
victims collaborated with 
the European conquerors. 
Montezuma's quick defeat 
at the hand of Cortes' tiny 
band of soldiers is at least 
partially explained by the 
Aztecs' own cruel rule.

Racism doesn't explain 
every barbaric event in 
human history, any more 
than it explains totally 
tasteless outdoor sculp­
tures.

The sooner we quit view­
ing the world through race- 
colored glasses, the better 
off we'll be.

racy This is why the con­
certed democratic pressure 
placed upon Kujimori is so 
telling.

The democracies of the 
region discovered their 
muscle, and they flexed it

This surprising phenome­
non bodes well for the 
future of the world and ill 
for those who would turn 
back the clock

Honed through 2(K) years 
of trial and error by the 
United States, the phenome­
non of modern democracy 
has proven more resilient, 
more expansive and more 
regionally protective than 
most people ever dreamed 
was possible.

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Russian envoy extends support 
to opposition leader Kostunica

BELGRADE. Yugoslavia 
(AP) — Russia joined the 
international outpouring of 
support Friday for the 
forces that toppled Slobodan 
Milosevic, stripping the dis­
graced regime of its key- 
backer and helping 
Yugoslavia’s new leaders 
solidify their control.

Russia’s foreign minister. 
Igor Ivanov. flew to 
Eielgrade and said he was 
conveying congratulations 
from Russian President 
V'ladimir Putin to Vojislav 
Kostunica, the opposition 
leader being hailed by 
Western heads and even 
Yugoslav state media as the 
■president-elect.”

Russia was the last major 
European nation to with­
hold support for Kostunica, 
hailed as the outright win­
ner of Sept. 24 elections by 
his supporters and Western 
leaders.

Ivanov's statement
removes the last possibility 
of any important interna­
tional backing for 
•Milosevic, whose 13-year 
rule unraveled Thursday in 
a rampage by opponents in 
Belgrade. Ivanov also 
planned to meet Milosevic 
in his hiding place, the 
Yugoslav news agency 
Tanjug reported

■‘ I congratulated Mr. 
Kostunica on his victorv in

the presidential elections.” 
said Ivanov

Kostunica said he accept­
ed Russia’s message “with 
greatest pleasure.”

’T am convinced that we 
are gradually getting back 
to normal and I believe that 
the crisis is behind us and 
that our people contributed 
to solving the crisis with 
their dignity and determina­
tion.” he said

The main priorities for 
Ivanov seemed to be assess­
ing the aftermath of the 
rapid-fire revolt and estab­
lishing ties with any new 
government. Russia is keen 
to sustain its traditionally 
close relations with 
Yugoslavia.

Russia also faces a possi­
ble political minefield: nego­
tiating refuge abroad for 
Milosevic, indicted by the 
war crimes tribunal at The 
Hague.

The ITAR-Tass news 
agency cited Russian Prime 
Minister Mikhail Kasyanov 
as saying there had b^n no 
discussion about granting 
asylum to Milosevic. That 
did not preclude Milosevic 
from seeking Moscow’s 
intervention for haven in 
former Soviet republics, 
such as Belarus.

The whereabouts of 
Milosevic and his family 
were unknown, although

opposition leader Zoran 
Djindjic said he was 
believed hiding outside Bor 
near Yugoslavia’s borders 
with Romania and Bulgaria.

Governments of the two 
Balkan neighbors — 
Bulgarian and Romania — 
ordered their armed fmxes 
to remain alert against any 
attempt by Milosevic or his 
allies to slip out of 
Yugoslavia.

Ivanov also was not* pre­
pared to completely shun 
officials of the disgraced 
Milosevic government. He 
met first with Milosevic’s 
foreign minister, Zivadin 
Jovanovic, in the ministry’s 
residential villa, said 
Yugoslav Foreign Ministry 
sources speaking on condi­
tion of anonymity.

Kostunica and his sup­
porters continued to consol­
idate their control. Worries 
eased about Milosevic 
launching a military coun­
terattack. Most police com­
manders have joined the 
groundswell behind Kost­
unica.

