To 
insist, however, that only such laws should be en- 
acted and enforced as meet the approval of the 
popular will does not seem to us to be practical, be- | 
cause of the great difficulty of ascertaining the 
popular will, as w#ll as because of the fundamental 
principal of right and wrong that is involved in any 
such ‘proposition. Dr. Butler ho doubt had in mind 
the present national prohibition laws, which he 
strenuously opposes and which he insists, are not 
endorsed by what he terms the “popular wil.”

“popular will,” nor has there been such a .test of 
others of the outstanding laws of the country.

Thus, 4.13 per cent of the fathers were left-handed, 
where only 294 per cent of the mothers were left- 
handed. Among the sisters of the students, 3.76 per 
cent were left-handed and among the parents 6.05 
per cent. Thus 50 per cent more male were left-| 
handed than female. 

Sex Influence 
Among families in which one or both the parents 

were left-handed, the pereentage of children left- 
handed was 17.34; whereas in families 
neither of the parents is left-handed, only 2.01 per | 
cent of the children are left-handed.

Obviously then there is some definite factor of 
inheritance associated with this form of activity.
