Taxes assessed for collection
from the city valuation of $719,640
was $10,794.60 with $9,263,25 paid,
leaving only $1,530.35 delinquent.
Valuation set for school taxation
was $1,212,334, which called for
$12,123.34 tax collection, and tax-
payers paid in $10,433.03.

Although the amounts collected
were exceedingly good, Harrell
stated, delinquent payments fell
short of the amounts expected. City
delinquencies paid in. during the
past six months totaled $1,791,35
compared to only $1,317.46 for the
same period in delinquent school
taxes.

Cotton production of Knox county
for 1937, prior to January 16, to-
taled 40,057 bales, according to
figures released from the depart-
ment of commerce census bureau.

The 1937 crop was counted as
near complete with only a few
scattering bales left in the county
to be ginned and will fall short
of the early crop estimate for this
county made by ginners and cotton
men by 5,000 to 10,000 bales.

However, two factors can be at-
tributed to the underestimate in
the opinion of cotton men; 1, the
exceptionally early freeze which
nipped young bollies; and 2., the
price fight carried on at Weinert
for a short period that drew an es-
timated 2,500 bales from the Mun-
day and Goree gins.

The 1937 crop nearly tripled the
1936 figure, which was only 15,698
bales compared to the 40,057 this
year and Munday ginned shghtly
over one third of the county’s crop
this year with a total of 13,580
bales registered Saturday.

One noted feature of the Munday
area was the incréase 'of long
staple cotton over previous' years,
and it is believed that farmers will
increase long staple cotton acreage
during the coming year even more.
The unusually low price for half
and half and other short staple
cotton will cause the change it
was opined.

Most of the long staple cotton
here is Acala, a seed developed in
California, and apparently well
adapted to this area’s climate and
soil. The seed was intgoduced and
sold in this section last year by the
Munday Cottonoil Company

War Waifs
One of the most heart-rending aspects of the
long and bloody Spanish civil war has been the fate
of little children. One observer estimates that more
than 900,000 have been made helpless and homeless
during the fighting.
The plight of all war refugees is sad enough, but
what of these waifs—nearly a million of them—who
are now without food, friends or adequate
clothing? How can the Spanish nation, regardless of
which side wins, ever hope to rear these children into
useful happy men and women?
Compared with disaster such as this, even the
Texas school explosion, resulting in more than 400
deaths, pales into relative inconsequence.

homes,

balance of $18.266,057, although the deficit in the
general revenue fund was $17,727,061, and other def-
icits in Confederate pension and social security fund
raised the total red ink figures of funds having defi-
cits to more than $23,000,000. There will be a good
deal of comment upon the anomalous situation, by
which the State of Texas is considered deeply ““in the
red” because of a deficit in the general revenue fund,
while showing a large cash balance for all its ninety-
eight separate funds. There probably will be heard
again demands for transfers from the funds showing
surpluses to the general revenue fund.

There is not much to recommend such transfers,
however logical they may seem on the face of the fig-
ures. The present situation arises largely from the
logical practice of applying to highway purposes
money collected from highway users. The highway
fund and the road bond indebtedness fund show
surpluses simply because the automobile and truck
owner pays a relatively high tax, The high tax is
assesed on the theory that he ought to pay for the
roads that he drives over. Although there has been
great highway improvement in Texas during the
last ten years, the system is far from complete.
There would be no justice in taking the funds paid by
the heavily taxed automobile owner and applying
them to the general revenue purposes. At present
about $9,000,000 annually is being diverted for edu-
cational purposes. The large surplus in the road
bond fund should be dissipated, either to extend fur-
ther aid to local units or by reversion to the State
highway fund from which the funds were diverted
originally.

Investigation of the ninety-odd minor funds may
reveal instances where surpluses should be diverted
to the general revenue fund. What is more need-
ed, however, is a general overhauling of the State
fiscal system to eliminate a large number of the
special funds, thus giving legislative and adminis-
trative departments greater leeway in adjusting in-
come to outgo as sources of revenue of these various
funds fluctuate, and contingencies requiring expendi-
tures change. A consolidation of the funds might,
incidentally, make possible economies in the adminis-
trative system which would do something, toward

wiping out the deficit in the general revenue fund.—
Dallas News. '

The Land Com-
missioner admits, and his records
show, that he has consistently ac-
cepted bids of $1.00 per acre, and
promises of higher royalty pay-
ments, and rejected cash offers
ranging up to thonsands of dol-
lars, plus the usual one-eighth roy-
alty, on promising tracts. He
Stoutly defends his policy, declaring
that it will bring many times as
much money to- the State, in the
long run, as the cash offers. The op-
posite view is taken by Gov. All-
red, whose activity caused the
probe, and by some members of the

vestigating committee this week
shows without dispute that Land
Commissioner McDonald has issued
hundrads of leases on submerged
coast lands for which he refused
big cash offers bearing the usual
1-16th royalty. Instead he accepted
small cash offers, usually ane dollar
per acre, with an agreement for

and when oil was produced. In some
instances evidence shows Mr. Mec-
Donald has turned down over one
thousand dollars per
while accepting one dollar per acre
with an overriding royalty.

With the exception of a few
leases, there was no obligation for

File 48 Claims
For Payments of
Social Security

Wichita Falls, February 2,—A
total of 48 claims for Jump-sum
payments under the old-age insur-
ance provisions of the Social Se-
curity Act avas filed in the Wichita
Falls office of the Social Security
Board during 1937, it was announ-
ced today by J.. Gordon James,
manager of the office.

