The' statementwas made in tho
second port of an addressto be de-

livered before the legislature prior
to the inauguration of Governor--
Elect W. Lee O'Danlel on January
17. In tho first part, made public
two days ago, Allred urged the
fawmakers,amongother things, to
provide $2,000,000 a year more for
old age pensions and reviewed the
accomplishmentsof his administra-
tion.

Besides asking that eleemosy-
nary buildings be fire-proof-ed

tiro governorrequestedthe legis-
lators to: i

Provide aid for the needy blind
and the dependentchildren;

Obtain matching money for a
teachers' retirement fund;

Expand tho state's eleemosy-

"MEDIEVAL rANORAMA," by G,

G. Ooulton: (Combrldgo Univer
sity Press; Macmlllan: $4).
It has been a long whllo slnco

this readerhas found a mora de
lightful book dealing with the
Middlo Ages than Dr. G. G. Coul-ton-'s

"Medieval Panorama." Tho
extraordinary qualities of tho book
extend even to the, title. It is, pre-
cisely, a medieval panorama. Dr.
Coulton surveys tho entire scene
from a viewpoint wholly his own
and often rather unconventional.

As nn Indication of his approach
ho quotes tho achlvlst Simeon
Luce, In tho preface to the effect
that tho population of tho linen
shirt Jn tho fourteenth century
marks not only an obvious advance
In personal hygiene, but also an
Impetus presently given to tho
manufacture of rag-pape-r, and
thus to literature. Tho 'shirt was
thus "tho worthy precursor, or
rather tho indispcnsablo prepara
tive, of tho ago of printing."

It is true, as Dr. Coulton sug
gests, that even today the reader
finds tho whole historical sccno
with its movements of ordinary
citizens and Its homely detail only
In (of all places) tho movies.

So ho has produced a book
which could, It it were a painting,
be placed behind whatever object
of the period ono (s Btudying, there
to form tho approprlato back-
ground. Like so many back-
grounds,however, "Medieval Pan-
orama" becomesafter a little study
even more lntccrstlng than ,the
tnoro familiar foreground. i?)

This is particularly true In BJieh
chaptersat thosotdeollng-'wlth;th- o

medieval' village and town. In
thesefascinating detail keepscrop
ping up. .Wo find, for example, that
Bruges,had'a regular packet per-vl-ce

to Genoa In the fourteenth
century,- but that medieval Lon-
don had nothing of the sort.

Dr. Coulton. tells one what me-
dieval England ate and how they
ato It, whero they slept, tho .facts
about vermin, what the sanitary
arrangementswcro in, for exam-
ple, medieval Cambridge, what
tho schools ''were ltko and who
tau'glitTtfiemShow people acquired
land,and what taxeswero enforced
and why all "trio small but Impor-
tant facts about a period which is
to ,tho average, intelligent man
merely a skeleton of dates, bat
tles, and kings.. The bookis a real
"experience." I
