in 1954, staying after it until you
have killed it out.”

This job of killing it out isn’t
o |eaky, Jones points out, and it

usually takeg several years with
present known methods.

Last weck the county agent,
along with others from Parmer
County, heard Dr. Allen Weige,
who is in chage of weed control
work at the Amarillo Experiment
~tation, discuss the difficulty in
controling field bindweed some-
times known as Pogsession weed.
Dr. Weise warned farmers to be
on the lookout for tanis weed and
not to ignore it just because it
& a small plant today. He fre-
minded the group there that day
how bindweed seeds could lay
dormant for years and then germ
inate. They have been known
to germinate after laying in the
soil for 40 years. This points jout
the difficult job of eradication
onde you let them get to seed.

It ghould be .called to every-
one’s attention the difficult task
of eradicating this wleed and the
importance of getting after it
when you find it, and not put-
ting it off until next year.

Dr; ‘eise  discussed the wuse

of 2-4D in killing this weed. He
has found 1 1lb. 2-4D active in-
gredient mixed: .with water will
do a good job. He points out, how
ever, that the weed must be in
the importance of treating the
weed in the proper 'stage if good
resuls are to Be obtained. Soil
Sterilents also do a good job
when used in sufficient suanti-
ties and under the right condit-
ions. Where soil sterilanfs such
8s Poly-bor Chlorate, Sodium
Chlorate, Atlacide, salt, etc. are
