L a s t  Friday at Rush in county 
court a physician in Jacksonville 
was given 20 days in jail and fitted 
$50. He was convicted on the 
charge of unlawfully issuing pre­
scriptions in violation o f the local 
option law. W e  commend the 
action of the court. Any doctor 
who will violate the law and vio­
late the will of the majority of the 
people responsible for the law 
should be given the full limit. Not 
only this, but the people of his 
community should give their pat­
ronage to a law-abiding man.

The Kansas City platform de­
clares: “ W e favor an amendment 
to the Federal Constitution provid­
ing for the election of United 
States Senators by direct vote of 
the people, and we favor direct 
legislation (the referendum and the 
iniative) wherever practicable."

This is in line with the past 
record of the democratic party. In 
the evolution cf popular govern- 
iu;nt in this country the democratic 
party has, as between the two great 
organizations, led. It opposed the 
Hamiltonian idea of the federalist 
party, and the world developed to 
where the democratic idea prevailed 
(1800) and the federalist party was 
dissolved (1817-1823). It took the 
lead in the striking off of the prop­
erty qualification for voting and 
succeeding (1816-1822). Then, 
under Jackson’s leadership, oc­
curred “ the uprising of a free peo­
p le," and the rule of the few, 
through King Caucus, was over­
thrown (1828.) Then the national 
convention for nominating the pres­
ident and vice-president was estab­
lished (1832), and eight yeats 
later the national convention of the 
democratic party issued a platform 
— a series of legislative demands. 
Four years later the whig party 
was obliged to do likewise. Thus 
came into being the system where­
by the people took into their own 
hands the framing of party policies 
as well as the naming of nominees, 
and at election time they chose for 
themselves by majority rule the 
laws that should be enacted.

Since that time the line of de­
velopment has been to improve the 
machinery through which the peo­
ple express their will as to legisla 
tivc policies. This is majority rule 
as distinguished from selecting 
rulers by a majority vote.

In developing the machinery for 
a more clear expression of the will 
of the majority, the democratic 
party has, as between the two great 
parties, continued to lead. In 
nearly every development, how­
ever, it is a third party that is a 
forerunner— the educator; but the 
trouble lias Iteen, 1 ml is, that in 
the demands of third parties there 
is much that is false. This has 
been true of the third-party de­
mand for the referendum. A s  at 
first demanded in this country, it 
was that all bills passed by legisla­
tive bodies should be sent to a 
referendum vote. (See “ Sullivan 
on Direct Legislation," and the 
earlier speeches of third party ad­
vocates.) The impracticability of 
this is demonstrated by the fact 
that tlie system actually adopted is 
the optional referendum, not the 
compulsory form. The optional 
referendum simply improves the 
system of representative govern­
ment. It is not direct legislation, 
as at first demanded— an utterly 
impracticable thing for our compli­
cated civilization. Each change in 
the laws should he preceded by a 
careful consideration of the situa­
tion, after full opportunity has been 
had for the testimony of those who 
desire to be heard. This is pro­
vided for by legislative committee 
or commission; then there is debate 
in committee and in committee of 
the whole. This is in no wise in­
terfered with by the optional refer­
endum, which simply curtails the 
final power of the legislative body 
— places a veto power in the major­
ity of the voters. Under the initia­
tive, also, the legislative body with 
its committees has full power to 
consider all points and is author­
ized to frame a competing measure 
or simply recommend that a pro­
posed measure shall be rejected by 

the voters.
THE DEVELOPMENT OK THE RE­

FERENDUM.

The first application of the refer­
endum in the framing of a system 
of government— constitutional law 
— was in Massachusetts in 1777> 
and resulted in the veto o f a pro­
posed constitution because it con­
tained no bill of rights. The so- 
called representatives who framed 
the constitution tried to take away 
the bill of rights— that which all 
Englishmen had possessed since the 
Magna Charta, 1215— but through 
the new machinery of a referendum 
vote as to the system of govern­
ment, the people o f Massachusetts 
perpetuated their liberties and have 
gradually extended them. In 
Pennsylvania (1778) the people 
secured a direct ballot on a pro­
posed constitution and vetoed it. 
The next state to use the referen­
dum as to the adoption of its con 
stitution was Mississippi iu 1817 
Today in every state in the Union 
the system has been employed, ex­

cept iu Delaware. In recent years 
the race question has somewhat in­
terfered with the application of the 
system.

