Prince honors philanthropist billionaire

DALLAS (AP) — An “‘ordinary man’’ who had step-
ped into Cinderella’s glass slipper shook the hand of a
prince and wiggled under the embrace of America's
first lady as more than 1,600 people cheered his deeds
that are far from mundane

Insisting he is more a grain of sand than worthy of
such a high honor, billionaire H. Ross Perot accepted
the Winston Churchill Award from Britain's Prince
Charles Tuesday night in a banquet that attracted the
elite in a city that is as assuming as Perot isn’t

And today, that drained but exhilarated city bade
farewell to the Prince of Wales as he concluded a
whirlwind two-day tour and headed off to Houston for
more Texas Sesquicentennial celebrations.

Vowing to return soon with Princess Diana in tow,
Prince Charles raced through a crowded agenda of
high-tech tours, brass bands, a City Hall luncheon and
a black-tie gala showcasing the Churchill award for
Perot.

His royal highness said he didn't know what to ex-
pect when he accepted the invitation to present the
award, ‘‘but I should have known that if it was in Texas
it would be bigger than anything else.”

Where else, he wanted to know, would he be treated
to such a spectacular banquet that featured an entire
symphony orchestra, a performance by opera star
Leontyne Price and a serenade by the U.S. Naval
Academy Glee Club?

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In an age when American women
enjoy expanding freedom and
growing equality, the demise of the
Equal Rights Amendment to the
Constitution is an anomaly. When
approved by Congress in 1972, the
proposal was hardly controversial.
When time ran out on ratification
11 years later, it was the subject of
bitter disputes. A 1883 attempt to
revive it failed, and its future looks
exceedingly bleak.

What doomed it? Gilbert Steiner,
a senior fellow at the Brookings In-
stitution who clearly supports the
ERA, examines the question in his
new book, ‘‘Constitutional Ine-
quality.” Several obstacles arcse,
but one was critical: abortion.

In its early months, the ERA roll-
ed along like the Wabash Cannon-
ball. The first three states to ratify
it did so without a single vote op-
posed. It took less than two years to
win passage in 33 states.

But while all that was happening,
the Supreme Court placed a log
across the track. In Janaury 1973,
in the historic Roe vs. Wade deci-
dion, it established a constitutional
right to abortion. The implications
for the ERA only gradually
became clear, as opponents
recognized that it would probably
reinforce abortion rights. If the
public wasn’t inclined to outlaw
abortion, neither was it prepared to
do anything to expand its
availability. After February 1974,
only three states passed the
amendment.

Another blow came in 1880, when
the Supreme Court upheld the
Hyde Amendment forbidding the
use of Medicaid funds for abor-
tions. Had the court struck it down,
the matter would have been settled
and the ERA would have been ir-
relevant. But this ruling raised the
prospect that the amendment
would create a new entitlement to
abortion. It was, says Steiner, ‘‘a
disaster for ERA’s prospects.”

Those prospects are no better
now, because the amendment's-
proponents refuse to separate the
ERA from the’ abortion question.
“An ERA can almost surely move

Congress again apd would
have brighter prospécts for
ratification,” says Steiner, “if its
sponsors agreed to almsot any pro-
viso limiting access to abortion.”

But they refuse. When the House
voted on reviving the ERA in 1983,

stimulated by the ERA — such

subjecting women to the draft and
banning tax exemptions for single-
sex schools, neither of which was
popular or obviously beneficial to
women. The truly offensive types
of discrimination that gave rise to
the amendment had, by the late
19708, been largely eradicated
either by the courts or by the 1964

persuasive rationiale for the ERA.

The desirable gains from
passage, by the time the amend-
ment was pronounced dead, were
few and unimportant, while the
risks were many and grave. It is
true, as Steiner says, that the “‘ex-

pansion of abortion rights is a

heavier weight than the ERA
seems able to carry.” But with all
the burdens that weigh down the
tossing abortion
over the side probably wouldn't be
enough to keep it afloat.

WASHINGTON — Among the assorted terrorist
groups and individual assassins out Iran’s
undeclared war on the United States, one murderous
family bears a disproportionate share of
responsibility.

The Mussavi clan, currently based in Lebanon,
deserves to be treated with the same barbaric in-
humanity its members have shown toward the
Americans they have killed. We can’t do that, but we
can put their depredations on record, against the day
when they will finally be brought to justice.

