If the boiler system cannot
be repaired adequately, school
officials may face the prospect
of thousands of dollars of ex-
pense for a new heating system,

And, if sufficient heating can-

not be generated during a repair
or replacement period, high
school class schedule in severe
weather could be interiipted.

The old boiler system has
been ‘‘nursed’’ along for years
in an attempt to save heavy cash
outlay of taxpayers’ money.
More than once funds have been
considered in proposed school
budgets and then eliminated as
trustees and administrators
struggled to balance the budget
