The veterinary department at the
Agricultural and Mechanical College
of Texas has four fine individuals in
the hospital for inoculation against
Texas fever, One s a roan short
horn bull, one year old, weighing 1000
pounds, valued at $1,000.and owned by
V. O. Hildreth of Aledo, Texas. This
bull was sired by Columbia Lad, was
bred im IMinols and was the grand
champiog at the Texas State Fair at
Dallas this year.

Also to be Inoculated are two Jersey
heifers from Lake County, Ohlo, owned
by Richard Eckhardt of Yorktown
Texas, and a Jersey bull from Menter,
‘Ohio, owned now by Ed Derden of
Ryan. Dr. Mark Francis, professor
of veterinary science at the A. and M.
College, and Dr. R. P. Marsteller, his
assistant, have had good success with
this inoculation experiment. Now, by
inoculation, they save ninety-two per
cent of the cattle. Heretofore the
death rate was about seventy-five or
eighty per cemt.

FIRST SHAPE OF EELS.

Strait of Messina Revealed Mystery of
the Snakelike Fish.

In the strait of Messina are channels
of Immense depth, through which a
wild tide surges, and owlug probably
to irregularities at the bottom there
are whirllog eddles Wwhich bhave the
effect of bringing up from the depths
below many marine creatures which
are rarely seen except in the deep sea
trawls,

It was bere that the larval form of
a fresh waler eel was first discovered,
an locident which threw a blaze of
light on the life history of a very mys-
terious fish.

All kinds of theories had been given
forth with _ regard to the propagation
of the eel. Bome naturalists declared
they bred in fresh witer, others that
they visited the estuaries for spawning
purposes, but thanks to the discovery
off Messina and later captures of the
eel in its larval form It is practically
certain that after mature eelw drop
down our rivers in autuman they hie
them to exceedingly deep water In the
sea and there deposit their eggs.

From the egg comes a little ribbon
shaped creature, the larval form. In
due course this changes lnto an eei or
still smaller sise, strange to say
these small eels or elvers lfterwnrd
ascend our rivers and there remain
until they reach maturity, when they
in their turn descend to the sea and
history is repeated.—Loodon Telegraph.

The longevity of olive trees Is extraor-
dinary. In Syria have been found some
remarkably anclent olive trees whose
ages are established beyond question
A trust deed exists which relates to an
orchard covering 400 trees pear Tripoll,
Syria, the trust deed baving been is-
sted lu the year 1410,

Though the trees look aged, they stil)
bear fruit of fine quality in abundance
and are likely to malntaln thelr pro-
ductiveness for mahy bundreds of
years. Ap olive grove near Belrut
is admitted to be the third largest

] olive farm In the world. Syrian fruit

farmers are extending olive culture
with much zeal and effect

Under European systems of culture
the Syrians make the olive tree bear
eéach season, while In the oM days one
crop In three years was thought to be
all that the trees could produce. The
low cropping capacity of the trees was
due to the pative method of thrashing
the fruits from the branches with
sticks, which seriously injured them

The methods of grinding the olive
for oll and picking the fruit are pecul
lar. Neilther the grinders nor pickers
receive wages, but are pald on per-
centage. The pickers recelve 5 per
cent of the actual fruit picked, and the
grinders get 10 per cent of the frult
ground. —Dundee Advertiser.
