The first overall revision of
the Texas penal code in more

than a century is nearing final
passage as the legislature plows

through its last full week of re-
gular session duties.

House members promptly went
to work on the bill after the
Senate passed it last week.

The revision is the product of
a seven-year study ramrodded
by the State Bar of Texas.

Generally, the code pulls to-
gether the thousands of criminal
lawg scattered through the sta-
tute books.

It groups felonies and misde-
meanors into classes, ranging
from most severe to minor of-
fenses and fixes a range of pun-
ishment for each,

Many separate statutes are

consolidated into comprehensive
sections, and laws covering a
variety of attempted crimes are
grouped under a general attempt
provision

The new code increases maxi-
mum penalties for certain crimes
of violence. Murder without ma-
lice, for example, could carry a
maximum term of 20 years com-
pared to five under present law.
Penalities for some other
crimes were lowered. Minimum,
as well as maximum, punish-
ment is provided in each cate-
gory of felony.

One of the major changes in
existing law is the definition of
insanity as applied to defense
in criminal cases. The new de-
finition terms insanity as a men-
tal disorder or defect that pre-
vents one from conforming his
conduct to requirements of the
law. The old ‘“M’Naghten rule”
terms a person insane who does
not know right from wrong or
understand the nature and con-
sequences of his acts.

OPEN RECORDS BILL PASS-
ED — The Senate passed its
version of open records legisla-
tion, returning it (HB 6) to the
House for consideration of a-
mendments,

The bill would require most
records to be available for pub-
lic inspection and that copies be
provided promptly at cost,

An amendment would allow
agencieg to require payment for
copying records of many pages.
Exceptions are provided for
private correspondence and com-
munications of elected officials
and information related entire-
ly to personnel matters within
the agency.

Doctors who join the NHSC
do so because it offers them
an opportunity to go to an area
which wants and needs them,
and give the small town general
practice situation a trial run,
With the termination of the draft,
service in the NHSC no longer
serves as a means of fulfilling
military obligations.

Doctors entering this program
are usually highly motivated to-
ward public service and view
the program as a means of ful-
filling a service to humanity.

Business In Texas

Last year auto visitors from
other states and nations spent
money in Texas equivalent to
$136.40 for every resident Tex-
an,

The Texas Highway Depart-
ment’s annual Visitor Industrv
Report, released today, revealed
that out-of-staters left $1.6 bil-
lion in Texas during 1972. Call-
ing tourism an ‘“‘industry without
smokestacks,”” Tom H, Taylor,
director of the department’s
Travel and Information Division,
described tourist dollars as
‘“‘new’ money. ‘‘Those dollars
that are earned elsewhere and
dropped whole in Texas,” said
Taylor, “‘are a prime reason for
the current strength of our
state’'s economy."”

Throughout last year the High-
way Department tallied 16.6 mil-
lion visitors who came to Tex-
as by autos, campers, and oth-
er motor vehicles. Although the
total was only about one per
cent more than the previous
year, the daily rate of spending
increased by 21 per cent.

Taylor also commented on the
benefits of tourist dollars in re-
lation to state taxes. ‘““The Uni-
versity of Texas Bureau of Bus-
iness Research calculates that
8.9 per cent of every visitor dol-
lar goes to state taxes,”” he said.
““That means those out-of-staters
paid more than $141 million of
our taxes last year.”

The detailed report indicates
that more than half of all auto
visitors came to Texas for vaca-
tion reasons, That proportion of
pleasure travel has changed on-
ly slightly in recent years. How-
ever, the report notes that bus-
iness visits — including conven-
tions have mushroomed by
nearly 600 per cent since 1968.

Another factor that bears up-
on greater visitor expenditures
was an increase in the average
length of stay. The typical au-
to visitor party spent 6.0 days
in Texas during 1972,

For nightly accommodations,
motels hosted 46 per cent. Hotels,
camping, trailers, private homes

and other facilities shared the
remainder,

Continuing a trend noted in re-

cent years, last year's tourists
demonstrated that they are a
wide-ranging breed. On the aver-
age they traveled 1,222 miles in
Texas.

The report also indicates the
relative affluence of Texas visi-
tors. Nearly half enjoy incomes
above $12 thousand a year, and
another 29 per cent earn from
$8 to $12 thousand annually.

Other details in the report list
visitor age groups, destinations,
average size of party, expendi-
tures per day, what tourist dol-
lars buy, and elements of the
Highway Department’s overall
travel promotion program. More
than 38 thousand questionnaires
from actual traveling groups
were used in compiling the re-
port. The questionnaires were
supplemented by more than 10
thousand hours of visual and
mechanical traffic counts on the
highways.

