Snakes dalive! It's roundup time

n just a few short

days you’ll get a

chance to see

thousands of large
diamonds strung together in
lengths of up to six feet.
There’s just one small catch
on this string of gems. The
diamonds will be pressed to
the skin of the area’s most
celebrated pit viper — the
western diamondback
rattlesnake.

It all begins Friday at 1 p.m. at
the county fair barn when weigh-in
of 6,000 to 7,000 wiggling rattlers
starts. The Rattlesnake Round-up
will continue through the weekend
with reptile exhibits, handling and
milking demonstrations by the Pit
Masters from Gainsville, skinning
presentations, and arts and crafts
shows.

Also expected to be on hand for
those with curious culinary ways
will be an assortment of snake
cuisine. More standard refresh-
ment will be available, too.

The 24th annual round-up is be-

ing sponsored by the American
Business Club and Coors. Admis-
sion to the event is $3 for adults and
$2 for children ages six through 12.

Proceeds from the round-up will
benefit the AMBUC’s scholarship
fund for physical therapists and the
Dora Roberts Rehabilitation
Center.

Chairman of this year’s round-
up, Delbert Smith, said snake
venom collected will go to Texas
A&l University for cancer
research. Another portion of the
venom will be donated to some
Georgia people for their work on
snake bite serums, he said.

Smith says the rattler is an in-
teresting creature congisting of a
skull, spinal column and rib cage
giving support to a powerful
musculature, internal organs and
glands.

He said the animal has poor
eyesight and hearing, but compen-
sates with highly sophisticated sen-
sors that help it locate food and
avoid predators.

“They’ve got two holes behind
the nose, and they sense heat
changes and barometric changes
through these pits.”” These sensing
devices allow the snake to detect

Shuttle probe divides ‘NASA family’

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)
— The investigation into the explo-
sion of Challenger has caused
splintering and mistrust within
NASA, and top officials say these
wounds must be healed before the
srace agency can return to the
close teamwork that was key to its
past success.

Rifts have developed within what
some officials call ‘‘the NASA
family’’ as investigators publicly
track the cause of the Jan. 28 explo-
sion that destroyed space shuttle

Challenger and killed its seven
crew members.

The estrangement centered last
week on memos in which chief
astronaut John Young accused
NASA management of letting
launch schedule pressures com-
promise crew safety. The
documents had been taken from
departmental files and published in
newspapers across the country.

Engineering management at the
Johnson Space Center here admit-
ted that they have been hurt and

‘White oil’ rift clouds Panhandle’

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Texas Panhandle is used to living
from boom to bust.

“We've always lived in a kind of
unique area,’’ says Pampa Mayor
Shérman Cowan. ‘‘You know, when
there was a recession going
around, we were the first to feel it
but the first to get over it."”

high tech resources.”’

Martindale said his law firm's
business is also down about 50
percent.

“I've got five bankruptcies sit-
ting on my desk right now,” he
said.

The controversy over white oil
had been simmering since the ma-
jors first complained to the
Railroad Commission in 1981.

The commission tests wells and
certifies them either as oil wells or
as gas wells, depending on what
they produce. That is significant,
because in the Panhandle field —
ihe only remaining fieid where oil
and gas rights are sold separately
— gas wells can be drilled only one
per 640 acres. Oil wells can be drill-
ed every 10 acres.

With the gas rights bought up
under long-term leases, no one had
paid much attention to the leftover
oil leases because there wasn'’t
enough oil to merit drilling.

Then in 1977 the Railroad Com-
mission said it would count li-

ed natural gas toward oil pro-

tion if it were mixed with crude
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oil. That made it easier to get a
well classified as an oil-producing
well.

The spark that ignited the white
oil boom came the following year
when the Natural Gas Policy Act
set new, higher prices for gas from
newly drilled oil wells.

In their case before the federal
agency, the independents argued
that the gas they sold was ‘‘cas-
inghead’’ gas, a legal byproduct of
oil drilling. The majors countered
that the independenis couidn’t be
producing casinghead gas because
they weren't producing oil.

The FERC agreed with the ma-
jors. Meanwhile, back in Texas,
the Railroad Commission reversed
itself and said white oil could no
longer he coamted for purposes of
classifying wells and began
retesting wells in the Panhandle.
As of the end of the year, 84 of 546
retested oil wells flunked and
another 103 were declared
‘‘questionable.”

