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Council approves budget, contracts
Park city council of Jioqiuto, ... '
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The Iowa Park city council 
approved an ordinance, two resolu 
lions, a three-month interim budget 
and threw in a couple of other 
discussions in record time Monday 
evening. J

Ihe called meeting required just 
over 15 minutes.

Primary purposes of the meeting 
was to approve a budget which will 
carry the city’s business during a 
three month period. It was required 
since the city has changed its fiscal 
year to begin October 1, instead of 
Julyl.

1 he ordinance adopted the 
three-month budget, which calls for 
expenditures of $377,996 and income

of $199,659 to go with unencumbered 
funds available of $364,694, leaving 
funds available at the end of the 
period of $186,357.

Revenue included $48,455 from 
general fund; $133,804 from water 
and sewer fund; and $17,400 from 
general revenue sharing for a total of 
$199,659. Unencumbered funds avail­
able include $216,411 general fund; 
$65,973 water and sewer fund; and 
$82,311 general revenue sharing for a 
total of $364,694.

Expenditures include: $196,026, 
operational general fund; $147,071, 
operational-water and sewer fund; 
$20,772, debt retirement-revenue 
bonds, for a total of $377,996.

Monday was the second reading of 
the budget, and when comment was 
called for from both council and 
audience, none was offered.

W ATER SALES 
Both resolutions approved by the 

council concerned sale of water 
outside the city.

The first was a revised contract for 
the sale of water to the Wichita 
Valley Water Supply Corporation.

Besides increasing the rate 
schedule from 40 cents per thousand 
gallons to 60 cents, the new contract 
would allow the rate schedule to be 
modified annually, rather than every 
five years, to coincide with terms of 
the city's water purchase contract
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with Wichita Falls 
The other resolution approved a 

contract to sell water to the Sereno 
Lago housing development on 
Horseshoe Lake.

Not to exceed 25,000 gallons a day 
unless specifically approved by the 
city, Sereno Lago is to pay a 
minimum of $15 per platted lot, 
whether developed or not, $2.50 per 
thousand gallons from 2.000 to 5,000 
consumed per plat; $2 from 5,000 to 
10,000; $1.80 from 10,000 to 20,000; $1 
from 20,000 to 30.000; and 70 cents all 
over 30,000 gallons, per plat.

The contract would be void should 
Wichita Falls cease selling water to 
Iowa Park, and Sereno Lago cannot 
fault Iowa Park should any legal 
problems develop between the city 
and the Wichita Valley Water Supply 
Corporation.

Sale of water to the development 
will generate $900 per month revenue 
for Iowa Park, not including water

Utility Commission for $145.2 million 
in new Texas rates.

Local residence telephone service 
in Iowa Park will actually cost 45 
cents less per month than it did in 
1976 if new rates proposed are

a p p r o v e d , according to Gary C o o k . 
local manager.

Cook pointed out that in January of 
1977, the local one-party residence 
rate here was lowered from $7.75 to 
the current rate of $5.75. The local 
one-party business rate was lowered 
from $21 to the current rate of $13.

Southwestern Bell is proposing to 
increase the local one-party residence 
rate to $7.30. The one-party business 
rate would increase to $17.65. Service 
rate for two-party residem e would 
increase from $3.65 to $5.10 under the 
proposal.

The utility company claims 
supporting documents point to an 
actual revenue need of $242.9-million,

rather than $145.2-million, but held 
the request in line with President 
Carter’s anti-inflation guidelines, 
according to Doyle E. Rogers, the 
company’s vice president for Texas.

“We are committed to meet the 
president's guidelines on price 
increases," stated Rogers. "Con­
sequently, we’re asking the Com­
mission to approve only $145.2- 
million."

The overall increase for the 
company’s state wide system would 
be 6.09 percent in intrastate 
revenues.

Included in the request are 
proposed increases for basic local 
service, key telephones, PBX 
equipment, Centrex, miscellaneous 
equipment, and charges for connect­
ing, changing and moving telephones.

"In the past three years, we’ve 
spent almost $3-billion in construction 
expenses to keep up with increasing 
demand for customer service across 
Texas. This year, we expect to spend 
another $1.2-billion on construction,” 
Rogers said. “We have no choice but

to spend those dollars. Meeting
growth ia part of our obligation aa a
public utility,” he said.

“ Meanwhile, inflation continues at 
a rapid rate. We’ve trimmed 
expenses, we've generated additional 
revenues through sales efforts, and 
improved technology has helped 
blunt the effects of increased costs. 
Yet, our earnings in Texas still fall 
well below our need,” Rogers 
emphasized.

