FILL LARGE FIELD 
Forty-five churches in West Texas 

and New Mexico were served by stu- 

dent pastors from Hardin-Simmons 

University during the last scholastic 

year according to the report on the 

years’ work read to the student Min- 

isterial Council by President Clyde R. 

Campbell before the regular weekly 

meeting of the student preachers last 

Friday evening. 

Each student pastor is required by 

a resolution of the H-SU trustees to 

fill out each week a detailed report of 

his activities in the religious field as 

a prerequisite for receiving the min- 

isterial scholarship. The annual fig- 

ures are a tabulation of the informa- 

tion contained in these reports. 

Student pastors reported 340 bap- 

tisms and 579 baptisms were reported 

as resulting from evangelistic efforts, 

but it is probably that there may be 

an overlapping in these figures. The 

61, ministerial students averaged 44 

sermons each during the year. How- 

ever, several of the students carry full 

pastoral duties and some few do very 

little preaching during their college 

days.

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MAJORITY OF BAPTISTS 
UNENLISTED IN WORK 

By T. C. Gardner 

At this season of the year when as- 
Sociations are meeting, it is interest- 
ing to study the annual church re- 
ports. As we listen to many of these 
reports, we come to the conclusion 
that “the great task of the church 
today is not with society, but with 
itself.” There needs to be an old- 
fashioned, prayed-down, Holy Spirit- 
sent, God-led revival in all our 
churches. “Before our churches can 
do much for human society, they must 
be something in society.” It is evi- 
dent that many of the members of 
our churches have not been born again. 
They have not been saved. They are 
not Christians. Here is a church with 
1,100 - members. Ninety-two of them 
are tithers, 312 give to the church in 

keeping with the financial plan of the 

church. Three hundred fifty-one of 

the 1,100 members made offerings dur- 

ing the last convention year; 749 did 

not give a penny to the church or to 

any other religious cause. It would 

seem to one that this church has come 

to the time when the greatest possible 

" |emphasis should be placed on scrip- 
tural stewardship. The New Testa- 

ment plan is for disciples to give: 

“Every man according to his ability.” 

The tithe is wholly unto the Lord. The 

minimum gift of all church members 

should be the tithe. Where the in- 

struction and inspiration of the New 

Testament is followed, every member 

of the church “Gives as the Lord has 
prospered him.” 

There is a great spiritual value in 

giving. The 749 members of this 

church are not growing. in grace. They 

are not living obedient Christian lives. 

They are not studying His Word. They 

are not being trained for service. They 

are spending little, if any, time wor- 

shipping Him, It took fifty members 

of this church 365 days—one whole 

year—to win one soul to Christ. 

In this same church of 1,100 mem- 
bers, the Sunday School enrollment is 
589, with a naverage of 311. The B. 
T. U. enrollment is 273, with an aver- 
age attendance of 166. The pastor 
said, “The average attendance of the 
Sunday morning service is approui- 

mately 250 and the attendance at nigh 

is approximately 200. The total num- 

ber of additions to the church by bap- 
tism was twenty-two and thirty-one by 
letter. The contributions to the co- 

operative program and other outside 

causes were $425.00. The total amount 

raised for all purposes was $7,375.50. 

The pastor of this church says, “The 

record of this church is evidence 

enough to convince one that this 

church needs a revival among its own 

members. Many of the members of 

this church who never attend our serv- 

ices are in favor of gambling, dancing. 

and even the open saloon. We need a 

back-door revival in our church,” he 

rexclained. 

Survey of Ten Churches 

The above report with the statement 

of this good pastor started me to 

thinking. I have since conferred with 

ing: 

1. Only about one-third of the church 

members in the ten churches reported 

financially supported the church or de- 

nomination last year. 

2. Only fifty per cent of church 

members are enrolled in Sunday 

School. 

3. Only thirty-five per cent of church 

members attend Sunday School reg- 

ularly. 

4. Only twenty-six per cent of the 

church members are enrolled in the B. 

