High Enough?

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sherman J. Maisel,
a member of the Federal Reserve Board, said
Saturday the nation’s unemployment level may
already be higher than is necessary to cool in
flation.

Many studies do indicate that further in-
creases in unemployment — even an additional
2 or 3 per cent — would contribute little, if any-
thing, to slowing the rate of inflationary price
increases,” Maisel said.

Because of the severe impact of further
unemployment increases, Maisel said, ‘‘great
weight should be given to those findings which
indicate that unemployment levels are -already
higher than necessary to fight the inflationary
pressures arising from excess demands for labor
resources.”’

He also said the nation would be relying
primarily on luck to restore economic stability
“without more aggressive attacks on individual
prices and restrictions, on shortages, or on bottle-
necks in supplies, through active income policies
or similar approaches.”

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Clean-Air Measure
Termed Too Weak

WASHINGTON (AP) — Anti-
pollution forces said Saturday
the clean-air measure passed by |
the House is woefully weak and |
called on the Senate for a|
stronger bill.

“We do not want another bill |
that purports to protect the en-|
vironment, but in fact allows|
desperately serious problems to|
get worse,” said six environ-
mental groups and the United
Auto Workers in a letter to sen-
ators.

The group enclosed a 19-point |
legislative program which it
said would ‘‘guarantee every|
American a safer, cleaner at-
mosphere by 1975.” .

The chief thrust of the plan‘
would be virtually to ban the in-|
ternal combustion engine after|
1975. ,

“The 1967 Air Quality Act, be-
cause of inadequate funding and |
cumbersome  implementation |
procedures, has not reduced pol-
lution from a single smokestack
anywhere in the country,” xhe’
letter said. ’

“Yet diseases related to air|
pollution continue to rise, and|

|

| per cent of the nation’s air pol-

up to $30 billion a year—has not
been reduced,” the groups said.
“Damage to farm crops alone
exceeds $50 million annually.”

The letter called the Clean Air
Act Amendments passed by the
House a pitifully weak measure.

The leading proposal in the
legislative plan would set strin-
gent automotive emission stand-
ards. The groups said pollution
from automobiles account for 60

lution.

Federal testing of automobiles
on the production line and on
the road to insurance compli-
ance with antipollution stand-
ards was called for. The plan
also asked that the government
regulate oxides of nitrogen—a
key element in smog—by 1973|
instead of 1975 as now planned.f

ANDREWS, Scotland
(AP) — Doug Sanders missed a
four-foot putt on the 18th gre2n
Saturday forcing an 18-hole
playoff against Jack Nicklaus
for the British Open Golf cham-
pionship. The Americans will
meet Sunday for the title.

Sanders of Houston, and Nick-
laus, of Columbus, Ohio, had to
battle both each other and the
St. Andrews Old Course where
the winds gusted up to 35 miles
an hour and made scores soar.

Nicklaus, who won the British

In addition, a Texas Football
pre-spring issue, providing a
close look at recruiting, spring
training plans and the season
and bowl games just completed,
will be published.

In nautical terms, when a boat follows the
same course that the wind is blowing, it is “‘sailing
before the wind.”” The sail or sails are set at ap-
proximately a 90 degree angle to the longitudinal
axis of the boat and derive their power from the
push of the wind on their back surfaces.

In sailing “off the wind,” the wind reaches
the craft from the side or ‘“beam” and the sails
are set at approximately 45 degrees from the
axis of the craft. In this sailing position the wind
exerts a pulling rather than a pushing action on
the sails, which act as airfoils — like the wings
of an airplane

If boats were able to sail only before the wind
and off the wind, it would be impossible for any
craft to reach a destination upwind from its
starting point. By sailing “on the wind,”” however,
a sailboat can make good a course aporoximately
45 degrees away from the wind direction. By

Without stopping to think “how’” or ‘‘why,”
these are the basics being learned by land-locked,
would-be sailors in West Texas. Lacking open
water, they are beginning to utilize lakes and
rivers to satisfy man’s age-old urge to travel by
water

As a sport, sailing has increased greatly in
the past few years as manufacturers have utilized
new products to put small sailing craft within
the financial reach of vast numbers of sportsmen.
The easy handling and safety features of the small
boats have made sailing a family affair, and
several of the boats which are seen on Cosden
Lake are family-owned.

