Under Greek law, however, a fine can be 
paid instead o f serving time, and Kotiadis 
was not jailed.

The Muleshoe Mules com pletely dominated 
Midland Greenwood on Friday night in Denver 
City, walking away with a 44-13  victory and the 
Class 3A Division II regional championship.

The Mules next face the Forney Jackrabbits, 
who defeated defending state champion Com ­
merce 24-14  on Friday night. The site had not 
been set early Saturday morning. Forney will be 
the M ules’ second Dallas-area foe in three weeks.

Against Greenwood, Danny Ramirez added 
124 to his season-record rushing total plus two 
touchdowns —  a one-yard run and a 15-yard pass 
reception from Lincoln Riley. He also added a 
new statistic to his already long list o f gridiron 
accomplishments with an 80-yard pass play to 
Kyle Atwood for the M ules’ second touchdown.

Mule coach David Wood had wanted to force 
the Rangers to take to the air more than they were 
com fortable doing, and the Mules succeeded.

Greenwood had only passed six or seven times 
per outing, but had to throw 18 times against 
M uleshoe, completing six for 140 yards.

Riley and the Mules answered by completing 
six of seven for 108 yards, and Ramirez com ­
pleted his only pass, giving the Mules 188 yards 
through the air.

Greenwood won the opening coin toss and 
deferred, and the M ules chose to receive. 
Muleshoe drove the ball from its own 30  to the 
Ranger 11 in 12 plays, but then the drive stalled. 
D .J. Dominguez entered the game to make his 
first field goal o f the season, an 18-yarder to open 
the scoring with 5 :49  left in the initial period.

The Mule defense gave the Rangers one first 
down before forcing a punt at midfield —  a punt 
that Ramirez returned to the Mule 27-yard line.

The Mules then covered 73 yards on eight 
plays, with Ramirez adding his 34th touchdown 
of the year —  the one-yard run. through the left 
side of the line.

A.J. Flores brought down Greenwood s Cody 
Hollums after a 14-yard return on the Muleshoe 
kickoff. Facing third down and 14, Brandon 
Smith hit John Hopper in the left Hat.

Hopper pitched to Brandon Audas, running 
the Mule sideline for 47 yards before Riley

knocked him out o f bounds at the Mule 20
Dawson W ilbur scored for Greenwood on 

the next play —  a 20-yard scamper and the 
kick was good, cutting M uleshoe’ s lead to three 
points with 1 1 minutes left in the tirst halt.

Three minutes later, Darrell Lewis motored 
to paydirt to give the Mules a 17-7 lead. On the 
next Mule possession, alter a Ranger punt. 
Tunnell pitched widw right to Ramirez, who

pulled up and through a 35-yard strike to Atwood, 
and Atwood outran everyone 45 yards to hike 
the Muleshoe lead to 24-7.

After yet another Ranger punt, the Mules 
moved quickly downfield and —  with 34 ticks 
left before halftime —  a Riley-to-Ram irez pass 
play put the Mules ahead 30-7.

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Muleshoe meeting to center on explaining children's insurance program
A meeting has been scheduled 

for 7 p.m. Jan. 8 at the Bailey 
County Coliseum to discuss the 
Children’s Health Insurance Pro­
gram.

The program is aimed at provid­
ing coverage to children w hose net 
family income is at or below 200 
percent o f the federal poverty level 
but who are not eligible for M edic­
aid.

As an example, a family o f four

could earn up to $3 4 ,1 0 0  and still 
qualify for CHIP.

The federal government pays for 
75 percent o f the program’s cost, 
while Texas picks up the other 25 
percent. The state is using money 
from the tobacco settlement to pay 
for its portion.

Coverage is available from birth 
to 18 years old if the child is a legal 
resident.

There can he a small cost to the

fami ly, but the most the farm ly w i 11 
pay is $18 per month per family 
(not per child). The fees are based 
on a sliding scale, with families 
below the federal poverty level not 
paying anything.

The most a family would pay for 
an individual doctor visit would be 
$10. and prescription prices range 
from $1 to $10. depending on ihe 
fam ily’s income.

The family receives its co-pay

information at the time o f enroll­
ment.

CH IP has a wide range o f ben­
efits, including pre-existing condi­
tions and special-needs children. 
Regular checkups and doctor o f­
fice visits, prescription drugs, medi­
cal supplies, hospital care and ser­
vices are covered, and there is a 
limited dental plan.

Most soils on the South Plains tend to 
be fairly sandy, but owners of homes 
on clay sites might take note: Mike 
Chomyak’s water-saving efforts dur­
ing this year’s drought came with a 
cost. He didn’t keep a lush lawn. He 
didn’t run up his utility bill. He didn’t 
use water that might be better spent 
for human needs. And now he’s fac­
ing a $10,000 bill.

The Chomyak home in College 
Station has a telltale crack in the brick 
veneer on one side of the house that 
can be traced across the foundation to 
the north side of the brick veneer and 
up to the wooden facing. His founda­
tion literally cracked under the 
extreme dryness of this year’s 
drought.

“If I ever want to sell this house, it 
has to be fixed,” Chomyak said. “And 
that means about $10,000, according 
to the estimates I’ve gotten.”

Chomyak has lived in Texas for 
several years but had not heard of the 
need to maintain concrete founda­
tions on clay soils.

