Texas in population— New York, 
Pennsylvania , Iliinoia, Ohio—  
politicai m achines have long 
(ioniinated the  municipai and 
s ta te  governments. For decades 
the  tranquiii ty  of the  Repubii- 
ra n  m achines of these sta tes  
was un in te rrup ted .

One fea tu re  of  govern*ment 
which prevaiis in these and m a­
ny o thers  s ta tes  today is the  
e f fo r t  on the  pa r t  of c ity  po­
litical m achines «U lom lnate  
the  s ta te  government. Again the 
sire  of Texas has been a factor 
in m ak ing  such a condition im­
possible but the  sire of Texas 
cities has also entered  as a 
factor. Houston, Dailas, San An­
tonio, and P ort  W orth— the 4 
l.srgcit cities— do not have a 
combined population as large 
as Chicago or Philadelph ia^  or 
New York City. In each of the 
last named m unicipalities  city 
m achines have at  one lime nr 
a n o th e r  controlled the  sta te  
governm ent.

Texas' four largest cities 
have the ir  quota  of candidates 
for S tate  office hut rare ly  are 
Ihev fi 'voilte  sons, as demon- 
s tra ted  by the votes of these 
cities. Onl.v one governor sine» 
1900— Sterling of H ouston—  
has been from one of the  four 
la ’̂ gest cities.

Of the  fourteen candidates 
cn te ied  In the first p r im ary  of 
1934 from one of the  four l a rg ­
est cities, only two were elected 
— W a lte r  W oodul of Houston. 
L ieu tenan t  Governor, and W il­
liams McCraw of Dallas, A ttor­
ney General.

Dallas failed to give gu b e r­
na to r ia l  cand ida te  Maury Hughes 
and  senatoria l cand ida te  Joe 
Halley m ajor i t ies  In the ir  home 
county.

This year P o r t  W orth  and 
Houston have cand idates  in the 
race  for United S ta tes  Senator:  
l>allas has Pierce Brooks in 
th e  governor’s race. L ieu tenan t  
Governor W oodul of Houston 
and A ttorney General McCraw 
of Dallas a re  unopposed for 
renom ina tion ;  Houston has two 
c.anoidates for R ailroad Com­
missioner, Dallas one; Port 
W orth  has a candidate  for 
S ta te  T reasurer ,  and San An­
tonio  an  e n t ra n t  In the  race 
for  S uperin tenden t  of Public 
Instruction .

H ouston 's  candidati '  for the 
Senate, Congre.ssman J o e  E a­
gle, is o ffering the  stronge»! 
opposition to Senator Sheppard, 
bu t the  F o r t  W orth  candidate  
is conceded lit t le  chance. Dallas’ 
P ierce Brooks will be last  in 
the  guberna to r ia l  race. Hous­
to n ’s cand ida te  , for Railroad 
Commissioner a re  both weak, 
b u t  Dallas has  a s t ro n g  en­
t r a n t  in P ra n k  S. Morris. Little  
is known of H arry  Hopkins of 
F o r t  W orth , cand ida te  for State 
T re a tu re r ,  b u t  P a t  Bullock of 
San Antonio is well known in 
educational circles of the  State 
and  is actively cam paigning 
ag a in s t  L. A. Woods, seeking 
a  th ird  term  as Superin tenden t 
o f  Public Irtstructlon.

T he fac t is ap p a re n t th a t  the 
U rg e  cities do no t alw ays b ring  
o u t the  s tro n g e s t con tenders for 
sh e  S ta te  o ffices: consequent-
I r  do no t e lect th e ir  candl-

dates.

election to th e  Senate, yet Hous­
ton is Joe- E ag le ’s home town 
The Chronicle announces lt<

by Tyler folks. Not a nam e of 
ridicule hu t one of an  affec­
t ionate  group of neighbors who 
Inve and respect the  man whom 
they hope to pu t in th e  execu­
tive m ansion a t  Au.»tin.

P roud  Tylerltes prom ise to 
put th e ir  fourth  m an in the 
governor’s cha ir  th is  sum m er. 
R ichard  B. H ubbard , was the 
first. He took office in 1876. 
R ight on * his heels followed 
Oran R oberts  for two terms, 
1879-1883, and then cam e the 
d istinguished Jam es  S tephen  
Hogg to serve from 1891 to 
1895.

T y le r’» "B ig  F ish "  or  F. W. 
F ischer was born on a poor but 
well m ortgaged farm  near  Mar- 
tinville. W est Virginia, in 1888. 
In 1901 he moved with his 
p a re n ts  to sou thw este rn  Oklaho­
ma and the re  engaged in general 
farm  work, build ing dug-outs, 
b reak ing  sod. build ing fences, 
etc. He s tudied  law while fa rm ­
ing and received a license to 
practice a t  the  ago of 21, in 
which profession he was en­
gaged at O klahom a City until 
1917, when he enlisted in the 
World W ar. He resum ed the 
practice of law a t  W ichita  Falls  
in 1919 and in 1931 removed 
to Tyler. Since his removal to 
cast Texas he has  represen ted  
many independent oil producers 
and refiners  in the g rea t  east 
Texas oil field.

Of the  o ther  four candidates 
for the  Senate, litt le  is known.

Lo r d  k e l v i n , who put science 
to work for humanity, was 

I born 113 years ago. No ceremonies 
are needed to commemorate his 
birth. Every cablegram that la sent, 
every mechanical refrigerator, ev 
ery ship at aea—the age of elec­
tricity itself—are memorials to his 
greatness.

Lord Kelvin formulated the laws 
of thermodynamics, making possi 
ble the development of the mechan­
ical refrigerator. In recognition of 
whlcb, K e l v l n a t o r  Corporation, 
pioneer in electric refrigerator man 
ufactiire in the United States, 
named their pro<luct and organiza­
tion in his honor. Scientists in tlie 
field of thermodynamlrs refer to 
absolute zero as zero degrees Kel­
vin. measuring all changes in tem­
perature on the Kelvin scale.

Lord Kelvin developed the first 
Instruments for measuring eleetrl 

I City, the electrometers and electric 
current balances.

lx>rd Kelvin's major interest, 
however, was in the study of heat— 
the science ot thermodynamics. So 
great was bis recognition of the 
Importance of temperature, bis bi­
ographers report, that be always 
carried a thermometer in his vest 
pocket. It enabled him to kr.ow, 
among other things, whether the

I l,ord Kelvin was bom In Belfast, 
I Ireland on June 26, 1824. He died 
i on December 17, 1907 and was bur-

death. Sir Richard Glazebrook said; 
"In the century that has passed the 
progress of the world has been 
great; and toward that progress 
there were few men—may 1 say 
there was no man—who Contribu­
ted more than I-ord Kelvin."
