The conference in its various details 

will be in charge of the committee 
named last winter by the Commission 
on the 1926 Program and includes 
Dr. L. R. Scarborbugh as chairman, 
Dr. C. KR. Burts, director of the 1925 
Program and Dr. M. E. Dodd, chair- 
man of the Program Commission. The 
committee is persauded that a new 
and intensified emphasis upon evan- 
gelisg all along the line--og the 
part of general and state secretaries 
and ether general denominational 
workers, pastors, laymen, vomen and 
young people in all the churches—is 
the supreme task of Southern Bap- 
tists at this time. Never before was 
the field quite so ripe for the winning 
of souls as ‘now, the committee 18 
convinced, and it is persuaded further 
that if the spiritual power that is 
needed to win souls is first attained 
by our churches and people, then all 
the other problems that are vexing 
the denomination just now will be 
adequately solved. 
A tentative program of devotional 

services and addresses is being work- 
ed out by the committee, including 
on’ it several of the most effective 
soul-winners among Southern Bap- 
tists, and it is the hope of the com- 
mittee that pastors and laymen alike 
will plan immediately to arrive in 
Memphis in time to attend this con- 
ference. 

It is remembered that at the recent 
meeting of the executive committee of 
the Baptist World Alliance in Chic- 
ago, a representative ¢ ittee from 
this and other countries was named 
to issue an appeal «calling the Bgp- 

tists of the world to the chief Baptist 
task of winning the unsaved to Jesus 

Christ. It is the hope of the South- 

ern committee to prove the instru- 

ment in God's hands of enlisting 

Southern Baptists in the task sug- 

gested, and inasmuch as the Southern 

Convention is the largest gathering 
of Baptists in the world and is among 
the first large Baptist bodies to as- 

samble after the call for a more In- 

tensive evangelism was issued, it is 

hoped that Southern Baptists may 

set a pace in soul-winning that the 

other Baptist groups of the world 

will be glad to follow. ) 

Full details as to the Memphis pro- 

gram will be announced soon, along 

with other plans for the projection 

of the evangelistic effort.

It 
is evident from the editorial, that the 
Editor of the paper, one of our be- 
loved and loyal brethren, in whose 
fidelity we all believe, does not ap- 
prove of the spirit or of the reckless 
statements of this article. It is also 
evident from the letters coming to my 
desk from West Texas, and from the 
very city in which THE WEST TEX. 
A8§ BAPTIST is published, that our 
West Texas brotherhood will not give 
its approval to such a reckless array 
of misstatements, , 

This writer spoke at a West Texas 
rally held in Simmons College Chapel 
a few weeks ago, and was advised 
while attending this rally that Bro- 
ther Heath was having a good deal 
to say in criticism of the work, and 
it seemed that nothing was being done 
to suit him. The article which he con- 
tributed to THE WEST TEXAS BAP- 
TIST is in line with comment con- 
cerning his state of mind.

papers, and leave these to speak for 
themselves. It is well for us all to 
understand that every preacher in 
Texas, pastor or missionary, is mak- 
ing his own record, and by this record 
establishing his own right to denom- 
inational promotions, “monetary” or 
otherwise. It is a fact ingrained in 
the very life of our churches and of 
our Baptist people, that only such 
leaders are sought as cooperate with 
the denomination and have confidence 
in their brethren. This condition is 
not arranged by the “Headquarters” 
or any one else. It is a principle in- 
herent in the heart of humankind 
that they will not follow a man who 
has a grouch, or who thinks that 
whatever is, is wrong, and who acts 
as if he thinks that God is dead. 

It is no small matter for any bro- 
ther, more especially a pastor, to 
make a wholesale indictment against 
a convention of which he is a member, 
or against a great denominational 
Board composed of 76 of as good, 
true men as hive upon the earth. What 
the denomination needs is not to be 
delivered from the counsels of such 
a body of men as compose our Board, 
but to be saved from a type of man 
that will make such flagrant and vio- 
lent charges, and who 18 capable of 
be teving such things concerning his 
own brethren.
