day. attracted probably by the hiKh 
prlcea o f curly ha lf o f the week, when 
recelpta were cut down to meiiKe. 
proportloiia on account o f demoriillzed 
railroad aervlce as the result o f the 
Sunday snow ilorm , the worst expert. 
enced In tills part o f the country for 
several years. Karly estlniales called 
fo r  J.OUO cattle, latter thla looked a 
bit hish. The live markets combined 
reported an aCRre*c«te of. 10,400 cat­
tle as compared with a normal run o. 
S.llftO for the correstMindliiK day a 
week and year atto. As was the case 
yesterday, the supply was made up 
larKely o f beef steers. Quality was 
nut as Koud, however, and nuthliiK 
eiiusllnK the lop beevea o f Thuraday 
was available. The trade was slow In 
roundlns Into shape and the unded* 
tone waa weak. A number o f  trains 
were late In reachlntc thy yards and 
buyers were Inclined lo hold back un­
til must o f  the stock was yarded. A 
few  scattered lots, em lirarlny pretty 
ICuod medium welKht beeves as well 
as warmed up. lower priced cattlw 
sold writhin the hrst hour o f trudlmt 
St prlcea quoted steady to weak as 
compared with yesterday'a lower lev­
el. The movement did not show much 
Volume, h i’wever. until rather late In 
the forenoon when sales were quoted 
larsely wc.ik to 10c lower than Thurs- 
d.iy's general average. Heat lieev.w

ers sidling below the to .00 line.

A few  early Kilea of rows were quot- 
al)lo alHiut steady with yesterday but 
heifers met an Indifferent demand 
with bids all more nr lesa lower than 
Thursday. M hen the trade got fully 
under way It was a steady to 10c low ­
er deal on cows, with heifers and m ix­
ed lots lOQ 15c lower as compared 
with yesterday's closing level.

Bulls did not show- a great deal o f 
change. This class o f stock Is .i little 
low er than Wednesday's high point, 
but 10 0  30c higher than the extreme 
low close a week ago. Veals are clos­
ing the week around .VOc higher 
than a week ago. Begt veulers aro 
selling at $7.50 at the close o f the 
week, as i'uinp:ircd with $7.35 a week 
ago.

Logan, 
Haskell, and Hrtiy counties.’’

The wells vary in depth from  fifty 
til lt>8 feet and are from  tw elve to 
thirty Inches in di.imeter, depending 
on how large the pumps are. The 
drills go down from nfteeii to rtfiy 
feet a fter striking water and the w at­
er is dr.iwii from  the bottom o f the 
well, no that there is always sufficient 
head to the water to guarantee steady 
pumping.

These wells cost from  $750 to $2,000 
fu lly e<|ukppe4l with pumpa and pv**)- 
line enginee. the coat depending ol. 
the depth and s:xe o f the pum|>s. 
John Kotta. near .-tyracuse. In Hamtl- 
Itiii county. IMS a well th irty-three 
feet to water, and a centrifugal pump 
with a four in' h dta<-harge pipe 
pumps 4 '0 gallons o f water a minute.

The plant cost 17 30 and by start­
ing the pump in May a ha lf aectlon, 
or 220 acres o f land, w ill be Irrigated 
all summer, as the w.xter Is stored In 
eight pundm bach pond sultli'lent In 
slxo til cover forty acres o f  laud an 
Inch deep with water when It Is let 
out.

J. \V. lavugh In .Hcntt county has a 
well 13* fee l deep that pours out 2400 
gHlluna o f w.iter every minute, and he 
is digging .V Well that w ill produce 
3,000 gullons a minute, and then three 
more wella o f  the same slxe. He has 
g.ooO acrea to Irrlg ite. and. while each 
well is now operuu-d by a gusollne en­
gine. when all the wells needed lo  Ir­
rigate the C.OOO acres are ready he 
will build a, cenl,ral power plant ana 
operate all l i e  pumps with electricity.

A single Polony o f tjuakrrs, or 
Frlenils, wM ' h aettled In Hcott county 
on l.v.OOO acres two year* ago. has 
■ .oitrai ted fo r  200 Wells to be put In 
this spring .ind live d.rrlcka are now 
working on these wells. All the pumps 
o f the 200 wells w ill be o|ierateil by 
electric [>ower from  a central plant. 
An electric power company has Iwen 
organised at Scott t 'l ly  to build a 
power plant o f 70,000 horse power to 
supply c'urrcnt to f.irms within twen­
ty miles o f the city. F ive  horse power 
Is Birtl' Icnt to run a pump which 
draws water not over flfly  feet and 
at less than a thousand galions a m in­
ute.

At Deerfield a company la furnish­
ing electric jiower from  a central 
plant for more than 300 wells at the 
present time and will supply power 
for 500 wells during the com ing sea­
son.

Paper bag cooking seems to me 

Ideal for plum cake, which needs to | 
be made well done throughout with-' 
out hardening the outer part to a lava ' 
crust. Wherefore, the place ot honor | 
foe White House plum cake, the ver-; 
itable a(ttcle provided for the last I 
three Incumbents ô  the White House.
I am sure the Inventor and compound­
er of It. the excellent Mrs. W. H. WU- 
soa of Nashville. Tenn., will not mere- 
Ijr forgive but applaud this infringe­
ment upon her copyright, since she Is 
the soul of generosity, no less than 
the queen of cooks, and high prlest- 
sss In the fine art of cake making.

Here la, verbatim, her receipt for:
Pretident’a Fruit Cake.—One pound 

butter, one pound sugar, twelve eggs, 
beaten aeparately, one pound flour, 
browned and sifted, four and a half 
pounds seeded raisins, one and a half 
pounds homemade citron, one glass 
grape jelly, two teaspoonfuls melted 
chocolate, one pound crystalllied 
cherries, one pound crystallized pine­
apple. one pound blanched almonds 
cut flne, one pound shelled pecans, 
cut small, one tablespoon cinnamon, 
one tablespoon . utmeg, one-balf 
tablespoonful alspice, one-balf tea­
spoonful cloves, one-balf glass cordial 
mixed with spkea, one glass grape 
juice or whiskey. Busk almonds over 
night in two teaspoons rosewater. 
Soak fruit over night In grape juice 
or whiskey. Cream butter and sugar 
light; add well beaten yolka, then 
cordial and spices, jelly and choco­
late. Next, add beaten whites and 
then fruit rolled In some of the flour. 
Add nuts last Bake or steem four 
to tlx hours. Use either large or 
small molds. If ateamed, dry off In 
slow oven one hour.

Instead of steaming, cook either In 
tin molds, lined with paper, obtained 
by cutting up a paper cooking bag. 
and sealed Inside other bags, or else 
In casea made from the bags, or in 
small baga very well buttered.

1 wonder was It the beady appetite 
of youth which made spice cake my 
special delight? Cream a big cup of 
butter, beating Into It, one after an­
other. seven yolks of eggs. When very 
light, add two full cups of light 
brown sugar, a cup of black molasses, 
the best obtainable, a small tumbler 
of blackberry cordial, a tablesi>oon- 
ful of powdered alspice, half as much 
powdered ginger, a teaspoonful pow­
dered cloves, three grated nutmegs, a 
generous pinch or powdered cinna­
mon, half a saltspoonful of fresh- 
ground black pepper, and the merest 
dusting of cayenne. When all these 
are beaten In smooth, add four cups 
of flour lightly browned and sifted 
twice with half a teaspoonful of bak­
ing soda. Putting the flour in warm 
made the cake lighter If the batter 
seemed too stiff—tt ought to stir 
freely, but not run very readily—a 
little cream was added, mixed with a 
heaping tablespoonful of grated 
chocolate. The cake waa allowed to 
rite fifteen minutes, then baked In 
quick heat In a paper bag, the same 
end would be gained by setting U on 
tba grid shelf inside a sealed bag, 
juat aa the gas was lighted, turning It 
on only half at first, then increasing 
the heat when the cake had had time 
to rise.

Spice cake meant also silver cake— 
notwithstanding eggs were to plenty, 
we were never permitted to waste 
whites. For the silver cake, cream a 
large cup of butter very light adding 
to it three generous cups of warm 
sifted sugar and half a cup of thick 
cream.. Beat hard five minutes, then 
add the strained juice of a large 
lemon and four rather scant cups of 
warm flour sifted twice with half a 
teaspoonful of soda. Mix smooth, 
Uien fold In the whites of seven 
eggs, beaten very stiff with a pinch 
of ealt and half a teaspoonful of 
lemon juice. Flavor with almond and 
rosewater—a spoonful of each. Three 
parts fill paper bag mold* or tin ones 
llnid with greased paper secured by 
cutting up a paper bag, seal Inside 
another bag, lightly greased, and cook 
as directed for spice cake.

Gold cake baked In layers, and used 
alternately with silver cake, looks 
very delicious and tastsa even better. 
Especially If the layers are pu( 'to­
gether with boiled frosting enriched 
with raisins, nuts, and tiny bits of 
crystallised fralt To make gold cake, 
heat and sift twice a pound of augar, 
work It Into half a pound of butter, 
creamed very light, add the strained 
juice and grated yellow peel of a 
large tweet orsnge, half a cup of 
sweet cream and the yolks of twelve 
eggs, beaten very light. Sift two tea- 
spoonfuls of baking powder with a 
pound of flour. Sift the flour a second 
time, and put in by light handfuls, 
stirring In each before adding anoth­
er. Flavor with a wineglass of brsndy 
and a teaspoonful of lemon. Bake In 
paper bag molds, or tin onss, lined 
with gressed paper, inside paper 
bags. When cool and firm, out ths 
cake in Inch layers, using a very 
sharp knife. Spread the cut surface 
with the prepared frosting, pnt on a 
Isysr of sUvsr caks, more frosting, 
then more cskob until ths pile Is as 
thick at yon care to have tt Trim 
a little round the edges and frost all 
over with orsnge froetlng or earamel 
fWiBttng shout the color of eream.

Bttll remain the uncounted desert men 
who have ranged themselvea under 
the Crescent flag to wage war for 
their liberty. Daily they continue to 
arrive, on horse, ass, camel and afoot, 
from places five and ten and even 
twenty days’ ride away. Thera are 
Arabs from Tripoli. Tunis, Fezxan,

. Algiers, a handful even from distant 
; Morocco. Kuzzy-headed Soudanese, 
negroes, allvergray with dust and 
sunshine; wiry, tight-eyed Bedouin 
snd veiled horsemen from the Libyan 
Sahara pour In to help the Turks and 
harass the Italians with nightly forays 

' through the ruined gardens.
There are not counting the rifles

out by the Turks. weaiKius of every 

I kind snd age In the ramp. I have

Three Hundred Ola Each Year From
Oread Olssase— Experts Answer 

ths Doubters,

Is there such a disease as rabies? 
This question, prompted by doubts as 
to Its existence expressed by dog 
breeders In the New York Times re­
cently, finds an emphatic affirmative 
anawer In Circular 129 of the Bureau 
of Animal Industry of the United 
Statea Department of Agriculture. It 
oonxlata of a report by George H. 
Hart, V. M. D., aastatant In pathology 
and bacteriology of the pathological 
division of the bureau, entitled 
"Rabies and Its Increasing Freval- 
an CO,”  snd declares that from one 
hundred to three hundred persone die 
Tt It each year In this country.

The division of pathology began In­
vestigating rabies in 1895, following 
the death of a woman In the District 
of Columbia, and since that time It 
has Investigated nearly 350 cases In 
dogs, twenty-flve In cows, six In cats 
and a dozen or more among sheep, 
bogs, horses, wolvea, foxes, dingoes 
and several In human beings At least 
75 per cent, of tb« cases have been 
In the city of Washington, the others 
having been forwarded to the division 
from such widely aeparated states as 
the Carolinas, Maine, Wisconsin. .N'ew 
Jersey and Virginia and Indian Terri­
tory. “The disease." says Doctor Hart. 
"Is constantly spreading, and there Is 
abundant evidence to warrant the 
statement that not a single state la 
free from It.”

Discussing the doubt as to the exis­
tence of the disease in human beings. 
Doctor Hart writes:

“ Many educated men. Including 
some physiclaue. claim that all cases 
of hydrophobia In the human family 
are the result of wrought up, nervous 
excitement, due to fear on the pert of 
ths patient. While at times these 
symptoms, termed lyssopbobla. do oiy 
cur In neurotic Individuals who have 
been bitten by healthy dogs, they are 
always hysterical In nature, cause no 
organic lesions, and universally ter­
minate In recovery. Thus, lyisopho- 
bia is entirely distinct from the reel 
dlseeae, which le uolversally fatal, 
when not treated, to the human be­
ing.”

Thus there is an Ivory that 
comes from Zanzibar, known aa ’’soft 
toc'th’" quality, that la very costly It 
Is the the finest Ivory known to com- 
n.e..e but the supply la limited A 
single tusk of Ivory weight, on an av­
erage, about ninety pounds, but you 
ran get a tusk weighing twenty 
pounds or ISO pounds, they differ to 
greatly

Billtard balls are always rut from 
the finest Ivory, but usually they are 
net cut from the larg.-rt size of tusks 
—the moderately amall tusk yielda the 
best results ao far aa billiard balla are 
I'liaoerned. The Ivory reaches the 
billiard ball make.' In the form of 
small Mocks or squares.

Ivory Is white In color, but Its his­
tory la red—It baa an evil past, most 
particularly the ivory that emanates 
from the storehouse of savage chief­
tains. These chiefi have often come 
by their Ivory In no recognized com­
mercial way—UL.ially each piece of 
Ivory added to the store means the 
loss of human life. Thee# chiefs will 
commit murder In cold blood In or­
der to aecure a tusk!
