Late reports sald the crippled
ship of the American President
Lines was limping toward Yoko-
hama, escorted by iwe Navy ships,
A raging fire that gutted three of
its holds was extinguished after
several hours,

Headquarters of the U. 8. Mill-
tary Sea Transport Service said
the passengers and crewmen were
transferred to the Barretl, an
MSTS vessel, while olher crew-
men battled the flames.

The Barreit and the Navy trans-
port George Clymer accompanied
the wtricken vessel toward Yoko-
bama.

The Navy said it had no details
what caused the explosion and
fires.

At least two of the passengers
were service wives en route to join
their husbands in Japan.

They were Identified as Mrs.
Shirley Colllns, wife of Lt. Loree
Callins, Orange, N. J., and Mrs.
Buzanne Halght, wife of Ens. War-
ren Haight, Santa Rosa, Calif.

The Navy reported the vessel
had developed a slight list, pre-
sumably from water pumped into
the halds to quench the blaze. It
was not reported what had caused
the explosion,

The American President Line
freighter was en roule from San
Francisco to Yokohama with nine
passengers and about 52 crewmen.
Bhe carried general cargo.

A radic message from the 7953
ton Plerce sald ''numerous burns"
were sustailned, apparently by
crewmen, but that the [reighter
continued under way.

Meeting

| Secretary Befison was expected to
sit in on the meeting later In the
day.

Before he left office, former Bee-
retary Brannan set a 1863 cotton
production goal of 13 million bales
for this year compared with last
year's crop of 14,900,000, This goal
meant a reduction of about one
acre out of eight planted to the
crop last year.

The department now feels this
year's goal should be reduced to
around 12 million bales if rigid pro-
duction and marketing controls are
to be avolded.

There I8 no way, however, for
the department to require [arm-
ers to cut plantings this year. Un-
der the law, the time for setting
up production conirols for this
year's drop has passed. Conse-
quently farmers are free to plant
as much land to the crop as they
desire.

Officlals are fearful that, be-
cause of a severe drought that
seriously damaged livestock pas-
tures and other crops in broad
areas of the cotton belt last sum-
mer, growers may increase cotton
acreages this year rather than re-
duce them in an effort to quickly
recoup 1852 losses, The govern-
ment is committed by law to sup-
port cotton prices this year and
next at the relatively high level
of 0 per cent of parity.

In Economy Of
US [s Stressed

A plea for transportation har-
mony was voleed brfore the Lions
Club at noon Wednesday.

Al Stratton, Dallas, representing
Timken Detroit axles, dwelt on the
Tole of trucks in American trans-
port and asked his listeners not to
be taken in “when somebody pops
off that trucks are usurping high-
ways paid for by others and that
trucks and trucks alone are ruin-
ing America’s roads.”

Within the past 10 years the num-
ber of trucks In operation in this

country has increased by 81 per
ecent in reaching more than nine
million units, he said. Today trucks
earry 75 per cent of the total ton-
nage of goods moved In the na-
tion's commerce,

“Trucking Is no longer an In-
eldental phase of our transport ma-
chinery,” he declared. “It s a
fundamental segment — i not the
fundamental segment of our entire
commerciel and industrial trans-
portation pleture,”

There are nearly six million peo-
ple directly dependent upon the
trucking industry for a liveMhood,
he sald, and 25000 communities
are seived entirely by trucks. The
trucking Industry pad one and a
third biMion dollars tax in 1951,
he claimed. Trucks constituted 17.6
per cent of motor vehicles register-
ed, yet pald 32 per cent of high-
way use tax, Stratton’ added.

Official studies have falled to
show that trucks are responsible for
destroying America’s roadg, he con-
tended. The trouble Is that highway
construction and Improvement has
fallen behind times, according to
the speaker. The answer he propos-
ed was not In limiting trucks but
in improving highways. Other forms
of transportation ought not to plek
on the trucking trade, he sald,

Decision Pinpoints Technicality
That Contributes To A Lottery

By a split 31 decision a three-judge
federal panel In New York has clarified
to some extent the obfuscation and doubt
which surrounds the question, What Is a
Jottery? It is a question that has bothered
pewspapers and radio-TV stations for a
long time.

The three-judge panel ruled, specifical-
1y, that radio and television stations may
broadeast giveaway programs, holding that
such shows are not lotteries i the par-
::m contributes nothing to the prize
The case grew out of the 1040 order of
the Federal Communications Commission
banning giveaway programs—specifically
“Stop the Music” over ABC. ABC filed a
fest case and federd) judges In New York
and Chicago ordered FCC not to enlorce
fts ban untll the courls could rule. CBS
and NBC joined ABC in the action.

What the three-man decision amounts
to Is that one of the three essentials of
B lottery was missing In glveaway shows,
(They are chance, consideration and prize.
Under the law, nothing concerning a lot-

tery may be sent through the U. 8. mafls
or put on the afr.) -

In the case of “‘Stop the Music and
similar shows, no money consideration

was Involved; the participant simply
answered the phone and gave the title of
a song. In times past, . under

stricter interpretation of the law, it had

been held that answering the phone might

be a consideration, or even walking into

a store where & jar of beans was on
ay to be guessed al.

s latest ruling, however, pinpoints
the difference: the participant must have
paid In a tangible “consideration” to per-
fect a lottery. The pane) explained it In
these words: A giveaway program ls a
lottery if the contestants are required to
“furmnish any money or anything of value
or are required to have in their possession
any product sold, manufactured, furnish-
ed, or distributed by a sponsor.'*

It also upheld the right of FCC to re
fuse to renew a broadcast license If the
station broadeasts Information about a
lottery.

Reuther Argues For Stop-Loss
Against Cost-Of-Living Drop

You're Walter P. Reuther and you've
made a discovery. Five years is a long,
long time.

Back in May, 1050, your five-year cost-
ol-living contract with General! Motors
Corp. made history, It was evidence of
mutual trust between a great corporation
and a large wnlon.

Now the contract’s only about hall done,
and you've succeeded the late Philip
Murray as president of the Congress of
Industrial Organizations.

Dwight D. Eisenhower, President of the
United States, has chosen as his Secre-
tary of Defense, Charles E. Wilson, who
fathered the cost-of-living idea In a long-
term wage coniract, 5o you've gol a new
G.M, president to deal with, Harlow M.
Curtice,

And the Korean war came. Your aute
workers were protected against that. As
prices went up, so did wages. The formula
worked so well that President Truman's
Wage Stabilization Board embraced it
That was quite a compliment to you and
to Wilson. Your contract has become, in
effect, the law of the land, But with an
exasperating difference.

Your contract provides for up and down
escalation, You don't have, as they say In
Wall Street, stop-loss protection agalnst a
decline., If the cost of living goes down
sharply, auto workers could suffer pay
culs of as much as 25 cents an hour, That
would carry them back, cost-of-livingwise,
to May, 1950. That's quite a cul, consid-
ering that the average hourly earnings in
the auto Industry come to $2.12, including
overtime. That's 12 cents on the dollar,

Warkers In other industries wouldn't
face that, Their ving -aoniracts
were made later than the auto workers’.
And their cost-of-living galns have been
incorporated into their base pay. So auto
contracts put suto workers at a disad-
vantage, relative to other workers, In case
of a cost-ol-living decline,

As president of the auto workers, you
don't like that, especlally since you have
& convention abead of you at the end of
March, That's golng to be talked up at
the convention. You'd like to have an an-

That's why the decision of the Bureay of
Labor Statistics to do away with its old
cost-ol-living index is a break for you.
That's the Index you use to compute
changes In wages In your contracts with
the auto industry. You had known for
several years that he Index was to be
changed. You bad a clause in tHe con-
tract taking that into account. You even
worked out a formula with G. M. about
bow to shift from the old index I neces-
sary.

S0, you argue Lhat the substitution of a
new index for the old Index gives you the
right to renegotiale the wage agreement.
General Motors says, no. The ahift in the

new Index. It does not open the eantract.

This has caused some talk of a strike.
You don't llkke that talk. As president of
the CIO and the UAW, you must use the
word “'strike” sparingly. You're dealing
with a responsible company, and as you
told the National Press Club, “responsibie
men deal responsibly with one another. '

Sull, you want the contract opened. You
want to write in some protection against
a sharp drop In the cost-ofliving Index.
You want auto workers on a parity with
other workers. You'd Ilke at deast 20 of
the 2S-cent-an-hour cost-of-living rise In-
cluded In the base pay. You want a 5
cent-an-hour annual Increase in pay In
May, Instead of the 4-cent Improvement
factor agreed upon. You argue that if
wages have gone up, ms they have, the
value of productivity has gone up like-
wise. And you want cost-of-living escala-
tion to apply to pensions,

Getting stop-loss protection on hase pay
Is an academic problem now, The cost of
living will have to drop 1 per cent to pro-
duce a 20-cent-per-hour cut. That's not an
immediate probability, And if it ever be-
came a reality, G. M. would be unlikely
to apply the cut vigorously. It couldn't
treat its employees dilfferently from other
companies, which have up but not down
cost-of-living escalation. G. M. might give
on this point to end the argument. It won't
burt the company and it might help you,
Walter Reuther, on the eve of your con-
vention.

The other points are another matter.
A five-year comtract Is a five-year con-
tract. If it means anything, it ought to be
honored, not re-opened—and used for bar-
gaining—on an arithmetical pretext. Thus,
you, Walter Reuther, must now make up
Your mind: Are long-term contracts worth
the paper they're typewritten on?
