Reagan says he'd use force again

CHERRY POINT, N.C.
(AP) — President Reagan,
who came to this Marine air
base to honor American ser-
vicemen killed in Lebanon
and Grenada, said today he is
prepared to use force again
“to prevent humankind from
drowning in a sea of
tyranny."”

America’s responsibility to
preserveand pass on liberty
“‘is not without cost,”” Reagan
said in remarks for delivery
to Marines and their families.
““But let no terrorist question
our will, no tyrant doubt our
resolve. Americans have
courage and determination,
and we must not and will not
be intimidated — by anyone,
anywhere.”

Before delivering his brief
address at the Cherry Point
Marine Corps Air Station,

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Truck kills 14, Israelis retaliate
by air striking Palestinian posts

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
A suicide bomber attacked an
Israeli command post in Tyre
early today, killing at least 14

Israeli troops, the military .

command said. Israeli jets
swiftly retaliated with two
big air strikes on Palestinian
positions in the central moun-
tains.
Beirut radio said waves of
bombing, strafing jets
blasted targets around Sofar
and Bhamdoun at midday,
then returned to pound the
same area in midafternoon.
Private radio stations said
the jets made at least 10 bom-
bing sorties that reduced
several artillery positions
and tank concentrations in
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the Syrian-controlled central
mountains to a smoking
wreckage.

Meanwhile, a White House
spokesman said President
Reagan deplored the truck
bomb attack and that the
latest violence demonstrates
“how far radical elements’
will go to disrupt a Middle
East peace process.

Spokesman Larry Speakes
said Reagan was informed of
the bomb attack when he
awakened. Reagan received
a briefing from national
security adviser Robert
McFarlane before 8 a.m.
EST, Speakes said.

Speakes talked to reporters
aboard Air Force One while
Reagan was en route from

Washington to Cherry Point,
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N.C., for a meeting with the
families of Marines killed in
Lebanon and Grenada, and to
attend a memorial service at
nearby Camp Lejeune.

It was the first time the
Israeli air force has attacked
in Lebanon in 14 months. The
Israeli command said the
raids were a retaliation for
the daybreak boinbing near
Tyre, 50 miles south of
Beirut.

In addition to the dead, the
command listed 21 Israelis
wounded and 13 missing.
Beirut radio said 25 Palesti-
nian and Lebanese prisoners
also were killed in the blast.

Responsibility for the bom-
bing was claimed by Islamic
Holy War, the same fanatical
pro-Iranian Shiite Moslem

group that claimed the
suicide truck bombings of the
Marine and French bases in
Beirut Oct. 23 that killed 230
American and 58 French
troops.

Meanwhile, Yasser Arafat
and his beleaguered
Palestine Liberation
Organization loyalists con-
tinued battling Syrian-backed
guerrilla mutineers in camps
outside the northern port of
Tripoli. Police reported more
than 50 dead and 200 wounded
in two days of fighting.

It was just over two months
ago that Israeli forces pulled
out of the central mountains
to what they believed would
be safer positions in southern
Lebanon. But today's truck
bombing near Tyre showed

how vulnerable the occupa-
tion forces were.

The Christian Voice of
Lebanon radio said 16 Israeli
jets took part in the
retaliatory strike in the cen-
tral mountains and destroyed
at least three artillery posi-
tions in the hills overlooking
Bhamdoun and Seofar, about
13 miles east of Beirut.

The Israeli command said
all planes returned safely
after scoring *'direct hits"’ on
command posts, tanks and
130mm cannons in retaliation
for the terrorist bombing
near Tyre.

Israeli Defense Minister
Moshe Arens visited the bom-
bing site after the 6 a.m. at-

turned over to council

The 13-year-old Stanton
Junior High student
suspected in the stabbing
death of his stepmother has
been turned over to the Texas
Youth Council for placement
and counseling.

Della Knight, 52, of 328
Avenue J, was pronounced
dead at Deaf Smith General
Hospital on Sept. 16, and the
youth was apprehended the
next day at a lake near
Clarendon. He had left the
residence in the family
pickup shortly after a
neighbor reportedly witness-
ed the slaying in the back
yard of the family home.

A detention hearing was
held the following Monday,

Officer Lewis Rangel said the
youth was charged with delin-
quent conduct in the juvenile
devision of district court.

District Attorney Roland
Saul said under no cir-
cumstances could the
13-year-old have been charg-
ed with murder and tried as
an adult.

Rangel said he delivered
the boy to the TYC reception
station in Brownwood, where
the youngster was to be
evaluated for placement. He
will be under the direct super-
vision of TYC for at least 12
months, and could possibly
remain in their care until he
is 18 years old. Rangel said
those who are released before
their 18th birthday continue
to receive counseling from
the youth council.

A U.S. congressional
delegation was leaving
Washington today to begin a
two-day fact-finding tour of
this small Caribbean island
nation, and expelled Soviet
bloc and Libyan diplomats
were headed back to their
homelands. :

Charles Gillespie, a State
Department official based in
Grenada, said Deputy Prime
Minister Bernard Coard and
Gen. Hudson Austin, leaders
of the coup in which Prime
Minister Maurice Bishop was
killed on Oct. 19, would be
turned over to Scoon in a day
or two.

The coup precipitated the
U.S.-led invasion of Grenada
on Oct. 25. Supporters of
Bishop, a leftist, said he was
ousted by government fac-
tions who favored an even
more hardline Marxist
policy.

Coard and Austin were cap-
tured last weekend after
evading U.S. forces for
several days, and since have
been in custody on the
American helicopter aircraft
carrier Saipan off the coast,
Gillespie said Thursday.

Scoon, who is considered by
U.S. officials to be the
legitimate authority in
Grenada, has the power to de-
tain people suspected of
violating Grenadian law, ac-
cording to State Department
officials. He has indicated he
may try those responsible for
Bishop's death.

Scoon said Thursday an in-
vestigative commission was
needed to examine events in

Grenada during the past
several weeks.

“The Grenadian people
must know exactly why a
prime minister could be kill-
ed under house arrest and
why a prime minister was
killed in the presence of his
people,’ he said.

Scoon said he will appoint a
transitional government by
next Tuesday or Wednesday
— “‘certainly not later.”

““We are not having politi-
cians on this government,”
he said. “We will have a
government of technocrats. I
am looking for Grenadians of
ability, integrity, knowledge
and skill.”

He said elections may not
be held until this time next
year because it could take
that long to set up a
bureafiicracy to oversee voter
registration and balloting.

The elections would be open
to all political groups. ““Any
Grenadian, as long as he does
not have a criminal record,
will be allowed to take part,”
Scoon said. ‘““We are going to
go directly according to our
constitution.”

Grenada, a former British
colony and still part of the
British Commonwealth, has
had only one election since it
became an independent na-
tion in 1974. Sir Eric Gairy,
elected prime minister in
1976, was ousted in 1979 by
Bishop’s New Jewel Move-
ment in a bloodless coup.

Meanwhile, 16 Libyans, in-
cluding four diplomats, flew
from Grenada to London
aboard a U.S. military plane
Thursday. They were the first
diplomats to leave the island
since Scoon on Tuesday
ordered the Soviet and Li-
byan embassies here closed
and said Cuba could keep on-
ly one person at its embassy.

The Soviets had prepared
to leave, U.S. military
transport officials said in
Barbados. But the details of
their departure were not
disclosed.

Klein noted that officials
did not believe the susbtantial
drop from September’s 9.3
percent was a statistical
anomaly because a separate
survey of business payrolls
showed 320,000 people went
back to work last month.

Civilian joblessness has
fallen dramatically from
December’s post-Depression
peak of 10.8 percent, when
more than 12 million
Americans were out of work.

About 1,800 members of the
Army's 82nd Airborne Divi-
sion were being flown back to
Fort Bragg, N.C., today as a
group of U.S. congressmen
were flying in from
Washington for a fact-finding
tour.

The White House said there
were 5,980 U.S. troops on
Grenada Thursday. Some 700
army rangers and 1,900
Marines in the original inva-
sion force already had
departed.

Gillespie said troop
withdrawals would continue
steadily over the next few
days, and predicted there
would be “no need” for an
American military presence
on Grenada within six mon-
ths.

He said about 80 American
civilians, including engineers
and health specialists, have
been brought onto the island
since the invasion. ‘“They're
going to help the people get
back to what will be a normal
Grenadian experience,”” he
said.

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House passed bill sends message

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas automobile insurance rates will
go up 3.9 percent statewide next Feb. 1, the State Board of
Insurance has decided.

The 2-1 vote of approval of a staff recommendation
came Thursday after the three-member board split three
ways on how much profit insurance companies should
make from insurance policies and investments.

The increase will mean $88 million more income for the
companies.

Chairman Lyndon Olson said later the board actually
had no philosophical difference on whether investment in-
come should enter into the ratemaking procedure.

“Our differences of opinion as reflected in voting today
go mainly to the extent, procedure and timing of its (in-
vestment income) inclusion,’’ Olson said.

The impact on insurance buyers in the 40 rating ter-
ritories will range from an annual premium increase of
$39 in Dallas County to a $17 decrease for the East Texas
oil field area.

City sued in family's death

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — The Wurstfest Associa-
tion of New Braunfels, which begins its annual celebration
today, has been named in a suit filed by an attorney for a
family killed by a drunken driver at last year’s event.

The suit, filed Thursday in a Bexar County district
court, names the automobile’s driver and the Wurstfest
association as defendants.

A man, his pregnant wife and their two children died as
they walked along Old U.S. 81 in New Braunfels.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Legislation requiring some
American-made parts in cars sold in the United States
probably won't get through the Senate, but foreign
manufacturers should get the message from House ap-
proval of the measure, a sponsor of the bill says.

“The majority of the House still feels that we have to
take some strong action to restore our automobile in-
dustry,” said Rep. Richard Ottinger, D-N.Y., a sponsor of
the bill which passed the House 219-199 Thursday. ‘“This,
we hope, will give the United States the leverage to be able
to persuade the Japanese and European countries to
lower their (trade) barriers or face strong action by Con-

Greyhound to get buses rolling

PHOENIX, Ariz. (AP) — Greyhound hopes to have its
buses rolling again in time for the Thanksgiving travel
crunch, despite a strike by 12,700 employees that shut
down over half the nation's intercity bus service rather
than accept wage cuts of at least 9.5 percent.

As picketers circled Greyhound facilities and thousands
of job applicants mobbed the bus line's offices on the
strike’'s first day Thursday, cranky children and
bewildered adults waited in long lines at rival ticket
counters throughout the United States and Canada.

“I'm going to have to hitchhike home,” said Ervin
Schadler of Moses City, Wash., as he slumped against a
wall at the Seattle Greyhound station. “I've got $15 in my
pocket."”

Businessmen fretted over missing freight in Idaho, and
Oregon state officials said virtually all the state’s coastal
cities were isolated, with few prospects of other com-
panies bridging the gap.’

Lebanese leaders discuss security

GENEVA, Switzerland (AP) — Lebanese leaders met
today to review the cease-fire in their country, just hours
after an Israeli army post was struck in the latest of a
series of devastating suicide car bombings in Lebanon.

The Sept. 26 cease-fire and the issue of internal security
had been on an agenda drawn up for the fifth day of the
“conference of national reconciliation” before the early
morning bombing at Tyre in southern Lebanon and later
reports that Israeli warplanes had attacked Syrian and
Palestinian targets in Lebanon.

But conference sources said the new violence may
figure in discussions during the closed-door session.

Alfred Mady, political adviser to Pierre Gemayel, presi-
dent of the Christian Phalange Party, said the Tyre bomb-
ing “‘shows the need for a strong central government” to
guarantee security in Lebanon.

Similar attacks at the U.S. Marine and French bases in
Beirut on Oct. 23 and the U.S. Embassy in Beirut on April
18 have left a total of hundreds of people dead.

Burma blames Korea for attack

RANGOON, Burma (AP) — The government formally
charged Friday that North Korean army commandos
were for a terrorist bombing here Oct. 9 which
killed 21 people — the majority of them South Korean
government officials.

The state radio said Burma, which had previously en-
joyed warm ties with North Korea, was breaking off
diplomatic relations with Pyongyang and ordered its em-
bassy personnel to leave the country within 48 hours.

The radio said a Burmese investigation committee had
reached its conclusion from examiniation of materials
recovered at the explosion site, articles seized from three
captured Koreans and confessions from two of them.

After 20 years

Books still fetch readers

NEW YORK (AP) -
Before the tears had ebbed,
before the confusion had
cleared, before the nation had
returned to normal, books on
the slain young president
were already speeding from
printer to bookstore.

Since Nov. 22, 1963, about
300 books have been written
on John Fitzgerald Kennedy,
and hundreds more on other
members of the Kennedy
family mention the late presi-
dent, according to the John F.
Kennedy Library in Boston.

Kennedy books continue to
feed a public eager for any in-
formation on the life and
times of the late president
and the celebrated clan he
was a part of.

This fall, at least eight Ken-
nedy books were published.

In September, Ralph G.
Martin' s “A Hero for Our
Time: An Intimate Story of
the Kennedy Years' (Mac-
millan Publishing Co. $19.95)
was released. Martin had
traveled with Kennedy in the
presidential campaign in 1959
and wrote the book, ‘“‘Front
Runner, Dark Horse,” based
on the race.

William Manchester, a pro-
fessor of history at Wesleyan
University in Connecticut,
was a close Kennedy friend
and wrote about the presi-
dent’s assassination in
“Death of a President” in
1967. On Nov. 4, his latest
Kennedy work, ‘“‘One Brief
Shining Moment' (Little,
Brown and Co. $25) was
published.

The book brims with family
pictures and anecdotes and
dwells on the late president’s
accomplishments while in of-
fice.

13-member congressional
delegation was traveling to
Grenada today, seeking
firsthand information about
last week’s U.S. invasion of
the Caribbean island.

The delegation, appointed
by House Speaker Thomas P.
O'Neill Jr., was headed by
Rep. Thomas S. Foley,
D-Wash., House Democratic
whip, and Rep, Robert H.
Michel, R-Ill., House minori-
ty leader. The members are
scheduled to spend two days
in Grenada, possibly sleeping
in tents, and return to
Washington on Monday.

O’Neill, D-Mass., said the
House should ‘‘know
firsthand what the cir-
cumstances were that
precipitated the introduction
of United States military
forces in Grenada.” O’Neill
also said the delegation would
try to determine how long
U.S. troops are likely to stay
on the Caribbean island.

President Reagan said he
ordered the invasion to pro-
tect 1,000 Americans on the
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Since December, as the
economy has grown and
business prospects have im-
proved during the recovery,
more than 2.8 million
Americans have gone back to
work.

Meanwhile, in another sign
that business is still booming
after a hot streak last sum-
mer, auto manufacturers and
leading retail chains said
sales continued to rise in Oc-
tober. And analysts sug-
gested that many stores will
have a happy holiday season.

The six major U.S. car-
markers said sales jumped
25.5 percent in the final 10
days of the month, while the
top retailers said their full-
month sales rose strongly.

Economists said - the up-
ward trend in business sales,
which began early this year
and accelerated over the
summer, means the overall
economic recovery is likely to
last well into 1984.

4 Sean Luketina
was hit, possibly by a
grenade on Oct. 26, the se-
cond day of the invasion, said
his father, Robin Luketina.

Robin Luketina said his
son, being cared for at Walter
Reed Army Medical Center,

It was the first Israeli
aerial action reported in
Lebanon since October 1982,
when Israeli planes attacked

Syrian missile batteries in
eastern Lebanon.

At the truck boming scene
near Tyre, Israeli Brig. Gen.
Amos Yaron said there were
about 60 Israeli soldiers,
border patrolmen and
civilian security officers in
the army intelligence post
when the attack occurred at
daybreak.

Bruce Kashtan, spokesman
for the Israeli Foreign
Ministry near Beirut, said
Israeli guards opened fire at
the intruding pickup truck
and “‘apparently hit it.”

“It exploded before the
building and not inside,
where it could have caused
even more damage,”’
Kashtan said.

The force of the blast
damaged a Lebanese army
barracks and a post of the
United Nations peacekeeping
force across the street from
the bombed Israeli com-

pound.

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Tests offer hope for AIDS cure

Laboratory tests indicate
that a naturally occurring
substance produced by
healthy people’s white blood
cells may help victims of ac-
quired immune deficiency
syndrome (AIDS), says the
Texas Medical Association.

The U.S. Food and Drug
Administration and the Na-
tional Institutes of Health are
testing interleukin-2. This
substance is produced by nor-
mal lymphocytes (white
blood cells) to combat viral
infections or other foreign
substances.

Test-tube results have been
encouraging. The scientists
found that interleukin-2 in-
creases the infection-fighting
ability of weakened lym-
phocytes from AIDS patients.

Although interleukin-2 is
available only in small
amounts, the initial results
clear the way for trials on pa-
tients themselves.

As of early October, the
Centers for Disease Control
in Atlanta had recorded 2,416

AIDS cases and 981 deaths
nationwide. The .Texas
Department of Health had
recorded 71 cases and 35
deaths in Texas.

AIDS is a serious condition
characterized by a weaken-
ing in the body’s natural im-
munity against disease. Peo-
ple with AIDS become
susceptible to a variety of
rare illnesses. The two most
common are a form of
pneumonia caused by a
parasite, and Kaposi's sar-
coma, a rare cancer that at-
tacks walls of blood vessels.

Early symptoms of AIDS
are similar to those of other
diseases, such as a cold or the
flu. The signs include fever,
night sweats, unexplained
weight loss, yeast infections,
shortness of breath, diarrhea,
persistent coughs, fatigue,
appetite loss, and swollen
glands in the neck, armpits,
or groin. Symptoms that per-
sist should receive medical
attention.

Although no cause has been
found, scientists suspect a
virus, possibly one present in
the blood or in body fluids
such as semen. AIDS appears
to be transmitted primarily
through sexual contact.

The U.S. Public Health Ser-
vice says nearly 9 percent of
all AIDS cases have occurred
in one of four groups:
homosexual and bisexual
men with multiple sex part-
ners, Haitian immigrants, in-
travenous drug abusers, and
hemophiliacs.

No cases have turned up
among friends, relatives, and
co-workers of AIDS patients.
This strongly suggests that
routine contact may offer no
risk, according to the Public
Health Service, whose toll-
free AIDS hotline is
800-342-AIDS.

The Texas Medical
Association recently adopted
a policy stating that “AIDS
patients should receive no
less care than any other pa-
tients requiring medical help.
Physicians are morally
bound to treat persons who
have AIDS.”

On Espionage Charge
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Avoid tap water scalds
by lowering temperature

COLLEGE STATION - Tap
water that's too hot can be
hazardous to yout health,
says Dr. Mary Ann Heussner,
a health education specialist.

Each year, thousands of
people are scalded by tap
water, says Heussner, who is
with the Texas A&M Univer-
sity Agricultural Extension
Service.

Those most likely to be
scalded are pre-schoolers,
the elderly and handicapped.

According to Heussner, tap
water scalds are usually
more extensive than other
burns because many occur in
the bathtub or shower where
larger portions of the body
are exposed at one time to the
hot water.

“Small children and the
elderly or handicapped may
be unable to react quickly
enough to get out of water
that is too hot before it
scalds,” says the specialist.

“Hot water burns don’t
have to happen,” she says,
“if homeowners will simply
lower the temperature of the
water in their hot water
heaters.'” Most safety
measures require repeated
actions, but turning down a
hot water heater only takes a
few minutes and only has to

““That's part of the question
we're trying to get the answer
to,”" agent James W.
Greenleaf said at an FBI
news conference Thursday
night, shortly after the arrest
in Boston of 44-year-old
Alfred Zehe.

Zehe was described as the
first East German ever ar-
rested as an intelligence
operative in the United
States. “We allege he was
successful in getting informa-
tion into a foreign country,”
Greenleaf said, adding that
Zehe had been under in-
vestigation for two years.

The FBI said Zehe has been
living in Mexico as a resident
alien and had been working
as an exchange scholar at the
University of Puebla. He was

The FBI said an investiga-
tion indicated Zehe is af-
filiated with the the East Ger-
man Ministry of State Securi-
ty, which collects foreign in-
telligence.

The FBI said Zehe had
established contact with an
American civilian employee
of the U.S. Navy in Mexico Ci-
ty in October 1982 and re-
quested secret documents
dealing with military
technology. Unbeknownst to
Zehe, the unidentified
American civilian was

The civilian employee, who

photograph  classified
manuals and was provided
with a special camera and
film, the FBI said.

The civilian returned to
Mexico City in May 1983 and
was instructed to take a vaca-

be done once, she adds.

Gas water heaters are easy
to turn down because the
temperature control is on the
outside of the heater. Most
control dials are marked
“hot’ and “‘warm."” The mid-
point mark between hot and
warm on the dial is pre-set by
manufacturers at 140 degrees
F.

At this temperature, a third
degree burn takes only five
seconds of contact, says
Heussner.

The safest place to set the
dial is in the middle of the
word “warm,” which should
be about 125 degrees F. At
this temperature it would
take more than a full minute
of exposure to get a severe
burn.

Electric hot water heaters
have a more exact control

with an adjustable
temperature range of 110 to
170 degrees F.

This control is inside the
cover plate of the heater.
Lowering the thermostate re-
quires turning off the electric
power, removing the cover
plate, adjusting the ther-
mostat, replacing the cover
and turning the power back
on.

Turning down the ther-
mostat in either a gas or elec-
tric tank will not guarantee
the water temperature, since
it can vary within the tank by
as much as 15-25 degrees,
cautions the specialist.

But homeowners can test
their tap water temperature
by using a water, candy or
meat thermometer. Run the
hot water for 30 minutes
before letting the water run
on the thermometer tip. If the
temperature is 130 degrees F
or more it's too hot and the
hot water heater control
should be turned down.

Some people become con-
cerned that lower water
temperature will decrease
the sanitation in their homes.

‘““‘But it should be
remembered that the spread
of illness occurs mostly from
touching or personal contact
and by breathing cough and
cold germs. Laundry and
dishes are not significant
disease spreaders,’’
Huessner says.

As an added precaution,
disinfectant such as chlorine
bleach can be added to the
laundry water if there is an il-
Iness or young children in the
home, she adds.

1 don’t take it all
the time except when [ have
a severe case of heartburn
Should I take the medicine
every day even though I
don't have the heartburn all
the time?

DEAR READER — I wish
all patients would find out
exactly what their doctor
wants them to do regarding
their medicines. Call his off-
ice and find out.

Usually the doctor wants
a person taking Tagamet
and antacids for your condi-
tion to take them daily, on
schedule. ‘The Tagamet is
prescribed to prevent your
stomach from producing too
much acid. Once you have
heartburn you already have
too much acid and it is
already irritating your low-
er esophagus.

Your condition is related
to acid digestive juices
regurgitating into your low-
er esophagus. As the irrita-
tion progresses it can
become an ulcer. These
ulcers are much like peptic
ulcers in the duodenum,
other than for the location.

By avoiding irritation you
can promote healing. That is
what your medicine is for.

You should follow a pro-
gram similar to that of the
patient who has too much
acid or actually has an
ulcer. I'm sending you The

DEAR READER Evi-
dently you have an inguinal
hernia. The cord to your tes-
ticle passes through your
abdominal wall and down
under the skin into your
scrotum. The cord is sur-
rounded by muscles and lig-
aments to hold your intes-
tines inside your abdomen

When you have an ingui-
nal hernia the muscles and
tendons are stretched and
torn enough to allow the
opening around the cord to
enlarge. The bigger hole
then permits a loop of intes-
tine to slip out of the abdo-
men and even down into the

scrotum

The surgery is simple in
skilled hands. And you will
probably not have to stay in
the hospital more than a few
days at the most. The sur-
gery is to repair the torn and
stretched structures and if
the repair holds you should
have no more problems. If
you really mean an athletic
supporter, about the most
you can expect is some sup-
port to the scrotum. It will
not prevent the hernia from
slipping out.