Through the night, tens of 
thousands danced and sang 
in celebrations fed by the 
excitement of having seized 
Yugoslavia’s parliament 
and other key symbols of 
the Milosevic regime in an 
afternoon of rioting 
'Thursday.

Students take over bus to stop drunk driver
SMITHVILLE (AP) -  Two 

Central Texas students com­
mandeered their school bus 
when they realized the dri­
ver was drunk and weaving 
on the road.

The bus driver, who failed 
a breath test, was fired by 
the Smithville Independent 
School District. Educators 
on Thursday praised the 
students’ action^

“We don’t always advo­
cate kids commandeering a 
bus, but in this case, it was 
the right thing to do,” Bob 
Hennes’s'dy, the district’s 
transportation director, 
said

The high school students 
who noticed the driver was

steering wide on comers 
Wednesday afternoon took 
action when she stopped to 
let off some students near 
Smithville, about 35 miles 
east of Austin.

“ The kids reached out and 
turned the bus off, grabbed 
the key and jumped off the 
bus.” said Superintendent 
John Thomell, adding that 
the bus ignition is in the 
center of a wide dashboard.

The superintendent said 
he first suspected a prank 
when a parent called to 
report the Inj^denL

"I got a iclephone call 
from a parent who lives in 
that area that a bus was dis­
abled and the driver intoxi­

cated.” Thomell said.
Hennessey arrived with a 

backup driver who took stu­
dents the rest of the way 
home. The transportation 
director, meanwhile, took 
the first driver to Smithville 
Regional Hospital and 
ordered a blood test.

"It did, in fact, verify she 
was intoxicated, and we ter­
minated her immediately,” 
said Thomell, who did not 
identify the driver and 
described her blood-alcohol 
level only as over the legal 
limit t>C0.08 percent.

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Minister wants to meet needs of youth

If you tell Greg Simpson 
he seems childish, it could 
be a compliment.

The 32-year-old youth min­
ister at First Church of the 
Nazarene is not against get­
ting older, but he does want 
to retain some of his youth­
ful qualities.

“1 want to alwajts main­
tain a child-like exuberance 
in my ChristUn faith," he 
said. And being in charge of 
the church’s programs for 
those in seventh grade 
through college won’t hurt.

“They are experiencing 
life at a different level than

career.
“ I’d known for a long time 

that this was what I wanted 
to do, but I was waiting for 
the right time,” he said. 
Simpson, who has a college 
degree in psychology, 
worked for children’s ser­
vices — the equivalent to 
Child Protective Services —

for more than seven years 
in Ohio.

He said that stint taught 
him many lessons, not the 
least of which is “ how 
messed up somebody can 
make their life when they 
are not living God’s word.”

Simpson, who has been in 
Big Spring only a week, has 
already joined a group of 
youth ministers who visit 
youth at the high school 
during lunchtime. He said

the visits allow them to 
touch base with not only 
their own youth members, 
but those young people’s 
friends, who nlay not go to 
church.

“The bottom line is, min­
istry should always be meet­
ing people at the point of 
their need. We have to get 
outside the four walls of the 
church to find that need,” 
he said.

Simpson said his hope is

that the churches of Big

“My heart’s desire is for 
the youth and families in 
the community to become 
involved in a church. If not 
the First Church of the 
Nazarene, then one of the 
other churches in the com­
munity that preaches God’s 
word ...,” he said.

“Together, we can serve 
the needs o f the communi­
ty.”

Video hopes to 
make Catholics 
familiar with 
wedding rites

BOSTON (AP) -  A ner 
vous groom standing at the •  
altar, waiting for his bride. 
An emotional dad giving 
away his daughter. A priest 
reciting the vows as the 
couple looks into each 
other’s eyes.

All these cherished 
moments in a Roman 
Catholic wedding are out-of- 
date. according to the 
church’s own liturgy, some- 
thlft^'the producers o f  a ' 
nevir vjt^q'o hope to chan^, ,,

Thirty-one years after the 
Second Vatican Council 
recommended sweeping 
changes in marriage cere­
monies, the wedding rites 
have remained virtually 
unaltered. Even some 
priests are unfamiliar with 
Vatican II’s suggestions.

The hope is that the 
video, featuring a couple 
from the Boston suburb of 
Milton, will demystify the 
"new” rites for couples 
wary of the changes.

“ Our feeling is that a pic­
ture is worth a thousand 
words,” said Maria 
Leonard, the video’s execu­
tive producer.

The stars are Jim and 
Denise Ryan, who used the 
new liturgy at their 
November wedding.

Among the changes high 
lighted: Dad doesn’t give 
the bride away — she walks 
down the aisle with the 
groom And the couple 
administers their own 
vows, with the priest serv­
ing merely as an observer.

In the video, the Ryans 
walk down the aisle togeth- ; 
er, symbolizing their equal 
role in making the mar­
riage work. The guests 
become involved through 
songs and readings, and the 
couple turns toward them 
as they recite their own 
vows.

The emphasis on equality 
and the active role of the 
community in supporting a 
marriage gives the couple a 
good start and is more 
scripturally sound than the 
old rites, Fleming said.

“Theologically it speaks 
better to what we’re about,” 
he said

Denise Ryan said it was 
fun re-enacting their 
November wedding, but she 
had a higher purpose

“ I hope it just opens up 
the idea that there might be 
a deeper expression of 
what’s happening, a deeper 
expression of God’s love.” 
she said

DALLAS (AP) — No matter what 
happens at the Cotton Bowl on 
Saturday, No. 10 Oklahoma and No. 
11 Texas already have contributed 
to the history of their great rivalry.

This meeting the 95th in 101 
years marks the first time in 16 
years that both programs are 
ranked this high for their annual 
matchup on the second Saturday in 
October.

"At one time, the team that was 
winning this game had a chance to 
make a run at the national champi 
onship," said Longhorns coach. 
Mack Browij, who was the Sooners’ 
offensive coordinator in 1984.

“ Now, it’s maybe even more 
intense because it's a league game. 
So it means something to the con 
ference race and with us both being 
in the top 15, it means more on the 
national level than it has in a long 
time”

The last time both were so good at 
the same time was 1984, when No. 1 
Texas tied No. 3 Oklahoma 15-15 on 
a last-second fipld goal. This is the 
first time since that both teams 
come into the game among the top 
15.

Still, the rivalry remains unique.
Played in a stadium three hours 

from both campuses and always

during the State Fair of Texas, half 
the crowd wears orange and the 
other half red. The excitement 
begins to boil when players gather 
in the tunnel before kickoff.

“We understand where we’re at 
and what the history is,’ ’ said 
Sooners coach Bob Stoops. “ We all 
get e-mails and letters throughout 
the year, telling us. "

The Sooners (4-0, 1-0 Big 12) are in 
the top 10 for the first time since ’95 
and are coming into this game 
undefeated for the first time since 
’93. Oklahoma needs to keep 
momentum going because its next 
two games are against No. 4 Kansas

State and No. 2 Nebraska.
“This is definitely a big month for 

us," said OU slotback Damien 
Mackey. “ When you go into an OU- 
Texas game, there’s always going to 
be pressure because this game 
means something personal.

“ But going into this game, we’re 
looking at it as we’re No. 10, they’re 
No. 11 and we both have goals we 
want to reach. This game is going to 
tell which team which goals they 
can make”

The Sooners led 17-0 last year, 
then lost 38-28.

“ We set the tone early,,’ ’ Stoops 
said, “and didn’t finish the tone.”

It's boon a long time since the

Fully half of the Crossroads’ teams

Big Sin ing's Steers, on the other hand, 
are already embroiled in District 4-4A play 
and have a lot on the line tonight when 
they entertain San Angelo Lake View's 
Chiefs at 7:30 in Memorial Stadium.

The Steers opened 4-4A play last week 
with a 2M8 win over Andrews’ Mustangs 
and currently are tied with three other 
teams for the league lead.

Klsewhere in the area, Forsan’s 
Buffaloes will attempt to regroup following 
last week’s loss to state-ranked Rankin by 
hosting Grape ('reek’s Kagles at 8 p.m.; 
Garden City’s Bearkats get their final 
warm up for 9-lA play by taking on Fort 
Davis at 7:,30 p.m.: and Sands’s Mustangs, 
who spent much of the week wondering 
whether they’d get a chance to play 
tonight, have learned that Hermleigh’s 
Cardinals will put seven players in uni­
form for their 7:30 kickoff

Big Spring has added incentive going 
into tonight's showdown with the Chiefs, 
having suffered a last-second loss to Lake 
View in San Angelo last year.

The loss of that game one folks on the 
northwest side of San Angelo refer to as 
the ‘’Miracle on 43rd Street” when the 
Chiefs scored on a flea flicker pass from 
receiver Oscar Solis to quarterback David 
Lankford in the final seconds is some­
thing Dwight Butler and his staff have 
stressed this week.

"That was one of those things you’re 
never going to forget,” Butler admitted 
“The last thing we want to do is be put in 
that situation again."

Of course, tne ('hiefs have plenty of 
incentive going into tonight’s game as 
well, having opened 4-4A play last week 
with a surprising loss to Levelland.

You can het they’re going,to walk onto 
the field believing they’ve got something

to prove,” Butler said of the Chiefs. 
’’Nobody expected Lake View to lose to 
Levelland.

The Steers are clearly buoyed after hav­
ing won at^ndrews.

"There’s no question that was important 
for us,” Butler admitted.

You start questioning 
yourself But winning last week, especial- 
1\ doing it in Andrews was a big confi­
dence boost for our kids..

"It was simply a matter of the kids 
believing in themselves," Butler 
explained. “We spent a lot of time last 
week challenging these kids and they chal­
lenged themselves. Then they stepped up 
and met the challenge.”

Among those who stepped up to the chal­
lenge was running back Jaroe Parnell. 
Pressed into a starting role when senior 
Jason Woodruff was sidelined by a kru»e 
injury, the junior responded by rushing 
for 169 yards and scoring two touchdowns,

“That’s what we’ve got to have, because 
this team doesn’t have one or two super- 
stars that it can ride on,” Butler explained. 
“Everybody has to contribute. Jaroe had a 
big night because our offensive line 
responded to the challenge also.”

Butler said several personnel moves 
were made prior to the district opener, but 
doesn’t expect to make many more barring 
additional injuries.

"Moving Jade Hughes in at defensive 
end really solidified us there and Adam 
Partee did a great job of moving into 
Jade’s spot on the offensive line,” Butler 
explained “And there’s no question that 
it’s really helped that Jason (Choate) has 
been able to concentrate on his quarter­
back responsibilities,” he added.

But Butler has plenty of respect for the 
Chiefs "Lake View has a talented football 
team,” he explained. "You have to be a lit­
tle concerned because Lankford; i$ back 
and they’ve got a good, fast running back.

“ I think we’ue showing 
right now that we can play 
good baseball and beat 
teams that think they’re 
going to beat us,” said Jim 
Edmonds, who tied a divi­
sion series record with 
three doubles and had two 
RBIs.

Glavine’s only worse post­
season outing was a two- 
inning stint in Game 6 of 
the 1992 NLCS against 
Pittsburgh in which he 
allowed eight runs. St. 
Louis’ three left-handed hit­
ters were 4-for-6 with a 
homer, two doubles and five 
RBIs against him.

“ It wasn’t good,” Glavine 
said. “Everything I threw in 
there, they hit.”

Maddux and Glavine, who 
have combined for six NL 
Cy Young awards, have 
given up 12 earned runs in 6 
1-3 innings for a 17.05 ERA.

“ It’s hard to believe what 
you’re seeing with the way 
these two games have 
gone,” pitching coach Leo 
Mazzone said, “ We're so 
spoiled with the great pitch­
ing we’ve had over the 
years.”

Will Clark overcame a 2-0, 
first-inning deficit with a 
three-run homer. He also 
connected off Glavine on 
Aug. 4 in his first home at- 
bat since joining the 
Cardinals.

Carlos Hernandez also 
homered in the second, and 
pinch-hitter Mark McGwire 
connected as a pinch-hitter 
in the eighth off Mike 
Remlinger

Only the second NL play­
off matchup of 20-game win­
ners was a blowout, with 
the Cardinals leading 8-2 
after four innings.

Darryl Kile, making his 
second postseason start, 
limited the Braves to two 
runs and four hits in seven 
innings.