Of this total, 35 were filed by
estates of deceased workers, while

113 were filed by workers who had

reached age of 65. The total was
only about 8.6 per cent of the num-
ber expected to be received from
| the Wichita Falls area during 1937;
| however, the rapid rate of in-
crease in number of claims receiv-
ed during the past few weeks
lindicates that the working popu-
| lation is becoming more claims-
| conscious and that the number of
'claims filed here during 1938 will
| be substantially greater than that
| submitted during the past year,
James said.

“Any worker who reaches age
65, and the estate of any deceased
worker are eligible to apply for
lum-sum payment, provided the
work on which the application is
based was performed after Janu-
ary 1, 1937, in employment covered
by the Social Security Act.

“The average value of claims
paid in this region in 1937 was
about $23.50; in the Wichita Falls
area, the range was from a few
dollars up to $103.25. The claim-
ant in each case applies for 'an
amount equal to 3 1-2 per cent of
the wages received from covered
employment after December 31,
1936, and prior to attainment of
age 65 or death.

““One of the functions of our of-
fice is to assist persons avishing
to apply for these lump sums.

Extension Cotton
Specialists Reach
23,000 Cottonmen

More than 23,000 farmers, gin-
ners, merchants, bankers, and
others interested in the cotton in-
dustry attended a series of 190
countywide cotton meetings spon-
sored by the Extension Service of
Texas A. and M. College during
1937, according to Jack Shelton,
vice director and state agent.

Two extension workers, E. A.
Miller, ggronomist, and F. E.

Lichet, cotton ginning specialist,
held the meetings in cooperation
with eounty agricultural agents.
In 'many instances, representatives
of the Texas ‘Agricultural Experi-
ment Station and of the Bureau
of Plant Industry station at Green-
ville were present.

In the course of the meetings,

part of the blame for the falling off
of cotton exports from Texas could
be traced to the production of in-
ferior cotton of such short staple
as to be untenderable. In the past
Texas cotton commanded a premi-
um and was eagerly sought because
of its excellent quality and inch
staple.

The formation wof one variety
cotton communities, and improved
harvesting and ginning methods
were brought forward as means of
improving the quality of cotton. In
many counties, the meetings re-
sulted in steps being taken to or-
ganize communities along the one
variety line, Shelton said.

STATE SENATE

Represenative Seeks
Promotion To The
Upper House

George Moffffett, of Chillicothe,
mow a Representative in the Leg-
islature from Hardeman, Foard.
Knox, and King Counties, has au-
thorized his announcement as a
eandidate for State Senator, from
the 23rd Senatorial District, com-
posed of nine counties in Northwest
Texas, of which this county is one.

Mr. Moffett is no stranger to the
people of this county, as he has
represented them nearly eight
yvears in the House of Represnta-
tives at Austin, and during that
time has achieved a position of
leadership in legislative matters.
He is a veteran member of the com-
m p-0R- agriculture and has serv-
ed several years on the committee
on live-stock and stock raising,
both of which are important to our
county.

At the present time he is also
chairman of the committee on con-
servation and reclamation, which
appointment came as recognition
of his efforts to secure passage of
bills designed to conserve the soil
and other natural resources of our
state, Another measure which he
has championed for a long time, is
the establishment of a research
laboratory to study new uses for
cotton with a view of finding new
markets for the state’s principal
farm commodity. The Moffett Bill
on this subjeet was passed at the
last regular session of the legisla-
ture but was vetoed by the Gover-
nor on the grounds of economy.

That this measure was sound in
purpose, is indicated by the inclus-
ion in the new 1938 Barm Bill, in
the United States Congress, of a
provision for the establishment of
a cotton research laboratory, some-
where in the Southern States.

The so-called “Moffett Amend-
ment"” to the state constitution was
voted upon and adopted by the
people in 1936. This constitutional
amendment definitely limits the
number of representatives which
may be elected to the legislature
from any one county. Mr. Moffett
declares that this amendment pro-
tects small toewns and rural sec-|
tions of the State from having the
legislature controlled by a few
large cities.

Mr. Moffett is forty-two years|
old, a farmer, a World War vet-
eran, and a native of Hardeman
County, where his parents settled
nearly 50 years ago. He has spent
most of his life operating a good
farm, but has had a brief retail
business experinece. Mr. Moffett
made the following statement: |
First, I want to sincerely thank
you for electing me to the House
of Representatives for a good many
years.

“1 do not have a lot of glittering
promises to make in enterting this
race for the State Senate, for my

observation has been that fre-
quently those who promise the
most, actually do the least. 1 have
learned in nearly eight vears that I
have been in the House, that it
takes a lot of hard, and often times
tedious work, to get a bill of any |
consequence through the Legisla-|
ture.

total of 480 loans have been made
farmers of the counties, 284 under
the Federal Lank Bank and 196
Commissioner loans. Thirty-five
of the loans have been paid out.

Total loans under the associa-
tion have increased more than
$1,000,000 in the three counties
served by the group. Compared to
the $77,000 when the association
was moved to Munday is $1,180,-
850, Jones stated.

The significant point to be noted
made possible to
farmers in interests, with the rate
running from three and a half to
6 per cent. The payments are also |
lower making it possible for almost
anyone to pay out one of the loans.
Jones stated that collections during
the past year were good.

The association is another of
the many business firms of this city
that induces farmers to come to
this city to do their business, and
their growth brings in more farm-
ers from adjacnet territory. It
saves them money and make it
easier for them to pay out their|
loans, thus they are financially|
able to purchase merchandise that
otherwise they could not.