The referendum has not been 
confined to changes in state con­
stitutions. The next stage of de­
velopment was to provide in state 
constitutions that some of the more 
important subjects of legislation

F. A . Baker, a lawyer of high
standing in Chicago, has drafted a 
bill, a copy of which he has sent to 
the president, for nationalizing the 
anthracite coal fields. He declares 
that congress has an undoubted 
right to take these fields at any 
time under the law of eminent do­
main. Mr. Baker rests his measure 
on the decision of the United States 
supreme court in Chappell against 
the United States, where the court 
says: “ It is now well settled that 
whenever, in the execution of the 
powers of the United States granted 
by the constitution, lands in any 
state are needed for a fort, maga­
zine, dock yards, lighthouse, 
custom-house, postoffice or any 
other public service, and cannot be 
acquired by agreement with the 
owners, congress, exercising the 
right of eminent domain and mak­

OPTIONAL REFERENDUM.
In these constitutions that re­

semble statutes, the system where­
by the public has protected itself is 
largely by the compulsory referen­
dum. An improvement has Itcen 
devised, namely, the referendum 
ballot is made to depend niton a 
demand for it by five or ten per 
cent, of the voters, and the system 
is extended to all bills that pays the 
legislature except urgency meas­
ures. The result of this optional 
referendum is that its mere exis­
tence knocks out all the jobs, and 
only a very few of the debatable 
questions go to the direct ballot. 
In South Dakota, where the sys­
tem has existed for two years, and 
applies to all state and city legisla­
tion except urgency measures, not 
a bill of the legislature has been 
put to a referendum ballot, and 
very few of the ordinances in the 
cities.— Majority Rule League Cir­
cular.

Shortly after 10 o'clock the body of 

hlltlren was moved down Elm street 
ami distributed on either side from 
Stone to Market street, the children 
if the colored school being stationed 
In precisely similar formation on Elm 
troot between I.atnar and Market.
The admiral left the Oriental hotel 

at 10:30 o'clock In a flower decked car­
riage. accompanied by Mayor Cabell 
amt others.

It was expected that Mrs. Schley, 
accompanied by the ladies of the re- 
cption committee, would also review 

the children, hut a slight Illness pre­
vented her from taking part in the 
parade.

The carriage, led by a squad of 
mounted police under Chief R. L. Win­
frey. turned out from Akard on Main 
street, nut Main to Stone and on 
Stone to Kltn at the beginning of the 
lilies of children. The carriages were 
preceded by Carrico’s hand, which 
played "Admiral Schley's Victory," a 
stirring march. The admiral's carriage 
was literally pelted with flowers, 
which pleased him greatly.

On the other side of the envelope 
were these words:

"Reporters, be my friends. Burn mo 

up. JIM YOUNGER.
On another sheet of paper Younger 

had written this message, evidently ais 
last words before committing suicide: 

Oct. 18.— I-ast night on earth. So 
good-bye, lassie, for I still think of thee. 
A. U. G. Forgive me, for this is my 
only chance. I have done nothing 
wrong. But polities Is all that Van 
Zandt, Wolfe and others of their stripe 
rare for. Let the people Judge. Treat 
me right and fair, reporters, for I am 
a square man. a Socialist, and derided- 
|v lu favor of woman's rights. Bryan 
Is the brightest man these United 
States has ever produced. Ilia one mis­
take was in not coming out for all the 
people and absolute Socialism. Come 
out. Bryan. There is no such thing as 
a personal God. God is universal, and 
I know him well, and am not afraid."

The envelope contained a package of 
letters that had passed between Young­
er and a lady with whom he is said to 
have been much In love. The lady 
who Is prominently connected, Is said 
to have reciprocated hts alfertlon. and 
It was reported at one time that they 
were to be married. The lady's rela­
tives raised strenuous objections to the 
wedding, and a further obstacle was 
the fact that a paroled prisoner could 
not legally contract a marriage. The 
couple determined to disregard the ob­
jections of relatives, and an effort was 
made to overcome the obstacles to their 
marriage by securing from the state 
hoard of pardons a full pardon and 
restoration to citizenship. This effort 
failed, and this, it Is thought, had much 
to do wllh Younger's intention to end 
hts life. The lady Is said to he now in 
Boise, Idaho, for her health.

“ What are you laughing at?'*
“ Why the fellow who sold me that 

horse lent me the buggy!"

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oct. 22.—With a 
shout that shook the convention build 
ing the representatives of the 147,000 
mine workers who have ben on strike 
since last May officially declared olf at 
noon Tuesday the greatest contest 
ever waged between capital and labor, 
and placed all questions Involved In 
the struggle Into the hands of the ar- 
Initiation commission appointed by the 
president of the United States. When 
the news was flashed to the towns and 
villages down In the valleys and in the 
mountains of the coal regions, the 
strike-affected inhabitants heaved a 
sigh of relief. Many days had gone by 
since such welcome news had been re­
ceived. Everywhere there was re­
joicing and In many places the end of 
the strike was a signal for lmpromtu 
town celebrations. The anthracite 
coal region, from Its largest city— 
Scranton—down to the lowliest coal 
patch, has suffered by the conflict, and 
every one now looks for better times. 
While the large army of mine work­
ers and their families, numbering ap 
piuxiir.ately a half million persons, 
were grateful that work was to be re­
sumed on 23d, the strikers have still to 
learn what their reward will he.

The vote to resume coal mining was 
a unanimous one and was reached 
only after a warm debate. The princi­
pal objection to accepting the arbitra­
tion proposition was that no provision 
was contained in the scheme to take 
care of those men who would fall to get 
back their old positions or would be 
unable to get any work at all. The en­
gineers and pumpmen get better pay 
than other classes of mine workers, 
and they did not wish to run the risk 
of losing altogether their old places 
and be compelled to dig coal for a liv­
ing. This question came up Tuesday 
and was argued right up to the time 
the vote was taken. No one had a 
definite plan to offer to overcome the 
objection, and the rejiort of the com­
mittee on resolutions recommending 
that the strike be declared off and 
that all Issues be placed In the hands 
of the arbitration commission for de­
cision was adopted without the ques­
tion being settled.

A few moments before adjournment, 
however, a delegate moved that the 
problem be placed in the hands o f the 
exerulive boards for solution, and his 
suggestion was adopted.

Hempstead, Tex.: The two negroes, 
Reddick Barton and Jim Wesley, the 
murderers of Mrs. Lewis, were tried In 
the dltsrlct court here Tuesday on two 
counts each, criminal assault and mut- 
der.

Barton was iried In the forenoon 
and Jim Wesley's cas* was taken up 

■in the afternoon.
] About 3 o'clock a cry was heard, 
“ Come on, boys; let's get them!”

The crowd rushed to the stairway 
and up Into the courtroom and pande­
monium reigned for ten or flfteen tnn- 
utes. hill the officers held their ground, 
and finally order was restored and the 
trial proceeded. The prisoner, Jim 
Wesley, was found guilty on both 
counts, and as soon as the verdict was 
announced the crowd again rushed into 
the courtioom, overpowering the sher­
iff and his deputies, and dragged the 
prisoner downstairs nad across, over 
and into town, and In less than ten 
minutes he was swinging up to an arm 
of a telephone pole on the public sqare. 
A rush was then made for the jail, and 
in a few minutes Reddick Barton was 
brought out and carried to the same 
place and strung up on the same tolo- 
phone pole.

The number of people from the sur­
rounding country was estimated at 
2000. As soon as the expiation was 
over the crowd dispersed.

The Judge pleaded with the mob to 
await the thirty days provided by law 
for a legal execution, but. a deaf ear 
was turned to his entreaties, and tho 
sworn deputies could give no protec­
tion to the culprits without a large 
amount of bloodshed and loss of life.

LAST WHIG CONGRESSMAN.

Emerson Etheridge Passes Away at 
His Tennessee Residence.

Dresden. Tenn.: Emerson Etheridge 
died after a lingering Illness. Mr. 
Etheridge had a long and honorable 
career. He was elected to congress as 
a Whig in 1853 and again two years 
later. He served as clerk of the house 
of representatives from 1861 to 1863. 
He then returned to Tennessee, where 
he further distinguished himself in 
state affairs. He was the last Whig 
member in the house.