One point about the Mussavi clan should be made
clear at the start: Its motives for
Americans have less to do with Shiite Moslem fun-

ver as they shoot and bomb their way to ever greater
er.

In fact, intelligence assesments of the Mussavis’
rapid accumulation of wealth and influence suggest
that they are closer to the Corleone family of ‘“The
Godfather’’ than to the dedicated followers of
Mohammed.

In only three years, from their base in the Bekaa
Valley of eastern Lebanon, the Mussavis have
murdered and kidnapped Americans, leaving at
least 264 dead as a result of their operations. They
still hold four almost-forgotten American citizens as
hostages. Another American, CIA agent William
Buckley, was brutalized for a year after his kidnapp-
ing and eventually died of heart failure brought on
by torture.

The Mussavis were responsible for the October
1983 bombing of the U.S. Marine barracks at Beirut
Airport in which 241 died. Then in December of that
vear they were peripherally involved in a series of
bombings in Kuwait, which resulted in the arrest
and conviction of 17 conspirators.

Two of the 17 were Lebanese Shiites — both from
the Mussavi clan, according to intelligence sources.
A Mussavi tarrorist gang, calling itself Hezbollah
(Party of God), emerged at about the time and

More women seek top elective offices

WASHINGTON (AP) — It has the look of a
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classic political matchup:

On the Democratic side, a five-term U S
icpresantative wiaee Lt ai roote run deep in
state and local politics.

On the Republican side, a top White House
aide whose conservative credentials include a
combative stint on the U.S. Civil Rights
Commission.

Both are candidates for the U.S. Senate in
Maryland.

And both are women.

_ If Barbara Mikulski, Democrat, and Linda
Chavez, Republican, win their respective

on Sept. 9 — and both are con-
sidered front-runners — it would mark the
first U.S. Senate race in which voters choose
between women.

The prospect is exciting to the women’'s
groups that have fought long and hard to put
women in the nation’s top elective offices.
Although 15 women have served as senators
since 1922, it was not until 1978 that a wornan
— Nancy Landon Kassebaum of Kansas —
was elected in her own right without following
a spouse into office.

Today, Mrs. Kassebaum and Sen. Paula
Hawkins of Florida are the only two women
U.S. senators.

This year, 10 women are running for the 34
Senate seats at stake — still not a large
number, but a better show than in years past.

Political observers believe that several of
the 10 women seeking Senate seats can win in
November. ‘‘None of these are sacrificial
lambs,’’ said Rosalie Whelan, executive direc-
tor of the National Women'’s Education Fund.

Added Celinda Lake of the Women's Cam-
paign Fund, an bipartisan com-
mittes devoted to electing women:

Of the 10, two are consistently mentioned as
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Woods of Missouri.

Ms. Mikulski and Miss Chavez are seeking
the Senate seat being vacated by Republican
incumpent Charies Mathias.

Ms. Mikulski served as a citv councilwoman
in Baltimore for five years before challenging
Mathias in an ill-fated 1974 race. She then
served 10 years in the House.

Storms pummel California

The fifth powerful Pacific storm
in an eight-day barrage that has
left atTleast 10 people dead pounded
the West today as more than 10,000
people remained out of homes in-
vaded by floodwaters, landslides
and avalanches.

“There’'s no town left,”’ said
Guerneville, Calif., resident
Beatrice Wood, who was evacuated
by helicopter. The Navy helped
rescue evacuees stranded in a
church there.

People in western Nevada along
the Truckee and Carson rivers and
across much of northern and cen-
tral California, where sporadic
looting was reported Tuesday,
were told to brace for possible flash
floods today. Up to a foot of new
snow was expected by this after-

noon in the Sierra Nevadas and in
Idaho, Montana and Wyoming.

States of emergency have been
declared in three California coun-
ties, four in Nevada and one in
Utah. The National Guard was
mobilized in Nevada and California
to help in evacuations and
sandbagging.

At least 10 people were kllled and
four missing since the waves of
Pacific storms began pummeling
the region Feb. 11.

After a brief respite, the latest
storm struck Tuesday night and
northern California again was hit
hardest.

‘“We're getting some pretty good
downpours out of it, (but) it doesn’t
compare with Friday's, which was
the worst of the bunch,’”’ said Bob
Diaz of the National Weather Ser-

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DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Please
write about PKU. The baby of a
young friend has this. In a protein-
oriented society, the problem of
diet restriction for such a
youngster is troubling. The chiid
will be a year old soon, and will
have to associate with people out-
side the home. I fear someone will
inadvertently give him some
‘‘goodie’’ he must not have. Please
help educate the public about this.

PKU is phenylketonuria. It’s an
inherited metabolism problem in
which the child lacks an enzyme
needed for breakdown of a certain
amino acid, phenylalanine, which
is part of many proteins. Levels of
the amino acid may build up in the

blood and threaten brain damage.

Infants are routinely checked for
this condition at birth in many
states. If it is detected early, brain
damage is averted by strict en-
forcement of a diet low in the
substance

Parental adherence to such a
restrictive diet can be a chore, and
it is, as you say, always subject to
disruption by well-meaning, but
unaware neighbors and visitors.
But the child must follow it. Some
even need special milk without the
phenylalanine. Periodic blood and

urine testing keeps the doctor
abreast of the progress of the PKU
problem

ways to inform the neighborhood of

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the danger inadvertent dietary
slip-ups threaten. It is probably
best to impose a total no-treat
restriction. Sometimes a single slip
can encourage the child to cheat on
his own.

I'd like to educate the public
about PKU restrictions, which in-
volve protein food that includes the
specific amino acid no-no. Instead
of going into specifics, let me just
say that people, as a general rule,
should not offer treats or snacks to
youngsters without first checking
to see if there are any diet restric
tions in force, PKU or other. That
would solve the problem for your
friend’s child and others.

@ Conscientious objectors per-
form service to the nation in a man-
ner consistent with their moral,
ethical or religious opposition to
participation in war in any form.
Depending upon the nature of his
beliefs, a conscientious objector
serves either in a non-combatant
capacity in the armed forces or in a
civilian job contributing to the na-
tional interest.

® Ministers may be exempted
from service.

® Ministrial students are defer-
red from service until they com-
plete their studies.

@ Surviving sons or brothers in a

Seiective service system changes wiin ihe

family where the father, mrother,
brother or sister died as a result of
U.S. military service, or is in a cap-
tured or missing in action status,
are exempt from service in
peacetime.

® Hardship deferments are
available for men whose induction
would result in hardship to persons
who depend upon them for support.

@ Members of reserve com-
ponents (including the National
Guard and advanced-level ROTC
cadets who have already signed a
Reserve contract) are eligible for a
separate classification and per-
form their military service in the
National Guard or the Reserves.

® Certain elected officials are ex-
empt from service as long as they

fimes

continue to hold office.

® Veterans generally are exempt
from service in peacetime.

o If an alien served at least 12
months in the armed forces of a
country with which the United
States is involved in mutual
defense activities, he is eligible for
the same classification as a man
who has completed U.S. military
service.

® Dual nationals may be exemp-
ted from U.S. military service if
their other country of nationality
has a treaty or agreement with the
United States providing for such an
exemption.

In England and Scotland, mar-
malade is a preserve made from
the bigarade or bitter Seville
orange, while in the United States
the sweet or China orange is used.

The bitter orange has been
known in England since the 12th
century, when Crusaders brought
orange trees from the Holy Land to
Italy and Provence.

The name marmalade actually
comes from ‘“‘marmelo,”’ the Por-

tuguese name for quince. How it
came to mean an orange preserve
is a matter of legend. In one ver-
sion, Arthur Wesley, later to
become the Duke of Wellington,
was in Portugal during the Penin-
sula Wars of the early 19th century
He sent home quince and orange
jams, but an aide mistakenly label-
ed both of them ‘‘marmalata,”
from ‘‘marmelada,”” the Por-
tuguese word for quince jam. The
name stuck to the orange jam

Robertson had 20 points, 11 re-
bounds, 10 assists and 10 steals
Tuesday night in the Spurs’ 120-114
victory over the Suns. It was the
first time that double figures had
been reached in those four
categories.

Nate Thurmond had 22 points, 14
rebounds, 13 assists and 12 blocked
shots on opening night in 1974-75 for
the Chicago Bulis, the only other
known ‘‘quadruple-double.”’