Accent On Health

VENERAL DISEASE

The ‘‘hush-hush” disease has
come out into the open,

For decades, veneral disease
was spoken of in whispers or
not spoken of at all because VD
was not one of the “‘socially ac-
cepted”’ diseases, Despite its so-
cial unacceptance, VD occurred
—and in great numbers, so great

that vast programs were mount-

ed to control and hopefully seek
to @éliminate the disease as =a

public health problem in Texas
and the nation.

VD had become an epidemic,
as literally millions of Ameri-
cans and thousands of Texans
contracted the disease. Health
Authorities, who had been quiet-
ly attacking this public health
problem for years, began to fo-
cus some of their energies on
public awareness education
and information. They hoped to
bring the disease out into the
open so it could be treated for
what it is — a serious communi-
cable disease now occurring in
epidemic proportions.

Until recently, VD patients
were treated by society as so-
cial outcasts. The social stigma
attached to these diseases pre-
vented people from seeking edu-
cation about the prevention or
treatment of VD, Thus, the chain
of transmission was almost im-
possible to break, for many in-
dividuals were unaware of the
symptoms and dangers of VD.
For every case brought to the
attention of health authorities,
four more cases were occurring
but not brought to treatment.

Now, the tide may have be-
gun to turn. The Texas State
Department of Health reported
a 27 percent decrease in the
occurrence of infectious syp-
hilis statewide in 1972. Gonorrhea
showed a 14 percent increase.
To combat this continued in-
crease, a massive new gonorr-
hea screening program was
launched by the State Health De-
partment just last year, Still,
gonorrhea is striking four new
victims in Texas every minute.

As part of their efforts to
bring the untreated, previously
undiagnosed, or asymptomatic
cases of syphilis and gonorrhea
to treatment, state health au-
thorities have launched a *“‘VD
Awareness Campaign” aimed at
reaching the target population
and educating the general pub-
lic. Hopefully, such an effort
will motivate individuals who
think they may have been ex-
posed to VD to contact their pri-
vate physician or local Public
Health Department clinic for
early diagnosis and treatment.
The educational aspects of the
campaign will try to bring the
disease ‘‘out of the woods'’ and
into the realm of present day
reality. It will also appraise the
public of the seriousness of the
disease as a health problem,
that there are ways to prevent

VD, and of the need to seek im-
mediate treatment upon suspect-
ed contact.

Texas certainly does have a
VD problem, along with the
other 49 states in the nation, In
1972, the total number of cases
of gonorrhea officially reported
in the state climbed to 57,247
cases. Syphilis showed a slight
drop but still totalled 5,510 cases.
But these figures tell only part

Weather Conditions
And Fresh Produce

Weather conditions are caus-
ing some disruptions in market-
ing fresh produce and -citrus,
Texas Agriculture Commission-
er John C, White reports.

In 1972, in the United States
the number of reported gonor-
rhea cases exceeded 755,615, ac-
cording to the U, S. Public
Health Service.

know they have it. Health au-
thorities say from two to six
million cases of gonorrhea ac-
tually occurred last year. Of
these, it is estimated that some
250,000 occurred in the State
of Texas.
In its public awareness cam-
paign, the State Health Depart-
ment is striving to make the ex-
tent of the problem clear to
everyone, along with the know-
ledge that VD can happen to
anyone, Secondly, the campaign
emprasizing the method of
transmission — from one infect-
ed person to another person
through close, intimate sexual
contact. And, thirdly, it is stress-
ing the necessity for immediate
treatment should disease symp-
toms appear

Social Secunty And
Adopted Children

One of the recent changes in
social security resulting from
the 1972 amendments concern a-
dopted children,

According to Travis C. Briggs,
manager of the Amarillo Social
Security Office, adpotion of a
surviving child beneficiary by
someone other than a close re-
lative no longer resulis in the
child’s benefits being terminat-
ed. Prior to this change a child
receiving benefits based on a
deceased parent’s work would
have his benefits ended if he was
brother, sister, aunt, uncle, step-
parent, or grandparent,

One other important feature of
the change is that children whose
benefits were previously termin-
ated as a result of their adoption
may now be reinstated. Children
who, but for such adoption, would
still be eligible for benefits may
become reentitled by the filing
of another application.

Previously a child's right to
benefits was not terminated be-
cause of adoption by a close re-
lative because it was thought
that such adoptions were usually
undertaken to obtain for the child
certain legal and psychological
advantages available to children
in a close family group and that
it was inappropriate to deprive
a child of his social security be-
nefits in such a case It is now
felt that adoptions by a more
distant relative or unrelated
person may provide a child with
the same advantages and as
such benefits will no longer be
ended. This change