A state judge reversed the
Railroad Commission ruling,
though, and the case is before a
state appeais court.

Appeals of the FERC ruling in
federal courts are further com-
plicating the situation because the

The federal
courts will have to decide on
jurisdiction before beginning to
sort out the cases.

The Railroad Commission is also
appealing the FERC decision,
arguing that the federal commis-
sion has no jurisdiction over
regulation of state resources.

Hunters find snakes in just about
any aréa where the reptile can
crawl unde or beneath
shelter from the hot sun or cold air,
Smith said.

Challenger accident occurred.

Chief astronaut John Young has
declined interviews, but his depu-
ty, astronaut Paul Weitz, said in an
interview that Young is distressed
that his memos have been publish-
ed and is worried that they will
damage astronaut office com-
munications with NASA
management.

““The underlying theme of many
of the articles in the press about
John’s memos is that the
astronauts have the wagons circled
and they’re fighting off the rest of
the bad guys in NASA "’ said Weitz
‘“The last thing we need or want is
a polarization. The astronaut office
is part of the NASA organization
and team.”

Weitz said Young wrote the
memos to emphasize astronaut
concerns over engineering pro-
blems that had been thoroughly
discussed in committees, only to
have management rule against the
astronaut position.

“I'm sure in any organization
there are policy decisions made
with which you don’t agree and
some of them you are willing to ac-
cept and some of them you think
you can live with but I still think
you are wrong and I'm going to
continue to make my case,’’ said
Weitz. ‘I know that is the spirit in
which John wrote those things."

Publishing of the memos, said

Weitz, has created the danger of
alienating the astronauts from
NASA management who make
final decisions about spacecraft.

‘‘Put yourself in a person’s place
in (management) and he up
the paper at breakfast and here's
an articie thai infers that the
astronauts don't trust a damn thing
that NASA does,”” said Weitz. ‘‘The
normal human reaction is ‘Who do
they think these guys are talking
to? Who do they think got them to
where they are?’ "’

And, yet, Weitz admitted that in
the astronaut corps, ‘A lot of peo-
ple say ‘I don’t trust those bastards
any more. What they are really
saying is ... we've got a system that
if it functions rly will do'the
right thing and it didn’t do that.”

Eugene F. Kranz, director of
mission operations, said he and
other managers are puzzled about
the Young memos. He said all of
the issues raised by Young had
been discussed in open forums and
that ‘“‘an effective use of the
system’’ could have resulted in
changes without such strong views

being expressed in public.

‘I can’t speculate on the purpose
of the memos,’’ said Kranz, but he
admitted that he has not contacted
Young to discuss the memoran-
dums. Their offices are less than
100 yards apart and they've known
each other for 25 years

When City Manager Don Davis tendered his resignation in
February, he did so amid these revelations:

® That he approved paying nearly $18,000 in undocumented
back wages to a city supervisor who quit in September of 1984.

© That the reconstruction of the sewage treatment plant in
1980-81 was fraught with a number of construction problems
which led to, on at least one occasion, apparent illegal closed
door meetings attended by city council and Davis. The plant

only rarely has been in compliance with pollution laws and the

state is very concerned about Big Spring’s ability to properly

ireat iis wastewater.

Criticism over the back pay issue was this: city administra-
tion was too loose-fisted with taxpayers’ money.

On the sewage treatment plant, again, the issue is money.
The city just recently opted to spend more money to enable the
plant to remain consistently in compliance.

True to pattern, the city council has chosen to spend $4,000 a
month to retain Mr. Davis as a consultant.

There is no provision in his consulting contract for full-time
hours. There is no restriction against simultaneously drawing
salary on a private payroll. And there are no responsibilities
delineated for serving in a managerial capacity.

Davis is to be a consultant only, available to advise the city
when needed, yet he’ll receive full salary.

The contract is for 60 days, and maybe the city council feels
it cannot get along without his services. Or, maybe coun-
cilmen felt they owed Davis a plum in return for his seven
years of service to the city. Whatever, the action has been
taken and we’re not trying to second guess it now.

There is a clause, though, in the consulting contract that
provides for renewal ‘“‘for a mutually agreeable additional
period.”’ We oppose any renewal of this contract. Sixty days
should be plenty of transition at full salary for a former clty

manager.

Many Texas newspapers, facing
stiffer competition from television
in providing information and
molding public opinion, face an ad-
ditional hurdle as the Mexican-
American community becomes a
larger part of the population.

Despite large increases in the
proportion of Mexican-Americans
within the circulation areas of
many of the state’s newspapers,
circulation rates do not appear to
reflect population growth.

Editors and publishers across
the state have wrestled with this
complex challenge out of simple in-
stinct for survival. Mexican-
Amricans in key areas of the state
may seal the fate of dozens of
newspapers already hamstrung
with high production costs and
stagnant interest in the daily writ-
ten record of a community.

How the growth of the Mexican-
American population affects the
ultimate economic fate of
newspapers remains to be seen,
but thoughtful Texans ought to con-
sigei What ainrinpoitant pairt of e
social education of a significant
generation of Mexican-Americans
is at stake.

Newspapers have long served as
the linchpins of society in Texas.
Their written chronicles are of in-
escapable importance in an age
and time when information is flash-
ed across a television screen in im-
ages and pictures which do not
leave information with the viewer
80 much as visual effect.

Still, the full force of television —
which should be a complementary
source of information — is stri
ing newspapers of reader
attention.

As a result, Mexican-Americans,
having in many cases been ignored
by newspapers and therefore not
avid newspaper readers, are being
weaned on a diet of compacted
news reports.

the economic fate of Texas
newspapers can be seen in figures
suggesting that the chasm which
has always existed between Texas
newspapers and the Mexican-
American community is
expanding.

In Lubbock, where Mexican-
Americans in 1965 comprised about
10 percent of the population, the
city’s newspaper had a circulation
of almost 58,000. Despite a popula-
tion increase of 80,000 during the
next 20 years (from 139,000 to
218,000) in the county, circulation
declined slightly. During the same
time period, the Mexican-
American population more than
doubled to almost 25 percent.

In Odessa, about 100 miles to the
south, a similar story can be writ-
ten. Ector Cunty’s population in-
creased by 50,000 in 1965-85 while
the circulation of the city’s evening
newspaper declined by 2,000 copies
daily. The county's Mexican-
American population almost tripl-
ed — from an estimated 10 percent
in 1965 o an estimated 27 perceni
last year.

Even in larger cities — such as
Houston — evidence suggests that
the influx of Hispanics stunted the
growth of one of the city’s two ma-
jor newspapers. During a 20-year
period of explosive growth in which
Houston (Harris County) grew by
160 percent, newspaper circulation
increased by 25 percent — this
while the Hispanic population grew
from about 7 percent to 17 percent
of the population.

These statistics, while not infalli-
ble, suggest that the vast new
Hispanic market is being left for
television stations to appropriate.

The lack of Hispanic readership
is not altogether the fault of
newspapers. The youthfulness of
the Hispanic population — with a
median age of about 21 years — in
an age when young people do not
read newspapers explains away
part of the problem.

That youthfulness, however,
presents journalism in Texas a
critical opportunity to strengthen
its role in the future development
of the state.

You won't be dazzled by the
sight. And you'll have to crawl out
of bed at a ridiculously early hour
to view it. But if you don’t look
skyward this month or in April,
your next chance to the view
Halley’s comet won’t come until
2061.
That was reason enough for me
to stumble out of bed at 5 a.m. last

Monday. I wasn’t sure I'd be
around in 2061.

I think El Nino is already here. The brief storm
that blew in last week only served to tease the dry

land.

El Nino is a weather phenomenon. Not the Ber-
muda Triangle, but similarly intriguing. It is an
unusual warming in the Pacific Ocean that can bring
freak weather such as in 1882-83 when billions of

dollars in damage was done.

Scientists last week said they believe it is back —

not as severe this time, but here nonetheless.

An EIl Nino can trigger rains and dryness over
widespread parts of the world. Scientists point to ris-
ing Pacific Ocean temperatures off the South
American coast and changes in air pressure over the
Pacific as signais that a new Ei Nino is developing.
Researchers at New York’s Columbia University
say the current one will reach its maximum late this

year.

Here’s how an Associated Press story describes

the phenomenon:

“El Nino is an unusual warming of the eastern
tropical Pacific which occurs every few years and
can last a year or two. The name is Spanish for ‘the
Child,’ referring to the Christ child because the first
indications are often noticed around Christmas with

“In the wake of the 1982-83 El Nino, severe storms
lashed the west coast of the United States, the first

A freak weather year is about the only way to ex-
plain away such dry pasture conditions and topsoil
going into the planting season. It’s El Nino’s fauit.

Armed with binoculars and a
diagram showing where to locate
the comet, I headed to a deserted
field near my parent’s home in
Abilene, away from city lights that
would dim the view.

Sure enough, there hung Halley’s
just above the southeast horizon —
a fuzzy circular patch with a clear-
ly visible tail trailing behind. Not
breathtaking, but easy to see, even
without the binsculars.

Though it’s not the visual thrill it
must have been in earlier days,
Halley’s comet has become a
marker of historical happenings.
Since its first recorded sighting
2,226 years ago, the comet has been
linked with simultaneous events in
history, threading the past and pre-
sent as few other things have.

Part of the comet’s fascination is
that its return near the sun every 76
years is comparable to the average
human lifespan. Mark Twain,
we're told, was born with the comet
and died with its return.

Gazing on Halley’s one can feel
a sense of history, of sharing the

- ‘Same experience as countless other
generations.

For those of you who haven’t
seen the comet this century, it’s not
too late. Halley’s will be at its best
from now until March 21, accor-
ding to comet watchers at the
astronomer’s publication Sky &
Telescope. Then it will dim as it
speeds toward deep space,
although it will remain visible
through April.

The best time to see the comet is
90 minutes before sunrise. Pick a
spot with an unrestricted view of
the southeast horizon away from
lighted areas. The comet will be
visible above the southeast horizon
midway between the constellations
of Capricorn and Sagittarius.

Consumers police Brazil's inflation laws

RIO DE JANEIRO, Brazil — In super-
markets, boutiques and department stores
throughout Brazil, shoppers with pocket
calculators and government-issued price lists
are forcing store managers to comply with
mandatory price controls.

Some store owners who thought the con-
sumer brigades were kidding wound up in jail,
after adamant customers — often sporting ‘I
am the president’s watchdog’' buttons — call-
ed police.

President Jose Sarney in February ordered
sweeping economic changes in Latin
America’s largest country, saying Brazil
could not tolerate 255 percent infiation, the
worst in its history.

He created a new currency, the cruzado;
froze prices and wages; eliminated most cost-
of-living adjustments from the economy, and
said that henceforth inflation would be ‘‘zero."”

The chief executive then invited each of
Brazil’'s 138 million inhabitants to be his
“fiscal,’”’ a Portuguese word meaning a police-
type official inspector, or watchdog.

““The popular reaction to the president’s ad-
dress is unlike anything I've ever seen
before,’’ said Antonio Carlos Porto Goncalves,
an economist at the Getulio Vargas Founda-
tion, a Rio-based think tank. ‘“‘Overnight, a
mass sense of civic duty has blossomed.”

After decades of two-digit inflation, and an-
nual rates surpassing 200 percent for the last
threc years, ces took off again last
December, Iemﬁn ng many economists here to
fear this year's inflation rate might hit 500

ent.

To diminish inflation’s devastating impact
on Brazilians’ standard of living, the govern-
ment since 1965 had ‘‘indexed’’ the economy,
granting automatic increases of prices,
wages. rents, mortgages and financial paper
according to a cost-of-living index. This com-
plex system, however, was accused of fueling
inflation.

Sarney simply brought the whole unwieldy
mechanism to a halt.

The minimum wage was raised slightly and
then frozen at 800 cruzados, or about $58 2
month. Seventy percent of Brazilian workers
make from one to three times the minimum
wage.

Kents and Mortgages were irozen. Most im-
portantly, for the average citizen, the govern-
ment froze retail prices for hundreds of
household items people had been buying at
daily escalating prices.

A pound of black beans, a basic food, now is
the equivalent of 26 cents. A pound of chicken
is 49 cents. A liter (slightly more than a quart)
of milk is 20 cents.

Store owners who disregarded these prices
found themselves being denounced to the
police by irate shoppers, pushed into squad
cars and fingerprinted at the local precinct
house.

In some cases, victorious consumers sang
the national anthem as they saw the law being
upheld, in recognition that Sarney’'s ad-
ministration, which took office last year, is
Brazil’s first civilian government since 1964

There were cases of violence during the first
few days of the new economic system, with

angry customers wrecking stores and lunch
counters that illegally raised prices. But that
soon stopped, and the prices went back to
where they were su to be.

The government halted daily devaluations
of the old currency, the cruzeiro, and said the
cruzado, worth 1,000 cruzeiros, would be a
‘“strong’’ monetary umit. The black-market
rate for U.S. dollars shot up the day of
Sarney’s decrees but later dropped to only
slightly above the frozen cruzado rate of 13.84
per dollar.

There were compiaints. The automobiie,
steel and pharmaceutical industries said
government approval of inflation-correcting
price increases was in the works iust hefore
the new economic measures were announced.
Now with the freeze, these businesses say they
will be hurt unfairly.

Small stores argued they should be treated
differently from huge supermarkets and
department stores, which can buy in bulk, at
lower wholesale prices.

Labor unions, now free of the repression
that marked the past military regimes, said
workers would lose under an indefinite wage
freeze. The government indicated that if
minor inflation occurs again, workers pro-
bably will get some cost-of-living adjustment

Foreign bankers negotiating rescheduling of
Brazil’s $103-billion foreign debt, the Third
World’s highest, seemed pleased with the new
economic measures and conceded a reduction
in the interest rate on Brazilian debt

That
was quite a moment just now as
the hero of the battie of San
Jacinto, General Sam Houston,
presented his sword. ‘I have
worn it with some humble
pretensions in defense of my
country,” he said with deep
emotion, ‘‘and should the
danger of my country again call
for my services, I expect to
resume it and respond to that
call, if needful, with my blood
and life.”’

Touay, Ocwover zz, 1856, with
that salute, the finale of his in-
augural address, General
Houston begins his two-year
term as the first president of the
Republic of Texas here in the
capital city of Columbia. He has
only recently returned from
New Orleans where he had been
recovering from serious wounds
suffered at San Jacinto (the
crucial victory in our long war
for independence from Mexico).
The General has been elected by
an overwhelming majority of
5,119 votes out of 6,640 votes
cast.

The people here listening to
this address feel much like the
soldiers at San Jacinto did just
six months ago when, after their
victory, the wounded General
pulled from his pocket an ear of
partially chewed corn — his on-
ly food for the last four days. He
instructed his men to divide the
kernels amongst themselves to
take back to their lands to be

He went
back to the Indians, but his per-
sonal fortunes sunk lower and
lower until even the Cherokees
made fun of Houston: gossip
said they gave him a new Indian
name meaning ‘‘Old Drunk.”

Texas, arriving just four years
ago. Some say he came to help
secure this land for Jackson and
the United States.

Indeed, his reputation preced-
ed him to Texas and because of
this and his friendship with
Jackson, he became a leader in
the fight for independence,
emerging as the natural one to
lead Texas’ army and win our
freedom from Mexico.

The Republic has no economy,
no banks, no money — just a
group of 40,000 optimistic set-
tlers — mostly farmers — in this
huge, wild land. But we're
hopeful, if nothing eise. As the
General-now-P~~~ident said to-
day: ‘‘As yet our course is on-
ward. We are only in the outset
of the campaign of liberty.
Futurity has locked up the
destiny which awaits our
people.”

Storms spark new rush for gold

CHILI BAR, Calif. (AP)
California’s Sierra Nevada, where
the 19th-century gold rush was
born, is the scene of a new scram-
ble as hunters find the precious
metal in streams and canyons
where it was exposed by recent
storms.

“l know a man who’s been pro-
specting 20 years, and he says he
has found more in the past two
weeks than all the time before,”’
said one prospector, a 34-year-old
Indiana carpenter, who would only
speak if he was not identified. ‘“The
rains have washed it all down into
the streams or behind rocks or into
gullies.”

By tradition, gold-hunters are
discreet, like this prospector who
said he would take a reporter to his
Amador County site ‘“‘only if you
wear a blindfold when we go in.”

Last month, Northern California
was lashed Dy mne days ol storis
that killed 13 people, injured 57,
forced the evacuations of 50,000
residents and caused $320 million
in damages.

But there was a nugget of good
news: The soggy ground and rain-
swollen rivers churned up fresh
deposits of gold-rich soil and rock.

“We’ve had more people in here
than at any time since gold was
more than $800 an ounce,” said
Paul Bailey, owner of a hardware
store 45 miles east of Sacramento
that caters to gold hunters. ‘I nor-
mally put in one or two orders per
week (for equipment), now I'm
putting in one ever day."’ On Fri-
day, gold sold for roughly $348 per
ounce in world markets.

While few panners were seen
along the major rivers, numerous
ribbons or pennants were tied to
tree branches, signaling the areas
had been claimed.

Several prospectors said the
isolated, rugged canyons and steep
streams 1 drawn an unwsually
large number of gold-seekers.
Their numbers are expected to in-
crease, particularly on weekends,
as the weather warms and the
mountains’ deep snowpack melts.

“There’s probably more gold
here (in the mountains) than has
ever been taken out,” said Jim
Kain of Chili Bar, a tiny communi-
ty of mobile homes, a slate mine
and a restaurant. Chili Bar itself,
however, has little gold, because of
a dam upstream on an American
River fork.

Heavy rain storms that have churned up soil in the Sierra Nevada this winter have created an
excitement among gold hunters in the Mother Lode country in recent weeks as reports of gold finds begin to leak

out.

The focus of the new gold rush —
“We're calling it a gold rush
because that’s what it is,”’ said
Camino prospector Sterling Flet-
cher — is the 200-mile-long western
slope of the Sierra Nevada between
Sonora and Downieville, a region
crisscrossed by swift rivers. The
towns dot north-south state Route

49, a winding, narrow highway
through rustic communities like
Jamestown, Angels Camp, Sutter
Creek, Placerville, Pilot Hill,
Auburn, Grass Valley and Nevada
City.

The locals call the area ‘‘gold
country.”

It includes the most famous gold

James Marshall hit pay dirt 137
years ago at John Sutter’s mill on
the American River. His find laun-
ched the California gold rush.

The gold in turn is generally sold
to jewelers or major gold dealers,
he said.

The new regulations contain a very serious tax trap in
reference to ‘‘terminating payment in the event of death.”

Some people have no-one to turn
to in a crisis.

Big Spring State Hospital has
developed a new 24-hour Mental
Health Crisis Hotiline for those wiho
need to talk to someone when they
are having a crisis, W.C. Earnest,
coordinator of non-residential ser-
vices, said. It will provide crisis
coverage to 23 counties in West
Texas.

“Typically we had an 8 a.m.- 5
p.m. service which didn’t provide
service for evenings, weekends,
holidays or for out-patient ser-
vice,”” Earnest said. Senate Bill 633
mandated certain core outreach
services, he said. One requiremnet
was to give 24-hour access to ser-
vices, Earnest said. The hotline is
fulfilling that requirement.

Fourteen staff members make
up the team which provides this
Z+-holr, 7-8ay a~ week service,
Earnest said. ‘‘We rotate weekends
and days, so it works out that once
every 14 weeks a person covers a
week-end and once every 14 days a
person covers an evening,’’
Earnest said.

The person on after-hour duty
picks up the beeper and the manual
with emergency numbers for ser-
vices before going home, Earnest
said. “We have a lot of numbers to
cover most emergency situations,’’
he said.

The staff members are qualified
professionals made up of
psychologists, social workers, case
managers and nurses who can deal

with these situations, Earnest said.

All the caller has to do is contact
the telephone operator in his area
and ask for ‘“‘Enterprise 8-4357"' or
‘“Enterprise 8-HELP’ and the
operator will put the call through at
iio chiarge to the calier.

‘““‘We tried to get an 800 number,
but there were so many phone com-
panies and districts to deal with
that we had to go statewide. And as
many times happens, legislature
mandates new laws, but no new
money and we didn’'t have the
funds for an 800 number,’’ he said.

Once the call is put through the
hospital, it lights up the word
‘“HELP” on the switchboard. The
operator then transfers the call to
the professional on duty or on call.

‘““The problem is you open
yourself to all kinds of calls,”
Earnest said, ‘‘and there is some
risk in the interpretation of the
message. All we can base our
judgement on is what they tell us,
we won’'t have things like body
language to help.”

situation or emergency, Earnest
said, by resolving the problem,
referring the person to the proper
authority or connecting them with
service by calling someone to meet
with them face to face.

There is only one line and if the
line is being used it isn’t available
to others, Earnest said. ‘“We'll try
to be as brief and thorough as
possible,” he said.

March 1 kicked off the beginning
of the hotline and four calls were
received, Earnest said.

“It’s all brand spankin’ new. We
don’t know where it's going to go
yet,”” he said. “We're trying to
make it responsible and respon-
sive,” he added.

‘“We’re responding to a state
mandate 8o we don’t even know if
the service is really needed in this
area '’ Earnest said.

A 500-mile radius made up of
250,000 people in 85 communities
will be covered in the zamgunﬂes.
Earnest said. The counties are:
Andrews, Dawson, Gaines, Garza,
Howard, Mitchell, Nolan, Reeves,
Loving, Scurry, Terry, Ward, Up-
ton, Crane, Fisher, Kent, Martin,
Runnels, Terrell, Winkler,
Yoakum, Glasscock and Borden.

The Crisis Hot-Line number will
be listed in the yellow pages of the
telephone directories that cover
the counties in the Big Spring State
Hospital service area. ‘It will take
a full year to get the number in the
phone books,”” Earnest said, ‘‘so
we’re relying on publicity from the
newspapers, radio stations and
printed posters.”

animal lovers — o provide 2 safe hzven for wild animals which have no

MURCHISON (AP) — In a quiet
area of the East Texas countryside
is a 600-acre ranch that embodies a
special dream of animal-lovers
across the nation — to provide .a
safe haven for wild animals who
have no other place to go.

Black Beauty Ranch, about six
miles north of Murchison near Bar-
ton’s Chapel, was established by
Cleveland Amory, founder of the
New York-based Fund for
Animals. At the time, Amory and
his 250,000-member group had also
launched a widely publicized
rescue of overpopulated burros
from the Grand Canyon

‘“We didn’t buy the ranch in
order to rescue burros from the
Grand Canyon, which were being
siaughtered by the government
and ranchers to reduce herd size,
but having the ranch made the
rescue possible,”” Amory told the
Athens Review while on a recent
visit to the ranch.

“Our first responsibility is to
animals no one else wants. Black
Beauty Ranch was set up to be a
safe place to hold animals until we

can find a home for them. We think
any animal can be a pet. However,
some of our animals aren’'t adop-
table, and we’ll keep them here and
take care of them until they die.”’

Amory is the avowed enemy of
anyone who would purposely cause
an animal to suffer unneccessarily.
However, his long participation in
the animal rights movement has
tempered his idealism with an ap-
parent evolved sense of realism
about the life animals have and
should have in the world and in the
United States in particular.

He founded the Fund for Animals
in 1967, disillusioned with efforts of
many humane societies’ and
animal rights groups’ ‘“‘battle of
words’’' against inhumane
treatment of animals. He decided
to take an activist's approach to

the problem.

Amory is assistéd at Black Beau-
ty Ranch by managers Billy and
Lavada Saxon, who live there and
care for animals the organization
— often Amory himself — has
rescued.

‘“We're ready to help any animal
in need that no one else wants to
helE," Billy Saxon said. “I feel
lucky to be able to work at
something like this, to live in
Henderson County and to do the
things we do."”

A tour around the ranch, which
Saxon says has been expanded
from 200 acres to 600 acres, reveals
a growing menagerie of animals
from all over the United States and
a few from the East Texas area.

One of the most interesting is
Nim Chimpsky, a chimpanzee sav-
ed by the Fund from almost certain
cruel death.

“Nim is one of my favorites,’
Amory said. ‘“He was raised
almost as a human and was the
subject of more than 17 doctor’s

‘“He can communicate with
humans in sign language. But after
they were finiched with him the
best they could think of doing was
to turn Nim into a laboratory
research animal. We were able to
rescue him with the help of the
University of Oklahoma after he
was scheduled to be infected with
hepatitis. We obtained him when he
was about six years old.

‘“We were told he would have liv-
ed only three more years or %o
under laboratory conditions. This
is appalling when you consider the
lifespan of a chimpanzee is appirox-
imately 50 years."

Two humans Nim does trust are
Bill Saxon and Amory. As Amory
feeds Nim oranges and apples,
Nim constantly crosses his chest
with human-like hands and hugs
his shoulders, his way of saying, “‘!
love you.”

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: After
my brother spent three days in an
intemsive care umit in Pean-
sylvania, he was diagnosed as hav-
ing hypereosinophilic syndrome.
He is taking cortisone to control it.
Please comment. What is the effect
of long-term use of cortisone? —

Eosinophils are special white
blood cells that show bright red

dots under a microscope when they
are stained with a red dye, called
eosin (eosini, for the dye, and phils
for their attraction to it).

I am assuming your brother has
the kind of overabundance of these
white cells that is accompanied by
a heart problem. I won't go into
that too deeply, and simply note
that it is a rare disease.