In 1978, the PUC authorized a 
return of 9.488 percent on the 
company’s investment in Texas. Bell 
claims to be earning 8.35 percent and 
actually needs a 10.97 percent return 
to keep up with investments in the 
state.

Home building in Iowa Park 
almost non-existent today

Construction of homes has come 
to a screeching halt in Iowa Park, 
apparently the result of high 
construction costs and interest rates, 
combined with competition for 
builders and materials in neighboring 
Wichita Falls.

For the second straight month, no 
building permits for new homes were 
issued by city hall during June. In

fact, that's three of the six months in 
this year in which no home building 
permits were issued.

Thus far, seven permits have been 
issued to build homes in the city this 
year. During the same six-month 
period in 1978, 20 permits were 
issued. In 1977, 14 permits had been 
issued, and 21 during the same time 
in 1976.

Phosphorous aids wheat production
By Don Decker 
County Agent

Phosphorous is required 
for an adequate soil fertility 
program on wheat according 
to a result demonstration by 
Loys and James Barbour 
near Rifle Range Road. 
Nitrogen in the form of 
anhydrous ammonia has 
been the best fertilizer buy 
for the past several years, 
however, phosphorous 
needs were reflected in the 
results of this trial.

There is a good rule of 
thumb on fertilizer re­
quirements for wheat pro­
duction. Approximately 2 
pounds of nitrogen and 1 
pound of phosphorous ia 
needed to produce 1 bushel 
of wheat. We can get by for 
2 or 3 years with the 
addition of nitrogen alone. 
During that time, the

phosphorous becomes more 
depleted and it becomes a 
limited factor in production.

The fertilizer rates and 
the yield in bushels per acre 
in Barbour's demonstratin 
included 80-40-0 - 55.8
bushels, 40 40-40 - 54.7
bushels, 0-40-0 - 54.3
bushels, 80 40-40 - 50.8
bushels, 40-0-0 - 46.4
bushels, 40-40-0 - 46 bushels. 
80-0-0 45.4 bushels, and the 
0-0-0 check - 39.5 bushels.

A cost analysis of these 
fertilizer rates and added 
yield shows the 0-40-0 as the 
most profitable rate. The 
cost of the fertilizers 
subtracted from the added 
income amounted to $49.72 
per acre when compared to 
the check plot. The other 
rates and the added income 
per acre were 40-40-0 • 
$41.28, 80 40 0 • 136.82,

80-40-40 - $17.67, 40-0-0 - 
$16.51, 40 40 0 - $8.95, and 
80-0-0 - $16.16.

It is interesting to note 
the 100 pounds of anhydrous 
ammonia alone gave the 
poorest yield response and 
the lowest income return 
per acre than any of the 
other fertilizer combina­
tions. I think this tells us 
something. We have gone 
about as far as we can with 
nitrogen alone and our 
attention must include the 
phosphorous needs too.

These plots were harvest­
ed with a miniature combine 
brought in by Gulf Chemical 
to harvest the Carbyne test 
plots for wild oat control. 
Appreciation goes to Jim 
Gordon, Norm Hubbard, and 
Dick A rn ett o f Gulf 
Chemical and Lane Hanson, 
Assistant County for har­

vesting this demonstration.

There were other factors 
affecting wheat yields more 
than fertilizer placement in 
the demonstration by Frank 
Wolf, near Thorndale. This 
goes along with my theory • 
the most important thing is 
to get the fertilizer applied.

A broadcast application of 
100 pounds of 18-46-0 before 
planting produced 36 bush­
els per acre while 75 pounds 
of 18-46-0 applied with the 
seed at planting made 35 
bushels per acre. Both fields 
have an additional 40 pounds 
of nitrogen applied as 
anhydrous ammonia prior to 
planting.

A cost analysis shows the 
additional one bushel of 
wheat was valued at $3.90. 
Additional cost of the 25 
pounds of 18-46-0 per acre

for the broadcast treatment 
amounted to $2.68 per acre. 
This figures the additional 
25 pounds of fertilizer 
applied in a broadcast 
manner returned $1.22 per 
acre. Incidently, these yield 
differences were not signi­
ficant.

I think fertilizer place­
ment with the seed is okay 
or even desirable provided 
the rate is not sacrificed. It 
still takes 2 pounds of 
nitrogen and 1 pound of 
phosphorous to make a 
bushel of wheat. In order to 
prevent damage to seed 
germination, the amount of 
actual nitrogen or potassium 
can not exceed 16 pounds 
per acre. This means the 
rate of 18-46-0 should not 
exceed 85 pounds per acre 
placed with the seed.

In fact, had it not been for a permit 
taken out by LeRoy Foix to build an 
auto service center at 302 W. 
Highway, site of the old Fina station, 
June's permit total would have been 
lower than May’s.

Permits amounted to $26,950 in 
construction, compared with $23^10 
in May. That brought the total to 
$429,217 for the year, as compared to 
the $957,960 for the same six-month 
period in 1978.

If you think government is big now, 
you can’t believe what we could have 
facing us.

Already there is considerable talk 
about “ nationalizing” the oil industry.

Sound silly? Well, that’s what is 
planned for nation-wide medical care. 
And who’s the biggie who’s building 
all the support for the plan? The next 
president of the United States, that’s 
who.

No, not Jimmy Carter. The next 
president will be Edward Kennedy.

No, I’m not a Kennedy man. In fact, 
I’m 100% against him and what he 
stands for. But the pure fact of the 
matter is, he has everything working 
for him.

First of all, he has the Kennedy 
name. That’s worth a majority of the 
vote to start with. Half his campaign 
is already won because of the memory 
of brothers John and Bobby. Of 
course no one can tell you what John 
and Bobby did FOR this country, but 
that doesn’t matter.

Secondly, Edward has someone 
else working day and night for him: 
Jimmy Carter. A  recent poll indicates 
less than 40 percent of those asked 
are pleased with the way Carter is 
running things. The comedians 
wrecked Gerald Ford’s election 
chances by making big fun of his 
stumbling and tripping. Carter has 
only to open his mouth and a 
comedian has 30 minutes of material 
that will make your ribs sore.

Thirdly, the minorities are right 
down Kennedy’s alley. The old 
chicken in every pot and car in every 
garage political pledge doesn’t hold a 
candle to what Edward offers. He’s 
already got the following of leaders 
from two minority groups in his 
camp, and that’s a heap of votes, 
folks.

Carter will not be able to get the 
party's nomination to run for a second 
term, and that leaves only Teddy. So 
for the fourth reason he’ll be elected, 
he's a Democrat. Democrats are in

power. That means a major portion of 
all appointed and hired government 
people are Democrats. And that, 
folks, is one of the biggest voting 
blocks ever known to man.

Oh, another little helpful item for 
Kennedy.

Where have all the fleas 
come from? The telephone 
has been ringing off the wall 
at the extension office with 
inquiries on how to control 
fleas. Most infestations 
appear to be related to pets 
in and around the home.

Successful control must be 
based on treating the 
premises and pets at the 
same time. Otherwise, one

will reinfest the other.
Fleas inside the home can 

be controlled by spraying 
with either Diazinon, Bay- 
gon, or Malathion. Malathion 
has a bad odor, so one of the 
other chemicals may be 
more desirable. Diazinon 
and Baygon are used at the 
rate of one tablespoon per 
gallon of water, while 
Malathion requires two 
tablespoons. However, the 
label recommended rate

should be followed.
I prefer to spray inside 

the home with a hand 
operated pistol grip sprayer. 
These are usually one quart 
size. There is little to no 
"over spray” with this 
inexpensive sprayer.

A  thorough spray appli­
cation is applied to base 
boards and door facings, 
while walls are sprayed to a 
height of one foot. A light 
mist is applied to all rugs,

carpets, and upholstered 
furniture. Both topside and 
underside of the furniture is 
covered with a light mist. 
The light mist spray should 
not stain the furniture, 
however, a person may want 
to try only a small spot 
before treating the entire 
piece.

Every effort should be 
made to avoid direct skin 
contact on the furniture for a 
couple of days. A clean sheet

can be draped over the 
furniture after the mist has 
dried. If small children are 
involved, a family may want 
to use Malathion due to the 
fact that it is less toxic.

The yard can be sprayed 
with either Diazinon or 
Sevin. The rates need to be 
increased to five tablespoons 
per gallon of water. At least 
one gallon of spray should be 
used per 1,000 square feet. 
It is important to treat door

facings, patio, porches, 
foundation, lawn, beneath 
shrubbery, and pet quar 
ters. Dogs can be dipped 
into a mixture containing 12 
ounces of Malathion in 5 
gallons of water. Flea collars 
or Sevin dust can be used on 
cats or dogs. Flea collars are 
also helpful in preventing 
reinfestation.