T. U. 

5. Only twenty per cent of the

CITY MISSIONS 
City missions, says the Southern Baptist Home Mission magazine, 

is the most imperative of all the things needed to be done right now in 
the promotion of the Kingdom of God in the homeland, 

The term used brings visions of spiritual destitution in such cen- 
ters as New Orleans, St. Louis and Baltimore. So we West Texans 
may become aroused to the extent of having a greater interest in Home 
Missions, but that the problem might be anything which must be 
solved first hand has not occurred to the most of us. 

It is true than in many of our fine little cities there is an active 
interest in an arm of the c¢hureh for reaching some suburban section, 
but the field 15 far wider than the average layman realizes. Not long 
ago the pastor of a strong church in a good town of two thousand was 
discussing this problem informally with a group of his brethren. He 
declared that the greatest spiritual need of ‘hus town was a second 
Baptist Church to reach the growing crowd who decline to attend the 

large brick churcii surrounded with shiny automobiles. 

This is a situation which, in West Texas, 1s mounting faster than 

census returns would indicate. Authorities are reported as estimat- 

ing that approximately one hundred farm families will be moving into 

Abilene by the first of the year. Most of these people are refugees 

from the tidal wave of tractors. This movement is doubtless being 

repeated in every county in the cotton belt where power farming is 

practiced. 

Spiritually, most of these people are at a low ebb. Most of {Tem 

“will be found to nave a small interest in religious affairs. Coming 

into a strange community, bitterly discouraged, resentful and power- 

less to help themselves, these people must be reached for Christ in love 
and sympathy unless we are ready to surrender them to agitators who 

are apostles of hate, feeding upon the ufirest of the unfortunate. 

This is not a far-off problem for some other people to solve. It is 

laid at our door and yours. Some of the responsibility belongs to the 

+ old neighbors in the country and some to the new ones m town. Who 

will undertake the task of pointing these people to Christ and how 

may it be carried out! 

REACHING THE MEXICANS 

When the revolutions began in Mexico nearly a generation ago 

the Foreign Mission Poard of the Southern Baptist Convention was 

maintaining a great and growing work south of the Rio Grande! Then, 

as we witnessed the hindrances incident to war and turmoil develop 

into official opposition, we finally found ourselves at the end of organ- 

ized effort in our Bptist missions, 
inary had to be brought home, 

Yet these things, as Paul said, have fallen out to the furtherance 

of the Gospel. Missionary efforts reaching Mexicans in the United 

States had a slow growth and except for the difficulties beyond the 

border might not have reached present proportions. But these ousted 

missionaries led us to see the possibilities tor evangelizing Mexico from 

this side of the river. 

The list of missionaries to Mexicans now on the roll of the Home 

Board is rapidly approaching one hundred, nearly all of whom are lo- 

cated in Texas and New Mexico, To these may be added scgres of as- 

sociational and city missionaries who are maintained through local 

Our missionaries, even our seni- 

LY 

means. Yet all this growth has only made a good beginning and many 

problems of the work are to be solved. 

The itinerant character of many of these people is in itself a ma- 

jor problem. Our attention has been drawn to those who in their 

wanderings have carried a gospel message to new localities. We re- 

joice at such news, yet there must be a mueh larger per cent who, 

upon losing contact with their Christian leadership, tend to drop back 

into the old way of life. 

Another problem is that of the rising demand for a better trained 

ministry to reach the boys and girls, some of them now coming to 

maturity, who are assimilating new customs and language and learn- 

ing in the Americanization schools and often mn the high school. These 

young people demand better educated leaders before they become in- 

terested in following. 

A most constructive effort to bridge this gap is being made at the 

Paul Bell Institute at Bastrop. All our Baptist schools are offering 

their facilities to those who are prepared to aceept them. 

Forward steps in evangelizing the Mexicans are being taken in the 

Mexican state convention and the recently organized West Texas as- 

sociation with its quarterly meetings. These movements deserve the 

fullest co-operation of all our churches and pastors. 

We have this alien people among us and they will not remain 

, static. The ferment of new implements, new experiences and new 
| ideas is working among them. Either we must make Christians of 

them or they will be the prey of subversive interests, debauching and 

perverting every community where they locate.

Another Armistice 

Last week witnessed the arranging 
of another armistice in the World 
War. It was the occasion of more 
jubilation than a tired world has ex- 
hibited since the first armistice on 

November 11, 1918. How long this 

scrap of paper will stave off hostilities 

no one has the remotest idea. 

Only a full time historian can re- 

count the list of wars which have been 

waged in the world since that first 

armistice. It would be a dreary and 
fruitless effort to name all of them, 

but nearly every nation, including our 

own has been engaged in hostilities 

since that time. 

It is true that the United States has 
not had a war during these years 
which has affected very many of us, 
but we have engaged in a half-hearted 

expedition into Siberia and have done 

some fighting in Nicaragua and Hay- 

ti. These were not much as wars go 

in these days, but the men who were 

killed are just as dead as the heroes 

of Chateau Thierry and the Argonne 

and their mothers are just as be- 

reaved. 

Hitler the Dominant 

Hitler today is the most powerful 

man who has come upon the stage, 

which is our world, since Napoleon 

another “little corporal,” strutted his 

way around the Mediterranean and 

across Europe. Actually, Hitler is 

more powerful in the millions under 

his sway and in the war machine at 

his command than Bonoparte ever be- 

came, still, he does not as yet domi- 

nate so large a portion of Europe, 
To Hitler goes the glory of winning 

the war which Kaiser Wilhelm II lost. 

Today, he rules directly over more 

people than any ruler that the Ger- 

mans ever had. His European empire 

is larger than the Hoenzollerns ever 

controlled. 

Indirectly, he rules far beyond his 

boundaries. When proud empires such 
as England and France dance to his 

piping, what may we expect of the 

petty nations in his shadow? We in 

America, who continually witness the 
stampede of politicians to the band- 
wagon of a triumphant leader, may 

expect to see governments favorable 

to the Fuehrer in every weak nation 
on the continent of Europe. 

Trained correspondents overseas 

are predicting that Hitler need not 
break his pledge to demand no more 

land in Europe. They suggest that 

any further areas which Nazi greed 

may covet are likely to be delivered 

on silver platters without the necessity 

of demands. 

Dictator for a Day 

How long we may expect to see the 

star of the Austrian paperhanger con- 

tinue in the ascendant, there is no 

way of knowing. But at no time in 

the history of tha world has a un- 

scrupulous man built an empire which 

lasted. 

Alexander died when scarcely out 

of his youth and his vast conquests 

fell to ravening wolvés. Charlemagne 

built half Europe into a realm, the 

dissolution of -which outran that of 

his own lifeless clay. The blood- 

soaked soil which was the foundation 

of the empire of Napoleon I, gave way 

in his own lifetime bringing the col- 

lapse of his mighty creation before 

his eyes. 
One wonders if tne knowledge of 

those events has moved Neville Cham- 

berlain to buy peace at any price 

which the whim of the dictator de- 

mands; if he is willing to yield rather 

than fight because he believes that 

the Nazi Reich is of such tenuous fab- 

ric that death or revolution will soon 

shatter it to fragments. Surely he puts 
no assurance is any Hitlerian prom- 

ises.

This week millions of people all 

over Europe, who have no intcrest in 

the high-stake poker game of the 

mighty but who have a vital concern 

for whose blood is to be shed in any 

war that is started, are acclaiming 

Prime Minister Chamberlain as the 

man who kept them out of war. Over

gave place to “Lafayette, we are here.” 

Let us hope that history, when this 

hectic era is finally appraised, will 

record “Good Old Neville” as a far- 

seeing statesman, for as a personal 

canvass salesman he is the world’s 
most conspicuous failure.

. SPIRITUAL WORSHIP 
Exodus 20:4-6; 32-1-8; John 4:19-24 

The Second Commandment requires spiritual worship. It was 

broken by Aaron and Israel when they made and worshipped the 

golden calf. It was interpreted and applied by Jesug in his conversa- 

tion with a Samaritan woman at Jacob's well. : 

1. Spiritudl Worship Commanded (Exodus 20) 

God demanded spiritual worship. If the sovereignty of God be 
ackpowledged, worship follows as a matter of course. But worship 
of God is attended with the temptation to use some representation of 
him or some intermediary between us and him. Hence the Second 
Commandant : ‘‘Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image— 
thou shalt not bow down theyself to them, nor_gerve them.’’ There 
is therefore no room in our religion for the carved image or the sacred 
picture or saintly relic. Remember that God is jealous, and that he 
visits the iniquity of the fathers upon their children to the third and 
fourth generation—the trail and the trace of sin running down the 
channel of heredity, And the same is true in a good sense of those 
who love God and keep his commandments, for his mercy will re- 
appear in their line even to the thousandth generation. Worship must 
be sincere and without intermediary. 

2. Spiritual Worship Abandoned (Exodus 32) 

Israel despised spifitual worship. *Moses spent forty days on 
cloud-capped Sinai whither he had been summoned to receive the 
Decalogue on tablets of stone, hear additional instruction, and prepare 
himself for further leadership. Meantime, impatient Israel sought a 
new leader in compliant Aaron and broke the Second Commandment 
by establishing idol worship. . Jehovah knew the iniquity of Israel. He 
saw them give their gold and make the golden calf, bring their offer- 
ings to its altar, engage in the impious feast before it ,and recognize 
the idol as representing the gods delivering them out of Egypt. To 
Moses in the Mount, Jehovah revealed these shocking events in camp 
on the plain below. Of course sin must be punished, for Israel in its 
obstuseness and obstinacy deserved no longer the patient and powerful 
Hand of God to lead them safely on. Why should not Jehovah at’one 
fell stroke sweep the sinning, stiffnecked Hebrews away and make 
out of Moses a great nation However, the doom that Israel deserved 
was averted in answer to Moses’ prayer. 

3. Spiritual Worship Interpreted (John 4) 

Jesus described spiritual worship. Passing through Samaria on 
his way from Judea to Galilee Jesus stopped at Jacob's well where he 
taught the Samaritan woman the nature of worship and revealed to 
her himself as the Messiah. (1) The elements of worship (shortened 
{from ‘‘worthship’’ whiclr means ‘‘ worthy of honor’’) include all that 
is involved in feelings and acts of reverence toward God. It means 
a just recognition of the worthiness of God. It means a revential re- 
gard for him. It means devout adoration of him, intensified far 
beyond contemplation of ocean, or mountain, or art, or music, or 
architecture. It means loving communion with him, for when we 
truly worship, God speaks to us and we speak to God. (2) The es- 
sentials of worship embrace spirituality, for we must worship ‘‘in 
spirit’’; scripturalness, for we must worship ‘‘in truth’’ in the 
sense of conformity to the truth as revealed in the Bible and written 
upon the tablet of conscience; and sincerity, for we must worship ‘‘in 
truth’’ in the sense that our hearts must be put into our worship or it 
is not genuine worship. (3) The effects of worship are happy in high - 
degree. It supplies our deepest needs; the clouds of sorrow vanish, 
the darkness of doubt disappears, the waves of despondency fall back 
to their level. It elevates character, just as our flowers which would 
whiten and wither in a dark cellar, thrive and bloom in beauty in 
sun and rain. It influences conduct profoundly, for it clarifies our 
minds, sharpens our faculties, and inspires us at our tasks.

Worry belongs to 

no one class. It belongs to every 

class. Some one has said, “Poor folks 

worry,” but ‘so do the rich. Cultured 

folks worry, but so do the illite ate. 

Old folks worry, but so do the y uth 
in life's. morning. People in good cir- 

cumstances worry, but so do those who 

are in harsh and trying circumstances.