Other craft on the lake are owned by two
enterprising young businessmen, /Ed Keyser and
Ward Pennebaker, both 17, who operate a fleet
of 26 sailboats as pleasure craft. Every afternoon,
excent Monday, the boats can be rented for $1.50
an hour, and with only a few minutes instruction,
even the novice can enjoy an afternoon on the
water

Fhe boats, of fiberglass construction, are said
to be unsinkable — and the old-fashioned duck
sails have given way to man-made fibers which
are both light-weight and strong. Mast and booms
are of special strength aluminum, and daggerboard
and rudder blades are make of mahogany.

State Costs: Up And Up And Up

The prospects out of Austin are not
bright these days.

A recent dispatch points out that
recommended changes in the state
welfare program could run into the
tens of millions of dollars. Actually,
the total outlay for welfare in Texas
is $612 million for this year, and there
is an asking of $911 million in the
year starting Sept. 1, 1971, and a
request for over a billion dollars the
year following. -

Already, to forestall reduction of
welfare payments this year, Governor
Preston Smith transferred $13.5
million in appropriations which had
been made for medical schools at
Houston and Lubbock. Presumably,
the time is coming when this money
will have to be replaced.

Welfare may be one of the biggest
financial problems, but it is not the
only one. Many arise from infla-
tionary costs, more population and
a demand for additional state serv-
ices.

Public education will rate high as
a major cost. Six new colleges await
substantial financing this year, in-
cluding branches of the University of
Texas at Dallas, San Antonio and
Odessa. There are also authorizations
for an unbuilt dental college in San
Antonio, and the medical schools at
Houston and Lubbock. Advocates of
the Permian Basin Branch of the
University are talking of a request
of from $20 to $27 million, and this
school’s request may be the smallest
of the lot.

There are some increases in
education outlays already authorized
by the Legislature, such as an in-
crease in public school teacher
salaries by an average of $1,000 this
fall and having the state pick up the
tab for kindergartens and a wide

range of new public school programs.

The welfare issue, though, seems
to be one of most severe impact.
Much of the state’s obligations in this
area are tied in with federal pro-
grams, and if the federal “family
assistance” measure is completed,
there would be a further increase in
the number of Texans eligible for
medical assistance and other welfare
programs.

The welfare reforms suggested by
a special committee would provide
free medicine to recipients; it would
Increase standard appropriations to
“‘satisfy the basic human needs’”; and
removal of the $80 million annual
ceiling on state tax expenditures for
the aged, disabled, the blind and
dependent children,

The Legislature will have to face
up to a decision on these recom-
mendations, but there seems to be
no alternative to providing more
money.

_Those close to the state fiscal situa-
tion are predicting that the Legis-
lature, when it meets in January, will
need to raise anywhere from $270
million to $400 million in new taxes
for the 1971-72 biennium — and that
the tab will keep growing through
subsequent years.

And there’s the nub of the whole
proposition. What and where to tax?
More excise levies, another whack at
the sales levy, consideration of a state
income tax? None of these can be
counted out.

It is not irrevelant to point out that
as some state programs advance in
cost, the effect comes down to the
local level (teacher pay is an
example), and that local agencies
face some of the same agonizing
problems. -

Canada Shows Way In Foreign Aid

OTTAWA, Canada — The role of

Canada in world affairs is far out
of proportior to population, 21 millicn,
or for that matter to wealth. In the
postwar years, light and leadership
have come gain and again from
Canadians.

One reason is the exceptional ahjlity
of the men who camé to the “fore
in the direction of Canada’s foreign
policy. Over the years in the diplo-
matic service, later as Minister of
External Affairs and then as Prime
Minister, Lester Pearson helped to
develop a corps of outstanding public
servants. Now retired from active
political life, Pearson is devotig
himself to a cause that is fra
around the edges and for many has
the look of a lost cause.

THE WIDENING gap between the
rich, developed nations and the poor,
underdeveloped nations points up the
growing doubt about the whole con-
cept of “foregin aid.” Pearson has
been crusading to reverse this trend
and to find ways to put new life
into what was once a powerful current
enlisting broad support from both
developed and developing peoples.

I am proud and arrogant and
have prayed for humility, but
have not achieved it. How can
I acquire humility? H.L.

Humility is one of the most evasive
of virtues, and it is even difficult
to formulate a definition. We have
so few human examples of humility,
that it becomes even difficult to
illustrate. Sometimes we are even
proud of our humility.

It is said that a Carthusian monk,
who was attempting to explain the
virutes of his little-known order said:
“As for learning, we are not to be
compared to the Jesuits. When it
comes to preaching, we don’'t match
the Franciscans.” ‘But,” he con-
cluded,“when it comes to humility we
are tops.”

The Bible does, however, speak a
great deal of humility. Rather than
being a gift which is bestowed, it
is indicated that it is something we
do ourselves.

“humble yourselves in the sight of
the Lord,” and, ‘“humble yourselves
under God,” all seem to say that
the burden of humility is with us.

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very phrase “foreign aid” is weighted
with bureaucratic barnacles. The
hopes and the inspiration of the early
years simply are not there. Aid has
been, more often than not, too little
and too late.

IN THE REPORT of the Commis-
sion on International development,
named by Robert S. McNamara,
president of the World Bank, with
Pearson as chairman, this criticism
is forcibly expressed.

“It is not only among the developed
countries that the climate has deteri-
orated,” the report stated. “On the
developing side, there are signs of
frustration and impatience. In much
of the developing world there is a
sense of disillusion about the very
nature of,the aid relationship. . . On
all sides we sense a weariness and
search for new directions.”

THE COMMISSION found t h at
umemployment and underemployment
have reached critical proportions in
many developing countries and will
probably grow worse in the 1970s.

Armed with the findings of his
report — the dwveloped nations must
supply not less than 1 per cent of
their annual productive wealth to the
developing nations — Pearson is
speaking to governments and opinion-
forming groups around the world. At
the same time, the Canadian govern-
ment headed by Pearson’s successor,
Pierre Trudeau, is striving to meet
the 1 per cent goal.

WHAT WITH the upward climb of
the gross national product each year
and the difficulties of budgeting, it
has been far from easy. In 1968 the
aid aprropriation was just under one-
half of 1 per cent. But in a review
of foreign policy just published,
Minister of External Affairs Mitchell
Sharp pledges an increase each year
in the percentage and in the over-all
total. For the fiscal year 1070-71,
the allocation is $364 million, and this
is to be increased the following year
by $60 million.

THAT IS A LOT better, pro-
portionately speaking, than the United
States is doing. Government aid to
developing countries in the c.alendar
year 1969 was $3.16 billion, which was
33 per cent of the U. §.  gross
national product. For 1970, it fell to
$3 billion even, which was .32 per
cent. The foreign aid appropriation
approved by the Congress In
Washington recently was the lowest
ever, and the prospect is for a con-
tinuing drop as demands on the home
front cut deeper.

Business Mirror
President’s Been Work ing On The Railroad

NEW YORK (AP) — Presi-
dential action to halt a nation-
wide railroad strike and new da-
tails of the financial condition of
Penn Central Co.’s railroad sub-
sidiary dominated the past week
in -business.

President Nixon declared a
transportation emergency exist-
ed Tuesday and ordered the se-
lective strikes against three ma-
jor lines halted for 60 days.

On Monday the United Trans-
portation Union had struck the
Southern Pacific, Baltimore &
Ohio and the Louisville & Nash-
ville railroads. '

Nixon, moving under the pro-
visions of the Railway Labor
Act, also appointed an ‘‘emer-
gency board” to investigate the
11-year-old dispute over the
need for firemen on diesel train
engines and to report back to
him in 30 days.

The union seeks restoration of
about 12,000 firemen’s jobs that
were eliminated as the result of
an arbitrati on panel’s decision.
The Panel’s decision expired in
1966, and the union has been
pressing to restore the jobs
since that time.

BUSTED CARRIER

Meanwhile, more details of
the financial situation involving
the Penn Central Transportation
Co., which petitioned to
reorganize under the federal
bankruptcy law, were made
public.

A petition filed in federal
court in Philadelphia said the
road owes $2.2 million to three
utility companies in past due
electricity bills. Consolidated
Edison, Philadelphia Electric
and Pennsylvania Power &
Light Co. threatened to cut off
power supplies if the payments
aren’t met.

National City Bank of New

York moved in federal court to
gain title to the common stock
of Pennsylvania Co., the main
nonrail subsidiary of Penn Cen-
tral Transportation Co., to pro-
tect nonrail assets from erosion
in value.

First National City said it
holds all the common stock as
collateral for a $300-million line
of credit extended in 1969. The
bank’s petition would prevent
Pennsylvania Co. from Saying
common stock dividends to the
railroad unit,

The Pittsburgh, Fort Wayne &
Chicago, operated by the Penn
Central Transportation Co., an-
nounced it would omit its usual
$1.75 quarterly dividend on pre-
ferred stock. The line cited the
uncertainty of continued rental
payments by the Penn Central
in view of the court proceed-
ings.

ASK FARE HIKE

In addition, Penn Central and
four other eastern railroads
asked for a 10 per cent increase
in rail fares. The proposal
would not affect commuter ser-
vice, but would apply to the
Penn Central’'s high-speed Me-
troliner trains.

In other developments this
past week:

— The American Stock Ex-
change laid off another 100
workers, reducing its staff to
850. The New York Stock Ex-
change’s policy of not filling va-
cated jobs has reduced its staff
to 3,050 from a peak of 3,228 in
mid-March. The staff reductions
reflect a weak trading volume.

PAYOFF

—The Federal Trade Commis-
sion proposed that the Coca-
Cola Co. pay $100 each to all
contestants the FTC said should
have won in a promotional
game called “Big Name Bin-

go”. The FTC earlier had an-
nouriced it would issue a com-
plaint charging Coca-Cola and
Glendinning Companies Inc., a
sales promotion outfit which de-
veloped and ran the contest,
with ‘“false, misleading and de-
ceptive acts” in conducting the
game last year. The commis-
sion revea this: past week
that its proposed consent order
calls for the payment of prizes
to contestants who would have
won ‘‘under a reasonable in-
terpretation of the rules.” The
order must be agreed to by the
two firms or the case will go to
a commission examiner and
then the five-member commis-
sion.

SUBSIDY ON GASOLINE

~Ford Motor Co. was ordered
to divest itself by 1972 of its
spark plug plant in Ohio, a bat-
tery plant in Michigan, and Lhe
much-advertised “Autolite”
trade name used on auto batter-
ies -and other replacement
parts. Ford said it may appeal
the ruling, made in a federal an-
titrust case.

—A government technical
committee recommended a fed-
eral tax or a subsidy to make it
chea for motorists to use
gasoline free of lead, which is
considered a chief cause of air
pollution. The panel did not rec-
ommend that use of lead in gas-
oline be banned, however.

—The Air Force selected
Boeing Co. of Seattle to carry
out the first phase of : n-btlimon
program to improve the nation’s
defense against invading air-
craft. The Air Force believes
the new planes would extend the
perimeter of American air de-
fenses several hundred miles
and overcome the vulnerability
of ground-based radar to missile
attack.

To Your Good Health
Myelitis A Result Of Many Causes

By G. C. THOSTESON, M.D.

Dear Dr. Thosteson: Would
you write about myelitis? Is it
a disease or an ailment? Can
it be transmitted between
persons? What treatment is
prescribed? What are the
consequences to be expected?—
F.EM

Myelitis is an inflammation of
the spinal cord. There is no
single cause of it. Commonest
is a virus polio, rabies, herpes,
or others. Infection of some
other type can be nsible—
abcesses, for example. Or such
infections as syphilis or tuber-
culosis can be responsible. In
some instances, no specific
cause can be determined. Injury
can be responsible.

If the infection is of a type
that can be transmitted (as
polio), it.is possible to pass it
along to others. But that does
not automatically mean that the
myelitis also will be trans-
mitted.

With many causes, there must
be many treatments, and if the
underlying infection is one for
which we have effective drugs,
obviously combatting the in-
fection becomes the prime basis
of treatment.

If a virus—which we can do
little or nothing to combat—is
at the root of the trouble or

if the cause cannot be deter-
mined, the only course is to
treat the symptoms (pain, etc.)
until the body’s defenses
mobilize to suppress the cause.

Myelitis is not a simple
condition. About 40 ver cent of
cases may show some residual
neurological damage, such as

impairment of memory or
muscle weakness.

Dear Dr. Thosteson: I have
some hysterectomy questions.
When the wuterus has been
removed but not the ovaries,
where does an ovum go, since
it can’t go to the uterus?

After a hysterectomy, is it
necessary to douche (a) for
cleanliness, (b) after in-
tercourse?—V.L,

Remember that an ovum is
a very tiny particle, miscro-
scopic in size, It merely drops
into the abdomen and is a
sorbed through the peritoneal
lining.

Second question: (a) no; (b)
optional but not necessary,

that the male sperm can live
for up to two weeks in the
female body? My doctor told
me this, but I never heard this
any place before.—V.J.B.

The average life of the sperm

is 72 hours (three days) and
that of the ovum 48 hours.

Dear Dr. Thosteson: A recent
check showed a blood sugar
level of 122. My doctor said 80
to 120 was normal and
suggested that I reduce my
sugar and carbohydrate intake.

In your column you indicated
tlat alcohol lowers the blood
sugar level. Since I consume
around four bottles of beer
daily, would this increase or
decrease my blood sugar
level?—J.M. .

Excessive intake of alcohol
may lower blood sugar levels—
alcoholics sometimes experience
episodes of low blood sugar, but
that is after considerable
drinking and usually in con-
junction with poor nutrition.

I wouldn’t try to evaluate
your bood sugar reading with-
out knowing when the test was
taken in relation to eating, but
it is obvious that your doctor
is concerned over whether you
may be tending toward
diabetes.

He says to reduce your sugar
and carbohydrate intake, so do
so. You will be wise to curtail
the beer, which otherwise will
play its part in increasing your
sugar,

Methinks the Dallas City Council
picked up a hot wiener when it began
to toy with a proposed ordinance to
put restrictions on where a man can
operate his outdoor grill.

Some of the Councilmen themselves
backed off from such a project, seeing
what manner of protest would arise.

higher-floor tenants,

Nobody in his right mind wants to
burn down an apartment house, but
good grief, what can a man do to
assert his culinary expertise if he
can’t manipulate his barbecue grill?

ONE DALLAS councilman opined
that outdoor barbecues ‘‘are probably
the best-tended fires in town. You
can hardly broil those hamburgers
and steaks without being there.”

Experienced observers say he is
correct.

First place, one must count cookout
procedure as a whole pattern. The
male of the species, who doesn’t
really know a pinch of salt from a
cup of sugar when he’s in the kitchen,
arms himself with every tool and
summons up all his superior knowl-

e when he marches out to the
grill. First, he has donned shorts and
sport shirt, then covered these with
an apron with cute phrases stitched

* culinary

thereon, and likely has added a chef’s
cap.

NEXT HE produces long-handled
fork and tongs, and sooner or later
gets around to putting on the char-
coal, Getting the stuff started burning
presents somewhat of a chore,
whether he douses the brickets with
lighter fluid, uses an electric starter,
or keeps throwing in matches.

Now — and this gets back to the
safety mfle — when he‘s ready to
throw on the meat, he stands by with
a spray bottle of water to extinguish
the flames. Between watering and
turning of the meat, he is doing his
manful best — although not always
with success — to keep the food from
burning.

NOW, HOW CAN a city ordinance
deprive an American male of this
moment of triumph, this thrill of
success, this ;;);;ilmon xvtvl:lich

rmits him to talk e y next day
gebout how he managed to barbecue
the best ribs that have ever been
eaten? He is entitled to his pleasures
even when he is lying.

AND HE couldn’t perform with near
the savoir faire if he has to place
his grill out in the middle of the
yard. It has to be on the terrace,
on the patio, under the kitchen win-
dow, near where guests sit so they
can observe his flourishes with
timing, with turning, with alternately
raising and the lowering the heat.

Barbecue grills may start fire in
some places, all right, but principally
what they burn up is the steak. And
a man is entitled to his freedom to
burn his own steak.

have been opposing his programs.

THE SIMPLEST WAY for the
President to handle the campaign
would be to party labels
and ask the’ American people to pro-
vide him with a majority in Congress
which would vote for important
measures that he will enumerate dur-
ing the ca .

Certainly if the
President could get a Republican
majority in both houses, he would
have a substantial group, because
there are many Democrats who also
can be counted on to vote with the
administration.

,CONTROL OF CONGRESS by a
Republican majority favoring the
President is of major importance be-
cause chairmen of the committees
would be named from the President’s
party. If the Republican party gains
control, Sen. Fulbright or S,
Democrat, for instance, would no
longer be chairman of the Foreign
Relations Committee, and other com-
mittees would be headed up by mem-
bers who are presumably friendly to
administration programs.