His is not an unusual situation. 
Many people with homes in the east­
ern half of Texas don’t realize the 
clay soils are notorious for expanding 
in wet spells and shrinking in dry 
times. Most concrete slab founda­
tions have been built to withstand 
limited movement, but extremes of 
either wet or dry weather can buckle 
a foundation that is not maintained.

“The key is to maintain an even 
moisture level in the soil around the 
house,” said Janie Harris, Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service housing 
specialist. “In drought times when 
watering is restricted, put soaker hoses 
around the foundation.”

She said people should continue 
throughout the year to keep constant 
moisture levels around the founda­
tion but look at other ways to conserve 
water such as using water-conserv- 
inglow-flow toilets and shower heads 
in the house.

People concerned about founda­
tion damage should look for:

• Cracking exterior brick veneer

that varies in width from top to bot­
tom, or diagonal cracks. Cracks of 
uniform width are commonly shrink­
age cracks and don’t indicate 
expansive soil activity.

• Separation of expansion joints;
• Diagonal cracks above or below 

windows and door openings inside 
the home;

• Visible cracking of the founda­
tion slab;

• Inability to open or close doors; 
doors of rooms, closets or cabinets 
out of alignment;

• Cracking or waving of floor fin­
ishes, most often visible in linoleum 
or ceramic tiles;

• A feeling of walking uphill or 
downhill when crossing a room.

Early detection of the beginnings 
of these signs can signal the 
homeowner to take immediate action.

Chornyak noticed most of these 
signs over a period of about six to nine 
months, he said, but didn’t realize 
there were steps he could have taken 
to avoid a serious foundation crack.

“If a slab hasn’t separated to the 
point that you can get a dime or penny 
in, it’s likely a superficial crack — 
and that’s OK because the integrity of 
the slab is not threatened,” she said. 
“Even if a piece of slab has fallen off 
the corner, that is cosmetic not struc­
tural.

“Sometimes the slab has settled 
but doesn’t have a true crack,” she 
said.

She said early signs often can be 
corrected — and a major crack pre­
vented — if people alter the moisture 
condition in the area of 3 to 5 feet 
from the slab, usually by slowly, over 
a period of several weeks, running a 
soaker hose. Suddenly adding too 
much water to the soil would cause 
the opposite problem — expansion of 
the clays, which also can cause a 
crack, she noted.

“Landscape around the house can 
keep it healthy with adequate water­
ing and that should help keep a 
constant moisture level for the foun­
dation,” Harris said.

However, trees should be no closer 
than 5 feet from the foundation and

preferably 10 feet. Trees suck the 
moisture out of the soil, and this can 
create a problem for the foundation.

She stressed that people should 
avoid a common practice of just wa­
tering the front yard to keep it lush 
while letting the back yard go dry. 
That causes parts of the foundation to 
be wet and expand while other parts 
are dry and contract, which also could 
lead to cracking.

Normally, by keeping steady mois­
ture levels throughout the year, it is 
not necessary to install expensive 
foundation watering systems, Harris 
said.

T  ve learned that you want to keep 
the ground nice and moist regardless 
of the weather,” Chornyak said. “If 
you don’t waterthe foundation, you’ 11 
wind up with what happened to me.”

Access to books, reading important for children
SPECIAL TO THE JOURNAL

The Texas Book Festival, pre­
sented last month on the grounds 
of the Texas State Capitol Build­
ing co m p lex  in A ustin , 
celebrated books and reading for 
many Texans.

And many o f the attendees 
proved that reading is a family 
affair by coming together— wi th 
parents and/or grandparents 
bringing the younger members 
o f the fami ly for a day or a week­
end immersed in things literary.

Dorothy James, assistant pro­
fessor and Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service specialist in 
family life, said reading not only 
helps children’s minds grow and 
develop, but also reading aloud 
to children can be a bonding 
experience for both parents and 
children.

“Access to books is very im­
portant,” she added, because “it 
stimulates a child to become a 
reader.” When these lifelong 
readers grow up and read to their 
own children, they will be influ­
encing a whole new generation 
o f readers.

Experts advise parents that 
reading is a pleasure for even 
very young children. According 
to information from James, chil­
dren as young as 1 year old can 
participate in “reading” by point­
ing out pictures in the book or 
magazine being read to them, 
and helping hold the book and 
tum the pages.

Children in the toddler years 
and older —  18 months and up 
—  like to have a regular story 
time, often just before bedtime. 
And they often prefer to hear the 
same favorite story or stories 
again and again.

Children appreciate —  and

need —  different kinds o f books 
to help them develop different 
skills, James went on, includ­
ing:

• Picture story books with 
drawings and pictures that don’t 
necessarily need words. These 
pictures can tell children stories 
about familiar experiences, such 
a family situation or feelings;

• Concept books that teach a 
simple idea such as “up and 
down” or “in and out";

• Counting, colors and alpha­
bet books that teach about 
numbers, letters and colors;

• Participation books that let 
children enhance the story by, 
for example, pulling tabs to have 
extra pictures appear on the page;

• Rhythms and finger plays, 
which helpchildren develop lan­
guage skills; and

• Information books (when 
they get older).

James also suggested a list of 
books that parents might use 
when building their young 
children’s libraries:
